One of the newest and prettiest forms 

of fashioning coverlets, cushions,
______________ chair seats, dress-

' ing-table covers, 
curtains, and the 
like, Is In the use 
of the shirred 
band. This is a 
finish th a t adds 
very much to  bed 
c o v e r s ,  scarfs, 
and d r a p e r i e s  
where one wants 
a simple edge 
r a t h e r  t h a n  
fringe, braid, or 
other ornamenta- 
t i o n  a n d  y e t  

where one wishes to have some soften­
ing lines on an otherwise severe ma­
terial.

These shirred bands are exception­
ally lovely when carried out in the 
changeable drapery silks so much used 
for bed coverings and the curtains 
tha t match them. They are easy to 
make, too, and when puffed out soft­
ly they make a welcome change from 
the ordinary full valance or shaped 
valance that we have been using for 
the past year or two.

In the window shown today, the 
draperies are of changeable silk in ap­
ricot and periwinkle blue. The puffed 
band a t the top is shirred both top 
and bottom and the line marked with 
a thick overstitch in gold embroidery 
silk. The narrow er bands th a t catch 
the curtains back on either side are 
shirred and stitched in the same way, 
and the edges of the hanging curtains 
themselves are buttonholed in wide 
deep stitches with the gold embroidery 
silk.

The bed in this pretty  room has. a 
cover of the changeable silk, with a 
shirred and puffed band the width of 
the m attress ull around the sides.

OUNCIL GROVE’S Santa 
Fe Trail centennial cel­
ebration th is fail em­
phasizes the fact tha t 

^  the American Southwest
— '  is now old enough to

have a past worth 
while. Offhand this 
American Southwest is 
about 200 years younger 
than the American At­
lantic Coast. Of course, 
from another poiDt of 

view, the Southwest got started  con­
siderably earlier than the A tlantic 
Coast.

It was the Coronado expedition of 
1540-42, sent out by Viceroy Mendoza 
of New Spain, th a t first explored the 
pueblo country of New Mexico and 
Arizona and the Great P lains as far 
northeast as central Kansas. He also 
discovered the Colorado River and the 
Grand Canyon. Tucson claims settle­
m ent by the Spaniards in 1580. Santa 
Fe was founded by Onate as early as 
1606 and possibly ten years earlier.

St. Augustine, founded in 1565, is 
probably the oldest Atinntic Coast set­
tlem ent. Jam estow n dates from 1607. 
Champlain founded Quebec in 1608. 
The Dutch may have got a foothold on 
M anhattan  Island as early as 1614. 
The Pilgfim s landed on Plymouth 
Rock in 1620 and the Swedes about 
the sam e tim e made a settlem ent In 
New Jersey.

So the American A tlantic Coast 
properly dates from 1607. The Ameri­
can Southw est may be said properly 
to date from 1806. To be sure, St. 
Louis had been founded in 1768, but 
th e  founders were French and the 
Spanish were in control until the con­
sum mation of the Louisiana Purchase 
in 1804. The Lewis and Clark expe­
dition of 1804-06 traveled from St. 
Louis to the mouth of the Columbia 
and return . I t was Pike’s expedition 
of 1806 th a t gave Americans the first 
definite knowledge of New Mexico, 
Texas and the northern  provinces of 
New Spain. T rade between Missouri 
and New Mexico almost Immediately 
sprang up, in spite of the hostility c? 
the Indian tribes and of the Spanish 
In Santa Fe.

Purcell, an Indian trader, was 
taken  by Pawnees to Taos (a little 
north of Santa Fe) about 1802. Taos 
w as the old-time m arket to which the 
Apaches took their fur. His success 
led William Morrison of Kaskaskia, 
111., to  send a creole, La Lande, with 
a consignment of goods in 1804. La 
Lande proved faith less and remained 
in Santa Fe. McKnight, Chambers 
and Beard followed Pike’s route in 
1812; they were imprisoned in Chi 
liuahua until 3821. A. P. Choteau and 
Ju lius De Munn of St. Louis had $30,- 
000 worth of furs confiscated at Santa 
Fe and were imprisoned.

W ith Mexico’s winning of her inde­
pendence from Spain in 1821 Santa 
Fe’s a ttitude toward American trad ­
ers was reversed. T hat year Wil­
liam Becknell of Franklin, Mo., maue 
a round trip  tha t earned for him the 
title  of “F a th er of the Santa Fe

T rail.” With a pack-train he reached 
Santa Fe by way of Taos. He sold 
his American calicoes a t $2 and $3 a 
vara (short yard). This established 
tlie fact that the Santa Fe trade was 
profitable. Benjam in Cooper of Le Mine 
River made very profitable trips in 1822 
and 1823. In 1824 Colonel Marmaduke, 
Bernard P ratte , Augustus S torrs and 
about eighty other traders joined 
forces. They transported  about $30,- 
000 worth of goods over the trackless 
prairies to the Great Bend of the Ar­
kansas and thence across the dreaded 
desert directly to Santa Fe. This 
caravan used the first wheeled ve­
hicles. The retu rns were $180,000 in 
specie and $10,000 in furs.

United States Senator Thomas S. 
Benton of Missouri had the vision to 
see the im portance of the Santa Fe 
trade and had the influence to secure 
tile passage of an act by congress In 
1825 appropriating funds for the sur­
vey of a route from Franklin  to Santa 
Fe. The surveyors followed the usual 
route to the Great Bend of the Ar­
kansas and thence followed the river 
to Taos as the safer way. The more 
daring traders, however, preferred the 
shorter way across the Cimarron Des­
ert. This sixty miles was a veritable 
"Jornado del M uerto” for the unpre­
pared.

The Cimarron D esert lacked to th  
wood and w ater, but its chief dange- 
was from bands of nomad Indians 
who had an insatiable desire for 
horses and guns—and scalps. Many 
w ere the desperate encounters of th s 
Cimarron D esert. The Indians might 
be any one of several tribes. The 
traders did not a ttem pt to distinguish 
among them in making reprisals. F i­
nally the situation became virtually  a 
war of exterm ination between white 
man and red.

Benton’s act of 3825 authorized the 
appointm ent of a commission to trea t 
with the Indian regarding safe pas­
sage for caravans. President John 
Quincy Adams appointed as commis­
sioners Benjam in H. Reeves, George 
C. Sibley and Thomas M ather. Their 
first meeting was with chiefs of the 
G reat and L ittle  Osages a t an exten­
sive grove of hardwood trees where 
the trail crossed the Neosho River, ten 
days from the Missouri. Under a 
wide-spreading oak tree the Osages 
agreed to give the white man peace­
ful passage. The consideration wns 
$800 in cash and goods. The head 
chiefs signing the trea ty  were Pa- 
hus-ka (Long H air) of the Great 
Osages, and Ca-he-ga-wa-to-nogo 
(Foolish Chief) of the L ittle Osages. 
John W alker, the commissioner’s 
guide, wrote “Council Grove” on a buf­
falo hide with a charred stick and 
affixed the skin to the council oak.

Six days la ter the commissions made

a sim ilar trea ty  with the Kaw Indians. 
This meeting was held at Turkey 
Creek in McPherson county, Kansas.

These treaties made Council Grove 
a safe gathering place for the units 
of a caravan, but did not lessen the 
dangers of the Trnil beyond. At times 
tlie Indians of various tribes were so 
active tha t the Unitea S tates govern­
ment sent a m ilitary escort. This was 
done in 1820, 1834 and 1843. But 
our troops might not cross the A rkan­
sas (American-Mexican line), beyond 
which the greatest danger lay.

But nothing could daunt the Ameri­
can pioneer. For 35 years (1825-1860) 
the “Santa Fe Expedition” was an 
annual event of first im portance to 
St. Louis. A fter F ranklin  was washed 
into the Missouri the point of depar­
ture moved to Independence. W ith 
the advent of regular and re lia tle  
steam er transportation  W estport Land­
ing (K ansas City) became popular.

The s ta rt was made in April. Over 
the 150 miles to Council Grove each 
party  made its own way. At Council 
Grove a captain and lieutenants were 
chosen and the force was divided Into 
companies for guard duty.

O ther trade activities sprang up. 
The Bent brothers and Ceran St. 
Vrain built posts. B ent’s Old F o rt on 
the Arkansas, completed In 1832, was 
the oldest, largest and most im portant 
of the fur-trading posts of the Great 
Plains. William Bent was the first 
settler of Colorado and for long its 
most Im portant citizen. The Bents 
dealt with Taos, Santa F e  and the 
northern Mexican states. For forty 
years they sent out a t least one expe­
dition to St. Louis.

From 1830 for many years Santa Fe 
was the center of the trading and 
trapping life of the Southwest. There 
were organized trading expeditions to 
Chihuahua and Sonora and California 
and trapping expeditions in all direc­
tions.

Then came the Mexican W ar. In 
1846 Col. Stephen W. K earny marched 
from Fort Leavenworth to Santa Fe 
and took possession of New Mexico. 
Then, instead of going on into Mexico, 
he turned a t right angles and went on 
to California, which became ours by 
annexation July 7 of tha t year.

I t was not until 1849 th a t the Over­
land Stage made its appearance on 
the Santa Fe trail, a fte r fWenty-five 
years of travel by prairie schooner. 
Two stages traveled together for pro­
tection against the Indians.

The story of the Santa Fe Trail is 
one of pioneer push, daring adventure 
nnd desperate fighting. The largest 
im portance of tlie Santa Fe Trail is 
tha t it was a t ig  factor in bringing 
about the annexation of Texas, the 
Mexican W ar and the conquest of Cali­
fornia.

Iron Ore Production

Ore differs mostly in the per cent of 
iron it carries. Alabama nnd Virginia 
iron ore carries from 35 to 40 per 
cent iro n ; Pennsylvania a little  less 
than  50 per cent, and Minnesota 50 
per cent. There are chemical differ­
ences. Pennsylvania ore is high in 
phosphorus and is called magnetites, 
which signifies th a t the iron is sep­
arated  from the ore by a magnetic 
process. All southern ores belong to i

the Clinton group, and have to be 
washed before shipped. Superior ores 
are  richest in iron and the metal is 
more easily isolated. In the iron it­
self there is no difference wherever 
mined. Ore occurs in sim ilar form in 
all of the districts as large rocks, as 
gravel and as powder. Southern ore 
as a rule is coarser than th a t taken 
from the Great Lakes region.

E arliest F ootw ear
The first articles of footwear of 

which there is record are the sandals

worn by Egyptians 6,000 years ago. The 
shoes were of simple construction but 
lavish ornam ents were placed upon 
them. The Greeks carved the names of 
their wives and sw eethearts on the 
soles of their shoes. This was intended 
as a compliment, but the Egyptians 
had a habit that was ju s t the reverse. 
They painted portraits of their g reat­
est enemies on their sandals so that 
they might have tlie pleasure of tread­
ing on them every day.

W ashington. — Cotton production 
th is year was forecast a t 13,470,000 
equivalent 500-pound hales by the 
D epartm ent of A griculture, which 
based its calculation on the condition 
of the crop Sept. 1. A production 
of 13,990,000 bales was fo recast from 
Aug. 16 conditions. L ast y ear’s crop 
to taled  13,627,936 bales.

The condition of the crop on Sept. 
1 was 66.2 per cent of a  norm al, in­
dicating a yield of 141.5 pounds per 
acre. On Aug. 16 the conditon was 
62.0 and indicated yield of 144.1 
pounds. The Sept. 1 condition last 
y ear was 59.3 and the final yield per 
acre  la s t year was 157.4 pounds.

Cotton of th is y ear’s crop ginned 
prior to Sept. 1 to taled  1,892,549 run­
ning bales, counting round bales at 
ha lf bales, the Census B ureau an­
nounced. To th a t date las t year 947,- 
494 bales had been ginned and in 
1923 ginnings to th a t date totaled 
1,142,660 bales.

The condition of the cotton crop on 
Sept. 1 and the indicated production 
by S tates follow:

V irginia, condition 68 per cent and 
forecast 46,000 bales; N orth Carolina, 
68 and 1,132,000; South Carolina, 
46 and 830,000; Georgia 55 and 983,- 
000; F lorida, 78 and 30,000; Missouri, 
70 and 250,000; T ennessee, 66 and 
437; Alabama, 65 and 1,024,000; Mis­
sissippi, 74 and 1,350,000; Louisiana, 
67 and 644,000; Texas, 43 and 3,851,- 
000; Oklahoma, 61 and 1,520,000; Ar­
kansas, 69 and 1,368000; New Mexi­
co, 88 and 59,000; Arizona, 92 and 
89,000; California, 90 and 112,000; all 
o ther S tates 76 and 105,000.

About 80,000 bales, no t included in 
these sta tistics, a re  being grown in 
Lower California, Old Mexico.

Ginnings by S tates to  Sept. 1, as 
reported  by the Census Bureau, w ere:

Round bales, counted as half bales, 
included in the ginnings, num bered

The decline of a quarter of a mil­
lion hales in the indicated produc­
tion  was ascribed by the crop re­
porting board to have been due chief­
ly  to drouth and high tem peratures.

In South C arolina rainfall from 
April 1 to Aug. 31 has been the 
low est in over 39 years and the 
d routh  has stopped plan t grow th and 
caused heavy shedding of cotton. Ex­
tension of the drouth into eastern  
N orth C arolina during the la s t two 
weeks is reported  and in the no rthern  
p a r t of Georgia the drouth is still 
unbroken. In  some of the counties 
of N orthern Georgia the cotton crop 
rill not pay for the fertilizer used,.

AUTOCRACY IS 
ASSAILED BY 

A, F. L. HEAD
Jrganized  Labo r Is D ete rm ined  to  
Oust Com m unism  as a D estru ctive  

Force From  W ith in  Its  Own  
Ranks.

D etroit, Mich.—A ssailing "autoc­
racy in industry  and comm unism gs 
allies in a  common purpose of un­
derm ining organized labor in Ameri­
ca,” W illiam  Green, presiden t of the 
A m erican Federation  of Labor, de­
clared in a L abor Day address here 
th a t labor m ust stand  firm  in re ­
sisting  the efforts of both.

The determ ination  of some em­
ployers, Mr. Green said, to issum e 
the position of "d ic ta to rs” to the ir 
employes was serving only to  accel­
era te  the organized labor movement. 
Particu larly  he saw th is to be true 
in D etroit, w here he regarded the 
need of fu r th e r organization of labor, 
however, as still great.

“In th is g rea t beehive of industry 
em ployers of labor have assum ed a 
position of' d ictatorsh ip ,” he said. 
“They d ictate  the term s of employ­
m ent, the w ages paid, the num ber of 
hours which a laborer m ust work 
and the conditions under w hich he 
m ust labor. By th is process they fix, 
as though by royal decree, the living 
conditions of the ir w orkers. This 
s ta te  of affairs should not exist in 
th is enlightened period of the world’s 
history. The righ ts of the w orkers 
should be recogn ized /’

No opposition will prevent laboring 
m en and women from  organizing, Mr. 
Green said, adding:

“The need for organization and 
co-operation is keenly fe lt and the 
w orkers are  determ ined to join w ith 
th e ir  fellow-men in the ir efforts to 
ra ise  th e ir standards of living. The 
hearts  and m inds of men are being 
aroused. The individual w orker rea l­
izes how w eak and feeble is his po­
sition.”

Organized labor also  is determ ined 
to oust communism as a * destruct­
ive force w ithin its own ranks.

"In view of the fact th a t the com­
m unists have challenged and - are 
challenging the hosts of organized 
labor,” he said, “and by every m eans 
a t the ir disposal are  seeking to se­
cure suprem e control of the trade 
union m ovem ent of A merica, we, the 
loyal m em bers and officers of the 
organized labor movem ent, will s trik e  
back and stri^»ff^7ST'd. W e will not 
cease our efforts until communism 
and the com m unistic philosophy and 
those  who rep resen t it  a re  driven 
from  the ranks of organized labor.”

TO FIGHT BORDER
RUM RUNNING

T w e lve  M en Added to Roy C. C am p­
bell's D ry  Forces.

F o rt W orth, Texas.—Liquor smug­
gling across the Rio Grande from 
Mexico into Texas will be combatted 
by a force of fifty-one prohibition 
agents under the command of Roy 
C. Campbell, collector of customs, 
w ith headquarters a t San Antonio.

Mr. Campbell was in consultation 
Monday w ith M ajor H erbert H. 
W hite, regional adm in istra to r of pro­
hibition w ork in charge of Texas and 
Oklahoma, whose headquarters have 
recen tly  been opened here.

The prohibition force now under 
Mr. Campbell num bers thirty-nine 
men, to  which tw elve o thers are  to 
be added im m ediately. They will con­
tro l the 600 m iles of border facing 
Mexico, over w hich considerable 
quantities of liquor are  smuggled by 
the wily rum  runners, i t  is believed. 
A p a rt of th is te rrito ry  is practically 
im possible to guard due to the top­
ography and the  w ildness of the 
country.

No fu rth er appointm ents are  due 
in augm enting the executive force 
under M ajor W hite, he said. H e has 
now selected his staff of assistan ts. 
A considerable num ber of agents, 
however, probably will be added to 
the force during the coming weeks, it 
w as intim ated. W. D. Smith, new as­
s is tan t regional d irector in charge of 
enforcem ent work, is to leave short­
ly on an inspection tour of the te r r i­
to ry  under the charge of Major 
W hite, it was announced.

AIR DISASTERS 
DRAW CHARGES 

FROM BERDMAN
Says Shenandoah and PN-9 No. 1 

F a ilu re  Due to 
N egligence.

San Antonio, Texas.—Declaring de­
fiance of the W ar D epartm ent, Col. 
W illiam M itchell dropped another 
bomb into a ir service circles, and 
then  departed by airp lane for some 
tarpon fishing a t A ransas Pass.

H is sta tem en t charged recen t a ir 
accidents to the m anagem ent of the 
air service in b lunt language and as 
Mitchell packed his fishing tackle 
he said he expected to be arrested  
for his rem arks. He then climbed 
into his plane and hopped off for the 
Coast.

Colonel Mitchell arrived a t the Gulf 
in excellent hum or and when friends 
sought to discuss aeria l m atte rs  he 
replied:

“How are  the fish b iting?”
He spen t the afternoon preparing 

for a fishing trip  and refused fur­
th er j  comm ent on Lis sta tem en t in 
denunciation of the practices and sys­
tem s obtaining in the adm inistration  
of national a ir defense by the W ar 
and Navy D epartm ents.

In com m enting on the fa ta l \ reck  
of the Shenandoah and the failure of 
the H aw aiian fligh t w ith its pos­
sible loss of life, Colonel Mitchell 
said:

“Those accidents are  the d irect 
resu lt of the incom petency, crim inal 
negligence and alm ost treasonable 
adm inistra tion  of national defense by 
these two departm ents,” Colonel 
Mitchell declared in a w ritten  s ta te ­
m ent, covering seventen typew ritten  
pages, filled w ith biting sarcasm  and 
criticism  of the ir conduct of avia­
tion.

“As far as aviation is concerned, 
the conduct of these departm ents has 
been so disgusting in the las t few 
years as to m ake any self-respecting 
person asham ed of the cloth he 
w ears,” M itchell continued. "W ere it 
not for th e  g rea t patrio tism  of our 
a ir officers and th e ir hope for a 
change in conditions sooner or later, 
I doubt if a rea l m an would re ­
m ain w ith the colors , under existing 
conditions.”

In reply to the s ta tem en t by Sec­
re ta ry  of the Navy W ilbur th a t the 
H awaiian flight proves the valuq of 
the A tlantic and Pacific as A m erica’s 
bulw arks against a ir invasion from 
a foreign power, Colonel M itchell 
points out th a t such an invasion 
from Asia would be made by way of 
A laska, where the w ater to be cross­
ed is little  w ider than  the English 
Channel.

C harging th a t in a ttem pts to keep 
down the developm ent of aviation 
in to  an independent departm ent, 
handled and directed by aeronautical 
experts, Mitchell declared th a t those 
in charge of affairs have gone to 
the u tm ost lengths to carry  their 
point. All aviation policies, sch t aes 
and system s are  controlled by non­
flyers who know practically  nothing 
about it, he said.

Both departm ents m aintain  public 
propaganda agencies which are sup­
posed to publish to the people tru th ­
ful facts about national oeiense, 
M itchell declared, charging th a t the 
airm en are “bluffed and buldozed 
so th a t they dare not tell the tru  ■<* 
in a m ajority  of cases, knowing th a t 
if they do they will be deprived of 
th e ir fu ture  career and sen t to the 
m ost out-of-the-way placs.”

Mitchell declared th a t the accident 
to the Shenandoah and the H awaiian 
flight ships is “due to incom petency 
in the Navy D epartm ent, and the 
crim inal negligence in ordering the 
trip .” He reviewed several acci­
dents of the past, declaring th a t the 
loss of life in them  was largely due 
to obsolete and im proper ships and 
equipment.

POLICE SHOTS KILL 
MAN IN BARRICADE

San A ngelo  O ffice r, M an and W om an
Shot, C hild  Gets O ut of House 

U nh arm ed .

San Angelo, Texas.—The ta rge t of 
guns from  practically  all peace of­
ficers in San Angelo and la te r of 
dynaite when shooting had failed to 
dislodge him from his stronghold, 
Jose Tafolla, about 50 years old, a 
leader among Mexicans here, was 
killed early  Sunday morning.

W illis Barbee, Chief of Police, was 
shot through the left arm, and Esabel 
M artines, a man, and M aria Bazques, 
a woman, both Mexicans, sustained 
flesh wounds in a spectacu lar battle  
th a t raged for over two hours, only 
one block w est of Chadbourne street, 
San Angelo’s m ain business thorough* 
fare.

Tafolla’s iden tity  was unknown 
until his lifeless body, pierced in 
half a dozen places, and w ith his 
left leg blown alm ost in two, was 
dragged from a fram e house on 

i South Irving stree t, in which he had 
barricaded him self. He had refused 
to su rrender when police, a t mid­
night, responding to a call from the 
Mexican quarter, were directed to 
the shanty  w ithin the same block 
in which a  broil had been staged.

The trouble is alleged to have 
s ta rted  when two Mexican women 
engaged in a figh t on W est Con­
cho avenue. The husband of one of 
them  is said to  have sided against his 
wife and then  fled.

U ntil T aloffa’s body was found 
police believed th a t the woman’s 
husband was the man besieged.

Approaching the shack Policem an 
Jam es W hite, C. C. Hawley and Roy 
Nelms were fired upon and the ir 
dem ands th a t the occupants come out 
brought out only a M exican m an 
woman and a little  Mexican girl. 
The man and woman were wounded 
slightly when the officers re tu rned  
the firs t fire from the building.

H ardw are sto res opened to supply 
the officers w ith am m unition and a 
steady fire was poured into the 
shack. Police Chief B arbee was shot 
when he ran  on to  the porch and 
flung open the door. U nless compli­
cations se t in, his wound will not 
prove serious.

The fusillate a ttrac ted  hundreds 
of people, some of whom ventured 
close tc  the scene. They dropped 
prone or ran  when bullets came 
from the .Louse.

D ynaru ithg  was resorted  to and, 
after two charges were se t off, of­
ficers w ent inside.They found a  bed 
blazing and six rifles, two pistols 
and a can of cartridges scattered  

| about a room.
Tafolla, whom they found in the 

house, apparently  had been dead 
several m inutes.

SEVEN MEET DEATH IN 
WASHINGTON CLOUDBURST

Seven M eet D eath in W ash ington  
C loudburst.

W enatchee, W ash.—Seven persons 
w ere killed, ten  are  unaccounted for 
and three w ere seriously injured in 
a cloudburst which struck Spring 
Valley, above W enatchee, Saturday 
afternoon.

A three-story fram e hotel and five 
houses were destroyed by the wind 
which struck  the town along with 
the cloudburst. The hotel was car­
ried sixty feet by the wind and m ost 
of those killed w ere in it. Rescue 
w orkers are searching the' ruins for 
several persons reported missing.

Labor Day in Galveston.
Galveston, Texas.—For the first 

tim e in several years Labor Day was 
observed here  w ith a parade of labor 
organizations.

HOLD RATE ON LIVE
STOCK NO EXCESSIVE

U rge D ism issal of F ive  W estern  
Cases Pending Before  

I. C. C.

W ashington.—Dism issal of five 
W estern livestock cases pending be­
fore the In te rs ta te  Commerce. Com­
m ission was recom m ended in a re ­
port ju s t filed by W. A. Disque, a t­
torney-exam iner for the commission.

The paren t case is th a t brought 
by the N ational Live Stock Associa­
tion against the carriers, contending 
th a t carload ra tes  throughout the 
W estern  and the m ountain-Pacific 
d is tric ts and Illinois and 'W isconsin  
are  unreasonable, and asking a re­
tu rn  to the prewTar basis of ra tes  th a t 
had prevailed for tw enty years. Ex­
am iner Disque, who has handled 
some of the large cases for the com­
mission, took the evidence in th is 
controversy and recom m ends tha t 
the commission find th a t in the ag­
gregate the p resen t ra tes  are below 
the cost of service and are  no t un­
reasonable.

On practically  every im portant is­
sue in the combined cases the ex­
am iner sustained the contentions of 
the railroads, save the ir plea for a 
horizontal increase of 20 per cent 
w hich was put forw ard in countering 
the application of producers and ship­
pers for a decrease to the prew ar 
figures. The main case was brought 
by Judge Sam H. Cowan of F ort 
W orth for the American N ational As­
sociation. He will probably m ake the 
producers’ argum ent before the full 
commission sustains the findings the 
opinion prevails th a t the producers 
will have not only lost their fight 
for ra te  reductions, but are  in a 
fair way to sustain  some increases. 
The whole W estern ra te  situation, 
however, is to be considered anew 
during the general investigation 
under the Hoch-Smith resolution, 
which the commission begins in Chi­
cago next week.

F a cu lty  Changes in U n iv ers ity .
Austin, Texas.—Faculty  changes 

in the departm ent a t the U niversity 
of Texas for 1925-26 have been an­
nounced, according to Charies A.
