PUN LOW PRESSURE 
SYSTEM WHICH WILL 

COST ABOUT $7,000  
Arrangements Underway Now 

To Make Loan To Finance 
Municipal Plant 

Members of the Cross Plains 
city council confided yesterday 
at noon that plans were being 
furthered for the  •  construction 
of a municipal gas system here. 
At present arrangements are 
being made for the financing of 
the project. 

Although no definite statement was 
available from the city office, the Re-
view learned from authorative sources 
outside that approximately 255 agree-
ments  had  been signed  with local con-
sumers to  connect with the muni-
cipal  lines, when  completed. A soli-
citor was  still working Thursday 
afternoon.  

A  low pressure system  with  ,  the 

exception  of a high pressure main line 

is  the plan  of city  fathers. The esti-

mated cost  has  been set near  $7,000.  

However ideas were  advanced at a 

meeting  of the  council Tuesday night 

to  shave that amount  and probably 

installing the  plant for $5,500 or 

$6,000.  

Tentative  contracts have already  

been made  for  the gas supply  and a 

portion of the equipment. 

Rates  as indicated  by  the  council 

on agreements signed by citizens are 

a  $1.00  minimum charge which shall 

also be. payment  for the  first  two 

thousand cubic feet.  35 cents  per  

thousand' for the next six  thousand  

cubic feet and 25 cents  per  thousand  

for all gas  consumed  thereafter.
