Callahan 

CALVES, COWS AND 
YEARLINGS TO BE 

BORT AT BAIRD 

Although the . federal cat-
tle.program was scheduled to 
close in this county last Sat-
urday, County Agent Ross B. 
Jenkins told the Review YeSt-
erday that all cows, yearlings 
or calves in distress would ,be 
bought tomorrow (Saturda.y, 
December 29) if delivered to 
the Baird pens. 

`This will absolutely be the gov-
ernment's last call and any person 
having cattle in distress because 
of range, feed or water shortage 
should take advantage of it. We 
will not be able to purchase cattle 
under any conditions after Satur-
day", Mr. Jenkins said in a state-
ment to the Review. 

Blanks for parity payments to 
farmers participating in the cotton 
program were received at the Coun-
ty Agent's office this week. Mr. 
Jenkins said to the Review that he 
expected checks within a week tot-
aling $35,000., all of which is to be 
laid to farmers and land owners 
of tine county. 

Landlords will have 30 days in 
which to present a receipt from 
their tenant as to - the division of 
payment. Third and fourth ten-
ants receive three-fourths of the 
parity, the Landlords the other 
fourth. Half and half tenants re-
ceive 

 
one half of the parity pay-

ment whether his name appears on 
the contract or not.
