The pres-
ent County Agent has assisted me

is

in terracing the remainder of my
farm, and I don’t believe that any
man should farm a plece of soil
today without protecting it with
terraces and a variety if crops. If
you would ask me to place a value
on my terraces I would say they
have been worth as much to me as
the orginal price of the land. This
rsets a rather high value to terraces
but by the profits of my land I
Jjudge the value of my terraces.

So in 1915, I bought the poorest
farm around Putnam, and I believe
that in 1936 I-have one of the best
farms around Putnam, and I at-
tribute it to the protection given
me by those terraces that I have
run on my farm.
