FULLY 300 TOWS OF 
DYNAMITE EXPLODE 

DISASTER IN LOWER BALTIMORE 
HARBOR WHERE S14iP WAS 

eEING LOADED.  

50 ARE KILLED, GO INJURED 

British Tramp Steamer and Some 
Smaller Vessels Destroyed and 

Much Damage Done. 

Baltimore, aid Three hundred tons 
of dynamite tieing loaded in the lirit 
ish tramp steamer Alum Chine, in the 
lower habor oft Fort Carroll, exploded 
Friday morning, instantly killing forty 
to fifty men. wounding end maiming 
three score more, some of whom may 
die. and dealing deatruction to 
a million dollars' worth of property. 

The Alum Chine and a loading scow 
alongside her were annihilated; the 
'tog Atlantic. which twice went to the 
rescue of the Imperiled seamen, was 
set on fire and later sunk; the United 
States collier Jason, just completed 
and ready for trial. was raked to her 
/leek and rimier riddled, and buildings 
!n Baltimore and toe ns many miles 
away were rocked by the force of the 
terrific explosion 

The cause of the disaster Is un• 
known, but federal authorities have 
instituted a thorough investigation to 
place the blame. Excited survivors 
told conflicting atorluns. some insisting 
that a negro stevedore caused the ex-
plosion by jamming a spike into a case 
of dynamite. This be denied by eye-
witnesses, who declare that smoke was 
seen pouring from the Alum Chine's 
hold several minutes before the ex-
plosion occurred. 

Late at night the bodies of twenty 
dead had been brought to morgues in 
this city and sixty injured were in 
the hospitals. Estimate's of the dead 
included thirty 'stevedores and check-
ers of the Joseph R. roard Company, 
employed in transferring dynamite 
from a barge to the Alum Chine, 
which was bound for Panama; eight 
members of ,the crew of the Alum 
Chine, six men on the Collier Jason 
and the captain and several inteuhers 
of the erf•W of the tug Atlantic. Many 
bodies, it Is believed will never be 
recovered from the icy waters.

New blood may be added to the 
flock, by buying seine choice pullets 
of a reliable poultry itz-eper. 

Lining nest boxes with newspapers 
makes it easy to lift out litter, paper 
and all. Then set a match to it. 

Authorities .claim that the eggs 
from a hen will be fertile for ten 
days after the removal of the male 
from the flock. 

Do not let your young birds roost 
with the old hens, as they are liable 
to catch diseases which old hens are 
more subject to. 

All hens which have completed their 
second laying season should be dis-
posed of at ()nee, to make room for 
the young stock. 

Save the small potatoes and Imper-
fect heads of cabbage and other waste 
vegetables. They will all be relished 
by the hens in the winter. 

Don't delay any longer making re-
pairs to the houses or fences, winter 
limy be here before you are ready. 
At the same time, clean ap the rase
