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Cotton Pest Management Pays

COLLEGE STATION
There’s an old saying about the
“proof in the pudding,”
And when it comes to proof
about the benefits of cotton
pest management, it's a clear-
cut case of a paying proposit-
ion,

When all the air had cleared
and a close look was taken at
the cotton pest management
program in Texas during 1973,
net profits had jumped an amaz-
ing $1,203,529, That was an
average net return of $35 for
every dollar invested by far-
mers in the pilot program which
covered 36,000 acres of cot-
ton in four of the state’s major
producing areas,

Profits were up mainly due
to increased yields and de-
creased insecticide expendi-
tures, Total yields were up
4,300 bales,

Counties involved in the pro-
gram are Cameron, Willacy
and Hidalgo inSouth Texas, Frio
in Southwest Texas, Pecos and
Reeves in Far West Texas, and
Hill and Ellis in North Central
Texas, Producers in all but
Frio County reaped higher net
profits per acre, with the high
being $55.31 on irrigated cot-
ton in the three-county area in
South Texas, Profits were down
in Frio County due toincreased
costs of a full-scale diapause
boll weevil control program.

The three-year program un-
der the direction of the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice began in 1972 when 33,000
acres were included, However,
the program did not get under-
way early enough in the season
to get a sound economic asses-
sment the first year,

Dr, Raumond Frisbie, Ex-
tension entomologist head-
Quartered at Texas A&M Univ-
ersity, The program de-
pends heavily on five county Ex-
tension entomologists plus
some 28 field scouts who keep
a close check on field con-
ditions and insect populations
during the cotton season,

““The main objective of the
pest management program is
to reduce production costs while
maintaining optimum yields,”
points out the entomologist,
‘“Pest management is in-
tergrated into the total produc-
tion program and includes such
things as planting early, taking
full advantage of beneficial in-
sect populations, careful timing
of insecticide applications when
pest numbers and economic
damage indicate the need, and
destroying crop residue,’’

According to Frisbie, the
pest management program re-
volves around the county Ex-
tension entomologists and the
field scouts, ‘“These are the
people on the scene and in the
fields. They assess pest num-
bers and damage along withthe

Sometimes developers may

will be built, and that there will
be enough recreational and
maintenace facilities to pre-
vent overcrowding,

Complaints that appliances,
carpeting, draperies, building
materials, and workmanship
don’t resemble the promotion-
al brochures have been
reported, The way to avoid
such problems is to go see the
condominium  before buying,
Look not only at your unit, but
at the communal facilities,
since you will be part-owner
of them too, A good rule of
thumb is never to buy property
you haven’t seen,

Remember to read all liter-
ature carefully -- but realize
that what’s in the promotional
brochure isn’t necessarily what
you will get, The Department of
Housing and Urban Develop-
ment advises purchasers tode-
lay signing any kind of agree-
ment until all documents per-
taining to the condominium have
been received and studied, Ac-
cording to HUD, the develop-
er should supply prospective
buyers with a “declaration,”’
or book, describing in detail
the entire condominium project.

Cotton Outlook Better... The Controversial
Goat . .. Pecan Crop Looks Good . . . Roundup

THE AVERAGE YIELD of cotton in the United
States this year is expected to be 485 pounds per acre,
compared to 519 pounds last year; and, in Texas, 318
pounds per acre compared to 431 pounds last year. There
may be several reasons for that decline, but it is reasonable
to believe that the weather and fertilizer —or the lack of it—
exerted the most influence on the 1974 cotton crop.
Considering the high price of fertilizer, it is pretty certain
that farmers put out less fertilizer on this cotton crop than
on the 1973 crop. Cotton production in the Nation now is
expected to be 13,125,300 bales of upland cotton from
12,995,300 acres, compared to 12,879,900 bales from
11,912,100 acres in 1973. The September estimate for
Texas cotton production is 3,180,000 bales, an increase of
130,000 bales over the August estimate and a decrease from
the 4,673,000 bales produced in 1973. It is estimated that
800,000 acres planted in Texas have already been
abandoned, four times more than the number of acres
abandoned in 1973 and the highest level of abandonment in
20 years, says the Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting
Service. Rains on the Low and High Plains have given a
more optimistic outlook for the 1974 cotton crop in those
areas, however.

A NEWSPAPER story the other day asked the
question: ‘“Earth’s Worst Friend a Goat?” The writer
blamed some unnamed ecologists for claiming the goat is
the most dangerous animal in the world, because it chews
up trees and gnaws all plants down even to the roots,
“thereby causing soil erosion in already arid areas.” The
controversial goat has a history that extends back as far as
mankind’s; but he has his defenders, and rightfully so. In
times of famine, the goat probably will be the last animal to
starve; and he is the source of cabrito, you know, as well as
of mohair--if he has the right family background. The Texas
Department of Agriculture uses “Judas goats’ at its export
facilities along the border with Mexico, and they are very
helpful in the export program. Fifty years ago, the
Department also was using goats in the pink bollworm
eradication program. As an eradication measurd, infested
cotton fields were cleaned of all vegetation and the debris
burned. Entomologist R. E. McDonald wrote, in 1925, that
goats were used to clean infested cotton fields in Brewster
and Presidio Counties and that they cleaned fields “like no
human hands could.” Like most animals, goats have their”
faults, but they can’t be all bad.

TEXAS’ PECAN crop is expected to be 35 million
pounds, and if that prediction proves correct that would be
a 75 per cent increase over the 1973 pecan crop. The best
set apparently is in the San Saba and Cross-Timbers areas,
ranging from moderate to heavy. The East Texas pecan
crop is expected to be light, and the South Central Texa's
crop is expected to be from poor to good. Last year's
onslaught of walnut caterpillars, which denude('i many
pecan trees, had a very adverse affect on this ygar s pecan
production . . . Sugar cane production in Texas is expected
to be 980,000 tons compared to 734,000 tons in 1973.
That production will be from an estimated 28,00Q acres,
compared to 18,600 harvested last vear... During the
week of August 18-24, there were an estimated 263,000
persons working on Texas farms and ranches, a drop of
seven per cent from the previous month.

ployee Retirement Income Se-
eurity Act of 1974--the Pension
Reform Bill--was signed on La-
bor Day by President Ford,

The historic bill establishes

standards for private pansion
and welfare plans, includicg re-
porting,
ipation, vesting, funding, and
fiduciary responsibility,

disclosure,

partic-

It also creates within the U.S,

Department of Labor a Pension
Benefit Guarnty Corporation to
par vested retirement benefits
ito those whose private pension
#unds have foundered or which
scannot pay all their obligations,

President Ford said the bill,
covering about 35 million wo-
kers, ‘“marks a brighter fu-
ture for almost all the men
and women of our labor force,’

With the growth in number and
coverage of private pensions pl-
plans,problems have arisen, the
President said, Many workers
have not recieved benefits, even
after long service,

In some cases, this has been
because they changed jobs. In
others, their companies went
out of business without ade-
Quate money in pension funds to
pay obligations.,

“In addition,”’ President
Ford said, ‘‘some pension funds
have been invested primarily
for the benefit of the companies
or plan administrators, not for
the workers.

In his statement, the
President outlined seven major
parts of the new legislation:

--Major standards are es-
tablished for employee partic-
ipation in plans, encouraging
earlier participation by work-
ers and longer periods over
which benefits can be earned,

-=“Vesting’’ standards are
created to assure, as muchas
possible, that a worker who par-
ticipates in plan actually re-
cieve some benefits from it and
does not lose them because of
unfair forfeiture standards or
for changing jobs before retire-
ment,

--Fiduciaries who control
pension funds are required to
discharge their duties solely in
the interests of the bene-
ficiaries of their funds,

--Full disclosure isrequired
of all information concerning
the operation of an employer’s
retirement plan,

Tax laws are revised to pro-
vide more equal treatment of
different kinds of plans and to
encourage persons not covered
by pension plans to provide for
their own retirement,

--The Pension Benefit Guar-
anty Corporation will pay vested

‘““Together,” President Ford
jsaid, “these seven points add up
to abetter deal for the American
workers than they have ever
known before inprivate pension
plans,

“I believe this act is a model
of what can be done by the gov~
ernment to improve the lives of

Americans within the private
sector without harming the
dyamics of out free enterprise
system,

‘I also believe that its pass-
age is a mode! of cooperation
-and hard work between the excu-
itive and the legislative bra-
nchs.’

The new law does not require
any employer to have a pension
plan, But does set standards for
those that do.

It is estimated assets of pri-
vate pension plans increased
from $52 billion to $138 billion
between 1060 and 1970, Experts
predict that before longthese
assets will become the Nation’s

largest source of capital in the
economy, one which previously
was largely unregulated.

Private pension plans cov-
ered some 30 million worker, or
approximately 48 percent of the
work force, in 1970,

One provision of the new law
is that a person must be eligible
to participate {n a pension plan
after that person is25 yearsold
and has worked for an employer
for one year,

However, certain plans may
exclude persons who start a job
within five years of normal re-
tirement age,

Oncze a employee has ach-
ieved ‘ vesting’'--or has estab-
lished a non-forfeitable right to
a pension when he or she re-
aches retirement age, wherever
he or she may be working at that
time,

The new law requires that
pension plans provide vesting to
meet one of the three minimum
standards:

--A 5tol5 graded standard,un-
der which partial vesting would
immediately after 5 years, ris-
ing to full vesting after 15 years,

-=A 10-year, 100 percent st-
andard which would provide full
and immediate vesting after 10

vears. ;

which I would like to emphas-
ize 1is that the economists in
general agreed that we do not
at this point face a real full-
scale depression, While there
are a myriad of problems cau-
sing our current economic sit-
uation, the United States ec-
onomy is hardly collapsing into
chaos, as some would suggest,
I think it essential that when
we talk about our economy it
would be healthier tostressthat
there are 86,3 million
Americans, of 94,6 per cent
of the available work force, now
gainfully employed, and on the
average making a higher salary
than ever before, In addition,
such basic industries as steel,
chemicals and paper are work-
ing at full capacity and produc-
ing huge backlogs.

Admittedly, there are weak
spots in our economy, None of
us have to be told that an ec-
onomic slump has been under-
way since last year, Our econ-
omic growth will be slow in
future, and we must face up to
the fact that inflation of around
10 per cent will be with us for
the remainder of this year, at
least,

The current pre-summit con-
ferences involving every seg-
ment of our national economy
are designed to assist us in de-
veloping some practical meas-
ures we can incorporate to
help cool inflation -- an inflat-
ion which is worldwide in scope.

During the White House con-
ference last week, there was
general agreement that every
practical effort should be made
to exercise fiscal responsibility
in the federal budget, Govern-
mental costincreases compound
the financial burden of the con-
sumer, and do not increase pro-
duction, I strongly support the
theory of letting the individual
citizen decide the degree
to which non-productive price
increases should be imposed.

He will cast his vote in the

market place by the expendi-

ture of his dollar for goods

and services,

The answer is not to be found
in the re-imposition of wage and
price controls. I have just
written a letter to President
Ford emphasizing that the Con-
gressional intent in creatingthe
new Council on Wage and Price
Stability was to establish a for-
um to monitor sensitive areas
of the economy.

Already some economists are
suggesting that the new Council
can issue wage and price guid-
elines for various sectors of
the economy, This is not what
the Council was created to do.
Should it take such a direction,
the next step would be to use
the legislation as a vehicle to
encourage manatory controls, It
is my firm belief that the con-
trols of last year helped create
shortages and dislocations of
products which only fed the fires
of inflation,

I now believe that the price
bubble brought on by the con-
tols of a year ago is nearly
behind us, Our economy is
experiencing a period of adjust-
ment to the free market mech-
anism, and if left free to op-
erate, it will equate supply and
demand and reutrn a sense of
equalibrium tothe market place,

Our White House session of

this past week developed several
short-term suggestions which I
feel will be most helpful. It
was stressed that there is a
need for an all-out campaign
by both business and labor to
increase productivity, After
all, we cannot spend more than
we produce and hope to hold
prices down, There were sug-
gestions for more incentives
for investments to increase our
productive capacity to meet the
world demand for goods, And,
while I am on the subject of the
economic session, [ wish to
commend Professor Jackson
Grayson, dean of the South-
ern Methodist University Scho-
ol of Business, for his contrib-
ution to that session,

One other very essential point
is the fact that we must put
our own inflationary problems in
a global context, I have recently
returned from Europe where I
discussed the international ec-
onomic problems with finance
ministers from several West-
ern inflation the worldhasbeen
experiencing, the enormous in-
crease in the price of energy
over a short period of time has
added a critical ““cost-push’’
factor, Except for West Ger-
many, the rate of inflatin is
much higher in Western Europe
than in the United States, Like
us, the y are expereincing the
problem of agricultural sur-
pluses that have lowered pay-
ments to farmers while inflat-
ion has increased prices on the
market,
