Giant Prehistoric 
Buffalo Bones Found 
Near Lubbock

AUSTIN—The bones of giant 
prehistoric buffaloes have been 
discovered near Lubbock by 
University of Texas geologists.

The great beasts were nearly 
twice as large as the familiar 
buffaloes which later roamed 
Texas plains, Glen L. Evans, Tex 
as Memorial Museum associate 
director in charge of the project, 
announced. Some weighed 
much as two tons.

Evans estimated the huge buf­
faloes existed in the latter part of 
the Ice Ages—about 10,000 years 
ago.

Also found in the excavation, a 
lake deposit two miles northwest 
of Lubbick, were bones of pre­
historic elephants and huge 
ground sloths; and spear heds, 
arrow points, and other tools of 
humans thought to be among 
the first eves to inhabit the 
Southwest.

The University scientists said 
they hope to use the discoveries 
in reconstructing what happened

But the picture has changed. 
And a nation-wide organization, 
the Future Farmers of America, 
is partially responsible.

The rising generation of young 
farmers has a background of 
more farming “know-how” than 
ever before and through the ex­
perience gained in such an ener­
getic group as Future Farmers, 
he reaps the benefits of the 
“know-why” of soil practices.

The worth of any program can 
be partially determined by its 
accord of growth. In the case of 
F.F.A., thsi record is excellent. 
Starting out with a few isolated 
youth groups interested in agri­
culture in the middle 1920‘s, the 
program ha6 consolidated and 
spread over the entire United 
States and into the tenitories. In 
In Texas alone, the 34th state to 
join, there are more than 35,000 
young people engaged in this 
program to prepare themselves 
for a productive life in agricul­
ture.

Texas membership in Future 
Farmer chapters accounts for 
about one-tenth of all the other 
states' combined. Investments of 
Texas youths in chapter work 
total more than 13 million dollars. 
They have over $3 million invest­
ed in beef cattle and over $4 mill­
ion in swine and dairy cows. 
F.F.A. members are handling 
poultry projects valued at ap­
proximately $700,000 and turkey 
projects at more than $200,000.

Health Notes
AUSTIN — Typhus fever con­

tinues to make its appearance in 
various counties of Texas, says 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer. Like typhoid fever, most 
cases appear during the summer 
and fall and all citizens are urged 
to help control the spread of 
typhus by assisting in extermi­
nating rats.

‘ ‘There is only one way in 
which Typhus can be controlled,” 
Dr. Cox said, “and that is by, as 
nearly as possible, completely ex­
terminating rats in the State, 
since fleas from infected rats 
transmit the disease to man. We 
can begin to visualize the extent 
of the needed extermination cam­
paign when we realize that there 
is estimated to be 13,000,000 rats 
in Texas.”

There has been some confusion 
concerning the type of Typhus 
Fever which is occurring in Tex­
as, but Dr. Cox pointed out that 
this disease is entirely different 
from the old world type which 
has followed some of the armies 
in Europe. Ordinarily the kind of 
typhus which makes its appear­
ance in this sectiin of the country 
is not a fatal disease, although 
there has been a death rate of 
about 2 per cent from Typhus this 
year.

The poisoning and trapping of 
rats throughout the State will 
help to control the spread of this

As tiie drouth continues the ag­
ricultural picture looks darker 
day by day.

There are thousands of acres 
of crops that hove suffered to the 
point that moisture even now

would be of little benefit.
Pastures have stopped growing 

and th forage that is left is dry 
and low in feed value. Many 
ranchers have already made dras­
tic reductions in their herds. Oth­
ers are making plans now to re­
duce their number of cattle.

The most serious consequence 
of this prolonged drouth, how­
ever, is not the immediate finan­
cial loses to farmers and ranchers 
but the danger of another “dust 
bowl” like we had in the thirties.

With the extreme feed shortage 
the temptation for every farmer 
is to harvest every pound of for­
age on the land and to leave no 
cover to protect the soil from 
blowing next spring.

Most all cotton land is clean of 
grass and weeds this year and 
the stunted cotton plants them­
selves will offer little protection 
to the soil against the strong 
winds that are sure to some.

Our brightest ray of hope lies 
in our winter cover crops pro­
gram if- we are fortunate enough 
to receive ample moisture in the 
next 30 days.

A number of farmers have al­
ready dry planted rye or wheat 
for cover crops. These farmers 
will be ahead if a good amount of 
moisture does come.

Every farmer should be mak­
ing plans to seed winter cover 
crops on all land without suffic­
ient cover to protect it from blow 
ing.

The question of whether to dry 
plant or to wait for moisture is 
the decision for each fanner. It is 
no doubt a good bet to dry plant 
if the farmer is able to stand the 
risk.

He will check on the 
possibility of some third party 
being in .possession, claiming the 
property as his qwn. He will de­
termine whether a survey has 
been made so thht the buyer may 
know that required lootage iS 
there and that the neighbors’ 
fence, driveway, etc. is not en­
croaching upon the property be­
ing purchased. He will explain 
the practical effect of each legal 
paper which you sign or accept in 
triosing the deal.

If the contract of sale provides 
that the seller ia to furnish the 
buyer a Title Insurance Policy, 
then the latter should employ an 
attorney to examine the policy 
offered and advise him on other 
details in closing the transaction. 
The fact that an attorney desig­
nated by the Title Insurance 
Company examines the title is 
not sufficient to protect the pur­
chaser in every respect.

A title insurance policy is simi­
lar in principle to a fire insurance 
policy. Just ks you insure against 
damage caused by fire, so you can 
insure yourself against damage 
caused by failure of title., As is 
also common with fire .insurance 
tfblicies, yo# must be named as 
the' insured In the policy, in order 
to collect’’the proceeds. You .can­
not recover more than the amount 
stated on the policy even though 
the darfiage caused by the fire or 
the title failure is greater than 
that amount. The property insur­
ed must be accurately described 
in the policy. There are excep­
tions to the coverage which- may 
cause harm to p. particular buyer 
who is not aware of their mean­
ing, or even of their existence.

Insurance companies, in order 
to stay in business, cannot afford 
to accent too great a risk in pro­
portion to the premium charged.
A fire insurance underwriter de­
cides whether your house is a 
safe fire risk for his company in 
view of the coverage provided by 
the fire insurance policy. An at­
torney hired by the title insur­
ance company decides whether 
your property is a safe title risk 
for his company in view of the 
coverage provided by the Title 
Insurance Policy. Making such 
decision is the sole obligation of 
that attorney in the transaction. 
He is not in a position that en­
ables him to advise you as to the 
quality of the title you are ac­
quiring—his only duty is to his 
client, the title insurance com­
pany.

It might also be said that an 
attorney who passes on the title
