FARM LEGISLATION

The Senate is drawing close to
a final vote on the controversial
farm bill. By the time this letter
reaches you, this highly import-
ant legislation will be in a Con-
ference Committee made up of
Members representing the House '
Agriculture Committee and the
Senate Agriculture Committee.
This Committee will try to work
out the differences between the
House of Representatives and the
Senate and to work out a bill ac-
ceptable to both Houses of the
Congress. It will be remembered
that the House last year passed
the bill fixing mandatory price
supports at 90 per cent of parity.
The Senate failed to act last year
on the measure prior to adjourn-
ment. The House bill is still be-
fore the Senate, but the Senate
has written a new bill into which
has been injected a number of
items. If this bill passes the Sen-
ate which is expected, the chanc-
es are that it will never be de-
bated in the House of Representa-
tives. The reason being, that the
Senate will substitute its farm
bill for the wording in the House
farm bill and then pass the bill
as a House measure. This means
that the bill will then be taken
to a Conference Committee and
not brought back to the House for
further. debate. The only time
that the House will get to act on
such a measure again will be to
vote for or against accepting the
report of the Conference Com-
mittee.

AUSTIN-—A long battle for in-
spection action begins in Texas
next week.

At its Tuesday meeting in
Houston the State Democratic
Executive Committee will answer
Gov. Allan Shivers’ proposal to
place the interposition question
on the primary ballot.

Reports also are to be made by
the party's legal subcommittee
and hte Texas
School Segregation.

Committee on
Both have

been studying the suggested in-
terposition referendum.

Governor Shivers is expected
to-ask voters-to join his crusade
against federal encroachment by
giving the legislature a mandate
for interposition. He will address
the committee at a night meeting
to which all Democrats from the
Houston area are invited.

Later, Shivers will visit var-
jous parts of the nation. He will
talk to leaders, without regard to
party, and make speeches to
gain nation-wide support for the
interposition movement,

Also on the executive commit-
tee’s agenda will be the laying of
groundwork for the upcoming
convention battles. Liberal-loyal-
ists have indicated clearly that
they intend to fight the conserva-
tive party leadership at precinct,
county and state meetings.

Favorite Son Approved

Speaker Sam Rayburn’s pre-
posal that Texas Democratic con-
vention delegates be chosen who
will support Senate Leader Lyn-
don Johnson as the favorite son
candidate for presidential nomi-
nation, won general approval.

Rayburn’s suggestion that
Johnson be made chairman of the
delegation was endorsed by lib-
erals, but brought no reply from
the conservatives.

Texas GOP Plans Strategy

Texas Republicans will bypass
the holding of primaries this year.
They will concentrate on the gen-
eral election.

At their Austin meeting the
State Executive Committee a-
greed (1) to nominate by conven-
tion; (2) to hold precinct conven-
tions May 5, county conventions
May 8 and the state convention
May 22 in Houston; and (3) to
focus efforts on the reelection in
November of President Eisen-
hower and Dallas Congressman
Bruce Alger, Texas' only Repub-
lican congressman.

Texas’ delegation to the nation-
al GOP convention is expected
to be solidly pro-Eisenhower, but
the touchy question of a vice
presidential nominee has been
carefully avoided.

Meanwhile 11 new cases of
polio are reported in Texas,
bringing the year’s total todate
to 121.
