BENSON HIGHLIGHTS 
NEW FARM PROPOSALS

The farm program which the 
Administration has recommend­
ed to Congress is ”a workable ap­
proach”, Secretary of Agriculture 
Ezra Taft Benson told a group of 
cattlemen recently.

‘ ‘It will reduce surpluses” , the 
Secretary declared, “ It w ill grad­
ually bring production and mar­
kets into balance at fair prices. It 
w ill provide more economic se­
curity and a fairer share of the 
national income for farm people.” 
The Proposed program includes: 
A  Soil Bank of two parts— one 
called an Acreage Reserve and 
the other a Conservation Reserve 
—both to be voluntarily carried 
out by farmers. Cooperation in

acre­
age allotments, and in return 
would receive certificates equal 
to a specified percentage of their 
normal yield on the acres they 
withheld. The certificates would 
be negotiable so farmers could 
convert them into cash, or they 
would be redeemable by CCC 
either in cash or in actual com­
modity at a specified rate.

Under the Conservation Re­
serve, farmers would contract 
with the Government to shift 
land out of cultivated crops and 
into forage or trees and, where 
feasible, to ponds and reservoirs. 
Any farmer would be eligible to 
participate. He would be paid a 
fair share of the cost of establish­
ing the forage or tree cover, up 
to a specified maximum amourjt 
per acre that would vary for dlf-

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Mr. J. N. Weaver, whose farm 
is in the Chamberlain community, 
has reported some 1955 cotton 
yield results which he thinks the 
guar seeded on his place in 1954 
is responsible for. Following is his 
account.

In 1954 Mr. Weaver planted 27 
acres to a strip crop pattern of 
4 rows of cotton and 4 rows of 
guar. In 1955, Mr. Weaver rented 
this 27 acres to D. R. Lindley who 
planted it to cotton. Mr. Lindley 
produced 14 bales of cotton on 
the 27 acres— very near Mi bale 
per acre— which is well above the 
District average for last year. 
During the same period, Mr. 
Weaver says that he produced 
only 16 bales on between 55 and 
60 acres, or less than Mi bale per 
acre of cotton land of about equal 
productivity normally. He at­
tributes the difference in yield 
largely to the guar that was on 
the land in 1954. Several other 
farmers in the Donley Soil Con­
servation District have reported 
similar results.

One thing Mr. Weaver cautions 
anyone planting guar about is 
that it is not any better in pre­
venting soil blowing in the winter 
and spring than cotton is, there-

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tore one should plan to seed a 
cover crop of rye in the fall on 
the land planted to guar the same 
as he should protect his cotton 
and bundle feed land with a cover 
crop every fall.

Todate no policy holder in any 
legal reserve life insurance com-
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pany in Texas has suffered any 
loss. Nevertheless the companies 
are feeling the pinch of the ad­
verse publicity.

J. Ralph Wood, president of the 
Southwestern L ife Insurance-Co 
was one of the 28 executives who 
presented the “guarantee" pro 
posal to the insurance commiss­
ion. “We want to protect the good 
name of Texas insurance com­
panies,” Wood stated, “and also 
protect the innocent life insur­
ance policy holders.”

J. Byron Saunders, chairman of 
the insurance commission, said 
“I am happy to learn of the pro­
ject. It is a most laudable step. It 
will help relieve much public 
anxiety and concern.”

In other developments, the in­

An interesting incident happen- j 
ed while we were being driven | 
from the airport at Kiev to the j 
hotel. In all the Russian cities; 
the automobiles go hurtling down 
the street at breakneck speeds j 
and the drivers are not seemingly 
interested in the fate of pedes­
trians. However, we were told on 
several occasions that if a driver 
hit a pedestrian it was a pretty 
serious offense. My observations 
was that it was the agility of 
the pedestrians and not the 
astuteness of the driver that pre­
vented many collisions. The 
driver of the car in which we 
were riding from the airport was 
sailing merrily along at about 40 
miles an hour and approached a 
crosswalk that was literally teem­
ing with pedestrians. He made no 
effort to touch his brake but did 
honk his horn tw'ice. As usual, the 
sea of human beings parted just 
barel yin time to prevent the 
killing of a half dozen or more. 
However, one fellow did not get 
back far enough, and it looked 
like nothing could avoid our car 
hitting him. After a fast game of 
zigzag between the pedestrian 
and the car, we missed him by 
less than 1000th of an inch. A ll 
of us were very thankful that an 
accident had been avoided and 
thought that the matter was end­
ed. However, when we drove up 
to the hotel, another car drove up 
occupied by the pedestrian and 
another fellow. They talked at 
length with the driver of our car 
and all left together. Our group 
had been riding in three cars and, 
usually, the same drivers stayed 
with us all the time we were in 
orte city. The next morning after 
this incident, our former driver 
had been replaced by a new one. 
We asked the interpreters and 
some,of the officials what had 
happened to the other driver.

They merely shrugged their 
shoulders and said he was prob­
ably driving for someone else. 
However, we pressed the issue 
several times after that and never 
did receive a satisfactory answer. 
We never did see the driver 
again, although the other two 
drivers and the substitute driver 
who was assigned to us remained 
with us all the time we were in 
Kiev.

The Free Market In Russia

The last vestige of free enter­
prise in the USSR is a market 
place called the free market. It is 
very similar in appearance to our 
farmers markets or public mar­
kets. The products sold at these 
places are mostly agricultural. 
We were told that when the 
members of a collective farm 
made more than their “norm” , 
the surplus was divided among 
the members who could sell their 
share or use it as they pleased, or 
on the other hand, the entire sur­
plus might be sold by the group 
and the proceeds divided. Stalls 
for displaying merchandise for 
sale can be rented by an individ­
ual or by a group, such as a col­
lective farm group. There is no 
set price on these products, as is 
the case concerning all other 
items in the USSR. The products 
can be sold in the free market 
for whatever the customer is 
willing to pay. We saw milk be­
ing sold at one stall for seventy- 
five cents a quart and at another 
stall for a dollar a quart. There

was some Russian writing which 
I assume meant that the quality 
of the dollar milk was better 
than that of the seventy-five cent 
milk. There were fish stalls, meat 
stalls, flower stalls, fresh vege­
table stalls, milk and cheese stalls 
and so forth. Meat was being sold 
for $1.75 a pound at one stall and 
for $2.00 just a few steps away. 
Suckling pigs are considered a 
delicacy in Russia.
