{Best Snow In
|Several Years

Blankets Area

The month of February started
out the way folks wanted it—on
the wet side. Snow started falling
on the first and some type of
moisture was in evidence the first
seven days with more in prospect.
This snow was the most we
have received in this area in sev-
eral years and in spite of a strong
wind and heavy drifting, it will
be very beneficial as moisture is
needed badly over this entire
area. It was very inconvenient for
lots of folks but the benefits re-
ceived will offset the other.
Drifts piled six to eight feet in
places and most roads running
east and west were impassable.
Farmers and ranchers began to
dig their way out Sunday, but
many of them were unable to
come to town before Tuesday and
the going was rough then. Shov-
el handles caught the most wear
here in town with practically
everyone getting a little practice
and exercise shoveling out their
driveways, etc.

No serious incidents have been
reported due to the storm and
most ranchers were able to care
for their cattle with minor lossés.
Highways in the area were closed
or very hazardous at wvarious
times throughout the storm.

The amount of snow and mois-
ture received has been argued
considerably but the calculations
in general by residents over the
area was eight to ten inches of
snow with between half an inch
and an inch of moisture. The
snow melted fast Monday and
Tuesday and the old dry earth is
drinking it up just as fast as it
thaws.

The following was recorded by
the local weather station with all
observations made at 7 A. M. each
day: A trace on the 1st; .05 inch
from 3 inches snow on the 2nd;
a trace on the 3rd; .20 on the 4th
from 2% inch snow; .05 on the
5th and .02 on the 6th from %
inch and 1/5 inches of snow re-
spectively. The maximum tem-
perature for the month through
Tuesday was 47 degrees and the
minimum was 8 degrees on the
2nd and 3rd. The total precipita-
tion for the month is .32 with
6 1/5 inches snow. Total for the
year is .45.

We all hope this is the begin-
ning of another wet year and a
very good crop year.

FLYING SQUIRREL

Yes, there really are Flying
Squirrels! Most people know lit-
tle about them, though, because
the small, fast-moving animals
hide away and sleep in the day-
time. It is only at night that they
tirelessly explore the trees and
ground. They actually fly, too,
but not with wings,

To help him glide, the flying
squirrel has a thin fold of skin

along each side of his body, be-
tween his front and hind legs.
When he leaps, with legs out-
spread, the skin stretches and
makes the underside of his body
broad and flat.- Like the wing of
an airplane, this surface enables
him to sail through the air.

He cannot stay aloft, like a
bird, but according to the Nation-
al Wildlife Federation, he can
glide long distances between
trees and down wooded hillsides.
From a height of 60 feet, a Flying |
Squirrel has been known to sail|
152 feet through the air.

By shifting his body, the Fly-
ing Squirrel can control his aerial
movements. He can turn from
side to side, or he can swoop up-
ward before alighting. This helps
him to avoid obstacles and to|
pick out the spots where he|
wants to land. He also tries to
stay away from his worst ene- |
mies, owls and cats.

Dr. Holle said the vaccine'’s ef-
fectiveness to date has been
“gratifying.”

Three shots are said to give a
high level of protection against
polio: the second shot given one
month after the first shot, and
the third shot following seven
months later.

According to that schedule, all
Texas children who received sec-
ond shots summer or fall are now
ready to have their third shot.

The success of the vaccine was
announced April 12, 1955, after
exhaustive nationwide studies
But by then countless numbers
of children had already been ex-
posed in a rising seasonal in-
cidence. Result: 1955 was pretty
much an ordinary year for pélic
for the nation as a whole, despite
the fact that Texas’ 1955 seasor
was below the 5-year median.

Too, vaccine was in short sup-
ply those early days, and produc-
tion difficulties unsettied public

confidence in the product.

Both these problems have since
been overcome, Dr. Holle pointed
out. Supplies are increasing daily,
and, concerning production safe-
guards, “Health and medical men
agree that the vaccine is as safe
as human hands can make it.”

Winter Requires New
Driving Habits

“Winter requires a new set of
driving habits to kebp from skid-
ding into traffic accidents,” Mr.
E. C. McFadden, Vice President,
Employers’ Casualty Company,
Dallas and President, Texas
Safety Association, said in a dis-
cussion of winter driving hazards
sponsored by the Texas Safety
Association, Department of Pub-
lic Safety and the National Safety
Council.

Outlining the effects of sudden
temperature changes on snowy
or icy roads, early darkness, slip-
pery roads, and other bad weath-
er conditions on driving, Mr.
McFadden said the proper tech-
niques for winter driving were
!dvrivcd from tests conducted by
| the National Safety Council Com-
pniuo(- on Winter Driving Haz-
| ards for the past 16 winters.
| In these tests he said, it has
; been found that braking distances
| can be reduced considerably by

pumping brakes so they are al-
| ternately applied and then com-
| pletely released. This technique
| also helps retain steering control,
he said, and is especially effec-

tive on glare ice and on hard
fpackvd snow.
[  Describing the proper tech-

nique for getting a car started on
| snow or ice, Mr. McFadden ad-
| vised starting in second or high
gear, thus permitting smoother
acceleration which may get the
[ car moving without futile wheel
spinning. However, tests show
that tire chains provide much
| needed traction to start and stop
on hard packed snow and ice.
“Winter driving is difficult and
| exceedingly dangerous for even
the best of drivers,” Mr. McFad-
den said. “That is why it is im-
portant for motorists to realize
they can't go lickety-split into
winter weather with the same
set of driving habits and equip-
ment which they used during the
summer and fall months.
“Drivers must learn how to
cope with glare ice, snow, rain,
freezing temperatures, and this
requires the right ‘know-how’ of

winter driving.”

Mr. McFadden called attention
to the motto which every winter
driver should heed: *“Want to
Survive? Winterize Your Drive!”

Each year taxpayers cost Unele
Sam millions in correcting errors
that a little extra time would
have prevented according to H. B.
Hamill, Administrative Officer-
in-Charge at Amarillo, Texas.
Out of the thousands of tax re-
turns that have already been re-
ceived in the Dallas District, a
check has revealed that a lot of
taxpayers are up to their same
old tricks. They are not correct-
ing the little errors before they
send the return to Uncle Sam. It
costs these taxpayers money,
along with the rest of us, for In-
ternal Revenue Service employ-
ees to sit down and write a let-
ter back to the taxpayer to cor-

rect the error.
Mr. Hamill said that the five|
most common errors this year|
have been:

1. Many taxpayers are failing to |
sign their return. The husband or
the wife is failing to sign the re-
turn where it is a joint return.

have to sign the return unless
each is preparing a separate re-
turn.

2. Taxpayers have been failing
to attach the Form W-2, statle-
ment of earnings, from their em-
ployers. Quite a few taxpayers
send in one W-2 but don’t take
the trouble to look in the bottom
of the bureau drawer for the W-2
they got last Spring when they
changed jobs. All W-2's giving a
statement of earnings afAd a-
mounts withheld must be attach-
ed.

3. Taxpayers fail to list the
names of their dependents. Uncle
Sam has to know who the de-

Both the husband and the wife|

pendents are, and if they live at a
different address from Pampa and

Mama, Uncle Sam must also have
the dependents’ address,

4. Taxpayers file their return
under a different name from the
name used on their estimated
tax. The Revenue clerks are sharp
at detecting this sort of thing, but
it is not quite enough to be sharp
when there are 2,539 J. Smith’s,
some of whom have moved sev-
eral times. Taxpayers can elimi-
nate a lot of clerical detective
work for the Revenue people if
they will carefully use the same
name on their tax return as they
used on their estimated tax. They
never have any trouble with
Joseph Johnson Smith who has
always lived at 210 Shady Lane,
Home Town, Texas, and has al-
ways used this name on his tax
return.

5. The fifth error started back
in the first grade at school. Tax-
payers just plain don’t write
where it can be read. Write plain,
readable writing so the Revenue
people will know what you at
least intended to put down on
your return.

Mr. Hamill concluded by em-
phasizing that if taxpayers read
their instructions, checked their
arithmetic, and checked their tax
returns for completeness and
compliance with the instructions,
Uncle Sam would save thousands
of hours of clerical time and
thousands of letters which em-

| barrass and sometimes annoy tax-

payers.

SCIL CONSERVATICN
DISTRICT NEWS

Every farmer and rancher in
the Donley County Soil Conser-
vation District is interested in
geiting a greater return from his
investment; the best way to in-
crease the net profit of any unit
is to have a plan of operations.
This includes a detailed plan for
land use.

The Supervisors of your local
SCD encourage each farmer and

rancher to take a new look at his
operations. How many small de-
tails can be left out or re-arrang-
ed to reduce the overhead? How
many things can be changed to
give more efficiency or a larger
gross?

For example, on the J. B. Mas-
terson farm 5 miles north and
west of Hedley, plans have been
made to retire about 20 acres
from cultivaticn in addition to
the 75 acres he seeded to grass
about 5 years ago. Mr. Master-
son has been well pleased with
the results obtained from this
earlier seeding. L. B. Moore, who
rents Mr. Masterson’s farm, is
willing to seed this area to grass
because he is not so sure but
what it takes part of the profits
from the good land he is farming
to pay the cost of operations on
the land unsuitable for cultiva-
tion. The old terraces on this
farm are to be enlarged and one
new terrace is to be built this
year in addition to the grass seed-
ing planned.

Emphasis should be placed on
the fact that it is not the tech-
nicians job to write the conserva-
fion plan and give it to the oper.
ator. The plan must be the plan
of the farmer or rancher himself,
tailor-made to his own needs,
with the technicians helping him
to work it out. A conservation
plan, to be fully useful and serve
its purpose, must be adaptable to
meet the present needs of the
owner and his land. One of the
most important things of all is to
keep the conservation plan up to
date. Frequent reviews and alter-
ations may be necessary.

Farm Information

“Share-croppers in the Texas
Panhandle will be interested in

knowing that they are generally
considered self employed for
social security purposes,” an-

nounced John R. Sanderson, Dis-
trict Manager, Amarillo Social
Security Administration today.
“This means share-croppers are
building toward protection for
themselves in their old age and
protection for their families in
case of their death. To qualify for
this valuable family protection,
they must have net earnings of
at least $400 from their farming
operations in a year.”

Sanderson pointed out that
share-croppers, like all farm op-
erators, will report their earn-
ings for social security purposes
for the year 1955 by filing an in-
come tax return with a farm
schedule. Share-croppers must
file these tax returns with the
District Director of Internal
Revenue, Dallas, early in 1956, in
order to receive social security
credits for their farming opera-
tions, even though they may not
owe any income tax.

Under a recent interpretation
issued by the Internal Revenue
Service and the Social Security
Administration, sharecroppers in
the usual farming arrangement in
this area would be considered as
self-employed. The landowner
participating in the usual share-
crop arrangement would be con-
sidered’ as receiving income from
