The official rainfall recorded at
the airport . this morning at
7 o'clock was 3.85 inches and the
estimated total here in town was
4.15 inches.

City Asked To Grant
Phone Rate Hike

Members of the Clarendon city
commission were presented with
a request for an increase in tele-
phone rates at its regular meet-
ing Tuesday evening, May 8. Roy
L. Brewer, district manager of
the Southwestern Associated
Telephone Company, appeared
before the commission and pre-
sented detailed information about
the operation of the system

Members of the Commission
were told that the cost of fur-
nishing telephone service at
Clarendon continues to increase
due to higher wages and material
prices. Earnings have declined to
such a low level that if not cor-
rected will jeopardize the service
and seriously affect the Com-
pany’s ability to attract the addi-
tional capital it requires for con-
tinued expansion and service im-
provement,

“1951 costs require 1951 rates,”
the manager stated. “If the tele-
phone company is to continue to
meet the needs of the communi-
ties in which it operates, it must
be able to pay adequate wages,
purchase and install high quality
equipment and at the same time
be able to pay a reasonable re-
turn on the money it uses. Only a
financially healthy company can
continue to furnish good tele-
phone service.”

Hot Rod Fishing,

Definitely Illegal
EDITORS NOTE: The following

z article was taken from the col-

umn of Fred Williams, Sports
Editor of the Austin American-
Statesman.

“The news item the other day
about the latest depredation
against fish life probably made
a lot of people snicker. Maybe
even a few thought they might
like to try the stunt sometime.

“First off, let's get it straight!
This so-called hot rod fishing is
as illegal as using dynamite. Be-
cause the state law specifically
limits the means of taking fish.
If it didn't there wouldn’t be fish
left in our lakes and streams very
long.

“Of course, some think it is
cute and ingenious for “sports-
men” ta go to the trouble of rig-
ging up a magneto-battery outfit
with a rod to charge the water
and knock out the fish.

“Real conservationists and
sportsmen know that this isn't
cute. Frankly, it poses just
another threat to our wildlife in
an era when the fish and the
game animals are struggling to
withstand the impact of civiliza-
tion.

“Actually, Texas has just about
the most generous fishing laws in
the land. There is no closed sea-
son on most species and in most
areas. There are generous limits
on the number of fish that may
be caught. There are generous
limits on the number of hooks
and lines one may use,

“In other words, the laws were
designed for the benefit of the
Texas folks who like to get out
on the lakes and streams. They
can still exist indefinitely to that
end, providing the populace re-
sists the urge to cheat and
furthermore helps see to it that
the other fellow stays within the
rules.”

first permanent unit in the new
expansion program was chosen
from a group of 20 plans submit-
ted by members of the Fifth
Year Architectural Class at Tex-
as A & M.

The unit will house 24 boys, 4
to a room, and has a large living
and recreation room. Also, there
are quarters for a man and his

wife, who will supervise the
group of boys living in the
building, thus providing -closer

contact and opportunity for bet-
ter guidance and individual at-
tention.

Members of the A & M class
spent three days, last December
at the Ranch, and went back to
A&M to compete for the best
unit design. Then the best por-
tions of each design were con-
solidated to make the final plan,
which is tailored to the type of
boys living at the Ranch, and the
life they lead. The students have
also worked together on all the
other proposed buildings and a
25-year site plan as a class pro-
ject.

Boys’ Ranch expansion has
been made necessary by an in-
creasing number of requests to

help homeless and unwanted boys

and boys who are in trouble. Be-
sides housing, a vocational school,
larger grade and high school, and
increased recreational facilities
are planned. »

The Ranch boys will do much
of the work under qualified su-
pervision and. various - labor
unions have volunteered their
help. Construction blueprints for
the new unit were drawn by
O. L. Johnson, architectural en-
gineer of Amarillo. Part of the
funds for building have been al-
located, and it is hoped that ad-
ditional funds can be obtained to
complete the first unit by Sept.

Better Economy
And Good Eating

LUBBOCK-The modern house-
wife not only can make better
pies and cakes than are produc-
ed commercially, but she can do
it cheaper, according to Miss
Martha Buttrill, assistant profes-
sor of foods and nutrition at Tex-
as Technological College.

Further savings in time and
money, the foods expert says, can
be made by utilizing a “master
mix.”

Tech student enrolled in a food
purchasing course recently com-
pleted a survey in which home
baked cakes and pastries were
compared with commercial pro-
ducts. The students compared
both the costs and the textures
of the two products. Their decis-
ion was that you just can't beat
home baking for economy.

The students found that the

better commercial cake mixes
cost about 39 cents, plus the ad-
ditional cost of ingredients which
must be added, such as fresh
eggs.

Miss Buttrill offers the follow-
ing price breakdown on a typi-
cal recipe to prove to the skepti-
cal housewife that she can save
money by doing her own baking.

2 cups flour

2 cups flour 6 cents

12 tsp. salt 1% cent

2 tsp. baking powder 1 cent

3 tbsp. melted butter 3 cents

34 tsp. vanilla 1% cent
% cup milk 4 cents
2 eggs 12 cents
1 cup sugar 5 cents

Total 32 cents

Miss Buttrill says that if a
housewife does use a commercial
cake mix, the best possibility for
a good cake is one to which fresh
eggs must be added since dried
eggs have proved unsatisfactory.

“master mix"” can be made in
one hour in large enough quanti-
ties to enable tiie housewife to

varying the added ingredients.
For one mix which will give bis-
cuits, muffins, cornbread, #grid-
dle cakes or waffles, mix the fol-
lowing:

9 cups sifted all-purpose flour

15 cup double-action baking

powder.

2 teaspoons cream of tarter

¥4 cup sugar

2 cups shortening,

When you are ready to bake
you merely add milk for biscuits;
for muffins sugar, milk and an
egg; for cornbread cornmeal, salt,
sugar, milk and eggs; and ‘for
griddle cakes, milk and an egg.

Another mix will produce not
only pies but four kinds of cook-
ies. The nice thing about the
master mixes, Miss Buttrill says,
is that they can be kept in the re-
frigerator indefinitely and the
homemaker will have delicious
home baked products as easily
and less expensively than when
she uses commercial products.
