Those were the most predomi­

nant in the figures compiled in 
the Muleshoe Police Depart­
ment at the end of the year. 
According to the records, the 

days of the week and the 
number of accidents recorded 
were: Monday, 18; Tuesday, 13; 
Wednesday, 21; Thursday, 15; 
Friday. 18; Saturday, 38; and 
Sunday, 27.
Total number of accidents in­

vestigated per month were: 
January. 15; February, 21; 
March, 12; April, 8; May. 16; 
June. II; July, 11; August, 13; 
September, 12; October, 8; No­
vember. 15; and December, 9.
The records also show that one 

third of the accidents involved 
drivers under the age of 20. A 
total of 48 accidents were involv­
ing drivers between the ages ol 
10-20; 36 accidents for the 21-30 
age group; 13 accidents for the 
31-40 age groups; 15 accidents 
for the 41 -50 group; 12 accidents 
for the 51-60 age group; 11 
accidents for the 61-70 year old 
drivers; eight accidents in the 
71-80 year old group and eight 
of unknown ages.
Failure to yield right of way 

was the violation in 38 of the 
accidents; while close behind, 
backing without safety contribu­
ted to 26 accidents; following 
too closely was a contributor in 
15 accidents; failure to control 
speed was a factor in 14 
accidents; improper turn was 
the violation in 12 accidents; 
unsafe speed helped cause nine 
accidents; improper passing 
contributed to six accidents; 
changing lanes was a violation 
in five accidents; four accidents 
each were helped by persons 
charged with failure to control 
vehicle and driving while intoxi­
cated, while 18 accidents were 
aided by miscellaneous offens­
es.

Would you believe that a 
whopping 125 accidents were 
when the weather was clear and 
the streets and highways dry? 
Only 12 accidents were checked 
on wet streets in cloudy weather 
and nine in cloudy weather on a 
dry street. Two were on ice. two 
in unknown conditions and one 
while it was snowing.
Only 17 of the 151 accidents 

were with injuries and no fatali­
ties were recorded in the city 
limits of Muleshoe during 1976. 
Chief Black said the accidents 

were a 17 percent decrease over 
the 1975 figures. A total of 53 
accidents were on American 
Blvd. with 10 being at the 
intersection of U.S. 70, Texas 
214 and U.S. 84 (the Cross­
roads). Thirty-six accidents 
were on U.S. 70 and 84 west of 
the Crossroads and six on U.S.
84 east of the Crossroads. One 
of the accidents occurred at U.S.
84 and Main Street.
Twenty-five of the accidents 

occurred on Main Street in the 
100 through 400 blocks; 15 on 
West Avenue B; six on West 
Avenue D: seven on South First 
Street; five on North First Street 
and five on East Third Street.
The chief said the problem 

area is still the four blocks of 
Main Street w ith 25 accidents on 
this four block section.

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El Paso Conference 
To View Aggression

Seemingly more and more 
violence and aggression is noted 
each day in almost every facet of 
American life with many won­
dering if and when the spiral 
will stop.

In response to this buildup of 
both violence and aggression, 
the Texas Tech University 
School of Medicine (TTUSM) 
department of psychiatry, Office 
of Continuing Medical Educa­
tion and the American Psychiat­
ric Association are sponsoring a 
three-day conference entitled, 
"Violence and Aggression: A 
Perspective", in El Paso Janu­
ary 20-22 at the Hilton Inn.

Among the five-member facul­
ty of the conference is psychiat­
rist Shervcrt H. Frazier Jr.. 
M.D. with presentations on 
"The Murderer"; “ Non-dircct- 
ed Violent Behavior"; and a 
two-part view of “ Treatment 
Approaches".

Frazier, formerly of the Baylor 
College of Medicine department 
of psychiatry, is professor of 
psychiatry at Harvard Universi­
ty School of Medicine. He is 
probably best remembered for 
his examination of Charles 
Whitman, tower sniper at the 
University of Texas at Austin in 
1966.
Also featured at the conference 

will be nationally known psychi­
atrist Louis Jolyon West, M.D., 
discussing "Behavioral Mani­
festation of Aggression” ; "The 
Rapist"; "The Criminal"; and 
"Violence and Public Policy". 
The last topic has been added as 
a Thursday evening discussion.

West was among the panel of

psychiatrists and psychologists 
appointed to examine Patricia 
Hears! after her arrest in 1975. 
He is professor and chairperson 
of the department of psychiatry 
and biobchavioral sciences at 
the University of California, Los 
Angeles.

According to James W. Lar­
son. M.D., TTUSM psychiatry 
chairperson, the El Paso confer­
ence is designed to orient 
participants to different types of 
violent behavior. "It will ex­
plore different medical and so­
ciological cause of violence,” he 
said. "Treatment approaches 
and the effectiveness of treat­
ment of various types of violent 
behavior also will be explored."
Other members of the confer­

ence faculty will be Alwyn Barr, 
Ph.L).. professor of history at 
Texas Tech University present­
ing a "Historical Perspective: 
Violence in America” ; Marvin 
E. Wolfgang, Ph.D., professor 
of sociology and law. University 
of Pennsylvania, with a "Socio­
logical Perspective: Contribut­
ing Social Factors” ; and How­
ard Gurevitz, M.D.. assistant to 
the director. Department of 
Health and Welfare, San Mateo 
County, Calif., deliverying "Le­
gal Responsibilities and Impli­
cations for Psychiatrists". Dr. 
Wolfgang appeared on and was 
a technical advisor for the NBC 
television special "Violence in 
America" which aired January 
5.

Approval of the conference for 
16 hours of Continuing Educa­
tion Credit in Category I of the 
American Psychiatric Associa-
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lion and the American Medical 
Association has been given. 
Elective credit of 16 hours has 
been accepted by the American 
Academy of Family Practice.

Tax Form Due 
From Farmers

Farmers who have not filed 
(heir 1976 declaration of esti­
mated Federal income tax must 
file and pay that tax by Monday. 
January 17. The sole exception 
to this rule is if they file their 
income tax return and pay the 
total tax due by March 1, the 
Internal Revenue Service said 
today.

Farmers are defined as those 
persons who earned at least 
two-thirds of their 1976 gross 
income from farming.

IRS Publications 225, "Farm­
er's Tax Guide", and 505, "Tax 
Withholding and Declaration of 
Estimated Tax", provide addi­
tional information and are avai­
lable free at local IRS offices.

New Victims
Of Arthritis
At 600,000
Over 600.000 men. women and 

children in the U.S. became new 
victims of arthritis in 1976, 
reports the West Texas Chapter 
of The Arthritis Foundation. 
More than 20 million Americans 
now have arthritis so seriously 
that they need medical care, 
including 125,000 right here in 
west Texas.
Some five million Americans 

have rheumatoid arthritis, the 
most crippling kind. This infla- 
matory disease usually strikes 
between the ages of 20 and 45, 
although it can even afflict 
children.
Osteoarthritis is the most com­

mon form. It is degenerative 
and usually much milder. Near­
ly everyone over the age of 60 
has some degree of osteoarthri­
tis.
Other types include bursitis, 

gout, scleroderma, ankylosing 
spondylitis, and systemic lupus 
erythematosus. The Arthritis 
Foundation says that arthritis, 
in all its forms, affects more 
people and causes more crip 
pling than any other group ot 
diseases.

Oink. Oink . . . Wheat Acres Decline . .  . Crop Reports 
On The Way.

Texas hog producers apparently see some dangers 
ahead in expanded pork production as they are planning to 
cut back on sow farrowings during the first half of this 
year.

The Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting Service notes 
that from now through May, Texas farmers intend to 
farrow 91,000 sows. This is two per cent less than the same 
period a year ago.

The December-February quarter is expected to show 
an increase of four pier cent from a year ago, but the 
March-May quarter is expected to see a decline of nine per 
cent compared to a year ago.

Nationwide, by comparison, U.S. hog producers intend 
to farrow 6.1 million sows through May. This would be an 
increase of five per cent from a year ago.

As of Dec. 1, the inventory of all hogs and pigs in 
Texas was 850.000 head. This is nine per cent more than a 
year ago, but is ten per cent less than two years ago.

The number of market hogs totaled 731,000. This is 11 
per cent more than a year ago. The breeding herd was
119.000 head. This is two per cent less than a year ago.

Across the nation, hog and pig numbers totaled
55.100.000. This is 11 per cent more than a year ago. The 
number kept for breeding, at 8,000,000, is five per cent 
more than a year ago.

The 1976 pig crop was 19 per cent higher than a year 
ago, which explains some of the reason for the drop in
prices for hogs to producers.

A STEADY SIX-YEAR INCREASE in wheat acres 
nationwide has come to an end. But there still will be 
plenty of wheat.

The Texas winter wheat acreage expected for harvest in 
1977 is now estimated at 6,150,000 acres. This is down five 
per cent from last year.

Based on Dec. 1 conditions, production is expected to 
total 98,400.000 bushels; this would be down five per cent 
from last year, but is still close to the 100 million bushel 
production for Texas that has been exceeded only twice 
since 1866.

Wheat seeding is complete in the state. Too much rain 
in some parts of the state prevented some farmers from  
completing planting. Cold weather has also reduced growth 
and has reduced the quantity of forage available for 
pasture.

Winter wheat acreage for the nation is set at
55.800.000 acres. This is a three per cent decline from last 
year. Based on Dec. 1 conditions, this would produce
1.438.000. 000 bushels, which is about twice the amount 
that would normally be used in this nation.

CROP REPORTS coming out in the near future 
include the Jan. 17 annual crop summary. On Jan. 21, look 
for the prospective plantings for 1977 as of Jan. 1 
intentions.

April 14 will be the date of the prospective plantings 
for 1977 based on April 1 intentions. May 10 is the date for 
the winter wheat production based on May 1 conditions. 
And June 8 is the date for the winter wheat production 
forecast based on June 1 conditions.

the Federal Deposit Insur 
ance Corporation was created 
by Congress in the Bank Act 
of 1933, and became effective 
on the first of January. 1934. 
during the depths of the Great 
Depression.

Deposits in virtually all 
banks in the country are 
insured up to $40,000 by this 
agency of the federal 
g o v e rn m e n t .  C o v e ra g e  
extends to bank checking 
accounts, savings accounts 
and certificates of deposit.

Increases in the amount of 
the insurance stand as 
something of a yardstick to 
measure the affluence and 
savings habits of Americans. 
When the FDIC first began 
insuring accounts the limit 
was $2,500. That amount has 
steadily increased up to the 
present level which went into 
effect on November 27. 1974.

Contrary to some miscon 
ceptions. this valuable service 
in not financed by the 
government, but ra ther by 
the banks them selves. 
Presently, hanks are assessed 
one half of one percent of 
their year end deposits.

COLLEGE STATION -  Cran­
berries are one of the oldest 
fruits in America. Indians first 
used cranberries to make pem- 
ntiean -- a high-energy, food 
prepared front dried meat and 
fruit. Throughout the year, this 
native, traditional fruit has been 
served on American tables — 
especially around holiday time.

Mrs. Sally Coble provided 
some consumer tips to buy and 
use cranberries. She is a foods 
and nutrition specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service. The Texas A&M Uni­
versity System.

How To Choose
Fresh cranberries — look for 

plumpness, good color and uni­
formity in size. Don't buy 
cranberries that are crushed and 
leaky -  they may be off-flavor. 
Usually cranberries are packag­
ed in one-pound film bags or in 
boxes with windows for viewing 
• - look through and choose well. 
You may even freeze your own 
because no processing is requir­
ed. Put the original package in 
the freezer and enjoy them year 
around.

Frozen cranberries -• these are 
packaged in 12- or 16-ounce 
packages and are frozen with no 
sugar added, and, after defrost­
ing. should be used exactly like 
fresh berries.
Canned cranberry sauces -  

choose either jellied or whole 
berry styles, either should be 
firm enough to hold its form for 
serving. In whole-berry sauce, 
the skin particles and semi-jel­
lied portions are reasonably 
tender and the fruit, seed, and 
skin particles dispersed uni­
formly.

And How To Use 
Cranberries may be used in 

turkey stuffing -- in a juice 
cocktail, spicy with cloves and 
cinnamon -  as a relish -  as ice 
cream or ices -- in fruit salads, 
fruit molds and in combinations 
with other fruits.
There’s baked cranberry wal­

nut relish, cranberry surprise 
salad, cranberry raisin sauce for 
baked meats, cranberry pink 
fluff, or how about cranberry 
wassail or cranberry bouillon.

Cranberry Crunch 
1 cup uncooked rolled oats 
Vi cup flour 

1 cup brown sugar 
Vi cup butter or margarine 
I pound can cranberry sauce 
(whole or jellied)
Mix oats, flour and brown 

sugar. Cut in butter or marga­
rine until crumbly. Place half of 
this mixture in an 8- by 8-inch 
greased baking dish. Cover with 
cranberry sauce. Top with bal­
ance of mixture. Bake 45 min- 
qjes at 350 degrees F. Serve hot 
in squares topped with scoops of 
vanilla ice cream. Serves six to 
eight.

Gayle said the brochure was 

prepared to meet the growing 
interest in law careers.

"Intensified news media cov­
erage of legal topics, along with 
increased emphasis on career 
education in public schools, 
have heightened student curi­
osity about the various types of 
careers in law." Gayle said.

The brochure outlines educa­
tional requirements for lawyers, 
cost of legal education, and the 
differing careers available to 
law graduates, including:

Private practice -  ranging 
front a one-person law office to 
associating with a firm of more 
than 100 lawyers, with practice 
opportunities including such of­
fice legal work as preparation of 
contracts and wills or court 
appearances to represent a cli­
ent or argue an appeal. 

Corporate law -  employment 
in the law department of a large-

business, performing legal work 
as varied as the activities of the 
company.
Government employment -  in­

cluding federal, state or local 
government jobs involving such 
activities as hearings conducted 
by a regulatory agency, prose­
cution of criminal defendants, 
representation of government 
agencies in court, drafting regu­
lations or ordinances, and evalu­
ating the legal aspects of policy 
decisions or other actions by a 
governing body or its adminis­
trator.

Alternative practice -- repre­
sentation of individuals and 
groups generally not involved in 
the legal system, such as the 
poor, ethnic minorities, con­
sumers and ctti/cn environ­
mental groups, through such 
organizations as legal services 
programs or public interest law 
practices.

Academic positions -  includ­
ing law professors, law librari­
ans. editors and administrators.

Military service -- legal offices 
ol the armed services offer 
benefits which may be more 
appealing to new lawyers in a 
time when legal employment 
opportunities are limited.
Other opportunities -  includ­

ing use of a law degree in other 
fields such as journalism, indus­
try. advertising, banking, poli­
tics. administration or account­
ing.
The brochure also includes the 

names and addresses of all eight 
law schools in Texas and a list of 
books helpful in understanding 
the various types of legal ca­
reers.

On Wall Street

President-elect Carter has 
made a favorable impression on 
just about all "power groups" 
with the cabinet appointments 
since his election. But. a major 
problem looms before Mr. Car­
ter which could have the effect 
of sinking most of his legislative 
programs in the first year of his 
term and possibly the next two 
years. It is the Ford deficit.

Ihe meeting of the cabinet 
appointees two weeks ago at Sea 
Island. Georgia, was really a 
briefing on the very grim budget 
outlook because the Carter ad­
ministration will inherit a $50 
billion deficit. With even a very- 
modest package of tax cuts and 
government work projects to 
reduce the number of unem­
ployed. this deficit could easily 
balloon to $75 billion.

I lie net result of such a huge 
deficit, no matter what the 
reason regardless of all the 
explanations by the Carter ad­
ministration blaming it on the 
Ford administration, is serious 
embarrassment for Mr. Carter.
It will also cripple Mr. Carter’s 
ambitious legislative projects in 
the field of health care. There 
just isn't any way he can 
propose new spending legisla­
tion while the American people 
are looking a massive budget 
deficit right in the face.

One of the major worries of the 
American taxpayer is a return to 
a sharply higher inflation rate in 
coming years. Piling new spend­
ing programs on top of the $75 
billion deficit will make it almost 
impossible to balance the bud­
get anytime during the Carter 
term of office unless tax increas­
es are imposed.

a national health-insurance pro­
gram in 1977. The first phase of 
the program was to consist of 
catastrophic health insurance 
plus coverage on child and 
maternity claims. The new 
Health. Education & Welfare 
Secrctarv. Joseph Califano. has

already begun hinting that any 
health legislation in 1977 will be 
modest compared to the cam­
paign promises of Mr. Carter.

Mr. Carter's ambitious legisla­
tive programs for a "better 
America" may bear the epitaph 
"Torpedoed by a deficit".

virus plays an important role in 
causing the disease. Rat Tail 
Syndrome affected three per­
cent of the cattle in certain 
fecdlots in 1975. In 1976. inci­
dence was not as high. Cattle 
infected with this profit robber 
go off feed and loose weight 
about 60 days after entering 
feedlots.

Painful sores on the tongue 
and mouth cause cattle to quit 
eating. In addition to other 
problems, infected cattle loose 
the long hair on their tail. 
Putting infected cattle on pas­
ture or a low energy ration is the 
only known cure. " We are 
looking for a way to treat cattle 
that does not involve so much 
time and loss of money." Irwin 
said.
Shipping Fever is the number 

one disease problem in the 
feedlot industry. Past research 
by the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station at Bushland 
has shown that there are two 
major viruses associated with 
the disease. Vaccines are pre­
sently available, but are not 
always effective.

Dr. Irwin's research will be 
dove-tailed with Shipping Fever 
research being done by Dr. 
Andy Cole at the Bushland 
Center. Dr. Cole is part of a 
USDA research program involv­
ing Tennessee. Texas and Okla­
homa. Cattle are purchased in 
Tennessee and given various 
treatments prior to shipment. 
After arriving at Bushland. cat­
tle are given additional treat­
ment to reduce stress of ship­
ping and speed productive gains 
in feedlots. Others are shipped 
to El Reno, Oklahoma for graz­
ing research. Dr. Irwin will 
conduct clinical and pathological 
studies on animals at Bushland.

Dr. Irwin, his wife and two 
children live in Amarillo.

She finish­
ed with 17 points. 12 above her 
season average.

While Della State will send the 
same team against the Queens 
us it did almost 10 months ago, 
they will face a Wayland crew 
which superficially appears sim­
ilar in nature to last year's third 
place finishers. But close follow­
ers say that the teams are as 
different as night and day.

Leading the Wayland charge 
against the Lady Statesmen is 
another pair of All-Americans, 
senior Lcann Shildknight and 
junior Breena Caldwell. Miss 
Shicldknight is averaging better 
than eight points per game 
while shooting 50 percent from 
the field, and Miss Caldwell is 
the team's leading scorer with a 
13-point average. Breena,whom 
Coach Dean Weese calls the 
best forward in the country, led 
the Queens in the semifinal 
match with 18 points last year 
and finished the season with 
blO.

THP Investigates Six 
A cciden ts  D uring  December

The Texas Highway Patrol 
investigated six accidents on 
rural highways in Bailey County 
during the month of December, 
1976. according to Sergeant 
Thurman Keffer. Highway Pa­
trol supervisor of this area.
These crashes resulted in no 

persons killed and seven per­
sons injured.
The rural traffic accident sum­

mary for this county during the 
first twelve months of 1976 
shows a total of 48 accidents 
resulting in two persons killed 
and 36 persons injured.

The Texas Medical Association 
(TMA) says a doctor cannot cure 
common colds and should be 
called mainly if there is a fever 
over 101 degrees for more than 
24 hours, bloody discharge from 
nose or mouth, persistent chest 
pains, earache, severe or long- 
lasting sore throat or persistent 
cough. A doctor also should be 
contacted if a normally healthy 
person has a cold for more than 
a week or two. Of course people 
with other illnesses may need 
medical attention if thev even

The Food and Drug Adminis­
tration (FDA) is working on a 
program to allow more cold and 
cough drugs to be sold without 
prescriptions and strengthen 
some ingredients already in 
over-the-counter drugs. Doing 
so may increase some of these 
drugs' abilities to relieve cold 
symptoms. However, people 
must be increasingly careful nol 
to misuse these products.
The Texas Pharmeeeutical As­

sociation says many cold medi­
cations can cause dizziness, 
drowsiness, hazy thinking and 
other side effects, especially if 
combined with alit holic bever­
ages. Allergies to certain drugs 
also cause reactions. People 
allergic to aspirin should be 
especially careful to read labels 
since many products contain the 
drug. In fact, reading labels and 
following directions is vitally 
important for all drugs.
Non-prescription drugs also 

can cause bad reactions if they 
interfere with prescription 
drugs. Advice should be sought 
about using both types of drugs 
together. People with heart 
disease, high blood pressure, 
thyroid disease, diabetes, glau­
coma and several other condi­
tions also need advice on non- 
prescription drugs.
Almost all drugs can be harm­

ful if over used but nose sprays 
and drops present particular

problems. The drugs can cause 
nasal congestion, the same 
problem they are designed to 
relieve. TMA says. Nasal mem­
branes malfunction and swell 
when they are continuously 
chemically activated. People get 
"hooked" on the sprays and 
may have sinus headaches, loss 
of smell and taste, or high blood 
pressure, as well as nasal
