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Blood Typing Campaign Underway 
For Donley County In August

A blood typing program, which 
will cover thv entire county, was 
announced this week by Mrs. 
Mike McCully, chairman of the 
blood typing campaign. The unit 
will be set up at Estlack Machin­
ery Co. in Clarendon on Augpst 
22nd and 23rd., and at the Lions 
Club Den in Hedley on Aug. 27.

"During this time we hope to 
type approximately all of the 
persons in the county,” Mrs. Mc­
Cully stated.

The program simply includes 
taking a sample of the individual 
blood, determining the type, and 

- issuing a card with the individ­
ual's name, age. address and 
blood type which can be carried 
at all times. A nurse will be with 
the unit to take the blood sample 
and the members of the sponsor­
ing Beta Sigma Phi Chapter will 
do the clerical work.

"Blood typing an individual 
will take from three to five min­
utes. Knowing your blood type, 
or having a card with you carry­
ing the information, can be a 
very valuable asset in case of ac­
cident or serious illness, in which 
you might need a blood trans­
fusion. A blood transfusion can­
not be given until the type has 
been determined and someone 
then has to be located who has 
the same type and can give the 
blood needed. Car accidents, 
home accidents, end farm acci­
dents are only a few of the cases 
in which knowledge of an in­
dividual's blood type may be 
needed quickly. Time In oasa of 
an extreme emergency it vitally 
important. Take time now to save 
time later—you may save your 
own life," Mrs. McCully stated.

County pastors and a number 
of the different organizations 
have been asked to participate in 
this campaign. Miss Charlotte 
Molesworth, County Chairman of 
the Red Cross announced that 
their organization would cooper­
ate by providing the serum need­
ed to type the blood. There will 
be no cost to the individual hav­
ing their blood typed.

AU children and adults are 
urged to take part in this pro­
gram. The unit will be in opera­
tion Ifom 8:30 to 5:30 each day. 
Keep the date and time in mind, 
and visit either the unit in Clar­
endon or Hedley.

U. S. population was engaged in 
agriculture. Today only 15% of 
the people are left on the land, 
and they have to produce enough 
far all Americans and some for 
export.

Certification -  I
planting better seeds. But sefd 
testing and certification, while 
helping us improve the quality of 
our seed stock, is one more com­
plication in 20th Century farm­
ing. Seed samples submitted to 
the State laboratories indicate 
there is some confusion as to pro­
cedures. The following notes 
should help clear things up: 

“Certified” seed, bearing a

Certified Seed Tag, is seed which 
meets high quality standards. 
Certification is not required by 
law.

A grower wanting his seed cer­
tified files an application with 
the State Department of Agricul­
ture and pays a $10 annual fee, 
plus a 5c to 50c fee per acre for 
most seeds.

"Registered” seed is like cer­
tified seed, except that it  meets 
higher quality standards.

More than 1,000,000 bags of 
high quality registered and cer­
tified seed passed into the Texas 
channels of trade last year.

“Tested” seed is seed tested for 
purity and germination. It is re 
quired by law for field seeds of 
fered for sale.

The State Seed Laboratories in 
Austin and Lubbock provide free 
testing for field seeds. Tested 
Seed Labels cost lc each.

Samples should be identified 
with kind and variety, name and 
address of sender, lot No. or other 
stock identification, year grown 
test desired (whether purity or 
germination or both).

Samples should be 2 oz. for 
small seed like white or alsike 
clover; 5 oz. for seed the size of 
red or crimson clover, alfalfa 
ryegrass, bromegrass, millet, flax 
and rape; 1 lb. for seed like Sudan 
grass, sorghum, proso and hemp, 
and 2 lbs. for large seed like corn 
cotton, cereals and vetches.

The state laboratories tested 
14,818 samples last year, and sent 
out 3,614,080 Tested Seed Labels.

WHY I VOTED AGAINST 
THE ADJOURNMENT:

When Congress adjourned, the 
adjournment was sine die. This is 
a Latin phrase the literal trans­
lation of which is “Without day.” 
In other words, insofar as the 
Congress is concerned the ad­
journment is final and conclusive. 
Whether or not Congress recon­
venes this year is a decision that 
is in the power of one man—the 
President of the United States, 
Had the Congress recessed, it 
could have set a day for return or 
could have been called back by 
the leaders of the House and the 
Senate. Had there been no im­
portant matters for consideration, 
the recess could have been con­
tinued. I voted against the sine 
die resolution along with a small 
handful of members, mostly from 
the Soujh. I did this for a number 
of reasons, but the three most im­
portant are as follows:

(1) In view of the present 
world situation, I do not believe 
that the decision to reconvene or 
not reconvene the Congress 
should be left in the hands of one 
man. Past experience has proven 
that a one-man snap judgment 
decision is sometimes prompted 
by emotion rather than reason 
do not believe that this power 
should be in the hands of one 
man during these troublesome 
times;

(2) We are at war regardless of 
what name is applied to the Kor­
ean conflict. The smoldering fires 
of hate that now engulf the world 
could easily flare into flames and 
require fast and immediate ac­
tion by the Congress. Even a tem­
porary dela, yin reconvention of

orovide almost certain traction in ice, snow or mud.’

Congress could be very costly to 
the United States;

(3) There are many legislative 
matters Jiat died for want of ac­
tion. Many of these should be 
acted upon this year, especially 
the several proposals to cut in­
come taxes so that the small in­
come people could get some re­
lief. I had hoped that we could

get some action on the bill that I 
introduced to bring about this re­
sult It would have helped the 
smaii income families especially. 
Several members introduced 
similar bills, and if we had the 
time to get one of these bills to 
the floor, I am confident we could 
pass it. Another most important 
piece pf legislation is the Tide-

lands bill that the President ve­
toed. Unless the Congress is call­
ed back, this bill will die in the 
Senate. Therefore the adjourn­
ment sine die left the present 
state of the Tidelands bill in the 
hands of the man who vetoed it. 
If the Congress had recessed, 
rather than adjourned, we would 
have had a good chance for the 
Senate to override the veto this 
year. The last report is that the 
proponents of the bill only lack­
ed two votes having enough to  
override the veto in the Senate. 
It can easily he overridden in the 
House. If the President fails to  
call the Congress back, it will 
mean that the battle for the tide- 
lands must begin anew in 1953. 
It is a definite certainty that the 
battle will begin and will not b e  
relaxed until these lands are re­
turned to the states. We shall 
never give up.

A  Must For Chickens 
- - - Plenty Fresh,
Cool Water

COLLEGE STATION— Chick- 
| ens are not unlike humans during 
1 the hot days of summer. They 
like to be comfortable and a 

I mighty important part of com­
fort, says Professor E. D. Parnell, 
poultry husbandry department of 
Texas A AM College, is having 
plenty of cool fresh water to 

\ drink.
Water is usually plentiful on 

| most farms but many flock own- 
| ers fail, during the summer time, 
to provide their chickens this 

| very important item. Parnell isn’t 
guessing about the failure be

house equipment. Spot the things 
that are wrong. Study the flock 
as never before and chances are 
the changes made will insure 
greater profits from the flock.

Chickens not only like their 
water fresh and cool but they 
want it handy too, says the pro­
fessor. If the fountain is more 
than 10 feet away from the chick­
en, it may go thirsty rather than 
make the trip. Check the location 
of fountains as well as the total 
supply of water and add fount 
ains if they are needed.

Parnell points out that it is 
sometimes necessary to give 
medicine to the flock in the 
drinking water but warns there’s 
a danger in doing it. He says 
some drugs just don’t taste good 
to chickens and turkeys and they 
quit drinking. Watch the birds 
carefully when medication is used 
in the water, and if they quit 
drinking, better find another way 
to give the medicine, says Parnell 
for unless they drink lots of 
water, there’ll be few eggs or 
little meat produced.

JUDGES' STATEMENTS 
OF LAW BINDING 
UPON JURORS

Judges get the law by which 
they decide the legal questions 
arising in a lawsuit from three 

1 sources: federal and state con- 
' stitutions; federal and state 
statutes; and from previous judic- 

1 ial decisions and legal writings.
| Previous decisions state the pub- 
l lie standards of rights and duties 

in matters not covered by con­
stitutions and statutes.

Lawyers say that if judges and 
juries were not bound by Jaw 
and precedents—if in each law- i 
suit1,- the judge or juror could set | 
up a private standard of rights 
and duties as a basis for decid­
ing that case — no one would 
know in advance of the decision 
how he should have acted in a 
particular situation. Cases arising 
out of similar circumstances 
would not be decided on settled 
principles but on the personal 
ideas of the trial judge or juror.

Because cases must be tried 
and determined on established 
and recognized public standards 
of right and wrong, we call ours 
a government of law and not a 
government of men.

Judges have access to state­
ments of 4he law and know which 
apply to the situation involved 
in any lawsuit. So that justice 
may be done according to the 
law, it is imperative that the 
jurors in each case accept the law 
as the judge gives it to them. 
They are therefore required to 
base their verdict on his instruc­
tions as to the law. rather than 
on their own notions of what the 
law is, or ought to be.

For somewhat similar reasons 
there are rules governing the 
way a case is to be tried in court. 
These rules prescribe what must 
be stated in the pleadings, in what 
order evidence must be present­
ed, what evidence is proper, what 
form questions must take, in what 
order lawyers are permitted to 
argue, what is permissible and 
what is not permissible argu­
ment.

If it were not for these rules no 
one could forsee what would hap­
pen during a lawsuit. It would be 
impossible to prepare prdperly 
for the trial. No one would know, 
until the judge had ruled, what 
he would be permitted to say or 
do, or in what order. Such a situ­
ation would inevitably result in 
confusion and injustice.

The whole purpose of laws and 
rules is to insure equal justice by 
providing a single standard of 
rights and duties, applicable to 
all persons similarly situated.

ies most of the time and unless 
bins are thoroughly cleaned ou" 
and sprayed, can migrate into tha 
grain when it is put in storage. 
Chief contributor to this situation 
is the cadelle, a beetle which 
bores into the wooden structures 
of granaries, leaving tunnels and 
burrows in which other insects 
can take refuge.

Under provisions of the U. S, 
grain standards in wheat, grain is 
called "weevily” if a 1,000-gram 
sample (about 2.2 pounds) con­
tains two or more live weevils, 
five or more live bran beetles, or 
one live weevil and three or more 
bran beetles.

The mere presence of insects in 
large numbers may cause even 
more serious damage. Heat and 
moisture created by their body 
processes develop hot, moist spots 
m the grain. When cool weather 
comes in the fall, the water vapor 
rising to m  these spots condenses 
in the cooler surface grain, caus­
ing it to rot, mold, or sprout. This 
condition calls for a U. S. grade 
of •‘sample,” which means the 
grain is no longer fit for food 
products and must be sold at live­
stock feed prices. This means a 
loss of from 50 to 80 cents a 
bushel.

Clean, dry grain, stored in 
clean, sprayed bins, which have 
been rendered rodent proof, is an 
essential step toward combatting 
this insect problem, said to be 
costing granary operators of the 
nation an estimated $600,000,000 
annually.

the value of stored grain by from 
50 to 80 cents per bushel—a loss

1,000 bushels stored by the grain
grower or elevator operator.

The use of insect-killing sprays 
on the walls of all wooden grain 
bins before any grain is stored is 
an important initial step in pre­
venting this serious loss. The de­
velopment of new organic in­
secticides has meant that these 
insects can be kept under control 
for a long period of time follow­
ing one low-cost application. As 
an example, methoxychlar in­

secticides, recommended by the 
U. S. Department of Agriculture 
because of their combined effec­
tiveness ahd freedom from toxic 
hazard, cost only 36 cents for suf­
ficient material to spray the 
walls of a 1,000-bushel bin.

Agronomists of the Texas A4tM 
College System and Soil Conser­
vation Service say that legumes 
when properly fertilized and in­
oculated, have very beneficial ef­
fects upon the soils where they 
are grown. One of the most im­
portant effects is the influence 
legumes have on improving soil 
structure or soil condition. This 
refers to the way the small par­
ticles are held together in the soil. 
The soil structure should be 
crumbly or granular so as to al­
low for deep root and water pene­
tration and air circulation within 
the soil. The use of legumes like 
vetch, winter peas, and sweet 
.clovers add materially to the or­
ganic matter and nitrogen con­
tent of soils. ,

The agronomists urge farthers 
to make plans now for theij: fall 
legume plantings.

Mr. B. F. Vance, Chairman of 
the State Agricultural Mobiliza­
tion Committee, was asked this 
week, “How many acres of win­
ter cover crops should Texas 
farmers plant this fall?” Vance’s 
answer yas “About 6V4 times as 
many acres as we have been 
planting, but we can't expect to 
get that much increase in one 
year.” He went on to say “It will 
probably be several years before 
all of our farmers recognize the 
importance that winter legumes 
play in protecting our soil and 
holding it in place during the 
winter months, in adding humus 
to soils and in making the soil 
easier to work, more resistant to 
erosion, more spongy so that it 
holds more water and in getting 
increased production per acre of 
the crop that follows — We will 
reach 20 million acres In one year 
when all our farmers learn these 
facts.

SO U  CONSERVATION 
DISTRICT NEWS

A good number of farmers have 
already made applications to use 
the Districts’ row seeders for 
planting cover crops in their cot­
ton middles.

The greatest interest in cover 
crops has come from a group of 
farmers north of Hedley. These 
include W. M. Snelson, H. L. 
Morgan, Bud Dorman, V. C. Wad­
dell, and Herschel Kenmore.

These men planted cover crops 
last year and have become sold 
on their value. They are planning 
on seeding most all of their cot­
ton land to rye, peas, vetch, or a 
mixture of these crops.

Rye is the most dependable for 
a cover crop, while austrian win­
ter peas and hairy vetch are bet­
ter soil builders.

The average amount of nitro­

gen fixed per acre by one of these 
winter legumes is approximately 
equal to the amount of nitrogen 
in 240 pounds of ammonium ni­
trate fertilizer. At the present 
price of this fertilizer the cost 
would be about $10.00 per acre 
not including the cost of applica­
tion.

A group of farmers near Ash- 
tola also plan go seed cover crops. 
Some of these are Kermit Evans, 
Leo Wallace, Burk DeBord, and 
Rayburn Smith.

Kermit Evans used the District 
row seeder last fall and planted 
a mitxure of rye and Austrian 
winter peas. Evans was more 
than pleased with his results. He 
stated this land being highly sus­
ceptible to blowing did not blow 
at all this spring because of the 
good winter cover crop on the 
land. His cotton following the 
cover crops looks very pretty at 
this time.

Some of the other farmere 
planning on seeding cover crops 
are Harry Skaggs, Tige Hill, Bon­
nie Mooring, Albert Sanders, F.

M. Fedric, Guy Sibley, H. L. Ril­
ey, Oscar Wilkinson, Edwin 
Eanes Grover Moss, Marvin 
Jones, Doyle Messer, and A. B.

Looming as a new high in 
scoring, the annual game will see 
the Meyer spread being used for 
the first time although Meyer has 
coached the all-stars before. The 
1951 season was the first time for 
Meyer to use the spread through 
an entire game and it brought a

Meyer will coach the South j 
All-Stars with the aid of his chief 
assistant. Othol (Abe) Martin, the 
Frog bacltiield and offense coach.

Tatum, to be assisted In coach­
ing the North All-Stars by Jack 
Hennemier, his assistant at Uni­
versity of Maryland, brings tne 
intricate Split-T to the all star 
game for a fourth time. Although 
this is Tatum’s first time as an 
instructor at the school and as 
coach of one of the al star teams, 
the ISpit-T in three previous at­
tempts has not won a single time.
