F. L. “Tige” Hill, prominent
farmer in the Midway commun- |
ity, narrowly escaped death last;

In trying to slow the bus, the
driver, Marlon Wright of Ama-
rillo, stepped on the brakes but
released the brakes immediately
when the bus started to skid on
the wet pavement. He then tried
to pass the tow-car on the left,
skidded and turned over the Hill
car which was coming from the
opposite direction.

AUSTIN—The number of 18-
year-old Texans failing to regis-
ter under the federal draft law is |
increasing, Brig. Gen. Paul L4|‘
Wakefield, state Selective Ser-|
vice director, said here recently.!

State draft headquarters rec-
ords indicate that registration has!
been falling off since the end of |
March. General Wakefield esti-:
mated 2,000 to 2,500 18-year-olds
currently are unregistered.

“We've been watching this sit-
uation closely since late spring
with the hope that the trend
would stop,” the state draft di-
rector said. ‘“We've asked the
local draft boards to act under a|
provision of the regulations
whereby a letter will be sent to
men in their communities sus-
pect of being delinquent under
the law.”

General Wakefield reminded
males subject to registration of
penalties if convicted of failure
to comply with the law. He quot-
ed from a sectjon of the law pro-
viding maximum penalties of fine
up to $10,000 and imprisonment
up to five years,

Under the draft act, all 18-
year-old males are required to
register with the nearest draft
board on their 18th birthday or
within five days thereafter.

“It’s up to local boards whether
or not they want to turn any man
over to federal district attorneys
for prosecution,¥ the state Selec-
tive Service director said.
board members are patient, con-
siderate men, and usually give a
man better than a fair chance, if
he's willing to co-operate.

“If the registration
doesn't improve within the next
two or three months, we're going
to advise the boards to be a little
tougher than in the past. After
all, the man who doesn’t register |
on time isn't pulling his share of
the load our people are carrying.
He isn't being fair to the man
who does register on time,

ABILENE—While the Admin-
istration has repeatedly appealed
to the nation’s consumers to help
combat inflation by putting off
buying whenever they can, Fed-
eral government has been mak-l
ing such purchases as 68.000.000I
can openers since the start of the
Korean campaign a year ago.
There are about a million and a
half men in the Army.

This is brought out in a recent
report by the taxation and legis-
lation department of the West
Texas Chamber of Commerce.

COTTON FARMERS URGED
TO CHECK LOAN PROGRAM
Donley TCounty growers are
urged to consider carefully the
advantage of using the CCC cot-
ton loan program this year.

The loan program was estab-
lished so that the farmer can re-
ceive substantial cash on his cot-
ton after harvest and yet retain
title so he gan take advantage of
any future price increase. The
decision is up to each cotton pro-
ducer. However, the loan pro-
gram is most effective in spread-
ing out marketings when more
farmers use it.

The U, S. Department of Agri-
culture recently announced the
1951 loan program in which the
average loan rate for Middling
15/16 inch cotton produced in
1951 will be 31.71 cents a pound.

Farmers are very fortunate to
have a loan program at this par-
ticular time. It means that they
will not have to market their
cotton at picking time 'to get
some ready“fhoney. The grower
retains title to the cotton and
can sell it any time it is to his
advantage. Demands on the 1951
crop together with a large num-
ber of farmers taking advantage
of the 1951 CCC cotton loan pro-
gram-——could result in a strength-
ened market during the months
ahead.

1951 cotton loan information
and forms may be obtained from
any CCC approved warehouse,
lending agency, or at the county
PMA office.
