FINANCIAL HELP 
NECESSARY FOR 
CONSERVATION.
SAYS McCORMICK

Agricultural Conservation Pro­
gram payments help bridge the 
gap between farmers wanting to 
do the conservation work which 
research and education have 
brought to them, and their ability 
and willingness to do the work 
without unnecessary and costly 
delays. In this way Clarence J. 
McCormick, Under Secretary of 
Agriculture, recently summed up 
the reason for the limited pay­
ments to farmers to help them 
carry on needed conservation 
practices.

There is a clear and definite 
relationship between conserva­
tion and income, according to 
the Under Secretary. “A farmer 
cannot be expected to put out 
money for conservation when his 
prices and income are so low 
that he finds it hard to pay oper­
ating expenses. We hear recur­
ring criticis mof the policy of 
helping farmers financially for 
part of the cost of doing conser­
vation work on their land - - - 
that good farmers should use soil 
building and other conservation 
practices anyway - - -

"That might be all right if we 
ignored the fact that the rest of 
the nation has a stake in getting 
conservation practices followed 
on our farms. And that stake is a 
mighty big one— the assurance 
(or an adequate food supply for 
our rapidly increasing popula­
tion through building up soil fer­
tility so that we can increase pro­
duction.

“The question Is not whet a
farmer should do. or what he 
knows he should Ad, but rather 
what he will do, with or without 
conservation incentives.”

He pointed out that the near­
record farm production of 1951 
was accomplished despite ad­
verse weather, a shrinking labor 
force and a “ none too favorable” 
level of farm prioas. "Farm prices 
at the end of 1951 were about the 
same as they were in January of 
1948, while prices paid by farm­
ers for goods and services were 
about 9 per cent above January, 
1948.*

WHAT HAPPENED TO THE 
UNIVERSAL MILITARY 
TRAINING BILL:

Many people are wondering 
just what did happen to the Uni­
versal Military Training bill. 
Here is the exact story. The bill 
was brought before the House for 
consideration from the Armed 
Services Committee. When the 
House is considering a piece of 
legislation and attempting to 
perfect it by amendments, the 
proceedings are not before the 
House of Representatives, but 
are before all of the members of 
the House sitting as a Committee 
of The Whole. This committee is 
not presided over by the Speak­
er, but by some member of Cong­
ress who is acting as chairman. 
The UMT bill was a highly con- 
troversal measure and was not 
acceptable to the majority of the 
members in its original version. 
The first amendment that was 
■offered came from the chairman 
o f the Armed Services Commit­
tee, Honorable Carl Vinson, of 
Georgia. This amendment provid­
ed two things: (1) The UMT 
would not start until the drafting 
o f  boys under Selective Service 
had stopped; (2) The life of the 
UMT program would be termi-
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nated in 1958 unless Congress at 
that time extended it  This 
amendment made the bill accept­
able to many members who had 
originally opposed it. The amend­
ment was adopted and was re­
ferred to as the Vinson amend­
ment. Another amendment was 
then offered by Congressman 
Omar Burleson, of Texas. The 
Burleson amendment provided 
that the proposed training pro­
gram would take place in the 
junior colleges, colleges and 
universities, in connection with 
the civilian education of young 
men. It also provided certain 
vocational training programs to 
be set up in the institutions of 
higher learning to take care of 
those young men who would not 
wish to attend college but who 
would be required to take the 
military training. Since this 
amendment changed a substant­
ial part of the original bill, it was 
introduced as a substitute for the 
original bill, and amounted to a 
law within itself. While the de­
bate was proceeding on the Bur­
leson substitute. Congressman 
Brownson of Indiana offered an 
amendment to the Burleson sub­
stitute, which was also a com­
plete law in itself and therefore 
became a substitute for the Bur­
leson substitute. The Brownson 
substitute provided for the mili­
tary training to he coordinated 
with the last two years of high

school and made provision to 
take care of those boys who did 
not finish high school. The pur­
pose of both the Burleson sub­
stitute and the Brownson sub­
stitute was to provide the mili­
tary training and at the same 
time keep the boys at home, or 
as nearly at home as possible. 
Both of these amendments had 
substantial support. Under par­
liamentary law, the voting was 
on the Brownson substitute, 
which started the training in high 
school. Had the Brownson sub­
stitute failed, the next voting 
would have been on the Bur­
leson substitute, but the Brown­
son substitute passed by a vote 
of 150 to 145, which meant that 
the Burleson substitute was kill­
ed and the Brownson substitute 
took its place. As soon as this 
was done, the rules required that 
the Committee of The Whole 
cease to function and report back 
to the House of Representatives, 
with the Speaker presiding, for 
further action on the bill. This 
was done and a vote was then 
taken on the Brownson bill, thi 
members voting as members o 
the House of Representative 
and not as members of the Com 
mittee of The Whole. On this 
vote the Brownson substitute 
failed. The reason it failed was 
because there was no chance to 
amend it. It had to be accepted as 
it was written with no amend­

ments whatever. This the House 
refused to do because there were 
several imperfections in the bill 
that did not meet with House 
approval. When the Brownson 
bill was defeated by the House of 
Representatives, the result was 
that the original UMT bill was 
back before the House in its 
original form, with no amend­
ments, not even the Vinson a- 
mendment which had already 
been agreed to. Since the bill was 
not acceptable to a majority of 
the membership without the Vin­
son amendment, a motion was 
made to recommit the bill to the 
Armed Services Committee for 
further study and perfection. 
This motion to recommit pre­
vailed and the bill was returned 
to the Committee. This means 
that the Committee can study the 
bill further, make amendments 
to it and bring it back to the 
House for consideration. The 
chairman of that committee has 
stated that this will not be done. 
Unless it is done, the UMT bill 
that is pending in the House of 
Representatives is dead as far 
as this session of Congress is 
concerned. Actually there never 
was a vote in the House for or 
against Universal Military Train­
ing, and there is no way to tell 
what would have happened to 
the bill had it been up for vote 
on final passage. As I told you 
in a previous news letter, the

question of segregation was a 
major issue and would undoubt­
edly have been the subject of 
heated debate and high tempers. 
However, segregation amend­
ments were never reached in the 
discussion because ot the course 
that the bill took, as hereinbefore 
outlined. From this history of the 
bill you can get a good idea of 
what is meant by parliamentary 
maneuvering.

Soil Conservation 
District News

Reseeding unproductive land 
to nutritious grasses is one of the 
most efficient practices for in­
creasing range productivity in 
the Donley County Soil Conser­
vation District.

Areas which need reseeding 
include womout cropland, high­
ly errosive farmland, abandoned 
cropland, and some areas of ser­
iously depleted rangeland.

With exception of the latter 
class, these areas are potentially 
the highest producing rangeland 
in the District. They are highly 
profitable units when converted 
to adapted grasses.

Reseeded pastures in the Don­
ley County District have yielded 
2 to 3 times as much beef gain 
per acre as adjacent native range.

Grasses recommended in Don­
ley County for reseeding include 
Weeping Lovegrass, Blue Panic, j 
K. R. Bluestem, Sideoats Grama, I 
Indian Grass, Switch grass, B lue! 
Grair.a, 3uflalo, Sand Bluestem, 
and Little Bluestem. Madrid 
Sweet Clover may also be used 
in some grass- mixtures.

Spring seedings give optimum

results for most grasses in this 
area. March and April are prob­
ably the best months.

May and June seeding dates 
for Blue Panic have given best 
results. It appears that the soil 
should be fairly warm before 
planting Blue Panic.

Seeding with a drill especially 
designed for planting grass is 
superior to any other method. 
The Donley County District owns 
eight of these drills for rent at 
25c per acre.

The District has purchased a 
fair supply of the following grass 
seeds for resale to local farmers 
and ranchers: Sand Lovegrass, 
Weeping Lovegrass, Indian grass, 
K. R. Bluestem and Madrid 
Sweet Clover. Clarendon Hatch­
ery, Thomas Feed Store, and Ris- 
ley Feed Store handle this seed 
for the District.

For more information and as­
sistance with your grass seeding 
visit the local office of the Soil 
Conservation Service.

Waiting until the last minute 
to file your 1951 Income Tax re­
turn? Even if you have already 
filed, some tax savings may be 
possible.

that some lucky individuals may 
be able to take advantage of cer­
tain relaxed provisions of the 
1951 Revenue Act. For example, 
you may now claim an exemption 
for a dependent whose gross in­
come during the year was any 
amount less than $6Q0. Previous­
ly, art income of $500 or more by 
the dependent barred your claim 
for an exemption on his account.

If you sold your home during

much or more than the sales 
price of the old one. However, 
you may include notes and other 
liabilities forming part of the 
consideration in figuring the cost 

| of your new home.
Suppose you bought a home in 

1945 for $5000 and sold it on 
July 1, 1951, for $8500, making 
a profit of $3500. If you buy and 
move into a new home not later 
than June 30, 1952, costing as 
much as $8500, no tax will be 
due on your $3500 profit. This is 
true even though you may pay 
only $500 or less as a down pay­
ment on the new home and the 
balance of the purchase price is 
represented by a note and mort­
gage.

However, the Bureau wants a 
record of your transactions, even 
though no tax is due. If you have 
already repurchased, both your 
sale and your purchase should be 
shown on separate Schedule D 
and attached to your tax return. 
If you have not bought your new 
home as yet, but expect to clo so 
before the one year limit runs 
out, report the 1951 sale on Sche­
dule D anyhow. But, enter thf 
word "None” in the Gain or Loss 
column and add a short explana­
tion that you expect to purchase 
or rebuild. Then, when you do re­
place, write the collector giving 
him full details on the transac­
tion. If your plans for replace­
ment should fall through, an 
amended 1951 return would be 
necessary.

Anotner new feature which 
may save taxes for some people 
is the removal of one limitation 
on medical expense deductions 
for all persons over 65. They are 
no longer limited to the excess 
over and above 5% of adjusted 
gross income. The limit still ap­
plies to all taxpayers under 65, 
unless their husband or wife hap­
pens to be 65 or older. In this 
event, both husband and wife 
may deduct medical expenses 
without reference to the amount 
of adjusted gross income. How­
ever the general limitation, of 
$1250 per individual still applies 
in all cases.

If you have passed up any of 
these savings, an amended return 
may pay dividends.

The new Self Employment Tax 
is causing extra tax return head­
aches for some people this year.
If you had net earnings of $400 
or more derived from a trade or 
business which you conducted 
during 1951 as a sole proprietor 
or as a partner, this new tax 
may apply to you. Public offic­
ials, railroad workers, ministers 
and various professional people^ 
are excluded from the application 
of this tax, as are non-resident 
aliens.

Similarly, income derived from 
farming, interest and dividends 
from securities, and gains and 
losses resulting from sale or ex­
change of capital assets are ex­
cluded. Rentals from real prop­
erty are excluded except in the 
case of a real estate broker.

This ne.w tax covers many peo­
ple newly added to the list of 
those covered by the Social Se­
curity Act, and is imposed to help 
finance the benefits they may 
later receive. If you are liable for 
the Self Employment Tax, you 
should obtain separate Schedule 
C and file with your regular tax 
return.

Applying in many instances 
where no regular income tax is 
due, this tax will also force some 
people to file returns even though 
their gross income of less than 
$600 would not otherwise require 
a filing. Suppose you operated a 
very small business and grossed
only $590 in 1951. Under the old

law, no return would be required.
However, under the 1951 Act, 

the Self Employment Tax is car­
ried from Schedule C to Form 
1040 and collected as a part of 
your total income tax liability. If 
your net income from this small 
business was $401, you would be 
required to file a pompleted 1040 
return along with Schedule C in 
order to tom ply with the law.

cording to John R. Sanderson, 
manager of the Amarillo social
security office.

The amount of the monthly 
benefits paid to you and your 
family in your old age, or to 
your dependents in case of your 
death will be figured from the 
amount of the wages your house­
hold employer reports to your 
name and the number shown on 
your social security card. You 
should have only one social se­
curity number during your life­
time. If you should lose your ac­
count card, write the Amarillo 
social security office and ask for 
a duplicate. It will have your old 
number on it.

Sanderson points out that reg­
ular household workers are 
building toward the increased 
monthly benefit payments pro­
vided for in the new social se­
curity law. The smallest monthly 
benefit payment will be $20 a

month. He estimates that the 
average household worker is 
earning about $80 a month in 
cash wages. Her retirement bene­
fit payments under social secur­
ity will be $40 a month. If her 
monthly wages are higher, her 
benefit payments when she stops 
work at age 65 or later will be 

: higher too.
Sanderson suggests that every­

one who works regularly in a 
! private household contact the 
Amarillo Social Security Office 
and ask for a copy of the book­
let, “Do You Work in a Private 
Household?” It clearly explains 
your new social security.
