The Board of Trustees of the 
Clarendon Consolidated Indepen­
dent School District have order­
ed a Bond Assumption Election 
and a Tax Election for the 19th 
day of June, 1954. The election 
w ill be held at the School Tax 
Office in Clarendon, Texas. Polls 
w ill be open from 8:00 A. M. to 
7:00 P. M.

The two elections are required 
by law since the recent consoli­
dation of Martin School District 
No. 18 and Goodnight Indepen­
dent School District with the 
Clarendon District. As a result of 
that election, it is necessary that 
the resident, qualified, property 
taxpaying voters of the enlarged 
Clarendon District vote for or 
against the Assumption of the 
outstanding bonds issued by the 
former Martin and Goodnight 
Districts.

Whenever the boundaries of a 
school district are enlarged, as in 
this case, it is necessary for a 
new tax rate to be set over the 
entire enlarged district, so that 
the rate will be the same over 
the entire district. The proposi­
tion that w ill be voted on in this 
election will be “Shall the Board 
o f Trustees o f the Clarendon 
Consolidated Independent School 
District have the power to levy 
and collect an Ad Valorem Tax 
o f all property in said district, 
for the maintenance of the public 
free schools in said Clarendon 
School District of and not to ex­
ceed $1.50 on the $100.00 valua­
tion of taxable property in said 
district.”

The present tax rate for the 
Clarendon District is $1.50 and 
this election w ill not change the 
rate in said district, but will 
equalise the rate with the newly 
added districts.

The qualified, resident voters 
o f the original Clarendon District, 
the former Martin Common 
School District, and the former 
Goodnight Independent School 
District, who own personal or 
real property that has been 
rendered for taxation are entitled 
and urged to vote in this election. 
Do not forget the date, Saturday, 
June 19th, at the School Tax 
Office.

ind SOCIAL SECURITY
Persons past 65 years of age 

who continue in employment or 
self-employment covered by the

Social Security Act often delay The average is figured as of only
filing application for monthly 
payments until they actually re­
tire from covered employment. 
Since they are still paying the 
social security tax htey feel that 
they are increasing the amount of 
their eventual monthly payment 
by delaying the filing of an ap­
plication.

According to J. R. Sanderson, 
Manager of the Amarillo Social 
Security Office, such a delay can 
possibly result in a decrease 
rather than an increase in a per­
son’s retirement pay. He points 
out that monthly payments are 
based on average monthly earn­
ings. This average can decrease 
as well as increase after age 65.

two dates: The time the person is
65 years of age and has minimum 
employment to be entitled to pay­
ments, and as of the time he fin­
ally files application.

Sanderson, therefore, advises 
anyone who is now past age 65 
and earning less than his average 
earnings have been for the past 
3 years to contact his office. Any­
one who si now at least 65 years 
of age and earned at least $3600 
per year in 1951, 1952 and 1953 
can file now and be entitled to 
maximum payments when he 
does retire. For such a person de­
lay in filing cannot increase his 
payments, whereas such a delay 
can possibly result in a decrease.

A t El Paso and other Texas 
cities, Shepperd has filed suits 
against insurance companies, 
forcing them into receivership. 
Charges have been that the com­
panies were created through 
fraud and were insolvent.

Financial Reports 
Attorney General Shepperd

advocates a law requiring publi­
cation o f all financial reports on 
all government levels.

Shepperd also opposed secret 
sessions of governmental bodies, 
saying, ‘There is no place on an 
open door for a sign saying clos­
ed meeting or executive session.” 

What has happened in Duval 
County, Shepperd declared, “can 
happen anywhere, and will, un­
less the lesson is told and retold.” 

TV  In Education 
J. W. Edgar, state commissio­

ner of education, has appointed a 
56-member group, authorized by 
the Legislature, to study the role 
of television in education. S. 
Mortimer Brown, El Paso school 
superintendent, is chairman of 
the body.

Jericho’s W all 
Came First

JERICHO—  (American Peoples 
Encyclopedia News Service)—Re­
cent excavations around this 
Biblical city of Jericho, disclosed 
that the people of that ancient 
city had learned to make houses 
and a wall before they discovered 
the art of making pots.

With a continuous history of 
6,000 years, Jericho is the world’s 
oldest city. Today it has a popu­
lation of about 1,000.

During its long history, Jericho 
( “City of Palms” ) was destroyed 
by invaders’ armies and rebuilt 
on or near the same site as many 
as 17 times .

A fter Alexander’s conquest of 
Persia (333-323 B. C.), Jericho be­
came a cultural center with a fine 
university. When Herod the
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Great (d. 4 B. C.) came into pow­
er he rebuilt Jericho in Greco- 
Roman style, and made it his 
winter residence.

The Jericho which Jesus visit­
ed on His way to Jerusalem, had 
theaters, a hippodrome, a univer­
sity, and resplendent palaces, 
tempfes, and synagogues. It was 
here, according to the New Testa­
ment, that Jesus gave sight to 
blind Bartimaeus and near here 
upon the mountain top that He 
resisted the tempting of Satan. It 
was upon the road to Jericho 
that He set the scene for His 
parable “The Good Samaritan.” 

Archaeologists have made ex­
tensive excavation in the mound 
of ancient Jericho, now known as 
Tell-ee-Sultan. Seventeen settle­
ments have been uncovered prov­
ing its extreme antiquity and ex­
istence through various periods 
of history from the Neolithic and 
Chalcolithic Ages onward.

An unbaked pottery head with 
polished shell eyes, found in one 
of the lowest stratas, dates from 
about 5000 B. C. and is consider­
ed one of the oldest art objects 
known to man and one of the ear­
liest representations o f the hu­
man form yet found in Palestine. 
Semitic sculptures, pottery, and 
other relics found are thought to 
be about 3,600 years old.

When you elected me two years 
ago at the age of 27, I was the 
youngest Senator ever to have 
had the honor of serving West 
Texas. This is my fourth occasion 
to ask to serve the people of 
West Texas— twice as State Rep­
resentative, and now, the second 
time as your State Senator.

This is the second time I have 
been unopposed. For this—and 
for all of your kindness, help, en­
couragement, cooperation, friend­
ship and understanding—I say, 
“thank you” from the botttom of 
my heart.

I w ill appreciate your vote and 
support and pledge my best to the

opportunity of serving you again. 
I shall approach the job humbly 
and prayerfully.

When I had the pleasure oi  
spending a weekend in Texas re­
cently, I was overjoyed to find 
that practically every section of 
the State has now been blessed 
with rain. Some areas received 
the first abundant rainfall they 
have had in several years.

Some weeks ago I expressed 
the hope, based on information 
from the Weather Bureau, that

the Texas drought would shortly 
be broken. That has happened. 
A ll o f us are thankful 

But the relief brought by the 
rain must not blind us to the fact 
that Texas still has a water prob­
lem of major magnitude.

ACTION ON WATER:
Some of the friends with whom 

I have discussed this matter say,

water. Is anybody actually doing 
anything If  so, what?”

It is a fair question. I am happy 
to report that from the Federal 
angle— with which I, as your 
Senator, am concerned— a great 
deal is being done and a great 
deal is being planned.

projects for construction by the 
Army Corps of Engineers.

Each o f these projects was con­
ceived as part of an overall plan 
to benefit the entire river basin 
in which it is located. Harnessed 
floodwaters stored in these res­
ervoirs w ill be made available 
for industrial, agricultural, and 
municipal use.

These reservoir projects form 
an important part of the long- 
range solution to the Texas water 
problem.

STATUS OF DAMS:
Thirteen of the 20 authorized 

dams have been completed or are 
under construction. They include 
Addicks Dam and Barker Dam 
in the Buffalo Bayou Watershed; 
Belton Dam and Reservoir; Ben- 
brook Dam, near Fort Worth; one 
dam of four authorized on the 
Neches and Angelina Rivers 
basin; Garza-Little Elm, between 
Dallas and Denton; Grapevine 
Dam; Hords Creek Dam and 
Reservoir, near Coleman; Lavon 
Dam, in North Texas, on the 
East Fork of the Trinity; San 
Angelo Dam; Texarkana Dam and 
Reservoir; Lake Texhoma; Whit­
ney Dam and Reservoir.

These 13 projects, when all are 
complete, w ill have a total con­
trolled water storage capacity of 
14,474,500 acre-feet. Their drain­

age area is 77,172 square miles.

OTHER PROJECTS:
Seven other reservoir projects 

in Texas have been authorized by 
Congress. Among them are three 
additional dams in the Neches- 
Angelina Rivers Watershed. The 
list also includes Canyon Dam 
and Reservoir, on the Guadalupe 
River; Lake Brownwood Dam and 
Reservoir; White Oaks Dam and 
Reservoir, near Houston; Ferrells 
Bridge Dam and Reservoir, in 
East Texas, near Jefferson.

Hardly a week goes by that I 
do not take some action which I 
hope w ill help get these authoriz­
ed projects past the planning 
stage and construction started. 
1 know how important they are 
not only to the areas immediate­
ly affected but to the State as a 
whole.

FUTURE PROJECTS:
In addition, I am pressing for 

authorization of other needed 
flood control and water conser­
vation projects in Texas.

A  few  days ago, for example, 
I  appeared with several Waco 
citizens before the Flood Control 
Subcommittee of the House Pub­
lic Works Committee to urge 
authorization of a dam on the 
Bosque River, near Waco. This is 
one o f several recommended

multiplel purpose reservoir pro­
jects for flood control and allied 
purposes on the Brazos River and 
its tributaries.

This project has been given 
Number One priority by the 
Corps of Engineers. I am hope­
ful that we can get authorization 
for it.

CANADIAN RIVER:
For several years I  have work­

ed hard on behalf of the Canad­
ian River Project. We obtained 
authorization in 1950 for this pro­
ject, which will supply municipal 
and industrial water to 11 cities 
in the High Plains region of 
Texas.

The State Legislature last year 
authorized formation of the Ca­
nadian River Municipal Water 
Authority. The Authority is ex ­
ploring every possibility of ob­
taining private financing for con­
struction o f the project.

The proposed reservoir w ill 
cover 26,300 acres.

Future Demands On 
Our Water Supply

Tax as DapL of Agriculture
Water is our most precious 

mineral. It is an indispensable 
part of living. But in terms of 
present and future needs, it is 
growing alarmingly scarce.

The demand for water increases 
with each passing year. Water 
consumption records are set at 
an all-time high one month, only 
to be broken and surpassed the 
next month. It is a sobering fact 
we are using our available supply 
much more quickly than it is be­
ing replaced by nature.

According to W. P. Webb, au­
thor of “More Water For Texas” , 
the population is doubling every 
half-century. I f  the consumption 
of water per capita remains uni­
form, the demand w ill double in 
the same period.

Actually, Webb points out, as 
the standard of living rises, as 
people move from the rural areas 
to th6 urban ones, consumption of 
water per capita will increase 
enormously.

For example, Texas in 1953 was 
consuming 34 times as much 
water as it did in 1890, although 
the population has increased only 
3.2 fold. Texans were consuming 
2.5 times the amount in 1950 that

_____ Thursday, June 10, 1954
they did in 1940, though the popu­
lation in that decade increased 
by only one-fourth.

In other words, each Texan is 
consuming 10 times the amount o f 
water he did in 1890 and about 
twice the amount of 1940.

The ever-expanding industries 
in the state also are accounting 
for a terrific amount of our water 
—and will in years to come. They 
use many thousands of acre-feet 
of water.

An acre-foot of water equals 
an acre of land covered to a depth 
o f 12 inches, or 43,560 cubic feet, 
or 325,800 gallons. Industry can 
make 22 tons of chlorine from one 
acre-foot, or 40 tons o f sulphur, 
36 tons of synthetic chemicals or 
15 tons of rubber.

Surprising fact is that it takes 
325,800 gallons of water to pro­
duce 200 pounds of beef or veal, 
or to grow 10,000 oranges or to 
raise only 200 pounds of cotton.

The estimated population of the 
nation by the year 2,000 A. D. is 
expected to be some 227 million 
persons, as compared with 151 
million in 1950. It is obvious that 
a vast water conservation pro­
ject is needed if our water supply 
is to meet the demand.

TO THE PEOPLE OF 
THE 18TH DISTRICT
By Congressman W’alter Rogers

May 19. 1954

I saw an 1854 map of Texas 
this morning, and it was very in­
teresting At that time the entire 
Panhandle of Texas was a part 
of Bexar County. Bexar County 
is the county in which San An­
tonio is located. In 1854 it took 
in almost the entire western and 
northwestern part o f the state. 
Immediately west of San Antonio 
there was a large tract compris­
ing Uvalde County. The counties 
in Northeast Texas were all pret­
ty well fixed, although there 
were very few  towns. The major
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railroad cam* in close to Tex­
arkana and swung south. It came 
close to Quitman, Texas, and 
very near what was then Waco- 
Village. It extended on in a west­
erly direction and in the vicinity 
of El Paso. There were hardly 
any towns mentioned on the map 
west of Waco Village. Just think 
of the tremendous change that 
has taken place in 100 years in 
our own backyard. This is just 
a few years over the average 
lifetime o f our citizens. I f  one 
thinks we are not living in a 
changing wprld, he has but to 
take one of these maps and carry 
it with him on a trip to Texas.

Speaking of history, I was in 
Montgomery, Alabama, for p few 
hours the other day. You will 
remember that this was the first 
capital of the Confederacy. How­
ever, we know that the people 
there hold no grudges, because 
on top of the railroad station 1s a 
tremendous electric sign which 
reads, “Union Station.” I am sure 
that this structure must have 
been built after the unpleasant­
ness of the 1860s, as I  doubt if it 
would have survived.

UNCLE SAM. TRUSTEE
Did you know that Uncle Sam 

was a trustee of a group of islands 
in the Pacific Ocean, spread out 
over a territory larger than the 
United States. I f  you took all of 
the islands, 2,141 of them, and 
combined them in one land mass, 
that mass would be smaller than 
half the size o f the state of Rhode 
Island, the smallest state in the 
United States. These islands are 
in 96 distinct atolls or unit' 
groups. These 96 groups are di­
vided into three main groups, 
known as the Marshalls, the

Carolines, and the Marianas. 
Guam is not included as a trust 
territory for the reason that it has 
been in the possession of the 
United States since 1898. Uncle 
Sam occupied various of these 
islands in World War II in our 
Pacific campaign. Many of you 
w ill remember much reference 
to the Marshalls, the Marianas 
and the Carolines and the sea 
battles that we had there with 
the Japanese. The United Nations 
created a trustee-ship and con­
firmed the jurisdiction of the 
United States over these islands 
as trustee. This action of the 
United Nations and the trustee­
ship created was ratified by 
Congress in 1947. It costs the 
United States several million 
dollars a year to administer and 
govern these islands. This is 
easily understood when you ap­
preciate the fact that it is like 
operating several hundred 40- 
acre farms scattered over an 
area the size of the United States 
and separated each from the 
other by several hundred miles 
of water. Most of these islands 
had been under the jurisdiction 
of Japan since 1920, when Japan 
ese control was confirmed in the 
form of a mandate from the 
League of Nations. Japan took 
over most o f the islands by mili­
tary operations in 1914 from the 
control of Germany. Germany 
had purchased the Marianas and 
Carolines from Spain in about 
1900. The importance of these 
islands rests in their strategic lo­
cation. This importance was 
pointed up during World War II, 
and this country is very fortun­
ate in having control of this terri­
tory. Actually, we took these

islands by force of arms and 
could have kept them. However, 
in all fairness, we worked with 
the United Nations and the 
United Nations created the trus­
teeship referred to. The future 
status of the Islands is now the 
subject o f hearings before the 
Congress, and I thought the peo­
ple might like to know what was 
meant when we speak of the 
Trust Islands o f the Pacific. It is 
entirely possible that they may 
be in the news in a big way in the 
next few  years.

What Has Happ*n*d To Th* 
States' Rights Crusade?

I had sincerely hoped that this 
Congress would not pass any 
legislation designed to further 
centralize the government o f this 
country in Washington, and 
would relax some of the central­
izing holds that have been en­
grafted on the states. However, it 
seems that with each day I am 
in for more disappointments. A l­
though much talk is indulged 
about states' rights and what 
the states and the people should 
be allowed to do for themselves, 
the legislation being presented to 
Congress seems lu be doing just 
the contrary. We are today dis-
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cussing a bill that creates anoth­
er advisory council to advise with 
the President. It seems that each 
day brings up a suggestion for 
some other type of council, board, 
bureau, agency, or committee to 
advise some department, agency, 
committee, board, bureau or 
council, and the confusion is in­
creasing. It w ill not be long un­
til there w ill have to be a sep­
arate investigating committee set 
up to determine who is to advise 
who as to what, who is to take 
the advice, and most important, 
who is to pay for it.
