... mediately,” Dr. Humphrey stated.

*  l f  the dog should have rabies, 
it will show up in due time which

, person proper treatment. When 

Rhe dog is killed, there is always 
doubt and the person bit by the 

*dog is in possible danger for as 
long as a year. If the anti-rabies 
teaatment is used, it is painful 
and dangerous and sometimes 
fatal. If the treatment is not used 
and, the person contracts rabies,

Kill Bagworms Now 
Before They Hatch

A cone-shaped bag hanging 
from your plants is the cue to de­
stroy the bagworm now before 
they ruin your plants.

Bagworms are usually found 
on arbovitae and cedar-like 
plants, but some species munch 
on althea, elms, roses, and oaks.

At this time, a spray or dusting 
will kill the bagworms. Later 
when they are grown, the pests 
must be removed by hand and 
burned.

Two sprayings of 10 percent 
chlordane, applied a week apart, 
will kill the bagworms, says H. 
M. Breedlove, county agent. An­
other effective killer is a spray of 
3 tablespoons of lead arsenate to 
one gallon of water. Toxaphene 
may also be applied as a spray.

Measures Developed 
To Speed Up F. H. A . 
Services To Farmers

Measures to speed up and fur­
ther improve Farmers Home Ad­
ministration services to farmers 
have recently been developed in 
Washington under the direction 
of Secretary Benson, T. T. Perk­
ins, State Director at Dallas, said 
today.

Mr. Perkins had just returned 
from a meeting at Oklahoma 
City where the new steps to de­
centralize and streamline agency 
operations were explained by 
Washington officials. L. A. 
Machemehl, Jr., W. M. Burkes, 
and the State Field Representa­
tives also attended the meeting.

In accordance with Secretary 
Benson’s policy of placing more 
control of agricultural programs 
in local hands, many of the de­
cisions formerly made in state of­
fices will now be made in the 
counties. County Supervisors, the 
employees who deal directly with 
the farmers, will have final ap­
proval on a larger number of 
loans and will have more author­
ity in working with other credi­
tors and in taking steps to help 
borrowers solve their financial 
and farming problems.

Greater use will be made of 
state and county committees. New 
state committees, to.be appointed 
in the near future, will be called 
upon frequently to review agency 
operations and make sure they 
are efficiently serving local I

needs. County committees will be 
relied upon to an even greater 
extent than in the past to help 
adapt national policies to local 
needs.

Services of other public and 
private organizations will be 
used to the maximum extent pos­
sible. County home demonstra­
tion agents will help Farmers 
Home Administration borrowers 
with their family living prob­
lems. Every possible step will be 
taken to make sure that no gov­
ernment funds are advanced 
when private or cooperative 
credit is available to meet the 
needs. Lenders will be urged to 
supply funds for insured farm 
ownership loans.

State Directors and their staffs 
are being urged to increase their 
efficiency by eliminating every 
unnecessary step and doing a 
perfect job the first time.

Measures already taken by the 
agency to render better service at 
less cost include the reorganiza­
tion of the national, area finance, 
and state offices which resulted 
in a savings of more than $1,- 
500.00. A duplicate set of files on 
60,000 real estate loans has been 
eliminated as well as all of the 
work formerly performed by 
state offices in reporting borrow­
ers progress.

A number of additional im­
provements were ■discussed at the 
meetings that will place more 
authority in the hands of county 
supervisors, make the programs 
easier to operate, and enable the 
agency to serve more farmers 
than in the past. Most of these re­
visions are already in the hands 
of field employees and will soon 
be in full effect.

To expedite real estate loan 
making the engineering and ap­
praisal services of the agency will 
be placed in county offices, closer 
to the farmers to be served. En­
gineer-appraisers were formerly 
stationed in state offices.

Practically all property insur-

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ance matters havae been trans-! again as quickly as possible, 
ferred from state to ocunty of­
fices.

The agency’s emergency loan 
program was stressed ' at the 
meetings. State Directors and 
their staffs were told to move 
into an area whenever a drought 
or a flood strikes and when the 
crisis has passed to move out

None of the basic policies un­
der which the agency operates 
are being changed. The same 
amount of emphasis is placed on 
helping farmers obtain adequate 
land and equipment resources, 
develop good systems of farming, 
aitd adopt proper farm and home 
management practices.

Do You Need Proof of 
Age o r  Citizenship?

More than 5500 residents of 
Texas turned to the U. S. Bureau 
of the Census for assistance in 
establishing proof of age or citi­
zenship during 1953, according to 
Supervisor Francis H. Wilmer of 
the Bureau’s distreit office at 
Dallas, Texas.

Transcripts of personal census 
records are acceptable, in most 
instances, as substitutes for birth 
certificates or ’ other legal evi­
dence in establishing proof of age 
or citizenship. Such proof is of 
vital importance in qualifying for 
Social Security benefits, in set­
tling estates and insurance cases, 
in determining eligibility for em­
ployment in defense industries, 
and for other purposes where it 
is necessary to furnish evidence 
of identity, age or citizenship.

Transcripts of personal census 
records can be obtained from the 
Census Bureau upon payment of 
the cost of searching the records. 
Federal funds are not appropriat­
ed for this service and the fees 
charged are used to pay the sal­
aries of the searchers and to 
cover the cost of the necessary 
office supplies.

A fee of $3.00 is charged for 
searches of two censuses for one 
individual, given routine handl­
ing. Expedited handling can be 
obtained for a fee of $4.00. Rou­
tine handling generally requires 
from four to six weeks to com­
plete while expedited handling 
is usually completed in one or 
two weeks. Supervisor Wilmer 
pointed out that personal infor­
mation recorded by the Census 
Bureau is entirely confidential 
and may be furnished only upon 
written request of the individual 
to whom it relates or his legal 
representatives.

Persons desiring transcripts of
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their personal Census records 
may obtain application blanks 
and information from the Census 
Bureau’s district office at 1114 
Commerce St., Room 125, Dallas, 
Texas, Telephone ST 5611, Ext 
2109 or by writing to the Bureau 
of the Census, Washington 25, 
D. C.

THE AGRICULTURE 

COMMODITY SURPLUS 
PROBLEM

The House Committee on Agri­
culture is presently hearing testi­
mony on ways and means to dis­
pose of our surpluses. Much has 
been printed and spoken in the 
last few yeags bemoaning govern­
ment-owned agricultural sur­
pluses and creating in some quar­
ters the feeling that food sur­
pluses were somewhat akin to a 
grasshopper plague or a death­
dealing epidemic. Nothing could 
be further from the truth. The 
primary physical requirements of 
man are food and fiber. That 
Mother Earth has seen fit to bless 
us with what appears to be more 
than our immediate needs should 
be the subject of thanksgiving, 
rather than weeping and wailing. 
None of these commodity back­
logs are of sufficient proportions 
to fill the gap that could be caus­
ed by a general crop failure in a 
particular commodity. A  crop

failure (and I hope we never 
have another one) is not neces­
sary to prove this statement. We 
have but to turn back the pages 
of history a few years and we 
find ourselves using ration cou­
pons in order to insure a fair dis­
tribution of most of these' com­
modities. The problem today is 
not over-production; it is actual­
ly under-distribution. I venture 
to say that there are enough 
hungry stomachs in America to­
day to easily consume this so- 
called surplus in the matter of a 
few short months. Unless we do 
something about the distribution 
situation, we can expect the situ­
ation to get worse, simply be­
cause our population increases 
daily. Let us say we are certainly 
making progress in one field, and 
that is in the population increase.

In March of 1953 I wrote a 
newsletter in which I pointed out 
that on March 18, 1953, at 1:55 
P. M., our population was 158,- 
940,556 individuals, and that this 
was being increased by one indi­
vidual every thirteen seconds. 
Just the other day I was in the 
Department of Commerce Build­
ing and made another tabulation 
of the population. The reading at 
9:55 A. M., May 7, 1954, was
162,013,867 individuals, an in­
crease of approximately three

million in just about one year. 
The present figures show that 
there is a birth every 8 seconds, 
a death every 21 seconds, an im­
migrant every 2 minutes, an emi­
grant every 24 minutes, all total­
ling up to a net gain of one ad­
ditional person in this country 
every 12 seconds. It is interesting 
to note that the increase is in­
creasing. In March of last year 
the net gain was one individual 
every 13 seconds. All of this adds 
up to the fact that each year 
creates the need for 30 more 
Amarillos, 120 more Pampas, or 
almost 4 more Houstons. At this 
rate, we won’t have a surplus 
problem long. It will soon be a 
shortage problem.

Speaking of surpluses, did you 
know that, under present regu­
lations, some of the surplus com­
modities can be used for cattle 
and livestock relief, but not for 
human relief. I have reference to 
corn and wheat. In other words, 
you can use the corn and wheat 
to relieve the starvation of the 
livestock, but not to relieve the 
starvation of the human being. 
What queer mortals men are.

THE INVESTIGATIONS
No one seems to want to take 

the blame for starting the tele­
vised investigation now in its 
third week in the Upper Cham­
ber, although everyone seems to 
think that they should either get 
along with the business or stop 
the hearings. Those in charge re­
mind you somewhat of the little 
boy who had just witnessed an 
earthquake. He looked up at a 
bystander and said, "It wasn’t 
me. Mister, it scared me.” By the
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time you get this letter, this hear­
ing will either be away above the 
boiling point or will have cooled 
off considerably. It is high time 
that the business at hand was at­
tended to with proper dispatch so 
that much needed attention can 
be paid to the many serious ques­
tions that are facing this nation 
today.

Employers making social se­

curity tax returns occasionally re­
port wages for an employee with­
out giving his social security 
number, or show an incorrect 
number. In every such case, the 
employer receives a letter of in­
quiry as to the correct number, 
from the central accounting cen­
ter in Baltimore, Maryland.

J. R. Sanderson, Manager of
the Amarillo Social Security Of­
fice, urges that a prompt reply 
be made to such inquiries. A re­
ply is desired even if the sub­
stance of the reply is simply a 
statement as to why it is impos­
sible to lurnish the desired in­
formation, Sanderson says. Fail­
ure to reply to the inquiry at all, 
or an incomplete reply, makes it 
necessary for the local office to 
contact the employer in person. 
This is time consuming and ex­
pensive for the employer as well 
as the Government.

Actually, the number of such 
requests would be reduced to an 
absolute minimum if the employ­
er would insist, in every case, on 
copying the new employee’s name 
and number directly from his so­
cial security card. This practice 
would almost guarantee that the 
employee would receive credit 
for wages earned and, also, would 
reduce to a minimum the number 
of inquiries and personal contacts 
with the employer for correcting 
information.

Downward trends are in pro­
spect for taxes, prices, earnings 
and installment obligations and 
far mincomes are stabilizing 
everywhere except drought areas, 
Bureau researchers declare. Pos­
sibilities for a slow and easy re­
sumption of more favorable busi­
ness appear promising, they say.
