Hillcrest Church o f Christ in Abilene. 
He had been a faithful member o f  the 
Main Street Church o f Christ in Olton, 
o f which he was a deacon, became an 
Elder in 1967, and taught classes in 
Bible Verse Memory.

In addition to his wife, who died 
in 1996, two brothers, Rex Edwards 
and James Edwards, and two sisters, 
Elizabeth Cathey and E. Josephine 
Creighton preceded him in death.

and Rocky Mountain Juniper maintain 
their lower branches and thus provide 
better protection. All three of these 
dense evergreens grow well in our 
area. They are all drought and heat 
tolerant and will survive our winters. 
O f these three, Arizona Cypress will 
grow to be the largest in our area 
reaching a height o f 50 feet. The other

two will grow up to 35 feet high, Ari­
zona Cypress does best on deep soils 
while the Redcedar and the Rocky 
Mountain Juniper grow well on poor
sites.

All three are generally available 
through the Donley County Soil and 
Water Conservation District; however, 
the Arizona Cypress is usually in short

supply. The Texas Forest Service usu­
ally sells out before we can place an 
order; therefore, if you are interested 
in placing an order for evergreen trees, 
especially the Arizona Cypress, please 
call Heather at 874-3576 ext.
