‘No Trespassing’ signs being replaced with purple paint

The Texas Assessment o f  Aca­
demic Skills (TAAS) Exit level tests 
will be offered this fall at Clarendon 
High School.

Individuals who are no longer 
enrolled in a Texas public school and 
who have not previously met mini­
mum expectations on all sections o f  
the Exit-Level TAAS test, but have 
met all other graduation requirements, 
may retake the necessary sections .

Qualified examinees must regis­
ter with National Computer Systems. 
Any out o f  school exam inee who 
wishes to take either the TAAS or 
TEAMS tests may pick up a registra­
tion packet from tMe Counselor’s of­
fice located in the Clarendon CISD Jr. 
High building at 822 West 5th.

S ince com pleted registration  
forms must be received by the testing 
center in Iowa by September 25,1998, 
any qualified individual wanting to 
take the test needs to pick up a regis­
tration form as soon as possible

Currently enrolled Clarendon 
High School Juniors and Seniors who 
have not mastered all sections o f the 
Exit Level TAAS will also test but do 
not have to register. For more infor­

COLLEGE STATION —  “N o trespassing" signs 
may soon disappear from the Texas landscape. A 
new law effective last year allows landowners to 
replace signs with vertical purple stripes.

However, until Sept. 1,1998, landowners are 
required to post another sign explaining the purple 
stripes After that date, no signs o f  any kind will be 
required

The law allowing landowners to use a vertical 
purple stnpe on a tree or post three to five feet above 
the ground was effective Sept. 1,1997. For the past

year, however, the stripes had to be accompanied 
by signs at every vehicular entry point explaining 
the significance o f  the purple paint.

“Because o f  the required sign at entry points, 
many Texas landowners apparently have postponed 
using the purple paint marks until the explanation 
sig n s are no longer requ ired .” says Judon 
Fambrough, attorney and senior lecturer with the 
Real Estate Center at Texas A&M University

The purple stripes must be at least one inch 
wide and eight inches long. They must be placed

every 1,000 feet along the property line, except in 
forests where they must be every 100 feet. They 
must be readily visible to anyone approaching the 
property

Entry-point signs must be two by three feet 
with block lettering at least two inches high.

DPS warns drivers to be on the look out for school children
With school starting again, there’s sure to be 

trouble a foot. Now is the time for drivers to start 
thinking about the traffic dangers this presents, says 
Trooper L.B. Snider. Public Information Officer 
for the Texas Department o f  Public Safety.

Whether you dnve in school zones occasion­
ally or daily, you must never forget certain lessons. 
One is you have to use better judgement than the 
children about you. “It’s  important to remember

that kids lack experience with traffic and don’t al­
ways react logically. When you sound your horn, 
for instance, they may think it is okay to cross the 
street in front o f  your vehicle,” Snider said.

Children also have limmated perceptual skills. 
Sometimes they can’t tell if  your vehicle is stopped 
or in motion They can't judge the speed or dis­
tance o f  vehicles, advises Snider.

Snider reminds drivers that it is the driver’s

responsibility to be aware o f  what is happening 
about them while driving. Drivers must be alert 
for kids entering the streets, especially at the be­
ginning and end o f  the school day Drivers must 
also stop for school buses when the flashing red 
lights are activated and remain stopped until the 
flashing red lights are off. “Let's slow down for 
school zones and school buses to give our kids a 
chance to continue theu education,” said Snider

GEORGETOWN, Texas — It hap­
pens every fall. Daughters and sons 
across the country leave home for col­
lege. Parents from Maine to Montana 
are thinking, “Free at last!” Or, more 
likely, “How can I let her go?”

Relax. Several experts at South­
western University have pooled their 
pearls of wisdom about how parents 
can survive their teenager’s first year 
away from home, what they can do to 
help and when they need to take a 
backseat.

Dr. William B. Jones, interim pro­
vost and dean o f the faculty; Sherri 
Babcock, vice president and dean of 
students; Dr. Lee Edwards, director of 
counseling services; Dr. Nick Sikes, 
professor and chair of die Education 
Department; and Betsy Barnhart, as­
sociate dean for academic services, 
offer some down-to-earth advice to 
parents o f first-year college students:

1. Realize that things have 
changed enormously sinqe you were 
seventeen. You may like it, you may 
hate it, but it’s trae.

2. If you did your job as a parent, 
your teenager was ready to leave.

3. Allow your student to experi­
ence making decisions on his or her 
own. Frefedom isonething-beingable 
to set limits has to be learned.

4. Your student should establish 
his or her own checking account It 
provides a sense of money manage­
ment.

5. Regarding finances, provide 
your student with what is needed and 
a little more without allowing irre­
sponsibility. Make surprises treats

6. Send a bag of groceries back 
to school with a friend or stapriae your 
student with something he or she 
wants or needs that isn't part o f the 
support you promised. Mote impor­
tantly, send mail.

7. The hardest thing for parents 
to do is to let go. Don't meddle. Be 
willing to leave your student alone.

8. Don't insist on a career choice 
that fits your values and interests.

9. For a student trying to settle 
upon the choke o f a course o f study, 
the best advice is and always has been, 
“Do what you oyoy the m ost” Stu­
dents pursuing areas o f real interest 
always do the best, and doing well al­
ways opens the most doors in the long 
run.

10. Don’t be shocked when your 
son or daughter questions values that 
you cherish. It's a natural part o f de­
veloping his or her own values.

11. Parents need to find ways to 
take care o f themselves-it is vital to 
the health o f a son or daughter that 
parents don't continue to make the stu­
dent the center of their lives.

12. Ask your daughter or son 
about something other than grades.

13. Encourage a balanced 
lifestyle, paying attention to studying, 
relationships with new friends, work, 
spiritual health and physical activity.

14. Realize that their first big ex­
perience with independence will make 
it extremely hard to follow schedules 
and curfews on visits home.

15. Encourage your child to stay 
on campus until Thanksgiving. This

will give him or her time to develop 
relationships, plan weekend activities, 
and create a new community. Well, 
maybe Thanksgiving is a littk too far 
o f t At least don't let your child come 
home the first weekend. Or the sec-

16. Expect to see some changes 
in your daughter or son. College is-and 
should be-a time o f growth, explora­
tion, and questioning for a young per­
son. It is part o f growing up into an 
educated and self-confident adult

17. There is no way to prepare 
yourself for the mood swings you'll 
feel as a parent, except to recognize 
that you’ll have them.

IS. Don’t foster guilt for how 
much you are spending on education.

19. Don’t change your student’s 
room into a sewing room until at least 
the sophomore or junior year. Make 
sure there is a place to come home that 
is familiar.

20. You’ve raised a child who can 
go out into the world and make new 
friends, new mistakes, and new dis­
coveries. The most positive thing par­
ents can do is convey to their student 
that they trust them, love them, they 
are there for them, they believe in their 
education and they are proud of them.

21. Listen.

Ray David made several visits to 
Saints* Roost, mainly to visit an old 
friend, the Model T Ford we have in 
the depot. David owned the car for 
many years and spent part o f  an 
afternoon recalling the time he spent

behind the wheel.
“ We would take that old car 

anywhere,” David said. “It wouldn’t 
go too fast, but it would go up just 
about any road. We were just kids then 
and weren’t afraid to take that old 
Model T anywhere. It was just fun to 
be on the go with that old buggy.” 

David Vecalb the time he returned 
from one excursion out along the JA 
Road to find the rear bumper o f the 
Model T missing. “We went back 
along the road looking for it, but could 
not find that bumper,” David said. 
“Then, a week or so later, one of the 
JA cowboys came into town and 
brought the bumper with him. They 
all knew who drove that car, so then 
just returned it to me.”

David said that the Museum was 
“just the right place” for the vintage 
automobile to end up. “I’m glad it’s 
here for other people to see,” he said. 
Other Visitors

Ernest Hunt Jr. of Vista California 
was a recent visitor to Saints' Roost. 
It was the first time he had been to the 
Museum, but not the first time he had 
been in the building. Hunt was bom 
in the Adair Hospital.

Ernest Fuller o f  Glendale 
California also came to call. His father, 
Clifford Fuller, was the Dean of Musk 
at Clarendon College in 1925. “Dad 
always talked about Clarendon even 
though he only taught here for one 
school year,” the younger Fuller said. 
“ He has an album o f  Texas 
photographs and always spoke highly 
of the people who lived here. I made 
up my mind that someday I was going 
to pay a visit I was really surprised to 
see the college still here. I think I’ll 
drop by for a visit before I start for

home.”
A dozen or so members of a 

firefighting crew from Chandler 
Arizona toured the Museum between 
fire calls. “Things have slacked off a 
little,” said one of the crew members. 
“The rain gave us a link break and 
we saw the sign on the highway and 
decided to drop by.”

A couple from the Central 
American country of Costa Rica also 
came by to visit this month. The man 
and wife had been visiting relatives in 
the Amarillo area and were on the way 
back to Fort Worth and a flight home. 
Ours was the only museum they 
visited while in this country, and they 
said they learned a lot about life in the 
Panhandle.

Rhode donated a decorated shaving 
mug to our collection. The mug had 
belonged to her husband’s father, L.D. 
Rhode who died in 1910. Rhode was 
believed to be the engineer on one of 
the first trains to call at Clarendon after 
the railroad reached this part of the 
Panhandle.

Rhode also donated a set of her 
late husband's Chief Petty Officer 
uniforms to add to our military 
uniform collection. The uniforms will 
go on display as soon as we build

stands for them.
