The Fifth Plate

The present birthrate in the
United States indicates that one
extra person will be sitting at
every American table for four by
1975. People are now asking:
“Where is the food coming from
to fill this fifth plate?”

If population forecasters are
right, our agricultural production
will have to increase 20 percent
to feed the next generation as
well as we are eating now. This
means a big demand for addition-
al food. >

In the past, such demands have
led to drastic changes in the lives
of many people. When the Irish
potato crop failed in 1845, hund-
reds of thousands left their na-
tive country to find homes in the
United States. As the population
increased in the eastern states,
people moved west, opening new
land and advancing the frontier.

In World War I, American
farmers expanded their produc-
tion by putting vast acreages of
land into cash crops. And you
all know the years of distress that
followed when the war-time mar-
ket collapsed in the 20's.

When a second World War
again demanded the utmost of
farmers, they increased produc- |
tion by nearly one-third. This|
was about the limit of our pro-
duction capacity at that time.

Today, each farmer now raises
enough to feed himself and about
15 others. And there are 7,000

new babies to be fed in the

United States every morning of
the year. New farmers and new
farms can't be created fast

enough to keep the ratio balanc-
ed.

If we have to raise our sights
to feed a permanently expanding
population, where shall we turn
this time? There are no new
frontiers of first-rate land to be
opened up. Only a little more
than one-fifth of our land area is
now being used for crops, so mill-
ions more acres could be put into
cultivation—but the investment
for irrigation alone would be
staggering.

The problem is not a new one.
About 150 years ago, Thomas
Malthus, a brilliant but rather
short-sighted Englisﬁ economist
forecast starvation for the human
race because the world popula-
tion, he said, was outstripping
agricultural production. But Mal-
thus was wrong. He underesti-
mated the farmer's ingenuity in
constantly . improving his crop
raising methods.

The answer, then, lies in a
greater application of science to
agriculture. We must find new
ways to apply research to agricul-
tural production and teach ap-
proximately the present number

lof farmers to use new scientific

knowledge on approximately the
present area of cropland.

We have nothing to fear from
the “fifth plate” as long as the
farmer continues to increase his
per-acre yields, improve his soil
conservation practices and work

for better plant and animal
breeding.

J. A. Tollett was re-elected
supervisor of sub-division No. §
of the Donley County Soil Con-
servation District at the election
in Hedley last week.

Soil Conservation Districts are
divided into five sub-divisions
with a supervisor elected from
each sub-division.

Sub-division 5 is that part of
Donley County lying south of the
Ft. Worth 2nd Denver Railroad
and east of the Brice Highway.

Supervisors are elected for a
five year term and the terms are,
staggered so that only one super-
visor is elected each year.

Tollett has served as a Super-
visor since the District first began
operation in the spring of 1946.

Through the Board of Super-
visors whish is the governing

body of the District, local people
tormulate their own soil conser-
vation program. The Board co-
ordinates the conservation efforts
2 other e -
agencies and organizations.
State funds appropriated by the
State for purchase of soil conser-
vation equipment and supplies
are managed by the Supervisors.
Soil Conservation Districts are
becoming more and more popular
each year throughout the country.
There are approximately 2500
soil conservation Districts now
in operation in the United States.
These districts include four-fifths
of the country’s farm land and
six-sevenths of its farms and

of the product to be taxed. This
would not only save millions and
millions of dollars in the ad-
ministraiion of such a piogram
and in the policing thereof, but
it would put a stop to many,
many loopholes and practices
that could be indulged in by
those who wanted to escape or
dodge such tax.

This would not be
true insofar as a federal retail
sales tax is concerned, because all
of the articles that are sold over
the counters in the United States

are manufactured here with the
exception of those goods that are
imported. This would not create
any problem, because all imports
are of record anyway and such a
tax could be levied and collected
from the importers.

1 want it definitely understood
that I am opposed fo a Federal
Retail Sales Tax, whether it is
put on to be collected at the retail
level or at the manufacturers’
level. The people of Texas have
long opposed sales taxes and have
been successful in their fight
against this type of tax, both in

the Texas Legislature and in the
several municipalities. Therefore,
I will say that I sincerely hope
that a sales tax.o\lthcundorlh
real or an assumed name, does not
pass the Congress. I shall certain-~
lydoallinmypowertopnvnt
this additional levy being placed
on the backs of the American tax-
payers, regardless of what it is
called.
