Salt Fork O fficials  
A pply For Perm it To  
Construct Dam

Officials of the Salt Fork of 
The Red River Basin Association 
signed an application for permit 
to construct a Dam on Salt Fork 
Wednesday, August 26th. Those 
who signed the application were 
,C. B. Morris, president of the As­
sociation, and Rayburn Smith, 
Secretary of the Association.

This application along with 
supporting data supplied by A. H. 
Woolverton, Consulting Engineer 
on tlie project, was sent to the 
State Board of Water Engineers 
in Austin. Since this application 
must be advertised for four con­
secutive weeks in a newspaper 
before a hearing will be granted, 
the Officials of the Association 
feel that it will be the first part 
of October before a hearing will 
be granted them.

The proposed Damsite is locat­
ed just below the point where 
Whitefish Creek runs into Salt 
Fork about 20 miles northeast of 
Clarendon. The proposed dam 
would be an earthen dam. The 
dam would be 88 feet high, 7500 
feet long with a bottom width of 
485 feet and top width of 20 feet. 
The average width of the reser­
voir would be 6520 feet, the 
length would be 23,000 feet and 
average depth would be 29 feet 
wi^h a capacity of 100,000 acre-

Minimum Foundation  
School Program

(This is the third and last in a 
series of articles explaining the 
minimum foundation, or Gilmer- 
Aikin, school program. Mr. Stil- 
well, superintendent of Texar­
kana schools and chairman of the 
Texas State Teachers Associa­
tion’s legislative committee, was 
a member of the original Gilmer- 
Aikin committee).

Details of financing the mini­

mum foundation school program,

which is the educational envy of 
many other states, are rather 
complicated but the principle* 
are easy to understand.

In effect, here’s what happens 
The state law grants funds to 

local school districts for hiring a 
certain number of teachers, pro­
portionate to school attendance, 
and to pay them no less than 
minimum salaries set by law, 
based on their training and ex­
perience. That means a school 
district must obtain a certain 
amount of money.

Now, a big part of that money 
comes from the available school 
fund, established by the constitu­
tion and into which goes one- 
fourth of certain taxes. The 
money in this fund is distributed 
on a per capita basis—the aver­
age daily attendance is divided 
into the amount of money in the 
fund each year to determine the 
amount to be paid each school 
district per student.

In addition, the local school 
district must pay a certain a- 
inount of the money required to 
keep it above minimum stand­
ards. The ceiling on this local 
fund assignment, on a state-wide 
basis, is $45,000,000. In other 
words, local districts, in addition 
to paying the entire cost of build­
ings and many other items, also 
pay $45,000,000 into the minimum 
foundation program.

Each school district's individual 
share of this amount is determin­
ed through the use of an eco­
nomic index formula, written in­
to the law. This formula, design­
ed to determine a district's tax- 
paying ability, is based upon the 
assessed valuation of the county, 
its scholastic population and its 
total income.

The local fund assignment for 
each school is added to the 
amount it receives in per capita 
payments. If the total is less than 
the amount needed to maintain 
minimum standards laid down in 
the Gilmer-Aikin laws, the dif­
ference comes from the minimum 
foundation fund. In that way, 
every child in the state is guaran­
teed a minimum standard of edu­
cation.

The local funds, of course, 
come from ad valorem taxes on 
local property, since tnat is the 
only tax source local school dis­
tricts have. Each school board is 
responsible for spending that 
part of its local tax revenue

for the 
minimum foundation program. 
School boards must meet that 
obligation first; they are then 
free to spend the remainder of 
their local revenue for such 
things as new classrooms, equip­
ment and the many other items 
needed in modern schools.

Has Texas solved the problem 
then, that the 18-meinber Gilmer- 
Aikin Committee tackled back in 
1947? Not entirely, but it certain­
ly has come a long way and now 
has the foundation on which to 
build the kind of school system 
statesmen dating back to Mira- 
beau Lamar and Sam Houston 
have advocated.

Attendance has greatly improv­
ed and so has the standard of 
teachers—in fact, 98 per cent of 
Texas teachers hold degrees. All 
of our schools have classes now 
for nine months a year. The aver­
age daily attendance has increas­
ed approximately 10 per cent 
since the Gilmer-Aikin laws went 
into effect in 1949.

We still face a critical shortage 
of teachers, however, for we have 
not yet made the teaching pro­
fession attractive enough to 
young college graduates. We still 
face a growing and serious need 
for new classrooms; local school 
districts are straining at their 
bank accounts now to provide 
these.

But, despite these problems 
which beg for solutions, Texans 
can well be proud of the mini­
mum foundation program estab­
lished by the Gilmer-Aikin laws.

HELP FOR BLOOD BANKS
A 1952 report in a British medi­

cal publication of the successful 
transfusion of thawed human 
blood, previously frozen at ex­
tremely low temperatures, gave 
new hope that great savings could 
be effected in blood-bank opera­
tions, it is reported in the Ameri­
can Peoples Encyclopedia 195.3 
Yearbook. Blood banks now dis­
card large amounts of red cells 
regularly because aging under 
present storage conditions rend­
ers the cells useless for transfus­
ions, the American Peoples Year­
book points out. Studies indicat­
ed that the freezing procedure 
apparently stopped red blood 
metabolic activity without harm­
ing the cells in any manner.

Is your land going to blow 
•next spring?

This will depend to a large ex­
tent on what precautions you 
take this fall.

Getting a winter cover crop 
on all bare land is one of the best 
ways to keep your soil at home 
during the blowing season.

Cover crops are especially im­
portant on sandy land in clean 
tilled crops such as* cotton.

Adequate stubble residues 
should be left on all feed land to 
offer resistance jo the wind and

help hold the soil in place.
Seeding cover crops is a “mu£t” 

on thousands ‘ of acres of land 
which do not have sufficient cov­
er to prevent blowing next 
spring.

Rye is one of the most depend­
able cover crops for sandy land. 
This crop is more winter hardy 
and drouth resistant than most 
winter crops. Also it is apparently 
more tolerant to blowing sand 
than other winter cover crops.

Winter legumase such as Aus­
trian winter peas and hairy vetch 
are adapted here and are valuable 
as soil building crops as well as 
for cover; however more favor­
able weather conditions are usu­
ally necessary for them than for 
rye.

Probably the belt plan is to use 
a mixture of wheat or rye and 
Austrian winter peas or hairy 
vetch. With adverse weather the 
small grain will likely make a 
cover and with favorable weath­
er the winter legumes will make 
good growth also with the ad­
ditional benefit of adding nitro­
gen to the sqjl-

Local seed stores will have an 
adequate supply of all kinds of 
winter cover crop seeds. The 
local Soil Conservation District 
has a fair supply of rye seed and 
this seed is handled by the Clar­
endon Hatchery.

The District has two grain 
drills and two row crop drills 
for rent for planting cover crops. 
The row crop drills are the ones 
that are used to seed cover crops 
in the middles of growing cotton 
and are so constructed with 
fenders that the cotton will not 
be damaged.

Remember that financial assist­
ance may be obtained from the 
PMA for planting cover crops so 
make your application to the 
PMA office if you do not already 
have an approval.

FOURTH CLASS •
FOST OFFICES:

Some time, back I was advised 
by the Post Office Department 
that a survey was being made of 
fourth class post offices with the 
thought in mind of closing out­
moded and obsolete offices. I im­
mediately wrote all of the fourth 
class offices in the 18th District 
that the Post Office Department 
intended to investigate, advising 
them of this survey and the in­
tentions of the Post Office De­
partment. The thing that concern­
ed me was the construction of the 
term “outmoded". What might be 
“outmoded” in a city fellow’s 
mind might not be so "outmoded” 
in the minds of some of us who 
have had some experience with 
the great service that these 
fourth class offices have render­
ed to the people in the rural com­
munities. It isn’t difficult for 
some city fellow to say that be­
cause a fourth class office isn't 
making its expenses, it should be 
closed. He is only thinking about 
it on a dollar and cents basis 
Where he lives the postman

deficit in the operation of the 
Post Office Department. These 
offices have been in existence for 
many years, and although all of 
them don't show a profit, as a 
whole they pretty well pay their 
own way in dollars and cents, 
and many of them ten-fold pay 
their way in the service that is 
rendered. It looks like that some 
people would rather do away 
with these traditional landmarks 
of American rural life than to try 
to cut down on some of the hid­
den subsidies that have crept in­
to the post office system through 
the scheming of some of the big 
city thinkers.

I have received a lot of mail on 
the subject and have talked to 9 
lot of people since I have been 
back in the Distrcit, and they are 
all righteously indignant at this 
new attempt to take one more 
thing away from the folks who 
live out in the country and raise 
the food and fiber to feed and 
clothe all of us.

Bargains In B eef
Steaks and other good beef cuts 

rate star billing on the family 
shopping list the rest of this 
month and through September.

With beef of all types more 
plentiful now than during any 
comparable period in recent 
years, Texans now can really, in­
dulge in their traditional fondness 
for this home raised product. 
Prices should be favorable 
enough to warrant laying away 
a good supply of meat in the deep 
freeze, too.

Supplies of beef during August 
and September will be setting 
new records. The hot, dry weath­
er that prevailed over much of 
the cattle-raising region during 
the early summer has stimulat­
ed unusually heavy marketings 
of range cattle. This movement, 
added to the large supplies of fed 
cattle, means that the consumers 
are finding meat counters well 
stocked with attractively-priced 
cuts.

Judging by the quantity of 
livestock marketed during the 
past six months, and estimates of 
what is expected to come to mar­
ket the rest of this year, con­
sumption of beef in 1953 may be 
as high as 73 to 74 pounds per 
person. This would be a big in­
crease over the 61 pounds per 
person last year and would equal 
or top the 1909 record of 73.2 
pounds per person.

Housewives will need very lit­
tle prodding to choose beef and 
beef products for her family. 
They know that the protein in 
beef si needed by young and old 
alike, and that variety meats in 
particular are good sources of 
important vitamins and minerals. 
Lean beef is a valuable source of 
B-vitamins . and of phosphorus 
and iron. Protein and minerals 
are found in beef liver, kidney 
and heart. And liver, with its iron 
and copper content, is an import­
ant blood builder.

But the best news is that after 
years of almost prohibitive prices, 
beef is now coming within the 
family budget. As a result, week­
end chefs of both sexes who go 
for outdoor cookery on summer 
evenings will be even more active 
in the next few weeks.

The barbecue baron may rely 
on easy-to-fix hamburger sand­
wiches, topped with onion or 
tomato slices. Or he may choose 
the ever-popular frankfurter on 

I toasted roll with a generous gar­
nish of relish or sauerkraut But 
grilled steaks and other cuts are 
expected to top the list.
