Core Drilling Now 
In Progress At 
Greenbelt Dam Site

According to Clifford Johnson, 
Secretary - Treasurer, core d ril­
ling is now progressing rapidly 
a t the site  of the G reenbelt Dam 
which is located about 8 miles 
north and 4 miles w est of Hed- 
ley.

A fter being delayed by heavy 
rains the crew  is now working 
10 hours a day seven days a week. 
Coreing was started on the north 
banks of the river a t the  site and 
they are working south. Five 
m ore holes w ill be drilled if ne­
cessary ranging from depth of 80 
to 170 feet.

The drilling is by a core d ril­
ling contractor of Houston under 
the  Direction of the Amarillo of­
fice of the U. S. Bureau of Re­
clamation. Formations encounter­
ed have been as expected which 
are  very good.

Wheel Growers Vote Ju ly  21 
On 1961 Program

The State A gricultural S tabili­
zation and Conservation Com­
m ittee announced that the annual 
m arketing quota referendum  for 
wheat growers will be held Ju ly  
21 as the first step in the wheat 
program for 1961 required by p re­
sent law. The purpose of the re­
ferendum is to determ ine whether 
or not wheat growers wish to 
m arket their 1961-crop wheat un ­
der a m arketing quota system. 
Quotas have been proclaimed by 
the Secretary of Agriculture, as 
required w henever the wheat 
supp ly 'is  more than 20 per cent 
above normal. They will take 
effect if approved by at least 
tw o-thirds of the growers voting 
in the referendum.

It has been announced that the 
minimum national average sup­
port price for 1961 wheat will be 
made known before the referen­
dum on the basis of the latest 
available supply information. Bas­
ed on the present w heat supply 
and the present law, the legal 
minimum wheat support for 1961 
would be 75 per cent of parity, 
the same percentage as this year. 
If m arketing quotas take effect, 
a grower who complies w ith his 
allotment will be entitled to m ar­
ket his total 1961 w heat crop 
without penalty and w ill be eligi­
ble for price support at the full 
rate.

A grower who exceeds h ;s acre­
age allotm ent wifi be inefl&fhle
for price support and will also be 
subject to m arketing quota pen­
alties if he harvests more than 15 
acres of wheat. A grower who ob­
tains approval (exemption) to 
produce 30 acres or less of wheat 
to be used exclusively on the 
farm will not be subject to pen­
alties.

If m arketing quotas are disap­
proved in the July referendum, 
all wheat produced will be eligi­
ble for m arketing w ithout pen­
alty. Price support will l>e avail- 
abl at 50 per cent of parity  to 
those who comply w ith their a- 
creage allotments.

Voting in the referendum  will 
be done at polling places to be 
done a t polling places to be an ­
nounced later by the county ASC 
committee. Every wheat grower 
who expects to have- more than 
15 acres of wheat for harvest in 
1961 will be eligible to vote, ex­
cept those who participated in the 
up-to-30-acre feed wheat program 
in 1960.

The w heat referendum  is re ­
quired, the Committee said, by 
the fact that the national wheat 
supply is at almost twice the 
normal level. If quotas are ap-i 
proved for 1961, this will be th e ' 
eighth successive year in which 
they have been used for wheat.

The county committee is only a l­
lowed to share the cost under re ­
establishm ent at 25% of the cost 
of carrying out the practice. A 
little  tillage or cultivation ex ­
pense by you now may save you 
quite a bit of money later.

Don’t w ait for someone to tell 
you how to m aintain your Con­
servation Reserve cover. You're 
a good farm er or you wouldn’t 
be farming.

Highway Travel Map 
Is Now Available

Austin, Texas, May 15 — Texas’ 
Official Highway Travel Map, 
1960-style, is now available to the 
general public. Free copies of the 
big, colorful map may be obtain­
ed by writing the Texas Highway 
Department, Austin 14, or at the 
highway district offices and tr a ­
vel bureau*. County tax offices 
have map cards on hand for re­
questing copies of tiie map.

The map reflects 1,933 miles 
of m ultilane-divided highway 
now completed, and includes the 
finished sections of the seven Na­
tional System of In terstate and 
Defense Highways located in the 
state. More than 1,500 farin-to- 
inarket road miles have been ad­
ded to this year’s map. A pproxi­
mately 20,000 miles of the state's 
30,000-mile Farm -to-M arket Road 
System are shown on the map. 
All of the 26,378 miles of State 
and U.S. highways are shown.

Three new lakes have been 
added to the 1960 Travel Map, 
bringing the total shown in the 
m ajor-lakes-and-reservoirs cate­
gory to 64. New w ater attractions 
recorded are Buffalo Lake in 
Lubbock County; C h a m p i o n  
Creek Lake in Mitchell County; 
and Lake Tawakoni in Hunt, 
Rains, and Van Zandt Counties. 
Countless rivers, creeks, and 
stream s are also charted on the 
Travel Map.

The 816 roadside parks pegged 
on the map are those having full 
picnic facilities Their locations 
are m arked by a green dot. S tate 
Parks are indicated by a green
triangle. *  ____

“All of Texas Welcomes You 
banners the pictorial side of the 
n,ap — reflecting, in eleven full- 
color pictures, some of the ou t­
standing recreational, scenic, and 
historical attractions in Texas.

SOFTEN1NG ? ? ?
We have heard  comment r e ­

cently about the "softness” of 
American youth. If such a con­
dition exists, w hat is the cause?

Could it be tne  result of the 
state (government) assuming 
greater and greater control over 
the individual — his schooling, his 
work, his income, his savings, 
his death and his estate — in 
oter words, cradle to the grave 
supervision?

We now read tha t the New 
York Board of Education sanc­
tions a short course for junior 
and senior high schools next year, 
the purpose of which is to teach 
how to have a happy home. The 
course will include “group d a t­

ing, double dating, single dating, 
steady dating” and the develop­
m ent of “qualities th a t m ake one 
popular."

The assumption th a t normal 
young people need such instruc­
tion is virtually an insult to their 
intelligence, but it is a good ex­
am ple of state direction of the 
individual.

If such public instruction 

doesn’t  produce “softness” and  
lack of self-reliance in young 
people, it w ill be becaue of their 
native intelligence.

U.S. Army soldiers receive an 
initial clothing allotm ent valued 
at $166.20.

Speaking to the Texas Asso­
ciation of Service Stations, the 
governor urged the station opera­
tors to sell Texas as well as gaso­
line to the tourists.

Last year 9,600,000 tourists 
came to Texas and spent $431,-

T hat’s a lot of tourists, but not 
so many as the state could and 
should have, says the governor.

He urged the station operators 
to be salesmen for the communi­
ties and areas and encourage 
travelers to do m ore sightseeing. 
MR. TEXAS MOVES TO TOWN 
—Early studies of Texas' 1960 
census figures indicates that 
while Texas cities are getting 
bigger, the wide open spaces are 
getting less and less cluttered 
w ith people.

Much of the explosive growth 
of cities apparently has been at 
the expense of surrounding rural 
areas, either by annexation or 
by the moving of country dw el­
lers to the nearby city.

Fast-growing Abilene is an 
example. Abilene population has 
grown by 96 per cent since 1950, 
from 45,570 to  89,248. Taylor 
County, in which Abilene is lo­
cated, gained from 63.370 to 100,- 
216. Net result: Taylor County’s 
non-Abliene population dropped 
from 17,800 to 10,788.

Texarkana moved up in popu­
lation, but the counties in which 
it is located (in Texas and A r­
kansas) lost ground.
WATER STORAGE DOWN — 
Despite the usual conversation 
punctuated with “now that the 
drought’s over,” reports show 
much of Texas short on rainfall 
this year.

State Board of W ater Engi­
neers reports that w ater in Texas 
reservoirs dropped from 9,622,- 
230 acre feet in March to 9,481,- 
265 acre feet in April. This is a- 
bout a 1.5 per cent decrease.

Rainfall for the first four 
months of the year has been be­
low normal for Austin, Dallas, El 
Paso, Fort Worth, Galveston, 
Houston, Laredo, Lubbock, Mid­
land, Odessa, Port A rthur, Beau­
mont, San Angelo, San Antonio, 
Victoria, Waco and W ichita Falls.

Above average rainfall was re ­
corded by Amarillo, Abilene, Cor­
pus C hristi and Brownsville. 
TRUCK REGISTRATION RE­
QUIRED — State Suprem e Court 
has held that a fleet of sem i-trail­
er trucks operated in Texas must 
register in Texas even though 
they are already registered in 
Mississippi.

Suit was brought by the State 
Highway Departm ent against a 
m otor freight company in El Paso.

Supreme Ciurt upheld lower 
court rulings that the company 
must buy Texas license plates for 
all 95 of its trucks.
VACATION BENEFITS D U E  
TEST — Suprem e C ourt has set 
a hearing for June 8 on w hether 
unemployment compensation pay­
ments must be made to employes 
on unpaid vacations.

In the case in point, the  com­
pany gives a one-week vacation 
with pay to employes of five 
years or more. During the sum ­
m er the plant was closed for two 
weeks. Some employes received 
one week’s pay, some none, de­
pending on the ir seniority.

Texas Employment Commis­
sion ruled that the employes were 
not due unemployment paym ents 
for the period they were w ithout 
pay. A Dallas district court up­
held TEC, but the Court of Civil 
Appeals reversed this decision. 
TEC is appealing to the Supreme 
Court.
TRUCKERS ASK RATE HIKE—
In a sharply-contested hearing 
before the Railroad Commission 
Texas truckers are asking to  be 
allowed to charge higher rates for 
shipments w ithin the borders of 
Texas.

D esired  increase w ou ld  be ap 
p rox im ately  7.60 p er cen t h igher 
than  p resen t rates.

Firm s that do a great deal of 
shipping and several local cham ­
bers of commerce are opposing 
the request. They contend that 
rates w ithin Texas are higher 
than in terstate rates now.

Truckers say they m ust have 
the increase because of increased 
costs of operation are causing 
them to have substantial losses.

Fishing Should Be 
Good In New Lake

According to the report from 
the Texas Game and Fish Com­
mission, the w ater quality of the 
Salt Fork of Red River below 
W hitefish Creek, which is the site 
of the G reenbelt Dam, is good 
and the new lake should be very 
productive and the fishing excel­
lent.

The survey was conducted from 
June 1, 1956, through May 31, 
1957. Tw enty-eight seine collec­
tions presented 9,997 specimans 
for study. Eighteen species, re ­
presenting five families of fish 
were found to occur. Sunfishes, 
bullhead catfish and minnows 
were abundant. Only one channel 
cat, one sucker and one carp were 
found among the specimens.

The bed of the Salt Fork is 
braided sand, but quite firm in 
m arked contrast to the quick 
sands of the Canadian River. The 
w ater is clear except in  flood 
periods. At the dam site the river 
is a braided stream  with a broad 
sandy flood plain about one mile 
wide. Normally it is shallow (less 
than one foot), but during heavy 
rains it  becomes a raging tor­
rent washing out bridges and 
carrying away heavy concrete pil 
ings. You can see flood debris 
clinging to salt cedars in the val­
ley at the site, indicative of the 
size of the river during heavy 
rainfall.

At the present tim e the river 
is too shallow to support game 
fish, bu t there  are concentrations 
of bait m innows large enough for 
commercial bait seining.

Mr. Marion Toole, Chief Aqua­
tic Biologist, approved the report 
that, “If plans to construct the 
dam m aterialize, fishing in the 
new lake should be excellent 
There w ere no rough species 
found above the proposed dam 
site and only tw o species were 
found in the river below the dam 
site. All inform ation th a t was ob­
tained during th is survey indi­
cates tha t the new lake w ill be 
very productive.”
