effective means for conserving 
moisture and controlling erosion 
on your farm.

Stubble mulching means leav­
ing as much residue as practical 
on or near the soil surface 
throughout the year. Nearly any 
sweep type implement such as a 
Hoeme can be used in obtaining 
this stubble mulching.

This mulch which is left on the 
soil surfbee serves many purposes. 
First it helps cut down soil temp­
erature during the hot summer 
months and helps keep it warm­
er in the winter. As much as (10) 
ten to fifteen degrees difference 
between the air temperature and 
soil temperature can be obtained 
through this stubble use.

Second, a mulch conserves 
moisture through two ways — 
It keeps the moisture present in 
the soil from evaporating as ra­
pidly. Also this mulch aids in 
moiature infiltration t h r o u g h  
breaking up the sealing force of 
a hard rain. By breaking up this 
force it allows more water to 
fitter into the soil faster than 
would occur normally without 
this mulch aid.

Third, this mulch will protect 
your soil from damaging erosion 
—both by wind and water. A field 
with a protective cover on it will 
very seldom blow. And due lo 
more rapid intake of water plus 
increasing the amount of water 
the soil is capable of taking in, 
this mulch will retard water ero­
sion.

Today’s modern farmer can 
practice stubble-mulch farming 
easily and economically—and, of 
more importance, soil can be gpo- 
tected from erosion by wind and 
rain.

So how about improving your 
land by modern stubble mulch 
farming? You won’t be sorry and 
it will help you where it counts, 
in the pocket book.

If interested further in using 
your stubble to best advantage, 
contact the Soil Conservation

County Soil Conservation Dis­
trict. These men will appreciate 
your interest and be glad to help 
concerning it.

Cooperators of the Donley 
County Soil Conservation District 
are beginning to realito the need 
for grassed waterways to control 
runoff water. Geo. Bulman, Hes­
ter Shields, H. A. Harrison, 
Richard Dingier, A. B. Ivey, Rich- 
ord Cannon, Odell Osburn, Ora 
Bray, and J. N. Weaver are some 
who have done some work on 
establishing waterways this year.

Waterways are a means of con­
trolling runoff water and taking 
it to a safe point of release with 
little or no erosion. They are 
used with diversions and terraces 
to provide complete control of 
runoff water.

Natural draws that are shaped 
to take out any cut banks or 
drop-overs and then seeded to a 
perennial grass make the most 
desirable waterways. Next in de­
sirability are those with wide flat 
bottoms and berms along the sides 
to hold the water.

Adapted perennial grasses are 
buffalo grass, blue grama and 
sideoats grama. A trial is being 
made on the J. N. Weaver water­
way to check the possible use of 
Canasia Bluestem in waterways 
in this section of the state.

Waterways are needed wherel 
outside water comes across and 
concentrates on cropland. They | 
are also needed where safe out- 
lets are not available for diver 
sions and open-end terraces.

Irrigation is becoming increas­
ingly important to the fanners 
of the Doniey County Soil Con­
servation District. At present 
there are over 100 wells and 6,- 
000 acres of land under some type 
of irrigation in the district. By 
far the most important type is 
sprinkler irrigation. Sprinkler ir­
rigation fits in well with the rol­
ling, medium textured land that 
covers most of the fanning areas 
of the district.

The cost of equipment is high 
as is the fuel and maintenance 
cost involved in pumping the wa­
ter to the surface. Therefore it is 
essential that this water be used 
to the best advantage. An impro­
perly designed or installed sprink­
ler system can waste money. Main
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or lateral lines that are too small 
cause a high friction loss. This, 
in turn, makes it necessary to 
run the motor and pump at a 
higher, fuel cqsuuming speed in 
order to put out the proper a- 
mount of water. This also causes 
uneven distribution of the water.

Another inefficient way to use 
a sprinkler system is to try to 
cover mare land than the well 
and system are capable of cover­
ing properly. During the hot, dry, 
irrigation season the crop must 
have adequate water in order to 
produce the maximum yield. Try­
ing to cover too much land will 
probably return a lower overall 
yield than if part of the land was 
irrigated more efficiently.

YOU TOO?
The designation of the plane 

brought down by the Russians, 
the U-2, could have been the 
expression by Khrushchev, when 
he pointed an accusing finger at 
this country. It would certainly 
be appropriate, because the Rus­
sians have been doing the same 
thing for a long time and have 
been caught at it in this country 
and Canada. Although their acti­
vities have not yet involved aer 
ial reconnaissance, so far as we 
know, I feel sure that some must 
have gone on. We would certain­
ly be naive to think otherwise.

The big scream from Russia is 
based upon what they claim is a

violation of international law. 
That is, the unapproved violation 
of their territorial boundaries. 
Since a boundary line is fixed 
on land and water, extends down­
ward to the center of the earth 
and upward to the heavens, it 
would probably be in order to 
call attention to the fact that 
Russia, by her own admission, 
violated the territorial sovereign 
ty of this country when she plac­
ed Sputnik in orbit. She openly 
claimed that this object passed 
immediately over the United 
States. So far as I know', there 
has not been any separation of 
outer space insofar as territorial 
boundaries are concerned. Per­
haps Russia is operating on the 
theory that the difference be­
tween violation or non-violation 
of territorial boundaries in the 
air space above a country de­
pends upon whether or not you 
are able to shoot down the object 
in such air space. This has not, 
to my knowledge, been adopted 
as a rule of international law, 
and I doubt that it will be, but 
Russia has never been known to 
be hesitant in making rules that 
fit her own conduct favorably.

MORE ABOUT THE U-2 
The story of the flight of the 

U-2 plane over Russia and the 
resulting repercussions will be 
told for many years to come. It 
brought many things into glar­
ing focus and brought out the 
truth about the international pic­
ture, untarnished by diplomatic 
maneuverings and fence-strad­
dling.

It is a well-known and docu­
mented fact that Russia has en­
gaged in the most extensive es­
pionage activities in this country 
for many years and that these 
activities have been measurably 
stepped up in the last several 
years. In fact, the Russians have 
been caught many times and a 
number of those active in this 
practice are now in the peniten­
tiaries of this country. Since May 
1, 1946, the history of the United 
States reflects documentation of 
65 Russian spy cases in this coun­
try. Among these of course are 
the cases involving the theft of 
atom bomb secrets from this 
country. Each and every case 
documented, in my opinion, in­
volves facts and figures a great

spect than any information or j cult to explain to many countries* 
figures that could have been ga-j and most especial of all, to trot 
thered by a w'eather plane 15; own people, that all of his brag:-
miles above the earth. A number 
of the cases involve the use of 
diplomatic immunity to further 
espionage activities. Yet, it would 
seem from the cries of Mr 
Khrushchev that only Russia is 
entitled to gather information 
about other countries.

Many people have felt for some 
time that Khrushchev was much 
more interested in talking about 
a Summit meeting than in actu­
ally engaging in one. They also 
felt that if the Summit meeting 
came about, the sole purpose of 
Khrushchev in participating in 
it would be to use the meeting 
as a stage from which to pour 
forth propaganda or to embarrass 
the other participating countries, 
rather than to devote all effort 
toward a peaceful solution of the 
many trying world problems. 
They also felt that when the 
meeting ceased to serve those 
purposes for Russia, it would be 
scuttled. These were some of the 
many reasons why former Secre­
tary of State John Foster Dulles 
had opposed meetings that could 
be used as outlined.

The activities of Mr. Khrush­
chev in recent days have con­
firmed the fears and feelings of 
those who felt as expressed in 
the above paragraph. He grabbed 
on to the U-2 incident to serve 
all of his purposes. He used it 
for propaganda as to the great 
ability of the Soviet Union to 
know what is going on in and 
over their own land. He used it 
as a means to threaten other na­
tions. He used it as a means to 
try to embarrass the President 
of the United States. (But he 
quickly found that he had more 
than met his match.) He used it 
to scuttle the Summit meeting 
which he did not want to attend 
in the first place, and thereby 
avoided the necessity of imme 
diately facing a number of issues 
which would have proved most 
embarrassing to him. He thought 
that the U-2 incident was pro­
bably the finest thing that had 
ever happened in his career to 
bolster and support him.

BUT, he may soon find out 
that it will be the worst possible

He has ta il­
ed miserably in the greatest op­
portunity he will ever have to  
place the USSR in a favorable 
position insofar as the quest tea- 
peace is concerned; a failure from 
which he will not recover, and

Postmaster General Arthur E. 
Suminerfield today announced 
sweeping improvements in mail 
tansportation that will mean 
better mail service for Clarendon 
and 124 other communities in 
the Amarillo and Lubbock metro­
politan areas, covering over 37,- 
000 square miles.

Discussing the program at a 
meeting of postmasters in Ama­
rillo, Geo. A. Gray, Regional Op­
erations Director, said that 900,- 
000 people in the 40 Texas coun­
ties would benefit by better mail 
service.

Barring infrequent delays in 
media of transportation and oc­
casional distribution errors, first- 
class letters mailed at designated 
collection boxes or in the post 
office before 5:00 p.m. on a busi­
ness day will be delivered on the 
first delivery at any office in the 
areas on the following business 
day.

’’Tests just concluded.” Mr 
Gray said, “proved the mail pat­
tern to be highly successful. Ap­
proximately 600.000 first-class 
letters originate on an average 
business day in post offices with­
in these two metropolitan areas. 
Approximately 66 per cent of 
this mail is destined for points 
within the area. We have tested 
our newly changed operations

with highly gratifying results."
He pointed out that mail for 

and from offices outside the area, 
all over the United States, will 
be expedited by the new arrange­
ment. Accelerating the flow of 
mail in the metropolitan areas, it 
was explained, is part of the vast 
postal program which has next- 
day delivery between any two cit­
ies in the country as its long 
range objective. The revised mail 
pattern is based in the establish­
ment of sectional centers to which 
mail from outlying offices is 
brought for consolidation, distri­
bution and onward dispatch for 
connection with trunk line facili­
ties. principally at Amarillo.

These sectional centers have 
been established at Amarillo, 
Childress, Lubbock and Plain- 
view.

Post Offices near one of these 
sectional centers will send their 
mail to that point for processing. 
Fast non-stop service over the 
highway then will carry the mail 
to Amarillo and Lubbock for dis­
patch to destination. Special con-

nections have been established 
via fast truck service north a t  
Amarillo.

Some towns could not be 
brought within the plan because 
of the distance involved; how­
ever, slightly earlier mailing 
would assure the mailer the bene­
fit of metropolitan area service

Mobile sectional centers, which 
consist of mail distribution cars 
in trains and buses equipped for 
en route distribution, are also 
utilized in the program.

The plan required an intricate 
pattern of interlocking scredules 
with connections being made 
withm a matter of minutes at 
many places. For instance, a let­
ter from Roaring Springs to Lev- 
elland travels over six different 
routes, including one train; it is 
transferred at five different loca­
tions.

Mr. Gray explained that the 
next-day delivery depends on the 
conscientious attention of postal 
employees as well as the closely 
integrated time table which gov­
erns the area’s postal units and 
the transportation linking them 
together.

He said this improvement in 
letter mail service is the result 
of intensive study, and he credits 
the cooperation of dedicated pos­
tal employees in the 125 offices 
involved.

The counties in the area are 
Armstrong, Bailey, Briscoe, Car- 
son, Castro, Childress, Cochran, 
Collingsworth. Cottle, Dallam, 
Deaf Smith, Donley and Floyd.

A good part of this prob­
ably will be needed to pay travel 
and miscellaneous expenses of the 
study committees that meet be­
tween sessions.

[ Their only course, if they want 
Ito stay on in their jobs, will be to 
|hang on until the new legislature 
finds money to pay them. 
'SESSION COSTS TOTALED — 
Last year’s legislative sessions— 
one regular, three special — cost 
the state $2,773,140.

This averages out to $16,385 a 
day when the lawmakers are 
tneeting. according to State Audi­
tor C. H. Cavness’ report.

Of the $2,773,140 total, $724,000 
Iwas spent by the 32-member Sen­
ate, $1,242,000 by the 150-member 
House.

SALES TAX TAKE ESTIMATED 
—A retail sales tax with groceries 
medical and other services ex­
empted would raise an estimated 
$133,000,000 a year, a legislative 
committee was told.

Four members of the Commis­
sion on State and Local Tax Pol­
icy are “lame ducks.” They are 
the chairman.

Joe Burkett of Kerrville and Carl 
Conley of Raymondville.

If the Attorney General rules 
these men should be replaced, 
most of the new appointments 
will be made by retiring House 
Speaker Waggoner Carr.
GAS TAX ARGUED — Court ac­
tion has begun on what will un­
doubtedly be a long legal battle 
over whether the natural gas sev­
erance beneficiary tax passed last 
year is constitutional.

An estimated $15,000,000 a year 
in state revnue is at stake.

Tennessee Gas Transmission 
Co., which filed a separate suit, 
was the first to begin argument 
in the Austin district court.

College Station — Travelers re­
turning from foreign countries 
should not attempt to bring into 
the United States plants, bulbs, 
fruits, meats, or any of a wide 
assortment of other prohibited 
agricultural products, the Ui"S.
