m the evenings, I put the top down on iny 
convertible, pop in a John Secada tape, and cruise area 
form to market roads, exploring the most expansive hori­
zons on Earth

Dropping into low gear and climbing a mesquite-dot- 
ted, canyon road, I get lost in myself, taking self-inven­
tory as a tumbleweed rolls past my bumper.

“What’s it all about? What am I really accomplishing 
in my life? What difference am I making?” Such are the 
kinds of nagging queries that tend to pervade the mind.

Most often I’m not very satisfied with my answers. I 
find myself making mental notes, such as “Why haven't 1 
done this or why haven’t I done that?” Or “I wish I could 
be more like him or I wish I could be more like her.”

One of those rare individuals I most often wish I could 
be more like is Dr. R.L “Rip” Gilkey, who is retiring at 
the end of this month after some four decades of practic­
ing medicine.

Dr. Gilkey’s pleasant demeanor and articulate nature 
instantly came across.

Two or three weeks later I was back on the Gulf Coast 
of Florida, waxing my sports car while vacillating about 
whether to uproot my family and make the exhaustive trek 
from Crystal River, Florida, to Clarendon, Texas.

“Scott, are you doing the right thing?” I challenged 
myself over and over.

About that time the phone rang. On the line was Rip 
Gilkey, who had taken time out from his exceedingly busy 
schedule to call Florida and offer me some words of en­
couragement. His soft, comforting voice from 1,300 miles 
away kind of healed my anxiety. We talked for about 10 
to 13 minutes, and when I got off the phone, it was like I 
had a new lease on life. I was ready to start packing for 
Clarendon.

If you’re hankerin’ for a Western 
that tells it like it really was, you may 
be ready for Like Whispers In The 
Wind, a newly received paperback at 
Burton Memorial Library. Author 
Norman Dysart grew up in Mobeetie, 
Texas, the setting for his book. 
Through research of events told and 
recorded by cowboys and pioneers in 
the wild days on the Texas high plains, 
he reminds us of existing circum­
stances before Panhandle law and or­
der.

The story centers on the life of 
Bat Masterson, buffalo hunter, Adobe 
Walls fighter, and Army Scout who 
settled in Mobeetie for a while. At 
the time, the Texas Panhandle was a 
“haven for outlaws,’’ and Mobeetie 
was famous for saloons, barroom 
brawls, and girls. It was known as a 
“tough town with six-gun law, a hang­
out for every gunslick in the West.” 
Buffalo hunters were not afraid to 
spend their money, and Mobeetie be­
came known as “a town where money 
gjftoWS. whiskey flows, and women 
glow"

In spite of frequent violence, 
many citizens carried on their daily 
routines: Tom O’Laughlin, hotel 
owner, who showed Charles 
Goodnight the way to Palo Duro Can­
yon; Bob Brennan, blacksmith/cob- 
bler, whose daughter, Molly, fell in 
love with Masterson and he with her; 
and John J. Long, storekeeper and 
close friend of Bat, helped other 
people worked on UP Trail when 
Union Pacific Railroad was spanning 
the country. His freight wagons trans­
ported supplies for General Mills, 
Custer, Colonel Mackenzie. Others 
who put in supply stores and livery 
stable were also among respected citi­
zens. Additional families would have 
remained in Mobeetie, but were pet­
rified of “Dogface” Melvin King, 
cold-blooded killer of anyone who got 
in his way. Insanely jealous, he killed 
anyone who talked to his “wimmin 
friends.” He claimed the respected 
Mblly Brenna for his own, and he once 
slit a man’s throat who opened the 
door for her.

Author Bysart’s dialogue be­
tween characters is written in West­
ern cowboy vernacular and in such a 
way that readers can almost “hear” the 
conversations.

The book contains history, ro­
mance, humor, adventure, and mys­
tery.

History? It is said that, at one 
time. 50,000,000 buffalo dotted the 
high plains. One of Bat’s and friend, 
Zeb’s conversations was about a herd 
125 miles long and 25 miles wide. 
They estimated 5,000,000 animals in 
that herd. European syndicate land 
buyers flocked to the Texas Panhandle 
(1870’s), buying millions of acres, and 
established big ranches. Indian raids 
and unbelievable survival from some 
are described.

Romance? Definitely.
Masterson’s and Molly’s love story, 
was sometimes humorous, but it was 
sad when she stepped between 
Dogface and Bat in a gun fight and 
was killed.

Humor? When an English land 
buyer asked about sudden changes in 
Panhandle weather, Bat replied, 
“Don’t know if ya’ could say the 
weather changes fast or not, but a 
hunter tells me one ofhis team horses 
keeled over with heat exhaustion, and 
before he hit the ground, the other one 
froze to death.”

Adventure and mystery? It’s 
continual throughout the book.

Some of the names in this book 
are fictitious, but most are panhandle 
pioneers, many of whom readers will 
recognize. The author has listed the 
true pioneers and information about 
them on the last six pages of the book 
with page numbers on which there is 
more detail about their episodes. 
Judge Emanuel Dubbs and Granger 
Dyer, who were buried in Clarendon, 
are mentioned in this section.

Included in several pages of in­
teresting photos is one of the oldest 
houses in the Panhandle built by 
Henry Fleming in 1875. It is still lived 
in today. Why not check it out?

AUSTIN • The president o f 
Texas’ largest farm organization is 
satisnea wtm me now completed wore 
o f Governor Bash’s “Citizens’ Com­
mittee on Property Tax Relief.”

The com m ittee com pleted its 
work Friday, voting 19-0 to present 
the completed report to  the Governor. 
Several ek-officio members o f the 
committee voted under the rules. The

Bob Stallman, president o f the 
Texas Farm Bureau, and a member of 
the Governor’s committee, said, “I 
think it’s a very fair representation o f 
what the Committee heard across the 
state, and it reiterates Texas Farm 
Bureau’s own position that it’s time 
for property tax relief.”

The committee, chaired by Texas 
Insurance C om m issioner Elton 
Bomer, voted to deliver a 23-page 
document to the Governor that said, 
in part, “...the Citizens’ Committee on 
Property Tax Relief can unequivocally

state that substantial public sentiment 
exists for school property tax relief.” 
This essentially answered Bush’s 
charge to the committee.

The document also staled, “Based 
on the information we have received 
and evaluated, the Citizens’ Commit­
tee on Property Tax Relief finds that 
the current high level o f school prop­
erty taxes both hampers capital invest­
ment in Texas and hampers the abil­
ity o f Texans to buy and keep their 
own homes.”

The Texas Farm Bureau favors 
the business activity tax, one o f three 
options proposed by Bush and his staff 
as replacements for the school prop­
erty tax. Stallman said, however, that 
the final solution would probably 
blend several options.

“I doubt that the solution will in­
clude one single option,” Stallman 
said. “There will probably be a hybrid 
approach utilizing several revenue- 
raising options.”

The Columbus rice former said a 
solution that has some changes in the 
sales tax, some business tax, and 
leaves some property tax at the local 
level might get favorable attention 
from legislators. Such an approach, he 
said, would be preferable to the cur­
rent system.

“We must get property tax relief 
to those who are footing the bill for 
education, spread the education bur­
den more broadly across the popula­
tion, and tie the funding mechanism 
to economic growth,” Stallman said.

State Rep. Rob Junell, Chairman

o f the House Appropriations Commit­
tee, attended the meeting as an ex-bf- 
fk io  member. He reported that foe 
appropriations bill to be considered by 
the 73th Legislature will have to ac­
count for $1.2 billion in statewide 
school enrollment growth alone.

This, Stallman said, demonstrates 
the feet that the need for school edu­
cation fending continues to grow.

“We must find a way to tie edu­
cation fending to the state economy,” 
Stallman said. “The property tax can 
no longer keep pace wife our educa­
tion needs.”
