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Howardwick officials dismiss

volunteer firemen and chief

The Howardwick City Council dismissed the
members of the Howardwick Volunteer Fire
Department and relieved Fire Chief Stan Couch
of his duties last Tuesday.

In an emergency called meeting held last
Tuesday, July 16, at 10 a.m., the council voted
unanimously to dismiss the current volunteers.
Minutes of the meeting state that Mayor Millie
Dishong informed Chief Couch that he was
relieved of his duties, and all firemen were
requested to turn in their equipment. The council
also met in an emergency meeting on Wednesday,
July 17, to vote to reorganize the fire department
under the name “City of Howardwick Fire
Department.”

The council took action to request fire
protection by the Clarendon Volunteer Fire
Department and asked the Donley County Sheriff’s
Department to route all Howardwick fire calls to
the Clarendon department.

The decision to dismiss the firemen came just
four days after the city council adopted new
guidelines for city employees that require random
«drug testing. In an emergency meeting on Friday,
July 12, the Howardwick council voted
'unanimously to approve the new personnel
.guidelines. City officials say the volunteers of the
‘city were included in these new guidelines because
for insurance purposes, they are de facto
employees.

The new applications read:

“The reason for initiating a drug screening
program for the City of Howardwick is that public
service is a trust which requires unconditional
adherence to the principles of honesty and integrity,
and a constant state of readiness to serve the public
in discharging one’s duties. Unfortunately, illicit
drug use has entered into every segment of our
society including civil government, and medical
research has determined that substance abuse has
a harmful effect on an individual’s performance
of his or her duties. .... For these reasons the City

of Howardwick has a responsibility to insure that
its employees and/or volunteers remain drug free.
Drug screening has proven to be an excellent
deterrent to the use of illegal drugs.”

The firemen were reportedly given the new
applications to fill out which contain the
aforementioned clause concerning the drug testing
policy as well as an affidavit of non-criminal
activity.

On Saturday, July 13, the Howardwick
Volunteer Fire Department met and considered the
new applications and policies. The firemen,
concerned that the term “volunteers” could include
members of the Friends of the Fire Department,
did not fill out the new applications. A letter was
drafted and addressed to the city council asking
for more information.

City officials say the firemen’s refusal to fill
out the applications prompted them to take action.

And that action has caused quite a stir in the
small city.

On Saturday, July 20, a Town Hall meeting
was held at 7:30 p.m. at the Howardwick City Hall.
Approximately 50 citizens and firemen attended
the meeting to discuss the situation with the fire
department. The mayor and council members did
not attend.

During the hour and a half long meeting,
firemen stated that they had no idea they would be
dismissed when they were summoned to attend the
emergency city meeting on July 16.

Fireman and former mayor Ed Bills compared
the dismissal to having a five gallon bucket of water
thrown in his face.

Bills presided over the town hall meeting,
which he called an informational meeting for the
residents of Howardwick.

“We [the firemen] aren’t asking for sympathy,”
Bills said. “We’re not asking for anything except
the opportunity to do our job.”

Howardwick resident Gabrielle Miller, noting

that no city officials were present, said she felt that
her needs were not being addressed by the city
council.

Speakers stated several times Saturday night
that the fire department is a voluntary organization
similar to a Lions Club and that the city cannot
dismiss it.

But city officials point to the City of
Howardwick providing insurance, property,
utilities, and fuel as basis for their authority over
the department.

The conflict between the city and the fire
department first surfaced last month when the city
adopted new guidelines requiring only licensed
drivers be allowed to drive city fire trucks.

Stan Couch said at the town hall meeting that
he had been the fire chief for almost 4 years and
that he didn’t want the department tom up over
what he called personal differences.

Couch urged the assembled citizens to express
their opinions, saying, “If you want fire protection,
you must tell the city council.”

Howardwick city officials are quick to point
out that the city still has a fire department but that
it is just being reorganized.

“We currently have three individuals who have
filled out the new applications,” Councilman Julius
Early said, “and we are awaiting word from the
State Fire Marshall before proceeding with the
reorganization.

A letter from Dishong to the Donley County
Sheriff’s Department dated July 22, 1996, states
that the City of Howardwick has three volunteer
firemen and one truck ready to roll for fire calls.
The letter requests that the dispatcher continue to
page the Clarendon Fire Department first for
Howardwick fire calls and page the Howardwick
department second.

Maygor Dishong stated that all of the former
firemen are welcome to re-apply and to help with
the reorganization.

AUSTIN—The Independent
Cattlemen’s Association (ICA) today
called upon the United States
Department of Agriculture (USDA) to
drop its consideration of a proposed
rule that would allow the nation’s
93,000 schools that participate in the
school lunch and breakfast programs
to offer yogurt as a meat substitute.

If approved, the rule would allow
schools to be reimbursed by the federal
government for the yogurt they
purchase to use in school free meal
programs.

“This ridiculous proposal
reminds me of a time when certain
individuals suggested to the
Agriculture Department that ketchup
was actually a vegetable,” ICA
President Jim Selman said.

AUSTIN--Texas Agriculture
Commissioner Rick Perry said last
Tuesday he is delaying previously
scheduled Sept. 1 increases in three
categories of agricultural-regulatory
fees to avoid placing further economic
hardship on the state’s farmers and
ranchers.

“The 74th Texas Legislature
directed the Texas Department of
Agriculture to achieve 100 percent
cost recovery by Sept. 1 in most of our
regulatory programs, when feasible,”
Perry said. “Due to the severe drought
conditions we are experiencing and
the projected $2.4 billion loss in
agricultural income, [ have
determined that it is not feasible to
implement these fee increases at this
time.”

Perry this Aveek notified Gov.
George W. Bush, Lt. Gov. Bob
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Bullock, and Speaker of the House
Pete Laney about his decision to delay
the fee increases.

The scheduled increases will be
delayed for grain warehouse
inspection and license fees; produce
dealer license fees; and seed
certification label and inspection fees.
A fee increase will be implemented
by Sept. 1 as scheduled for pesticide
product registration fees, which are
paid by companies that manufacture
and distribute pesticides in Texas.

Perry said he will continue to
monitor and review when the fee
increases can be implemented without
causing significant harm to Texas’
second largest industry, agriculture.

“In times of crisis such as this,
state and federal government officials
must use common sense and be
flexible,” Perry said. “Clearly, now is
not the time to raise regulatory costs
on our producers.”

Perry also has asked the U.S.
Department of Agriculture to rescind
its June 6 fee increase that is as high
as 400 percent on several veterinary
health export fees that certify cattle
and other livestock as healthy for

export.

The proposed rule would permit
yogurt to be credited as a meat
alternative for all meals regulated by
the USDA, which includes the
department’s low-income and
summer feeding programs. Currently,
25 million students participate in the
Agriculture Department’s school
lunch program.

The plan is supported by yogurt
makers who stand to make a
substantial profit if the rule is
approved. The yogurt and dairy
industries have been pushing for
yogurt as a reimbursable item on
school lunch menus since 1981.

If the rule is approved after a
public comment period, it could take
effect as early as January, 1997.

Selman argues that while yogurt
is a good protein source, it lacks other
essential nutrients offered by meat.
“According to the Department of
Agriculture, there are four basic food
groups: meat, diary, and fruits and
vegetables.

“Yogurt is a dairy product; it’s in
a completely separate category. It
defies reason that the Agriculture
Department would even entertain
such a silly proposal,” Seiman said.

According to a public notice from
G’ cinthis week’s Enterprise, ballots
fo »proval of Expanded Local
Calling (ELC) will be mailed within
the next 15 days to telephone
customers in the Clarendon phone
exchange

Clarendon’s petition for ELC
services was approved earlier this
month by the Texas Public Utilities
Commission. The petition consisted
of 163 signatures.

If seventy percent of ballots are
returned in favor of the new service,
Clarendon will be able to call
Amarillo, Pampa, Wellington,
Memphis, and Lakeview without
incurring long distance charges. The
cost of this service will be a monthly
fee of $3.50 per residential line and
$7 per business line.

PUC
representative Michael De Leon told
the Enterprise that the unrecovered
costs of ELC are generally reimbursed
by adjusted fees on telephone
subscribers in metropolitan areas.

Ily first year as presideat of Clareadon College,
which culminated the first of this month, was kind of like
a roller coaster ride.

It witnessed peaks and valleys. It was fast, furious,
and even scary. And some of the people in the cart with
me just wanted 10 scream.

But mostly it was fun, and, afier it was over - just
like the roller coaster ride - I decided I wanted to go *round

For all its uniform, and even majestic brick buildings
on the picturesque, green knoll, what's really important
about Clarendon College is people - those it serves and
the others who make it all work.

No first-year presidenat could have been more blessed
in terms of the support I received from our board - Dr.
R.L. Gilkey (chairman); Mike Butts (vice-chair); Delbert
Robertson (secretary); Doug Lowe, Jiggs Mann, Susie
Shiclds, Bobbic Floyd, Bright Newhouse, Judge Billie
Christal, Jack Moreman, and Tommie Saye. They are
Christian men and women who love Clarendon College.

Bright and Judge Christal completed their tenure on
the board in the spring after some 30 years service each.
Folks, that’s about 360 cardboard chicken-and-rice board
meetings. They helped to build our treasure on the hill,
and they can always look back on that accomplishment

I have also been privileged to work side-by-side with
some talented and dedicated colleagues. They are
unfortunately too numerous to name, but suffice it to say
that most have met the challenge of change with grace,
integrity, and even enthusiasm.

After a year in the saddle, I can say in all candor that
it is well and good that we’re building a strong team at
the college. We're going to need one.

As I have previously articulated, our college is not
immune to the real and inherent trials that face the Texas
Panhandle. Growth must be one of our foremost goals;
yet, growth in the face of a dwindling and aging population
base in our service arca represents a rather imposing
paradox.

The college’s fortunes are inextricable linked to the
same economic and social forces that have impacted most
all elements of the Panhandle. As an example, the recent
drought that knocked the socks off farmers and ranchers
also has some potential to negatively impact the college.
If the ranching industry ebbs, the placement rate in some
of our premier programs could be adversely effected.

So, how do we overcome such seemingly long odds
in the months and years ahead?

First and foremost, we must have faith. Panhandle
folks, I've come to respect, wrote the book on
perseverance.

We must also cling to the values on which the
institution was founded. Remember, that although
Clarendon College has long been a state-supported, public
institution, its roots are in the church. It was established
as a school where young men and women could cam a
quality education in a safe and wholesome environment.

Almost 100 years later, that tenet must remain our
stronghold. We have adopted the slogan that Clarendon
College is “The College that Cares.” In that simple phrase
lies our greatest asset. Pound for pound, we must care
more about the success of our students than any college
in our region. In our state. In our country. On our planet.

Fortunately, caring doesn’t require a football team,

an Olympic-sized swimming pool, a 100-piece brass band,
or a $25 million annual budget. "'Cause we ain’t got nary
aone of ‘em.

In our setting, caring takes the form of real patience
and understanding when students need assistance in being
admitted, registering, or applying for financial aid. Caring
can also be a faculty member staying beyond his or her
office hours to tutor a struggling student. It can be a
librarian helping a student in developing research skills.
It can be cheering for our basketball icams or clapping
during a student concert or play.

It can also be something as clementary as
remembering students’ names and addressing them in
the hall with a smile and a “How’s everything going
today?”

Those are things that cost little or no money, yet are
priceless.

Of course, there are also some very tangible and
business-oriented practices in which we must engage to
remain viable, but those are not any more important than
the philosophies of which I've written. We must be the
kind of school to which parents desire to send their most
precious possessions.

Therefore, we must disdain any immoral or illegal
activity with the same fervor we pursue quality education.
If some, indeed, perceive our college is more known for
“extracurricular activities” than academics, then we must
continue to combat that image until such time it is
rendered a non-issue. We must not enable, in any form or
fashion, those who engage in behaviors that tend to
diminish our school’s reputation.

To do otherwise, in my opinion, is a misguided form
of caring that ultimately works against the holistic
development of young people and, therefore, is in
diametric opposition to the college’s mission.

It is my strong belief that the viability of any agency
is contingent upon its commitment to ongoing
improvement. To really improve, an agency must be
willing to declare war on itself - to say, “Yes, we can do
better,” rather than being defensive about our
shortcomings.

As the future unfolds and we strive to improve the
college, there will unquestionably be disagreement. More
changes and difficult decisions loom on the horizon. As
always, people will have differing views over everything
from how the grass is mowed to course schedules to
whether balding, one-eyed Floridians who wouldn’t know
a cow patty from a moon pie on their best day should be
hired as presidents.

But let us agree that no individual - myself at the top
of the list - is more important than the institution. The
college is THE thing. I truly believe that as Clarendon
College goes, so goes Clarendon. I believe the college is,
more than any single element of our community, that
which separates us from some other Panhandle townships
which seem to be withering, a little more each day, on the
proverbial vine.

In summary, I want to humbly thank those who have
made my family and me so very welcome here. It’s been
an interesting and challenging 365 days. As my second
year begins, truly, I pray that God will give me the courage
not only to do the right things, but also to know the right
things to do.

The guest list at Saints’ Roost
Museum took on an international fla-
vor this month with visitors from
England, Germany, Austria, Norway,
Chile, and Argentina dropping by to
explore a little of the history of the
American West and get an idea of just
how big a buffalo could get.
