tin bureau of the Dallas News 
suggests that legislators feel the 
public pulse by ordering a refer­
endum on the April 4 ballot. Vot­
ers will be going to the polls 
anyway to vote for a new U.S. 
Senator.

Morthead's proposed referen­
dum would point out the state’s 
need for at least $100,000,000 a 
year in new revenue. Each voter 
would be asked to check which 
of the three tax proposals he 
preferred . . .  a payroll tax to be 
paid equally by employer and 
employee, a general sales tax, or 
an income tax.

Such a referendum would give 
the voters a voice in the tax 
program . . .  an opportunity to 
express their own preference in 
the matter. And at the same time 
it would life the problem off the 
shoulders of the legislators.

As Morehead points out, there 
are other ways to raise money 
but informed people generally 
agree that some variation or 
combination of the three methods 
outlined herein is going to be 
passed by the legislature. And 

a by April 4 the voters will have 
heard many sides of all propos 
als.

OTHER TAX PLANS ADVO­
CATED — Lawmakers have pro 
posed numerous methods for 
raising additional tax money.

Rep. W. W. Glass of Jackson 
ville suggests a constitutional 
amendment authorizing a one per 
cent levy on the gross income of 
all businesses. He estimated it 
would bring in $100,000,000 
year.

A 10 per cent tax on the gross 
receipts fo trading stamp firms 
was suggested by Rep. Henry A. 
Fletcher of Luling.

A graduated levy on gross in­
come at the wholesale level and 
on income from personal serv 
ices — for an estimated $300,- 
000,000 yearly — was put for­
ward by Rep. Lloyd Guffey of 
El Campo.

Rep. Marshall O. Bell of San 
Antonio took the opposite ap­
proach by proposing a constitu­
tional amendment that would 
prohibit either a state income 
or payroll tax.

Raciest suggestion came from 
Rep. V. E. (Red) Berry of San

SAVINGS SOUGHT — Legis­
lature is also considering pro­
posals aimed at cutting expenses.

Texas Research League, re­
porting on a study made at the 
request of the Legislature, made 
19 recommendations for reduc­
ing the cost of collecting taxes.

Rep. Dick Cory of Victoria has 
proposed a bill that would set 
up a commission to study the 
agencies of state government 
with a view to eliminating dupli­
cation and bringing about maxi­
mum economy and efficiency. It 
has been dubbed the “Little 
Hoover Commission.”

LOAN CONTROLS URGED— 
Drive to enact loan company reg­
ulations got new push when the 
State Supreme Court made final 
its ruling that the "certificate 
plan” for loans is not legal.

Under this plan a borrower had 
to buy an investment certificate 
from the loan firm and pay for 
the certificate as well as pay off 
the loan.

Atty. Gen. Will Wilson said it 
is urgent that the Legislature set 
up a guide by which loan com 
panies can operate legitimately. 
Several lawmakers have an­
nounced plans to sponsor such 
bills. One would allow for total 
charges (interest plus other 
charges) of 3 per cent per month 
on the unpaid balance of the loan. 

Short Snorts
Sen. Jarrard Sec rest of Tem­

ple is back with his proposal for 
“flexible rating” of automobile 
insurance rates. It would allow 
individual companies to set up 
their own rating plans rather 
than following uniform ratea set 
by the State Board of Insur- 
nace.

George Corse of Graham, who 
sought unsuccessfully last ses­
sion to get his own job of county 
superintendent abolished, is back 
for the same purpose. Corse says 
eliminating the county school 
superintendent in counties with 
no county schools would save 
the state $711,000.

A bill to allow rural electric 
cooperatives to continue serving 
an area after it is annexed by a 
city has been introduced by Sen­
ators Culp Krueger and Charles

Herring in the Senate and by 
Rep. Alonzo Jamison Jr. in the 
House.

Wesley Roberts of Lamesa 
introduced a measure which 
would allow voters to make a 
choice between a sales tax, in­
come tax or payroll tax. Rep. 
Henry Fletcher of Luling intro­
duced a similar bill with the ad­
ditional choice of selective sales 
taxes.

Meanwhile, these have been 
added to the money-raising meas­
ures introduced in the House.

A 2 per cent general sales 
tax, exempting groceries, school 
lunches, prescription drugs, farm 
machinery, seed and fertilizer, 
by Rep.

That 
would let the people decide and 
settle the matter early in No­
vember.

Governor Daniel has proposed 
a payroll tax, among other meas­
ures, which would be paid joint­
ly by employers and employees, 
through pay check deductions.

Other major proposals include 
a general sales tax which would 
include almost all items; a state 
income tax; and an increased se­
lected sales tax.

Also under consideration are 
methods of taxing natural gas 
corporations operating in Texas 
which have been marketing this 
gas out of state. Increased pe­
troleum production taxes have 
also been proposed.

We also face the thorny prob­
lem of redistricting the state in 
the face of increased population. 
This will hurt representation in 
rural areas with approximately 
12 seats to be lost in the House 
of Representatives to the major 
cities.

I anticipated this two years 
ago and introduced a constitu­
tional amendment which passed 
the House. It failed in the Sen­
ate, however, and our strong ru­
ral voice is destined to become 
weaker.

The method of setting up new 
districts is based on one seat for 
each additional 100,000 popula­
tion from the last federal census. 
Houston, Dallas, and the major 
cities will gain seats while the 
rural districts may be combined 
and lose seats.

The rural areas will receive 
one seat in the Texas House for 
approximately each 55,000 popu­
lation. The end result may mean 
greater political concentration of 
power in the big labor unions and 
the big business corporations. 
This cannot benefit our rural

The Slats of ths Union Message
The new President of the Unit­

chamber during such a session.

The State of the Union mes­
sage was a hard-hitting, realistic 
presentation of the condition of 
this country on both domestic and 
international issues, as viewed 
by Mr. Kennedy as the new head 
of state. He did not beg the ques­
tion, but spoke straight from the 
shoulder. His observations were 
hard, cold approaches to tough 
problems. Whether one liked or 
disliked his observations or his 
conclusions, no one would doubt 
that he pursued the accepted 
practice of the umpire at the 
baseball game; he called them 
as he saw them.

His message was sprinkled 
throughout with clear and con­
cise statements of basic general­
ities to which most everyone 
could subscribe. For example, in 
the very beginning of the speech 
he said, and I quote.

“To state the facts frankly is 
not to despair the future nor in­
dict the past. The prudent heir 
takes careful inventory of his 
legacies, and gives a faithful ac­
counting to those whom he owes 
an obligation of trust. And, while 
the occasion does not call for 
another recital of our blessings 
and assets, we have no greater 
asset than the willingness of a 
free and determined people, 
through its elected officials, to 
face all problems frankly and 
meet all dangers free from pan­
ic and fear.”

And another example of a pro 
found statement which could not 
be misunderstood regardless of 
the language in which it might 
be spoken, and I again quote:

“On the Presidential Coat of 
Arms, the American eagle holds 
in his right talon the olive 
branch, while in his left is held 
a bundle of arrows. We intend 
to give equal attention to both.”

To these and other such quota­
tions the entire populace of 
America and free men every­
where can subscribe. It is to the 
specifications as to the means 
and manners of fulfilling these 
policies where we find the sour­
ces of differences and arguments.; 
I am sure that there will be 
great controversy during the year 
1961 concerning the avenues to 
be travelled by our government 
and our people in meeting and

resolving our many problems,1 
both domestic and international. 
We in the Congress look forward 
to many heated debates, with the 
votes as close, if not closer, than 
was the 217 tp 212 vote on the 
proposal to enlarge "the Commit­
tee on Rules.

Some of the Members thought 
perhaps the President had ref­
erence to these potential battles 
when he said: “Life in 1961 will 
not be easy.”

There were few, if any, sub­
jects of primary concern to the 
nation which were not treated at 
length or, at least, by reference 
in the State of the Union mes­
sage. The President ran the 
gauntlet from the economic prob­
lems of the farmer, the laborer, 
small business, large business; 
thence to unemployment, the dol­
lar gap, the outflow of gold, for­
eign investments, and inflation. 
He then moved to the current 
Federal budget for 1961 and that 
submitted for Fiscal 1962. He dis­
cussed the housing problem and 
referred to a new “Housing and 
Urban Affairs Department.” This 
will no doubt be highly contro­
versial, but will probably be 
adopted because of the over­
whelming concentration of pop­
ulation in the metropolitan areas, 
which will be the main recipients 
of the benefits flowing from such 
a department. He moved into the 
problems of the schools and the 
shortage of classrooms and teach­
ers and a number of studies 
which he feels have been neg­
lected. He touched on medical 
care, which is assured of a con 
troversial trip either in or out 
of Congress; thence to our pol 
luted streams, juvenile delin­
quency, our military status, our 
diplomatic problems, and the 
measures which he feels will 
be most effective Hj lighting the 
cold war against Communism.

It was different from the pro­
verbial Mother Hubbard, which 
was said to have covered every­
thing and touched nothing. It 
not only covered everything, but 
touched it with austerity.

A reporter will check your 
farm from 1 to 4 times during 
the year to see that you have 
complied with regulations. 
PREMEASUREMENT OF 
COTTON ACREAGE AND 
DATES TO REMEMBER

Now is the time to apply for 
premeasureinent for your 1961 
crop of cotton. The charge for 
premeasuVWg" cotton is $8.50 per 
farm, plus $3.00 for each plot 
over one, plus 10 cents per acre 
of allotment, plus 8 cents per 
mile and 15 cents for each stake 
used. This fee must be paid by 
the farmer when he makes ap­
plication for premeasurement 
The final date for requesting this 
service is March 1, 1961.
