13-day appeal period for your
kindness and patience with us.
“¥ou all understood so well the
problem we were faced with dur-
ing these weeks and we did ap-
preciate it. We believe we have
the best group of farmers in the
state to work with on all of our
programs. Thank you very much.
The grower who unintention-
ally plants more acres of corn
and grain sorghum in 1961 than
are permitted on his farm will
-have an opportunity to plow up
the excess acres in order to meet
program requirements. In the
event diverted cares do not meet
requirements the producer will
have

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We hope to be ready to start
measuring cotton around the last
of June. It will be necessary for
someone who knows the farm to
be with reporters when they visit
the farm.

About June 10 all allotment
producers will be mailed a post-
card. This is a questionaire which
we would like for you to fill out
and return to us. It requires no
postage. Just chieck the blocks
as to whether you will or will
not plant cotton. This is very im-
portant to us as it will save us
sending a reporter to your farm
if you do not intend to plant an
allotment crop.

The Office Personnel appreci-
ates the cooperation offered re-
porters in the past, when they
called to measure cotton, soil
bank base crops, etc. . . . and will
also appreciate your continued
cooperation this year.

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FOUR NEEDED FREEDOMS

“A railroad is like a man running a corner store who
is compelled to set his prices by fixed standards, write
them in large figures on his windows and is forbidden
to deviate from them, while his competitor across the
street is free to charge any price he pleases, and may be
getting free rent, besides. He has only to come over and
look at those posted prices to know where to set his own
to get the business.”

This dour observation comes from an officer of the
Association of American Railroads. And it is not an ex-
aggeration. Railroad regulation stems from the forever-
gone era when the industry had a virtual monopoly on
the commercial transportation business. It is rigid in
every particular. But railroad competitors are subjected
to a much milder form of control or, in some instances,
to none at all. The railroads, as a result, are in the pos-
ition of a fighter with one hand tied behind his back.

A short time ago the railroads issued an urgent plea
to Congress and the Kennedy Administration to head
off a major crisis in the industry. This took the form of
a “Magna Carta.” Four freedoms are asked: Freedom
from discriminatory taxation; freedom from subsidized
competition, and freedom to provide a diversified trans-

portation service. As matters stand now, none of these
freedoms exist or, at best, are severely and unjustly cir-
cumscribed.

It should be noted that the railroads ask for no
special favors — only a square deal that will enable them
to compete on fair and equal terms for traffic. And the
big gainer would be the public at large. It would be as-
sured of the best possible transportation service, from all
carriers, at the lowest possible cost.

THE VERY LEAST

not tell the whole story. There is a heavy indirect deficit,
resulting from the fact that many costs for which parcel
post is responsible are charged against the post office
department generally.

On top of that, parcel post is in no way comparabkle
to the carrying of the regular and traditional mails,
which is an essential public service. Parcel post is a
Johnny-come-lately post office function — and it is 100
per cent commercial in nature. The very least the tax-
payers should ask is that the costs and the revenues
jibe.

TAX SUBTERFUGE

If you buy certain luxuries, such as jewelry and furs
and leather goods, you'll pay an excise tax, running up
to 20 per cent.

But when you buy gasoline, an absolute necessity
which almost everyone in this country uses, you'll pay,
on the average, a sales tax which is equal to 48 per cent
of the retail price. That sales tax now averages more than
10 cents a gallon. No necessary product in the whole
country is taxed at a rate even approaching that level.

About a year ago the federal gas tax was “temporarily”
increased by one cent, to a total of four cents a gallon.
This one-cent boost is scheduled to expire on June 30,
thus giving the motoring public a little relief from ex-
orbitant gasoline taxation. However, it is proposed not
only that the “temporary” tax be continued, but it be
increased by an additional half-cent.. This follows the
usual pattern of “temporary” taxes — “temporary”
means permanent.

The reason for this is that the highway trust fund,
which is supposed to finance the multi-billion dollar fed-
eral highway program, is in financial difficulties. But
that fund operates on an unsound basis. As an oil indus-
try spokesman puts it, “It is most surprising indeed to
realize that no portion of the cost is presently being
.” The highway-user car-

borne from general funds . .
ries it all. Yet one main reason for the program is na-

tional defense — a matter which concerns everyone,

whether he travels the highways or not. This is no
small financial matter. For instance, it was recently de-
cided to increase the height of all bridges on the inter-
state system to permit passage of large military vehicles.
This added about $750 million to the cost. It is certainly
unfair and unreasonable to make the highway-user pay
all such bills.

The one-cent “temporary” increase in the federal
gas tax should expire as scheduled. And the method of
financing the highway program should be revised.

In the name of “farmers wel-
fare’ the public reluctantly ac-
cepted government support way
back in the thirties. Seven years
and billions of dollars later farm
prices were as low as when Fed-
real intervention began. (About

6 billion of Federal funds are
appropriated for use in agricul-
ture each year). Only the de-
mand created by World War II
pushed prices and net farm
income up. No matter how hard
a farmer tries to get-out-from-
under, each legislative attempt
plunges him farther toward the
point of no return.

“The Welfare State, both fear-

ed and desired, seems likely to
arrive via Social Security. Stead-

ily, the Social Security tax ex-
pands and the promises and
‘benefits’ grow. Already, without
additional legislation that the
Liberals in Congress are arguing
for, the Social Security tax will,
by law, reach 9 per cent in

DONLEY SOIL CONSERVATIO
Grain Sorghums in Narrow Rows
Offers Advantages
Planting sorghums in narrow
rows offers advantages that aid
in a more economical crop pro-
duction. Evaporation losses are
reduced due to shading, less wind
movement, and reduced tempera-
tures. Production can be main-
tained. Nutrients are more effici-
ently absorbed and from a farm-
er's point of view, this method
is more practical because of weed

control.

Just as important as planting
in narrow rows is the planting
rate per acre. If 2 or 3 pounds
per acre is the seeding rate in
40-inch rows, the same seeding
rate should be used in narrow
width rows.

Results at Southwestern Great
Plains Field Station as Bushland
shows that yields were higher
with 2 pounds seeding rate than
4 pounds seeding rate in both
20 and 40-inch row spacing.

The best planting arrangement
is one that gives ample space to
each plant, yet keeps evapora-
tion, weeds, and temperatures at
a minimum.

Water leaves the soil In two
ways. The most costly to farm-
ers is direct evaporation into the
air, and the other is transpira-
tion through the plant. With more
shade and lower temperatures,
the moisture loss is less in narrow
width rows.

Soil temperatures above 100
degrees are somewhat detrimen-
tal to sorghum plants. Tests in
Manhattan, Kansas showed that
soil temperatures reached 107
degrees when rows were spaced

e ed 19

40 inches apart. The narrow rows
gave consistent readings of near-
ly 20 degrees less than wide rows
when air temperatures were over
100 degrees.

This shading effect of plants
has another important function.
Weeds cannot survive without
sunshine. Tests have shown that

40 inch rows did not shade more
than 60 percent of the area be-
tween the rows at the time of
full head. But 20 inch rows pro-
vided very good shading, cover-
ing about 90 percent of the area
at noon at full head.

Narrow row plantings can be
done with a grain drill by plug-
ging the extra holes. In most in-
stances new equipment is not
necessary to change to narrow
row planting. Almost all farmers
can satisfactorily use their avail-
able equipment.

It would be hard to say that
narrow width rows will always
increase yields. We should ex-
pect the same yields as wide
rows, but with less expense; thus
giving more profits.

Donald Wrysinski, Public Re-
lations Director of California In-
terstate Telephone Co., said re-
cently, “ . . .

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AUSTIN, Tex. - Legislature
goes into the final stretch of the
regular session with the possi-
bility of a photo finish.

Individual lawmakers alternat-
ed between hope and despair
about the prospect of getting all-
around agreement on a tax plan
by May 29. Many expressed fear
of home district criticism if mat-
ters are allowed to drag through
the summer, as happened in 1959.

In the final, chips-down stage,
it looked like a Governor wvs.
Legislature battle. A majority of
both houses has gone on record
for tax plans which have a fair-
ly general 2 per cent sales tax
as the major revenue source. Gov.
Price Daniel says, in effect, that
he doesn’t want to be hard to
live with but he isn't about to
back down now on his 25-year
anti-sales tax stand.

Senators re-worked the two
major tax bills sent them by the
House — the 2 per cent sales tax
and the all-purpose “loophole
bill” — into a combination pack-
age. In the package was a 2 per
cent sales tax on items of 25
cents and more (with exemptions
on food, drugs, etc.), an increase
in the natural gas production tax
from 7 per cent to 8 per cent,
and a hike in the corporate fran-
chise tax. They also jacked up
the driver’s license fee from
$2 to $3.

Senate sponsors estimate that
it would raise $327,000,000 in the
next two years.

Sen. A. M. Aikin Jr. of Paris
made an effort to get the senate
to substitute a bill favored by
the governor that would limit
new general sales taxes to items
costing $10 or more. It also would
have levied selective taxes on
motor tools and appliances, build-

ing materials, stock sales, resta-
urant meals, ete.

Senate turned down the gov-
ernor’s substitute, 17-to-14, then
gave final passage to its own
bill, 19-to-12.

LOAN BILL DELAYED —Tax
matters delayed Senate progress
on legislation to regulate the
small loan industry.

A re-worked version of the
loan bill passed by the House
was prepared by a special sub-
committee of the Senate State
Affairs Committee. In general,
the Senate subcommittee's bill

appears to allow for higher
charges on smaller loans and low-
er charges on larger loans. It
sets up a schedule of ‘service
charges” that are not to be con-
sidered interest.

Whatever the outcome, hopes
for passing a loan bill that will
satisfy interested groups are nil.

If charges are low, the bill will
‘be criticized for

“putting loan
companies out of business so poor
people can't borrow money.” If
rates are high, it “legalizes the
sharks.”

DRIVER LAW TIGHTENED—
House passed on second reading
a bill that would put more pres-
sure on drivers who do not carry
liability insurance or have the
means to pay for an accident.

Reps. Ben Lewis of Dallas and
Robert Fairchild of Center, spon-
sors, pointed out that only about
60 per cent of Texas drivers car-
ry insurance.

Among provisions of the pro-
posed bill is one that would
cause a driver to lose his li-
cense if convicted of two moving
traffic violations within a year
and he did not carry insurance.

conflicts, a legislative redistrict-
ing bill has passed both House
and Senate.

Sen, Jep Fuller carried on a
nine-hour filibuster against the
Senate portion of the bill. Fuller
protested that Jefferson County
(Beaumont-Port  Arthur) has
more than enough population to
be a one-county district. In the
bill Jefferson is placed in a dis-
trict with Orange County, as be-
fore.

Nor is all good cheer in the
House where a number of mem-
bers face the prospect of running
against each other. Many rural
areas with dwindling popula-
tions were enlarged or combin-
ed with other districts.

Rep. Will Ehrle of Childress,
who is placed in the same district
with veteran Rep. Bill Heatly
of Paducah, has announced that
he has given up the idea of run-
ning for speaker next term.

CLUB REGULATION PASSED
— A bill to license and regulate
private clubs serving liquor by

the drink gained final house
passage.
Rep. Tom James of Dallas,

sponsor, declared it was a law
enforcement measure needed by
the Liquor Control Board in or-
der to halt saloons operating in
the guise of private clubs. Op-
ponents declared it would legal-
ize liquor by the drink.

Under the bill, clubs would
pay annual license fees ranging
from $500 to $10,000. James noted
it would bring in some $2,500,-
00 a year.

“SIT-INS” ARE TARGET —
A bill aimed at outlawing “sit-
ins” and “stand-ins” has received
preliminary House approval.

Rep. Lloyd Martin of Norman-
gee is author of the bill. It
would provide a fine of $200 for
persons who refuse to leave a
business establishment after be-
ing asked to do so.

TAX REFUND ORDERED —
State must return to several Dal-
las liquor stores $89,246 in lig-
uor taxes paid under protest,
says the State Supreme Court.

These are taxes paid by the
stores on liquor in stock before
the effective date of an increas-
ed tax passed by the Legislature
in 1959.

Not involved in this suit is
another $73,937 in liquor taxes
paid under protest under the
same circumstances.

DPS EXAMS ANNOUNCED—
Young men between 21 and 35
may make application through
June 9 to attend the next school
for state highway patrolmen. De-
partment of Public Safety has
announced that men meeting the
patrol’s standards will take exams
in several cities June 13, 14 and
15. Prospective applicants may
write to the Department of Pub-
lic Safety at Austin for informa-
tion.

FLLOOD OF BILLS — With
the clock running out on this
session, a large volume of bills
is being moved at a swifter pace.
Riding in the flood are bills that
would:

1. Take the University of Hous-
ton into a state-supported col-
lege system. Bill finally passed
the Senate after nearly a month
of delays, but must be passed
again in the House.

2. Provide up to $12 a month
for medical, hospital and nurs-
ing care for persons on the state
welfare rolls. Passed by Senate.

3. Recodify the school laws
and cut the number of hours fu-
ture teachers must spend in
courses on how to teach. Passed
by the House.

4. Allow for payment of state
aid to school districts on the ba-
sis of the present year’'s attend-
ance rather than the previous
year's. Passed by the Sesate.

5. Outlaw sale of obscene pic-
tures, books, magazines or phono-
graph records. Passed by House.
Penalty for violation would be
a fine up to $2,500, a prison term
up to two years or both.

6. Increase the annual barber’s
license fee from $5 to $10 and
set up higher requirements for
barber colleges. Passed by House.

7. Allow the Veterans Land
Board to sell forfeited lands to
persons other than veterans. This
is a constitutional amendment
and would have to be voted on
by the people. Sponsors said the
measure was aimed at providing
a way for the state to get back
money involved in the “block
deals’ that erupted into the
“land scandals.” Passed by Sen-
ate.

8. Require registration of pest
extermination services with the
State Agriculture Commission-
er. Given preliminary Senate
passage.

-

9. Reorganize the State Water
Board as the Texas Water Com-
mission with a three-man board

partment. Passed by the House.

10. Set filing fees for candi-
dates for state office in general
or special elections at 5 per cent
of a year's salary. Passed by
House.

11. Require cities whose fire-
men are in the state pension
plan to contribute more to the
pension fund. Given preliminary
House passage.

Short Snorts

Texas Railroad Commission
has ordered the present eight-
day production pattern for the
oil industry continued through
June. But since June has only
30 days, compared to 31 in May,
the daily allowable for June will
be up by 48,013 barrels a day
for a daily flow of 2,702,699 bar-
rels.

Texas Employment Commis-
sion has launched a “hire now”
drive in an effort to take up the
slack in the Texas labor supply.
Employment in Texas has in-
creased in the past few weeks,
says a TEC spokesman, but is
still lagging behind this period
last year.

HATCHING EGGS
REQUIRE SPECIAL

CARE IN SUMMER

Eggs that fail to hatch are
costing egg producers and hatch-
eries in Texas and the rest of
the United States millions of
dollars annually says W. F. Krue-
ger of the Poultry Sciesce De-
partment at Texas A&M College.
A considerable part of this loss
is caused by improper care of
the eggs prior to incubation.

The environment under which
the hatching eggs are held prior
to incubation has an influence
on their hatching power. Prein-
cubation environmental factors
which affect egg hatchability
are temperature, humidity, length

of holding period, nutrition of
the hens and disease level of the
flock.

Maintaining proper holding
temperature is considered im-
portant in controlling the decline
in egg hatchability. For this re-
ason, refrigeration has proven to
be essential to the holding of
hatching eggs for any length of

time. Research conducted at Tex-
as A&M College has shown that
evaporative coolers are slightly
less effective for preserving

hatchability than are mechanical
refrigeration units.

It is also important to properly

clean eggs in order to prevent
spoilage in the incubator. Soiled
hatching eggs should be cleaned
with a sandpaper buffer or steel
wool, or washed in warm wate:
with a mild detergent. When
washing eggs, the handler should
change the water frequently to
prevent the buildup of bacteria,
says Krueger.
Hatching eggs should be given
proper care in any season, but
it is especially important during
the summer months. Krueger
says the use of recommended
practices can cut losses result-
ing from low hatchability.

We broke
him in right by asking what the
hospital was coming to when
we were suddenly switched to
male nurses. Then levelled off
for friendly relations by asking
that he add 10 on to our pulse
beat for normal because he
was taking the count. We won't
repeat what he said but we be-
came great friends. He is such a
grand young fellow. Another
thing we might have asked him
is why one should be awakened
just to take a sleeping pill. Then
after getting back to sleep how
come we need another pill. Of
course we are just joking be-
cause in five minutes we would
have been hollering for it any-
way.

We came home with an even
greater respect for the nurses
in all hospitals who so patiently
care for those that are sick. An
even greater admiration for the
many good doctors who are so
deeply dedicated to their pro-
fession. So eternally grateful for
the cleanliness and the newly in-
vented anti-infection medicine
which all combine together to
take care of many of our prob-
lems before they happen.
