Sen. Hutchison Speaks 1o Local Citizens

Balanced Budget, Medicare Savings, And War In Bosnia Topics Of Discussion

U.S. Senator Kay Bailey Hutchison (R-Texas)
spoke for about half an hour to a group of Donley
County citizens this past Saturday at Clarendon
College’s Bairfield Activity Center. Local Con-
gressman Mac Thornberry also attended the
noon gathering.

In his introduction for the senator, Thorn-
berry (R-Clarendon) said that Hutchison’s tenac-
ity and hard work would “make (her) a good
farmer.”

Hutchison then took the floor and discussed
the current plans and accomplishments of the
Republican majority in Congress.

The senator lauded the congressional plan to
balance the federal budget in seven years as their
most important task and said that she felt confi-
dent that it will pass.

“This (budget) is not for us; it’s for our future
generations,” Hutchison said.

She also said that she, Sen. Phil Gramm, and
other members of the senate are committed to
regulatory reforms. “A small business can’t
compete under these (current) regulations,”
Hutchison said.

Sen. Hutchison predicted that the Endangered
Species Act will be reauthorized. However, she
said the new law will include an economic im-
pact analysis in each case and will be based on

solid scientific data..

Hutchison also had some tough news for wel-
fare recipients. Any welfare reform bill will in-
clude a lifetime limit of five years for welfare
benefits, she said. What’s more, the benefits
will only be available in 18 month blocks.

In other words, any time a person begins re-
ceiving welfare benefits, those payments would
run out after 18 months. Later, a person could
get more benefits for 18 months, but once the
person’s total time on welfare added up to five
years, that person would no longer be eligible
for welfare for the rest of his life.

Responding to citizens concerns about the fu-
ture of Medicare, Hutchison reassured the gath-
ering that the program will be saved.

“Currently, the Medicare Trust Fund will go
broke in 2002,” Hutchison said, “but we can
prevent that from happening by slowing its
growth from 10% (per year) to 6.4% (per year).”

“We will provide Medicare recipients with
more choices, reduce Medicare fraud, and re-
duce duplications in the system. We will also
make the system more competitive.”

Control of the Medicaid program would be
turned over to the several states according to
Hutchison.

In response to a citizen’s question on the war

in Bosnia, Hutchison recounted something she
had experienced in Sarajevo. The Olympic Sta-
dium there has been turned into a graveyard.
Hutchison said that really put the whole thing in
perspective for her.

“Am I going to let American soldiers be put
(there)? No way.”

However, fear of American casualties was not
the only factor in her decision. Hutchison said,
“America can maintain its superpower status
only if we are measured in where we go
(militarily) and where we place our troops.”

Hutchison said that the United States must
avoid spreading its troops too thin in order to
maintain its readiness in the event of a real cri-
sis.

At Saturday’s meeting, Hutchison hailed
small town values saying, “The values we get in
the small hometowns are the values that keep us
going.”

Hutchison was raised in a small rural commu-
nity, and her mother still lives there.

Before closing the meeting, Sen. Hutchison
told the group, “Talking to people like you, who
contribute to your communities and who basi-
cally just want to be left alone by the govern-
ment, really rejuvenates me when I go back to
Washington.”

Let’s allow people to drive a little faster and free up
the highway patrol to go after real criminals.

The Federal government’s budget deliberations are
down to the wire. Both the House and Senate have
passed historic legislation with the potential to put our
country’s financial house in order.

I am sure you have heard both the pro and con argu-
ments concerning the particulars of Congress’ budget
deliberations. But I think it is important in considering
all these arguments that we keep our eye on the goal of
the exercise: balancing the federal budget, as quickly as
is practically possible, so our country can continue to
prosper.

We are fighting to deliver the changes voters de-
manded in the last election — premier among these their
desire to see the federal budget balanced. Nearly 90 per-
cent of Americans say they support balancing the bud-
get. They know that only in a country free from ever-
increasing debt will Americans be able to look forward
to more job opportunities and a higher standard of liv-
ing.

The Federal budget has not been balanced since 1969.

from deficits, will mean more real income for working
Americans:

e No new deficits mean 6.1 million new job oppor-
tunities will open up in the early part of the 21st
century.

e No new deficits mean per-family income will rise
by up to $1,000 a year.

e No new deficits mean interest rates will decline
by as much as two percent, making loans for
homes, cars, education, or start-up businesses
more readily available.

When listening to this debate, it is also important to
remember that Congress’ plan to balance the budget in
seven years does so, not by cutting overall spending, but
by making careful reductions in the rate of growth of
federal spending.

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Hormones
Protect Women

Against Breast
Cancer

Houston - In a newly funded
study of breast cancer, scientists
are investigating how hormones
can protect against the No. 1 can-
cer among North American
women.

“We already know that
women who have their first full-
term pregnancies before age 20
achieve a 50 percent reduction in
their risk of breast cancer,” said
Dr. Daniel Medina, a cell biologist
at Baylor College of Medicine in
Houston, “and we know that
women who wait until after age 30
to have their first full-term preg-
nancies increase their risk of
developing breast cancer.”

In a five-year study funded by
the National Cancer Institute of
the National Institutes of Health,
Medina and other researchers will
attempt to learn how female hor-
mones affect breast cancer.

Breasts undergo many chan-
ges during pregnancy, altering the
cellular nature of the breasts in the
process.

“If we can learn the

mechanisms of these changes and
how they can confer protection

from breast cancer,” he said, “we
may be able to devise a way to
achieve those same results by
other ways.”

Medina said a form of three-
dimensional imaging called confo-
cal microscopy will help scientists
follow normal and cancer cells to
learn how they respond to hor-
monal changes and to locate can-
cer-resistance cells.
