I orenzo Moore rushed for 211 yards on 24 carries and scored all five touchdowns leading Clarendon to a
victory over rival Claude in the Broncos scason-opener Friday night at home.
Clarendon starts off its march toward a district title with a 1-0 record. Claude dropped to 0-1.
The Broncos got on the board first at the 4:42 mark with a 7-yard run by Moore, and spunky Clarendon never
looked back. Moore capped off the touchdown with a 2-point conversion sending the Broncos into the second

quarter with a 8-0 lead.

Quarterback Phillip Hearn went to Moore again and the offensive line created a hole for the senior tailback
allowing him to romp 29 yards for his second scoring strike of the evening. The ensuing pass failed, but Moore
broke loose again on a 66-yard romp into the end zone at the 6:26 point. Senior Drew Jeffers PAT was good sending
the Broncos into the locker room with a 21-0 lead.

It took Moore just over six minutes in the third quarter to find comfort in the end zone - this time on 37-yard
run. Sophomore Brent Gaines made a strong block on the sweep play allowing Moore to hit paydirt. Jeffers kick

was good and the Broncos led 28-0.

The senior workhorse capped off the third quarter with a 7-yard run, and the PAT was blocked. Clarendon
led 34-0, but it was not the last time the Broncos would put points on the board. The Broncos smothering defense
led by seniors Evan Williams and Chris brown caused Claude to snap the ball out of the end zone, and the Broncos

scored a 2-point safety.

Claude’s lone score came at the 1:00 mark when junior split end Bobby Hill collected a 12-yard pass from

Michacl Pillard. The run failed.

The Bronco offense rushed for 288 yards, and the Clarendon defense held the Mustangs to 53 yards on the
ground. Hearn passed for 74 yards and was 5 for 12 with three interceptions. Penalties hurt the Broncos as they

were called 12 times for 120 yards.

“The physical strength was the key to Friday night’s game,” head coach Kent Allison said. “We came out
and dominated the game. Our defense was basically able to keep themselves off the field by making (Claude) go

three plays and then out.”

Evan Williams had 12 tackles and Clemmic Smith had 10 in the season opener. Allison credited defensive
players Seth McAfee and James Hoggat for completing their assignments and allowing Smith and Williams to rack

up the tackles.

In addition to Moore’s out-
standing offensive evening, senior
Robert Taylor and Smith also rack-
ed up rushing yard marching the
Broncos down the field. Junior
Dean Stanzione and sophomore
Kareem Abdulah grabbed two pas-
ses from Hearn in the game be-
tween two highway rivals. Abdulah
also broke up three passes on
defense.

Clarendon travel Friday to
Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch at 8 p.m.
to meet a team who upset the Bron-
cos last year at home. In preview-
ing Boys Ranch, Allison said the
Clarendon defense will have to
control the Boys Ranch stable of
running backs.

Allison said the Broncos will
continue their ground assault and
throw the football a little bit more.
“We’re going to try and be
balanced. We're going to have to
do that if we’re going to be district
champions.”

In divorce and probate situstions, a piece
of property may be owned jointly by two

or more people, and each person owns an
undivided interest in the property, as op-
posed to a specific portion of the prop-
erty. If one owner wishes to purchase the
other person’s interest in the property
and wishes to obtain a loan to finance the
purchase, the lending institution requires
all interests in the property to be used as
security for the loan; this is called an
owelty of partition.

House Joint Resolution 34 proposes a
constitutional amendment which would
increase by $500 million the constitu-
tional authorization of the Veterans' Land
Board to issue and sell general obligation
bonds of the state to provide housing fi-
nancing to Texas veterans.

House Joint Resolution 64 proposes a
constitutional amendment which would
extend the tax exemption under article
VIII, section 1-b(b) of the Texas Consti-
tution for the residence homestead of a
person age 65 or older to the surviving
spouse of a person who received the ex-
emption. The surviving spouse must be
age 56 or older when the deceased spouse
died, and the property must be the resi-
dence homestead of the surviving spouse
when the deceased spouse died and re-
main the surviving spouse’s residence
homestead. A surviving spouse who al-
ready receives an exemption under this
section of the Texas Constitution is not
entitled to an additional exemption under
the amendment

House Joint Resolution 73 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would re-
duce the amount of general obligation
bonds authorized for the superconducting
super collider fund from $500 million to
$250 million.

“The constitutional amendment reduc-
ing the amount of general obligation
bonds authorized for undertakings re-
lated to the superconducting super col-
lider research facility from $500 million
to $250 million.”

Senate Joint Resolution 7 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would al-
low investment of money from the Texas
growth fund in a business without the
business’s disclosure of its investments in
or with South Africa or Namibia. Cur-
rently, such investments are prohibited
by article XVI, section 70(r) of the Texas
Constitution, which would be repealed.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment allow-
ing investment of money from the
Texas growth fund in a business with-
out the business's disclosure of its in-
vestments in or with South Africa or
Namibia.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10

ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 1 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would
abolish the constitutional office of state
treasurer effective September 1, 1996.
The transfer of specific constitutional
powers and duties to the comptroller of
public accounts takes effect on that date.
The statutory powers and duties and the
property and other obligations of the
state treasurer are transferred to officers
and agencies of state government as the
legislature provides by general law.

“The constitutional amendment abol-
ishing the office of state treasurer.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11

ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 72 proposes a
constitutional amendment requiring that
land devoted to wildlife management be
taxed on the basis of its productive capac-
ity. The proposed amendment also adds a
temporary provision to the Texas Consti-
tution validating the changes to the law
made by Chapter 560, Acts of the 72nd
Legislature, Regular Session, 1991,
which amended the Tax Code to allow
land used for wildlife management to be
appraised as agricultural land. The tem-
porary provision also provides that a
property owner is not authorized to claim
a refund of taxes paid unless the tax pay-
ment was challenged before the effective
date of the proposed amendment.

House Joint Resolution 31 proposes a
constitutional amendment providing that
the legislature may exempt from ad valo-
rem taxation income-producing personal
property and mineral interests that have
a taxable value which is insufficient to re-
cover the costs of administering the tax.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the legislature to exempt from
ad valorem taxation personal property
and mineral interests having a value in-
sufficient to recover the administrative
costs of collecting the taxes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution No. 35 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the governing body of a political
subdivision to exempt from ad valorem
taxation boats and other equipment used
primarily in the commercial taking or
production of fish, shrimp, shellfish, and
other marine life.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the governing body of a political
subdivision to exempt from ad valorem
taxation boats and other equipment
used primarily in the commercial
taking or production of fish, shrimp,
shellfish, and other marine life.”

PROPOSITION NO. 14
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 68 proposes a
constitutional amendment that allows the
legislature to raise the current ad valo-
rem tax exemption for disabled veterans
and their surviving spouses and minor
children. The tax exemptions would be
raised based on a veteran’s disability
rating as follows:

Maximum
Disability Tax Exemption
10% - 30% $ 5,000
30% - 50% $ 7,600
50% - 70% $10,000
More than 70% $12,000
Age 65 and 10% or higher $12,000
Loss or loss of use of limb $12,000
Blindness or paraplegia $12,000

The spouse and children of any veteran
who dies while on active duty may be
granted an exemption of up to $5,000.
The amounts of the exemptions provided
for in this proposed amendment may be
repealed by the legislature by general
law.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment relat-
ing to raising the limits of the exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation of prop-
erty owned by disabled veterans or by
the surviving spouses or surviving
minor children of disabled veterans.”

w!: live in a land of laws. Laws
form the foundation of our
democracy. Laws protect us from
others and sometimes from oursel-
ves. Men and women created most
of these “rules for living together.”
However, not all laws that affect
our lives are man-made. Some laws

are natural laws.

The law of gravity is one ex-
ample of a natural law. If I stand
behind you and throw a bucket of
water up in the air right over your
head, you will get wet. It doesn’t
matter if you know about the law of
gravity, or if you understand how
gravity works; you still get wet.

The law of “Increasing
Returns” is another natural law.
You may never have heard of the
law of increasing returns, but like
gravity, it still exists. This interest-
ing natural law manifests itself in
many arcas of human endeavor.

Napoleon Hill wrote about
this law in his book “Law of Suc-
cess.” He wrote, “Render more
service than that for which you are
paid and you will soon be paid for
more than you render. The law of
‘Increasing Returns’ takes care of
this.”

I've seen this law manifest in
small business, in the corporate
work force and in my own life. 1
know it’s true.

The Truth Hurts

Sometimes we do not wish to
hear the truth. For example, a few
years ago Japanese officials sug-
gested that American workers
were a little on the lazy side. Labor
unions, industrial workers and
many others rose up in protest.
“Not true, not true,” they shouted.
However, there is some truth in
what the Japanese said.

When I worked in the cor-

porate world, I had the opportunity
to tour and work in some of the
nation’s largest industrial plants. I
watched workers in steel mills, can-
neries and automotive foundries. I
observed thousands of American
workers and few of them do more
work than that for which they are
paid.

Maybe the reason they don’t
work more. productively is they
don’t understand the law of in-
creasing returns. How often have
you heard someone say, “That’s not
my job” or “I don’t get paid to do
that.” It is obvious to me that those
people don’t understand how the
law works.

Understanding the law

Most farmers understand the
law of increasing returns. They till
the soil, plant the seed, cultivate
the crop, pray for rain - not that
much rain - and harvest in the fall.
Before they get any return, they
work hard and invest heavily.

If they plant 100 acres, they
can harvest no more than 100 acres.
Sometimes the harvest is dismal,
but the farmers plant again. They
know that they have to plant if they
ever expect to harvest. They un-
derstand that the more acres they
plant the greater their potential
harvest.

There is a parallel in busi-
ness. We must prepare the busi-
ness field, cultivate our customers

later. Second, the person who felt
insulted then internalizes the small
irritation rather than spilling it out.
As the disrespect grows, the stage
is set for an eventual explosion.

A workable system of checks
and balances of this nature helps a
couple keep their marriage on
course for a marathon rather than
a sprint. And I can assure you, Shir-
ley and I are going the distance!

Q. Do you often deal with the

"line of respect” principle in your
marriage counseling?

A. In virtually every troubled
family I see, the “line of respect”
has crumbled. Sometimes the wife
is trampling on the husband’s ter-
ritory; sometimes he is all over hers.
Either way, within five minutes it is
apparent that there is an absence of
fair play by one of two partners.
Here’s an extreme example as

described in a letter from a woman

whose “line” is now in shambles:

“My husband and I have
three children, and I am with them
day and night because I can’t drive.
My husband doesn’t want me to go
anywhere, anyway. He is very
domineering. He dishes out the
money and decides how every dol-
lar will be spent.”

“This past week was terrible.
Mike wouldn’t let the kids sing or
talk in the car. He orders all of us
tobed at a certain time and controls
all TV and radio stations. I feel like
I have no freedom at all, and my
nerves are beginning to act up. The
kids are afraid of Mike, too. Any-
thing you can do to help me would
be greatly appreciated.”

Fortunately, most cases are
not as devoid of respect as this one,
but it illustrates the problem. If 1
were working with this woman, my
objective would be toteach her how
to hold her own with her husband
without blowing. her marriage off
the face of the earth. It would be a
delicate task.
