Clarcndon College, through the National Automobile Dealers
Charitable Foundation, has received a Resusci Anne training unit for
cardiopulmonary resuscitation. The Texas Automobile Association made
the presentation on Thursday, February 2 at Chamberlain Motor Company
in Clarendon.

Dr. Kelvin Sharp, Clarendon College Dean of Instruction, said “The
training unit will be useful in properly training the college’s LVN students
and EMS personal in the college’s service area. We hope to provide CRP
training to approximately 200 people in our service area over the next year.”

The CPR unit is an excellent training tool for experienced medical
personal as well as those people who are just interested in learning the
proper techniques of cardiopulmonary resuscitation. The training unit is
designed to give signals telling when the trainee is applying the right
pressure in the right spot or breathing correctly into Resusci Anne’s mouth.
The hands-on approach allows trainees to learn the feel of giving quick,

livesaving emergency treatment.
The training takes approximately
three to five hours of intensive
practice and lectures.

Vickie Moore, Director of
LVN Instruction for Clarendon
College, said “The involvement of
Americans training in CPR has
lead to an increase in long-term
survivors of venticular fibrillation.”

Flowering Bulbs: A Flash of Natural Color

— Helpful Fall Planting Tips for Beautiful Springtime Blossoms —

Traditionally considered a time for raking
leaves, carving pumpkins, hay rides, and
football games, autumn is also the best time
for planting flowering bulbs. Planted during
fall in flower beds, rock gardens, along a
hedge or fence, or in the lawn, bulbs are a
great way to add a splash of color to any
landscape.

Easy to plant and cultivate, bulb blossoms
will thrive next spring if they are given a
hospitable growing environment and are
properly groomed this fall for winter
dormancy. Bulbs should also be protected
from foraging animals by soaking them in a
repellent, such as Ro-Pel Animal, Rodent
and Bird Repellent, prior to planting.

Bulb Varieties

The most difficult part of planting spring-
flowering bulbs is choosing from among the
hundreds of species and hybrids available.
Some of the most sought after varieties
include:

Tulips — The most popular of all spring
flowering bulbs, tulips offer gardeners a wide
range of choices in height, color, shape and
bloom time.

Narcissus — More commonly referred
to as daffodils, this winter-hardy flower
comes in many shapes and colors. These
bulbs develop extensive root system: in fall
and provide better flowering results in colder
climates.

Muscari — Nicknamed the “Grape
Hyacinth,” these tiny, bright purple flowers
multiply quickly and resemble bunches of
upturned grapes. Flowers stay in bloom for
one to three weeks and thrive in sun or shade.
They are an excellent choice for borders.

Chiondoxa — Commonly known as
“Glory-of-the-Snow;” this early spring flower
blooms in loose clusters of white, blue or
pink, and can vary from three to 10 inches
in height. This bulb type is an ideal plant for
borders and rock gardens.

Planting Tips

Whether they are planted individually or
in groups, spring-flowering bulbs will thrive
and flourish if you follow these few simple
planting procedures:

Prepare the Soil — Once the planting
bed has been selected, turn the soil over to
a depth of about 10 inches 1o aerate the site
and give bulb roots ample room to grow.
Quick to rot if left in standing water, spring-
flowering bulbs flourish best in light, well-
drained soil. Where necessary, condition soil
with fertilizer as required.

Plant at Proper Depth — Using a bulb
planter or trowel to dig the holes, the general
rule of thumb is to plant bulbs 1o a depth of

three times their overall height. With the soil
removed to the required depth, lightly press
bulbs into place bottom side down (the flat
side is the bottom), return the soil, and water
thoroughly.

Remember, if bulbs are planted too
shallow the freezing and thawing of
surrounding soil may interrupt their dormant
phase; permanently damaging root systems
and limiting your chance of bright, healthy
blossoms

Protect Against Pests — Bulbs are a tasty
treat for many hungry creatures, such as
mice, moles, squirrels and chipmunks. To
keep these animals from making a restaurant
out of your garden, soak each bulb for a
minute, prior to planting, in Ro-Pel Animal,
Rodent and Bird Repellent, a safe and
effective animal repellent that works on the
principle of aversive taste.

Once in place, most bulb gardens can be °
left to multiply and flourish.

and year-round.

The long-term
“wish list” includes more than $1
billion in human service programs
to improve conditions for children
in the state.

The second proposal recom-
mends increased funding in three
key arcas:

$50 million in matching
grants for local prevention and
carly intervention programs for
children and families.

$25 million in matching funds
to make public schools safer by
developing alternative education
programs for expelled students, to
keep them from getting into further
trouble in the streets.

$56 million for 576 additional
Texas Youth Commission beds for
violent and habitual juvenile of-
fenders. This proposal would ex-
pand the list of offenders for which
serious offenders can be sentenced
to TYC, and then transferred to
adult prison if they cannot be
rchabilitated.

Other recommendations in-
clude:

Increasing the maximum sen-
tence for juvenile capital offenders
to 60 years;

Authorizing jnvemle court
judges to order parents of juvenile
offender to perform community
services along side their children;

Loosening restrictions on
juvenile record, by including them
in a central data base and removing
age restrictions on fingerprinting
and photographing;

Take actions to draw an addi-
tion $22 million in federal funds for
child care and Prekindergarten
classes for low-income families;

Increasing parental involve-
ment in schools;

Allowing students to receive

public school and college credit for
community service;
- Requiring anti-violence/peer
mediation curricula to be included
in the public schools and as part of
the juvenile justice system;

Tightening enforcement of
the sale of tobacco products in
minors;

Creating a public awareness
campaign about the importance of
prenatal care;

Requiring the state to refocus
dental services for low-income
children to most effective preven-
tive care to reduce costly restora-
tions and crisis treatment; and

Using local commissions to
expend parent education
programs.

“Texas cannot afford to
neglect its children, said Senator
Turner. EIf we are to move forward
into the next century, we must do so
with a healthy, well educated
population. Simply maintaining the
status quo and building more
prisons to absorb our failures will
not work in the long term.”
