School Buses: Flashers For Safety

$200.00 and not more than $1,000.00; second, on conviction of second or subsequent offense the court may order
that the persons driver’s license be suspended for period of up to six months beginningron the date of conviction.
To avoid being placed into either of these position, please watch for school buses on routes and in front of the
school. When yellow flashers are on, slow down and prepare to stop. When the red flashers are on, please stop
until all students are either loaded or unloaded and the bus has pulled away and resumed it route. Remember,

SCS Office
Reorganizes

he Department of

Agriculture’s Soil Conserva
tion Service will soon take on a
new identity as the Natural
Resources Conservation Service
as it streamlines its operations and
takes on new program respon-
sibilities. The new agency was
authorized under the reorganiza
tion ordered October 20 by
Agriculture Secretary Mike Espy.

The new Natural Resources
Conservation Service will con
tinue to have responsibility for all
the programs of the former Soil
Conservation Service. In addition
several other programs have been
transferred to it including the
Weltland Reserve Program, the
Waterback program, the Colorado
River Basin Salinity Control Pro-
gram, Farms for the Future Pro-
gram, Forestry Incentive Program,
and Great Plain Conservation
Program.

“We are working to make
this a smooth transition for our
customers,” said Paul Johnson,
chief of the agency. “And we will
continue to build on 60 years of a
unique relationship between
federal government and this
nation’s private landowners as
well as our conservation district
and state agency partners. It's a
relationship built on voluntary
programs, technical assistance,

“nd conservation cost-share

programs.”

Johnson said farmers,
ranchers, and other customers of
the agency can continue to receive
the same assistance they have from
the Soil Conservation Service
during the transition period.

“Throughout this process,
we will keep our customers and
our employees well informed,”
said Johnson. “And we will stay
connected to their ideas and con-

According to Roy Lee
Helms, chairperson of the Donley
County ASC Committee, the
change in the election schedule is
nationwide and is authorized under
regulations issued by USDA. Cur
rent members of ASC committee
will continue in their posts until the
new clection is held next fall.

The law, which reorganized
USDA, created a new Agency--the
Farm Service Agency--which en-
compasses all of the commodity
support and basic conservation
programs of the former Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service (ASCS), all of the risk
management program of the
Federal Crop Insurance Corpora-
tion (FCIC), and the farm lending
activitics of the Farmer Home Ad-
ministration (FmHA).

Helms said the new commit-
tee system, when fully imple-
mented, will exercise increased
responsibilities in its enlarged role.
“Rescheduling the elections on a
nationwide basis avoids confusion
which could occur from hastily
drawn rules and regulations,”
Helm said, “and will create ef-
ficiencics by using funds which
would have been spent on this
year’s election process to be used in
training committees in performing
their added duties.”

Bcnip prostatic hyperplasia or BPH is commonly seen in men over 50

years of age causing variable degrees of bladder outlet obstruction.

The causes are unknown but may be due to hormone changes associated
with aging.

Symptoms of BPH include progressive urinary frequency, urgency,

and nocturia (getting up at night to urinate) due to incomplete emptying

and rapid refilling of the bladder. Hesitancy and intermittency with -

decreased size and force of urinary stream may occur. Sensations of
incomplete emptying, terminal urinary dribbling, almost complete overflow
incontinence, involuntary loss of urine, or complete urinary retention may
occur.

BPH with bladder obstruction is suspected on the basis of signs and
symptoms. PSA or prostatic specific antigen is moderately clevated in
30-50% of patients, depending on prostate size and degree of obstruction.
Cystoscopy which is a procedure that looks into the bladder with a scope
permits estimation of the gland size and the appropriate surgical approach
plus the opportunity to differentiate between vessical neck contracture,
chronic prostatitis and other obstructive phenomena.

Treatment may be medical due to new advances in drug therapy that
offer more choices for treatment which may result in no surgical interven-
tion. Definitive therapy if indicated is a surgical procedure called a TURP
or transurethral resection of the prostate and requires no incision. Larger
benign prostates may require open surgery. Balloon dilatation of the pros-
tate in selected patients is being investigated.

TADA Warns
Buyers About

Drowned Cars

AUSTIN-The Texas
Automobile Dealers Associated
issued a warning this month that
flood-damaged used cars may soon
enter the used vehicle market.
Such vehicles may show few signs
of flood damage, yet have serious
problems even after they are
cleaned.

To detect flood damage, the
TADA recommends the following
precautions:

Carefully examine the

vehicle’s interior and engine for
any evidence of water or grit from
suspected immersion.

Check under the dashboard
and car seats for dried mud or
residue.

Check the upholstery, car-
peting and the trunk for any un-
usual traces of mildew, mold or
musty odors.

Under the hood, examine
the engine closely for residue in
crevices on the alternator, starter
motor, power steering pump,
relays and behind the wiring har-
ness.

Look for unusually heavy or
widespread rust.

Vehicles with only minor
damage might reasonably res-
tored, but for most flood damaged
vehicles, such restoration can be
time- consuming and expensive.
TADA advises consumers to
check the vehicle, its title, and have
a qualified service technician
check it, too.

Texas law requires that the
title of such vehicles be branded
“flood damaged” or “recondi-
tioned”. Potential purchasers may
call the Motor Vehicle Titles and
Registration Division of the Texas

Vehicle History Service at (800)
789-NADA. However, it takes six
to eight weeks for such damage to
be recorded, so vehicles should
still be inspected carefully.

“Both hunting and wildlife viewing
are big business in Texas. And as
this issue’s "Picture This’ suggests,
we are blessed with an incredible
diversity of birdlife and another
exciting outdoor opportunity. Pic-
ture this: Texas is now the number
destination in the world for
birdwatching. In fact, nature-re-
lated\tourism in all forms is the
fastest-growing component of the
travel business, expected to be
Texas’s largest industry by the year
2,000. At Christmas, we need to
remember how blessed we are.”

Donley County is blessed to
have Lake Greenbelt, the Taylor
Lakes WMA, a dude ranch and an
incredible untapped potential for
developing tourism. One cannot

but wonder how long this potential
will remain underutilized.

Several area ranchers have
already discovered that little birds
like quail and dove can add up to
big dollars. And big bucks (of the
mule deer species) have real
monetary value.

Birdwatchers offer at least as
much economic potential, al-
though that market may be a bit
harder to define and contact.
Nevertheless, the potential is here.
