“The elderly and others are
most at risk for flu complications
should get shots every season,” said
Dr. W. Paul Glezen,
epidemiologist at the Influenza Re-
search Center at Baylor College of
Medicine in Houston.

Influenza tends to run in
cycles with influenza A and influen-
za B hitting in alternate years.
Based on that pattern, type B
should be the predominate strain
this season, Glezen said.

"There is the possibility that
there will also be some influenza A
(H1N1),” he said, “but little %
likelihood of much type A (A3N2), - R
the donimant strain in 1993-94.”

In addition to the elderly, the
groups at particular risk for life-
threatening complications such as
pneumonia are: 1) People with im-
mune-system disorders and heart
and lung discase, including asthma
and chronic bronchitis. 2) People
with diabetes, chronic kidney dis-
ease and chronic ancmia, including
sickle-cell discase. 3) Health-care
workers and home care-givers like-

Since the carly-start 1991-92
flu season, however, they suggest
getting the vaccine when it is avail-
able, usually in September.

The vaccine is about 85 per-
cent effective, Glezen said, and it is
possible to catch a strain not
covered by it. But vaccinated
people who catch the flu will have
a less severe case.

It is also possible to catch the
flu in the two weeks required for
the vaccine to take full effect, but it
is not possible to catch the flu from

the vaccine itself because it is make
with killed virus.

Flu strikes suddenly with
fever, muscle pain, weakness, sore
throat and a dry, hacking cough.
Victims need rest and liquids,
Glezen said.

While flu can still be a killer
in any year, it is highly unlikely the
1994-95 season could equal a 1918
worldwide epidemic that afflicted
500 million people and killed 20
million.

The 1918 pandemic killed
more people in less time than any
disease in modern history. It ranks
with the 14th Century’s Black
Death as one of the few recorded
events to reduce the carth’s
population by a much as 1 percent.

Help For
Chronic
Fatigue
Syndrome

thn your energy level seems
stuck at zero, changes in

eating and exercise habits may be
all it takes to recharge your bat-
tery.

According to researchers at
Baylcr College of Medicine in
Houston, most people experienc-
ing chronic fatigue who are not
clinically ill are suffering from un-
healthy behaviors. Only about 1
percent of people experiencing
overwhelming tiredness actually
suffer from Chronic Fdtigue
Syndrome.

“The culprits are usually
poor nutrition and lack of exer-
cise,” said Dr. Ken Goodrick,

medicine and a behavioral
psychologist. “Caffeine abuse may
also cause fatigue rather than
overcome it, and alcohol/drug
abuse, stress and depression, or ir-
regular sleep patterns can play a
role.”

Not eating enough, eating
too much fat or not drinking
enough water can cause a person
to feel fatigued, Goodrick said.

To help increase energy,
poor nutrition habits should be
replaced by a well-balanced diet
that provides no more than 30 per-
cent of total calories from fat. A
healthy eating plan also includes
five or more servings of fruits and
vegetables and at least eight glas-
ses of water a day.

Regular, vigorous (but not
necessarily strenuous) exercise
also increases energy and helps
with sleep as well, Goodrick said.
Experts from Baylor’s DeBakey
Heart Center Nutrition Research
Clinic recommend 45 minutes of
brisk walking three to five times a
week as part of a healthy lifestyle
routine.

Caffeine consumption
should also be addressed. Drink-
ing two or three cups of coffee or
caffeinated beverages may be all
right if they are consumed at least
seven hours before bedtime,
Goodrick said. More than that
can sap energy and disturb sleep.

“People who use caffeine to
combat fatigue are not doing
themselves any favors. Caffeine

blocks the “tiredness signals” nor-
mally sent to the brain to trigger
sleep, so we ultimately become
more tired,” he said.

Research from sleep
laboratories also shows caffeine
disturbs quality of sleep, leaving
the body tired.

“While chronic fatigue is not
a disease, it is a debilitating condi-
tion that needs attention. If the
fatigue is not a symptom of a con-
dition that needs medical treat-
ment, lifestyle and behavior chan-
ges are what the doctor orders, ”
Goodrick said.

Sodal Security celebrated its 59th birthday August 14. While many
people take the program for granted and others question whether it’s
going to be around in the future, here are some fact s that-are worth thinking
about on this' occasion. These are just a few examples of the stories that
don’t make headlines-the business as usual items for the Social Security
Administration and the millions of customers we serve.

* Currently, the Social Security Administration (SSA) serves 42
million Social Security beneficiaries, 5 million individuals who receive
Supplemental Security Income (SSI) benefits, and 135 million workers who
are paying into the system. .

* Out of each dollar you pay in Social Security taxes, only about one
penny goes to pay for the administration expenses necessary to run the
largest social insurance system in the world.

* Every month, 99.8 percent of SSA’s beneficiaries receive their
checks in the right amount, at the right address, and on time. And, this
service has been ongoing for more than a half-century through an era that
has been ongoing for more than a half-century recession, at peace, and i
prosperous times.

* The largest single SSA workload is processing requests for new and
replacement Social Security cards. Every working day, about 70,000 ap-
plicaﬁonsarctaﬂnandfor%pcrccnt of them a response is in the mail to
the customer in less than 5 days-with a 99.7 percent accuracy rate.

* The primary purpose of the Social Security number is to help track
the earnings of workers who pay Social Security taxes. Social Security
benefits are based on earnings reports submitted by employers and credited
to the worker’s Social Security number. Every year, more than 220 million
earnings reports are received from thousands of employers across the
country: 99.6 percent of those earnings are accurately posted to SSA’s
records. '

* Every year, more than 3 million new claims for monthly benefits are
filed by retireces and their dependents and by widows, widowers, and
children of workers who have died. These claims are processed and the first
check is ready to mail in about 14 days -with a 99.8 percent accuracy rate.

* Each year, 230,000 claims for Supplemental Security Income (SSI)
benefits are received from people aged 65 or older. Their first payment is
ready in about 17 days, with a 96-percent record of accuracy.

* Every year, SSA receives more than 60 million reports of changes
of address, marriage, divorce, death, and other events that affect a person’s
eligibility for Social Security benefits. Social Security representatives with
“online” access to beneficiary files record the new information and update
the files instantancously.

Hopefully, these facts will help you feel better the next time you see
a headline criticizing some aspect of Social Security. They should help you
recognize that such criticism is not the whole story.
