“The Amarillo Social Security
Office is prepared to handle the
increase in applications for so-
cial security cards due to the
coming holiday employment,”
said Hal Geldon, Manager of
that office.

RULE HITS ‘CORPORATE OP-

Before polling the optome-
trists, the Board of Examiners in
Optometry got a ruling from At-
torney General Will Wilson stat-
ing that the regulation would be
legal and valid.

One is to find a way, other
than providing expensive mental
hospital facilities, to care for
some 2,700 patients whose only
ailment at present is old age.
Two plans are being considered.
One is state assistance toward
the cost of caring for the old-
sters in private nursing homes.
Other is providing for state
nursing homes,

Under law, the state is not re-
sponsible for giving institutional
care for the aged. But these pa-
tients were all admitted on
court order as mental cases.

Another problem under study
is that of tuberculosis patients
who go “awol” from TB hospi-
tals before they are completely
cured. Danger is not only that
they will relapse, but that they
will infect healthy outsiders.

Third matter under study is
the facilities needed for present
and future care of mentally re-
tarded children under school age.

Waterways are usually seeded to
a perennial grass such as western
wheatgrass or caucasian blue-
stem before water is turned into
them. Sometimes, as in the case
of a draw crossing a field, wa-
ter cannot be kept out of the
waterway while it is getting esta-
blished to grass. Mrs. Bray's wa-

The general philoso-
phies of those parties were in
keeping with the general align-
ments of thought as between
Jefferson and Hamilton. The
Jeffersonian doctrine was based
upon a distrust of centralized
government and the advocacy of
confidence in the people's capa-
city to govern.

while Vice-President Jefferson
was leader of the Democratic-
Republicans. The Federalists had
gotten in bad favor with the
public and realized that they
would be turned out of office in
the December 3, 1800, election.
They were correct. Thomas Jef-
ferson was elected President at
that time and prepared to be
inaugurated on March 4, 1801.
The Federalists, in an effort to
perpetuate their power, under-
took between the date of the
election, December 3, 1800, and
the date of Jefferson’s inaugura-
tion, March 4, 1801, to fill all
open offices with Federalist fol-
lowers. The number one appoint-
ment in this plan went to John
Marshall, President Adam’'s Se-
| cretary of State and a loyal Fed-
eralist. He was appointed the
third Chief Justice of the United
States Supreme Court. There
were a number of other appoint-
ments made by President Adams, |
among them being the appoint-

ment of a Justice of the Peace

THREE REASONS WHY
EGGS ARE POPULAR FOOD
College . Station -— In many
consumer studies, it was found
that people frequently purchas-
ed and used eggs “because we
like them.” This points up the
wide acceptance of an egg's fla-
vor, its versatility and ease of
cooking, says F. Z. Beanblossom,
extension poultry marketing
specialist.

The egg, a breakfast “main-
stay,” is also widely used as a
hearty luncheon dish, for sand-
wich fillings, and in combination
with other foods for satisfying
dinners.

One of nature’s most nearly
perfect foods, eggs combine their
heavy concentration of high-
quality protein . with relatively
few calories, and complete di-
gestibility, and are accepted as
an important dietary require-
ment from infancy through the
“golden age” group. Two eggs
supply as much as 30 percent of
the high-quality protein needed
daily by adult men or women.
In fact, notes Beanblossom, egg
protein comes so near to perfec-
tion that scientists use it as a
standard to measure the value
of protein in other foods. Eggs
also contain substantial amounts
of essential minerals and ‘vita-
mins, including the anti-anemia
vitamin, B12.
Basic egg cookery is some-
thing a youngster can master, it
is so easy and uncomplicated.

TEXAS WILL HAVE NEARLY
HALF OF COTTON ACREAGE
College Station — Secretary
of Agriculture Ezra Taft Benson
has proclaimed a national mar-
keting quota of 13,133,000 bales
(standard of 500 pounds gross
weight) and a national acreage |
allotment of 16 million acres for
the 1960 upland cotton crop.
Texas’ share will be 6,761,512
acres with an additional 55,965
acres for the national reserve.
The Secretary also announced
his determination that alternate
—Choice (B) — farm allotments
for the 1960 upland cotton crop
will be 40 percent larger than
the “regular” Choice (A) allot-
ments for the same farms.

An acreage allotment of 22,-
243 acres will be in effect for
the extra long staple cotton
grown in Texas in 1960. The na-
tional marketing quota will be
66,590 bales with a 64,776 acre
allotment.

December 15 was set as the
date for a growers’' referendum
on marketing quotas for both
upland and extra long staple cot-
ton. At least two-thirds of the
farmers voting in the referendum
must approve the quotas if they
are to remain in effect,

If the quotas are approved,
Choice (A) will include “regu-
lar” farm allotments with price
support at not less than 75 per-
cent of parity available to grow-
ers who comply with their regu-
lar allotments. Choice (B) in-
cludes 40 - percent - larger farm
allotments and price support to
growers who comply with their
Choice (B) allotments at 15 per-
cent of parity less than under
Choice (A). Individual farm al-
lotments under both Choice (A)

available to producers prior to
the referendum.

Benson added that if market-
ing quotas are not approved for
the upland cotton crop, only the

“regular” Choice (A) allotment
program will be in effect and
price support will be available

to cooperators at 50 percent of
parity, as provided. . by law. If
quotas are turned down by extra
long staple producers, support
to eligible growers will drop to
50 percent of parity.

GOOD FARM RECORDS CAN
SAVE TAX DOLLARS

College Station — Farmers
may save several dollars on in-
come tax by keeping good rec-
ords, reminds C. H. Bates, ex:
tension farm managemen spec-
ialist.

Small leaks are the ones that
sometimes prove costliest, Bates
points out. An oversight of only
$25 in expense items may cost an
additional $5 tax. So, records
should include all items of ex-
pense and income that will help
determine net profit or loss from
the business.

To simplify filling out the tax
forms, Bates recommends class-
ifying various items in categories
corresponding to the various
headings used in tax forms. For
recording sales, the following
groups are recommended: (1)
sale of livestock raised, (2) sale
of produce raised, (3) other in-
come, (4) sale of items purchased
from resale and (5) sale of assets
that may receive capital asset
treatment.
