now a Law,

The barrier to the develop­
ment of Northwest Texas has 
been taken down. No longer 
will thieves; and outlaws find an 
asylum to hide them from of­
fences commited in the old states. 
Congressman John H. Stephens 
of this city made the opening of 
these reservations liis battle cry 
in his first candidacy for Con­
gress in this the 13th district.
