DPS Offers
Recruit
School

T ’he Texas D epartm ent of
Public Safety is accepting ap­

plications for out-of-state ap­
plicants until July 15, 1994 and ap­
plications for in state applicants 
until A ugust 19, 1994 for its 
December 1994 recruit school.

Following twenty three weeks 
of intensive training, successful ap­
plicants will be commissioned as 
s ta te  tro o p e rs  for the  Texas 
D epartm ent of Public Safety, 
charged with enforcing traffic laws 
on rural Texas highways.

J^ast Wednesday, The Chinle Navajo Youth Trek made tracks through 
^C larendon while stopping at the Church of Christ Family Life Center 

to rest. The riders, consisting of seven students ages 14-17 and four adults, 
have traveled over 1500 miles. Their trip started June 6, from Chinle 
Arizona, and they have made their way South as far as Del Rio, Texas. The 
ride is a 35 day trip, and they will be heading towards their destination, 
passing through Amarillo, Santa Fe, N.M., Shiprock, N.M., and finally 
arrive home in Chinle with each student bicycling over 2300 miles.

The four adults consist of Dub Manis, a teacher, Ken VanPclt, an 
athletic trainer, Carol Bartholomew, an English teacher, and Lawona Nez, 
a teachers aid. They felt that this would not only be an adventure, but a 
great educational experience. The riders leave promptly by the crack of 
dawn, riding up to eight hours a day. They have been through serious 
extremes of weather, from almost getting frost bite, to temperatures up to 
117 degrees. They have been harassed by Border Patrol, ridden in winds 
up to 60 mph, and have faced many wild animals, but still they carry on.

Vincent Salabye, age 14, will be a freshman at Chinle High School. 
“I Find it very hard to keep going. Doing it over and over again makes it 
hard, but when I think of home I keep on. That’s what helps me through 
it.”

Chad Holland, a 15 year old Junior said, “I decided to do this to see 
a lot of things, plus, it would be interesting. The hardest thing is the wind 
and the heat, but to be able to say that I did it keeps me going.”

“This is educational and a lot of fun,” said Debbie Yazzie, a 16 year 
old Junior. She also said," Although it is very hard to keep riding, I don’t 
want to be a quitter, so I keep on going.”

Lorissa Toxe, age 16, will be a Junior at Chinle High School. “I 
wanted to go on this ride because it would be fun and interesting. I take it 
one day at a time, and now that we’re getting closer to home, I am getting 
really anxious so it makes it easier to travel.”

Daven Holiday, a 17 year old Senior said, “This is very fun, plus I’m 
getting school credit for it. Although the wind is the toughest thing to face, 
I just follow everyone else and seem to keep going.”

“The wind makes the ride very difficult,” said 17 year old Senior 
Nathaniel Salabiyc. “I stick with my friends and just keep on riding.”

Reggie Guy, age 17, will be a Senior at Chinle. He said, “I thought it 
would be an adventurous trip. I can meet new people and sec how the 
hospitality of Texas is.”

They are all very dedicated and hard working. It takes a lot of pride 
and will power to do what these teen-agers are doing. As Dub Manis says, 
“You never know what you are capable of doing until you do it.”

Health Tips

OTot summer w eather may 
drive some people to drink. 

Drink water, that is.
“The body loses large 

amounts of fluids during hard 
physical activity, particularly if the 
weather is hot and humid,” said Dr. 
Jim  P ivarn ik , an exercise 
physiologist at Baylor College at 
Medicine in Houston. “Itisim por- 

to replenish diem. The beat
t to

tion, running, or merely spending a 
day at the beach, the heat can sap 
the body of precious fluids, leading 
to dehydration.

The simple rule, according to 
Pivarnik, is to pay attention to urine 
color. People who have adequate 
amounts of body water content 
normally have pale-colored urine. 
A darker yellow color indicates 
that the kidneys are forced to con­
centrate urine.

Not drinking enough fluids 
can affect exercise performance, 
and can lead to heat illness, which 
can be fatal, Pivarnik says.

Signs of water depletion in­
clude extreme thirst, dry lips and 
tongue. In several cases, there can 
be an increase in heart rate and 
breathing, dizziness, confusion, 
and eventual coma. The skin can 
appear dry and non-elastic while 
the sufferer may feel lethargic, and 
have headaches, cramps, and a pale

way, as obvious as it 
drink plenty of water.” 

Whether working

Don’t wait until there are 
symptoms to take precautions 
warns Pivarnik.

“Thirst is not a good in­
dicator by itself since by die time 
you are thirsty, the body’s water 
reserves have already decreased to 
unhealthy levels,” he said

Pivarnik suggests drinking 
water continuously to keep the 
body hydrated

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STUART H. CONDRON

Obituaries

O tuart H. Condron, beloved 
^husband of Bobbye LaFon 

condron and a broadcaster whose 
rad io  and te lev ision  caree r 
spanned half a century, passed 
away at his home in Ventura, Calif., 
June 22 following a brave yearlong 
fight against cancer. He was 69.

Condron was also survived by 
five children, 13 grandchildren and 
three great grandchildren.

He was bom Sept. 26,1924 in 
Clarendon, Texas, to Dr. S.H. and 
Mary Condron. Dr. Condron was 
a professor and Dean of Clarendon 
College in the early 20’s. Stuart 
married Bobbye LaFon on Decem­
ber 24, 1944. Mrs. Condron was 
also bora in Clarendon and the 
LaFon family lived in the former 
town of Lelia Lake, before moving 
to nearby Clarendon in the 1920’s.

A graduate of Canyon (Tx.) 
High School, Stuart earned his BS 
degree from West Texas State 
University in Canyon in 1944. 
More than three decades later he 
received his MA at the University 
of California, Santa Barbara, with 
a m ajor in speech. He also 
received another MA degree from 
C alifo rn ia  S tate  U niver; 
Northridge, in mass communica-T& y> \umca-

He retired in 1990 from Ven­
tura College where he was a speech 
and communication and radio and 
television professor for 25 years.

Condron was one of the early 
pioneers in radio, beginning in the 
early 40’* at KGNC Radio in 
Amarillo. He also worked with 
KFDA Radio in Amarillo, KCBD 
Radio and Television in Lubbock, 
Texas, and WACO Radio and 
KWTX Radio and TV in Waco, 
Texas.

His broadcasting career took 
him to such newsbreaking events as 
the USA's V2 rocket launch at 
White Sands, N M  at the end of 
World WarD. He also did network 
television reports on various stories 
in Waco.

In the mid 50’s he also served 
as the guest emcee of the Grand 
Old Opry in Nashville. He hosted 
radio and TV shows featuring 
country and western performers in 
Lubbock and in Waco he produced 
and hosted a show featuring a his­
torical look at Texas.

He was 6 member of the 
Poinsettia Amateur Radio Club, 
Santa Barbara Amateur Radio 
Club, Sulphur Mountain Repeater 
Association, Sam’s Radio Hams 
and the FMCA Heartland Chap­
ter. He had recently been named 
an educational adviser on the 
American Relay Radio League. As 
an amateur radio operator, he as­
sisted on many emergency opera­
tions including fires, earthguakes, 
and chemical disasters.

He and his family spent 
many happy years enjoying fishing 
(especially at Lake Casitas and 
Cachuma and the Rio Grande area

of Colorado), camping, traveling, 
RV’ing, Ham Radio activities and 
flying. He was involved in various 
volunteer work, including: .PA

Food Share, Red Cross, 
Amateur Radio Emergency and 
the Literacy Program. He also was 
a member of the Masonic Lodge in 
Texas.

W hen his children were 
growing up he was active in Scout­
ing (as an Eagle Scout), Little 
League and Ju n io r T eenage 
League baseball and various 
church activities. He was also a 
g rea t su p p o rte r of his 
grandchildren’s many activities, 
which gave him immf.mii- pleasure.

Stu and Bobbye celebrated 
their 50th Golden Wedding An­
niversary this Christmas with their 
family.
