Election Published 
This Week In Leader

The full text of the Legal No­
tice calling for the Hoapita] elec­
tion is being published in this 
issue of the Leader. It carries 
both the propositions of creat­
ing the hospital district and al­
so the voting of bonds toward 
the construction of a new hospi­
tal.

According to Mike McCully. 
Chairman of the Hospital Board, 
the local hospital has been oper­
ating on a temporary approval 
basis for ihe care of Medi­
care patients and it is hoped 
that the calling of his elec­
tion will prove to Inspectors 
of the Medicare and Medicaid 
programs that an effort is being 
made to improve the situation 
here in Donley County. Under 
new standards, the local hospital 
does not meet new requirements 
of the physical structure of the 
building. If the hospital loses its 
approval, senior citizens will no 
longer receive any help from the 
Medicare or Medicaid program 
at the local hospital.

A floor plan of the proposed 
hospital may be seen at the Don­
ley County As tract Co. office. 
In addition to many other facili­
ties, it will contain a 20 acute 
bed wing and a 30 bed extended 
care wing. An administrator will 
be hired to supervise the opera­
tion of the hospital by the Hos­
pital Board.

Farmers Subject to 
Self-Employment Tax

Texas farmers arc subject to 
self-employment tax for 1969 if 
their farm income is $100 or 
more Ellis Campbell, Jr., Dis- 
trict Director of the Internal Re­
venue Service, advised today.

The self-employment tax rate 
is 6.9 percent with a maximum 
of $538.20, and is in addition to 
income tax.

A self-employment farmer is 
one who operates his own busi­
ness or farm. A farmer is also 
considered self-employed if he 
employs others to operate or 
work his farm even though ho 
does not live on it himself.

A farmer must file a Federal 
Income Tax return and pay the 
self-employment tax due if his 
net earnings from self-employ­
ment are $400 or more, even if 
his gross income is less than 
$600 and he owes no income tax.

The self-employment tax ap­
plies to a maximum of $7800. 
But this figure is reduced hy 
tiny wages from which Social 
Security taxes arc wilhheld.
—A rp rroil optional provision in 
the law enables farmers to ac­
quire Social Security credits even 
if they have n loss after expenses 
are deducted.

"Farm ” as used in the Federal 
tax law relating to Social Se­
curity and self-employment tax­
es. Includes stock, dairy, poul­
try, fruit, fur bearing animals, 
and truck farms, and also plan­
tations, ranches and nurseries.

"Farm er’s Tax Guide", IRS 
Publication 225, furnishes more 
detailed information on this sub­
ject. The booklet is available 
without charge' by sending a post 
card to your county agent or 
Supply, Internal Revenue Service.

No ad-1 
v.ince payments are authorized, j 
Feed Grain Program

The provisions of the 1970 vol-, 
untary feed program are basical- j 
ly the same ns for 1969. The 
program again indudes corn, 
grain sorghum, and barley. Pro­
ducers whose farms have a corn, 
grain sorghum, and/or barley 
base are eligible to participate. 
As in 1969, all farms taking part 
in the program may divert as 
little as 20% of the total feed 
grain base to qualify for price 
support payments and loans. For 
farms with bases of more than 
25 acres, farmers may divert 
additional acreage for diversion 
payment up to the ltirger of 25 
acres or 50% of the base.

In general, farmers with feed ’ 
grain bases of 25 acres or less ! 
have a program available very, 
much like the program in 1069.

The price-support payment rate 
will lie the same for 1970 as for
1969 and the diversion rate slight­
ly smaller. Generally speaking, 
however, the total feed grain 
payments will bo a little larger 
than last year due to increased 
grain sorghum yields.

A producer with an interest in 
more than one farm may partici­
pate in the program on one farm, 
provided the acreage devoted to 
feed grains does not exceed the 
feed grain base on any other 
farm in which ht-, his wife, or 
minor children have an interest.
1970 W heat P rogram

This program remains volun­
tary. Any producer on a farm 
with a wheat allotment can parti­
cipate in tho program. Any farm­
er may grow wheat without tak­
ing part in the program.

T o 'b e  eligible for loan and 
certificate payments, a wheat 
farmer must divert an acreage 
equal to 30.8% of the allotment. 
There is no payment for this re­
quired diversion. However, diver­
sion payments will be made for 
diverting acreage below the allot­
ment up to 50% of the allotment. 
Small farms with 19.2 acres or 
lt'ss will bo able to divert the 
entire allotment for payment.

Wheat marketing certificate 
payments will bo made on the 
planted acreage of wheat up to 
a maximum of 18% of the allot­
ment. The certificates will con­
tinue to lx> valued at the dif­
ference between wheat parity and 
$1.25 per bushel. For 1969, this 
was $1.52 per bushel times the 
projected yield.

To qualify for payments, a 
producer must keep within all 
other allotments on the parti­
cipating farm and keep within 
the wheat allotment or permitted 
acreage on any other farm in 
which lie has ;in interest.

t970 ration Program
The 1970 cotton program is al­

so basically the same as in 1969. 
Then' will be no diversion pay­
ments and no diverted acres. A 
produrer, by signing up in the 
program and planting within his 
farm allotment, will he eligible 
for loans, price support pay- 
iin ii"-. arid nrti'T program bme- 
fit.--.

The price-support payment is 
16 80 cents per pound times the 
farm's projected yield. The pay­
ment is earned on the domestic 
allotment, which is 65% of the 
effective allotment or the acre­
age planted if it is less than 
90% of the domestic allotment.

Special provisions for small 
farms remain in effect for 1970. 
Small farms are those with allot­
ments of 10 acres or less or with 
a total farm projected yield of 
3600 pounds or less.

Cooperating pj-odueer.s must 
plant within the cotton allotments 
on all other farms in which they 
have an interest.

In addition to classroom work 
the cadet is taught self-protection 
by means of judo, boxing, wrestl­
ing, and other police-protection 
methods.

The salary during training is 
$525 per month. Room and board 
while at the academy will cost 
the cadet approximately $50 per 
month.

BENEFITS: Upon being com­
missioned a patrolman, the sa­
lary is automatically raised to 
$630 per month. Effective Sept­
ember 1, 1970 the salary will 
increase to $651 per month. Pa­
trolmen receive additional long­
evity pay for each five years of 
service to a maximum of 25 
years. Uniforms, vehicles, wea­
pons, ammunition and necessary 
equipment are furnished. They 
are also granted a mohthly uni­
form cleaning allowance, and re­
ceive travel expenses when away 
from their assigned station. 
Group life and hospitalizution in­
surance are available at reason­
able cost.
