said council shall notify said owner
or agent to select from the property
tax paying citizens of said city one
who shall meet and act with the tax

Ransoms from Foreigners.

Then the bandits looted the homes
of the foreign and American workmen,
robbing the company stores of $7,000
in merchandise.

9:30 CLOSING BILL VETOED.
