Finling a new commissioner 
will not be an easy task. When 
the old Texas Board for State 
Hospitals and Special Schools 
was converted into the Board for 
Mental Health-Mental Retardation

4963—and the new uioiscu 
that a commissioner should dic­
tate everything but basic policy— 
it took many months to find a 
commissioner. Law also says the 
commissioner must be a physi­
cian.

Finally, Dr. Shervcrt Frazier of 
Baylor University Medical Col­
lege was persuaded to take the 
job on a part-time basis. That 
didn't work out well for Frazier, 
or the system, and Kinross- 
Wright was lured from the Texas 
Research Institute for Mental Sci­
ences in Houston three years ago.

His tenure was ridden with 
strife, as a segment of board 
members lead by Dr. Tate charg­
ed that the commissioner neglect­
ed the community mental health 
center program .Controversy flar­
ed -into a firing when Kinross- 
Wright asked for the resignation 
of Deputy MH Commissioner Dr. 
Gary Miller, and Kinross-Wright 
ultimately bowed out.

Miller literally was waiting in 
the wings this week (having re­
fused to accept his firing) as a 
hopeful for the vacancy. Gov. 
Preston Smith's comprehensive 
health planning director. Dr. Da­
vid Wade of Austin, a psychiat­
rist who formerly headed the 
Texas Medical Association, was 
being mentioned as a possibility. 
But Wade insists he is com­
mitted to his present health plan­
ning pursuit.

NATURAL FIBER STUDY —

dollars to Texas' farm income in 
five years," Scruggs said. “That's 
why we don’t just want to write 
a report.

To study textile industry de­
velopment he appointed Sens. J.

Charles Flnncll of Holliday and 
Scruggs. To study producing and 
marketing development, he ap­
pointed Rep. Delwin Jones of 
Lubbock. Sen. Snelson, Powell 
and Pustejovsky.

JUDGES' VIEWS ON MARIJU­
ANA SOUGHT — While other pol­
iticians and state officials argue 
about what penalties should be 
applied to persons possessing mar­
ijuana.

More than 500,000 children will 
swallow poison this year in the 
United States and 90 per cent 
of all cases reported will involve 
children under the age of five.

The tragedy of the situation, 
says the Texas State Department 
of Health, is that most all ac­
cidental poisonings are preven­
table.

Why are young children the 
greatest victims of accidental poi­
soning? The pre-school child has 
an inquisitive nature. Closets and 
cupboards are great places to 
hide and investigate. A child will 
taste, bite and swallow anything 
he can reach, and teething time 
calls for chewing on furniture, 
toys and window sills.

At about the age of two, a 
child takes to "mountain climb­
ing,” using chairs, tables or stools 
to open medicine cabinets and 
any other reachable places.

Accidental poisonings don’t just 
happen. They take a special mix­
ture of factors which normally 
have a formula which reads: A 
contributing thing, plus a contri­
buting surroundings, plus a con­
tributing individual. The result of 
this formula is poisoning.

Many of us are unaware of the 
potential dangers of medicines 
and other household substances. 
Even salt and pepper may pro­
duce an injurious or deadly ef­
fect when used in large amounts. 
A five-year-old youngster in 
Rhode Island died after swallow­
ing about two tablespoons of ord­
inary pepper. In another tragedy, 
a 22-month-old child died after 
inhaling a large amount of tal­
cum powder.

Hew do you determine M your 
child may have been poisoned? 
Suspect It when you observe: 1. 
Bottles or packages of medicines, 
household cleaning agents or poi­
sonous substances open near chil­
dren 2. Unconsciousness, con­
fusion or sudden illness which Is 
unexplained. 3. Pain or burning 
sensation in mouth or throat. 4. 
Discoloration of lips and mouth 
and strange odors on the breath.

If you suspect an accidental 
poisoning, take the following 
steps: 1. Call your doctor at once.
2. If you cannot reach the doctor, 
take your child to the nearest hos­
pital and be sure to take the con­
tainer of the suspected poison 
with you. A sample of the chemi­
cal can be most useful also.
3. One important point: A per­
son who has swallowed poison 
should not be made to vomit 
since this could aggravate the sit­
uation.

The phrase. "Poison Proof Your 
Home," may seem trite due to 
over-usage. But it is even more 
meaningful today than in the 
past with the advent of more and 
more heme chemicals. In 1968 
in Texas a tofal of 73 fatal home 
poisonings were recorded. Some 
4.000 fatal poisonings occur in the 
United States each year.

To help poison proof your home, 
you can: 1. Store all medicines 
and household products in locked 
cabinets: 2- Clean out medicine

Storm Damage to 
Trees Should Get 
Immediate Attention

Trees damaged by violrtit wea­
ther during spring and early sum­
mer should get immediate a t­
tention. Storm damaged limbs or 
branches should be removed im­
mediately, advises Everett Junne, 
Texas A&M University Exten­
sion landscape horticulturist.

When a limb or branch must 
be removed in its entirety, the 
Extension specialist says to make 
the cut flush with the tree trunk 
or limb from which it is grow­
ing. Also, he says paint all 
wounds with a good tree wound 
dressing to prevent the entrance 
of disease or insects into the 
freshly made cut.

The job of removing large limbs 
can be simplified and damage 
to the hark can be prevented if 
care is exercised, says Janne. He 
suggests making a cut from the 
underside of the limb about eighl 
inches from the main trunk. 
Make this cut at least one-third 
of the way through the limb or 
until the saw binds. Then make 
the second cut from above and 
several inches farther out on 
the limb and continue cutting 
until it can be removed. Then 
apply tree wound dressing to the 
exposed surface.

SALT-WATER TROTLINES 
MUST BE TAGGED

Texas Parks and Wildlife De­
partment officials remind salt­
water trot line fishermen their 
lines must be tagged to comply 
with regulations which went in­
to effect Sept. 1, 1969.

The small metal tags may be 
purchased at $1 each from .any 
of the Departments district, re­
gional or field offices. One tag 
is required for each 300 feet or 
fraction thereof of trotlines set 
in coastal waters, nceordir^j to 
Bob Cross, law enforcement co­
ordinator.

Tlie regulation, adopted by the 
State Legislature, does not apply 
to freshwater trotlines. Further 
regulations concerning both fresh 
and saltwater trotline fishing are 
available in the Department’s

Social Security News

Q.—I recently lost my social se­
curity card and someone told 
me it was easier and quicker to 
get a duplicate card with my 
original number. Is this true?

A.—Absolutely not! If you have 
a record of your number (on 
W-2, or written on an identifica­
tion card or other m-ord) the 
Social Security office can now 
usually issue you a duplicate 
card within two days. This faster 
service is due to computerization 
and use of wire service. How­
ever, if you did not keep a re­
cord of your number, it could still 
take 10 to 12 days to get a 
duplicate card. But, most im­
portant of all, a person stwuld 
never have more than one so­
cial security number.

Q.—A friend of mine told me 
recently that when he lost his so­
cial security card, he went to the 
Social Security District Office and

got a duplicate card in two days. 
I find this hard to believe be­
cause it took me two weeks to 
get a duplicate when I lost my 
card. How could he get one so 
quickly?

A.—A new procedure recently 
put into effect in all Social Se­
curity District Offices enables us 
to get verification of your num­
ber and issue a duplicate card 
usually in two days time PRO­
VIDING you can furnish us your

your card, remember to bring a 
copy of the number with you
when you ask for a duplicate 
cord.

that such a celebration could 
tend to discourage or counteract 
the tendency to segregate older 
persons as a group apart.

Most people credit a Fort Wor­
th woman, Miss Anna C. T.eahy 
who was director (in 19561 of 
.Senior Citizens of America, as the ! 
one person who so diligently pur­
sued the idea. She is credited, al­
so, with persuading President 
Kennedy to sign the first procla­
mation.

In 1959 thirty-nine state heads 
proclaimed May as Senior Citi­
zens Month and nationwide ob­
servance was sponsored by the 
Senior Citizens of America. By 
1960 forty-eight states partici­
pated in the observance.

Finally in 1963 the hope for 
recognition of older Americans 
came with the first presidential* 
proclamation.

This year 207 Texas county 
committees on aging will re­
proclaim May as Senior Citizens 
Month and hold suitable affairs 
in honor of it.

Following the early pattern for 
celebration, states, counties, and 
communities were and still are 
urged to implement special pro­
grams, activities and events to 
honor senior citizens. "In Trycas 
we use two special activities more 
than others; the proclamation and 
ft*e selection of outstanding senior 
citizens of the county or com­
munity,” according to Minnie Bell 
Extension specialist for aging 
at Texas A&M University. The 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice works with the Governor’s 
Committee on Aging to imple­
ment activities for Senior Citizens 
on the county level.

Some of the other aims dealt

sure the total destruction of North 
Vietnam’s military and industrial 
installations, transportation and 
communications lines.

The second alter­
native, unilateral withdrawal, has 
been rejected because it would 
mean that great American sacri­
fices have all been in vain and 
would constitute proof that the 
United Slates is unwilling to live 
up to its commitments. The third 
alternative, Viet-namization, has 
worked much better than I ori­
ginally thought it would. Recent 
events, however, have demon­
strated that the enemy has not 
scaled down his activities in re­
sponse to American troop with­
drawal."

“The Communists do not want 
any peace except on terms which 
will allow them to enforce their 
will on millions of helpless Asians. 
Bitter experiences demonstrate 
that where dealing with the Reds 
is concerned, there is no middle 
ground. Aocordingiy. I believe 
that President Nixon should de­
clare this new strategy in Viet­
nam.”

“ I think the military policies 
I have outlined would lead to the 
swift defeat of the aggressors, 
and a well earned peace could

settle on the area for the first 
time in over twenty years. The 
Communists have demonstrated 
that freedom for Southeast Asia 
can only be purchased by force," 
price said.
