Sherwood Mall One was the first
of a three-phase Mall to be de-
veloped as the town grows. Mall
Ore will house a discount grocery
store which will be the major
store, a drug store, bakery, beau-

ty shop, ceramics shop, automo-
bile and boat repair shop, a
finance institution, and off.ces
for The Wick (newspaper). As
other Malls are added, a major
business will be placed in each.
The development is a joint ven-
ture of Howardwick residents and
will be owned by the residents.
The Mall will run paralle! to the
highway and the Airport run-
way, and is expected to eventual-
ly include most every type of
business or specialty shop.

Frankie Just, pastor of
the newly organized Howardwick
Baptist Church, spoke of the
remarkable progress that has
been made in developing the
area from the time Greenbelt

steps which led to Groundbreak-
ing ceremonies for Sherwood
Mall One.
