Under new state law, justices 
are required to be licensed at­
torneys or have served at least 
eight years as justices or acquire 
10 classroom hours of instruction 
within 12 months of September 
1. A second session including an­

The classes, intended to meet 
qualification standards, include 
general aspects of criminal law, 
attorney general opinions affect­
ing justice courts, examining 
trials, truancy and liquor laws, 
arrests with and without war­
rants, game laws, public rela­
tions and other topics.

The boll w'eevils are 
puncturing bolls now in m;iny 
fields and spraying in the dia­
pause program would protect 
many of these ixtlls as well as 
reduce the number of boll wee­
vil going into diapause and over­
wintering.

The results of last years con­
trol program can be seen now as 
boll weevil infestations have been 
lighter and later in building up 
than they have been in several 
years. Good participation in the 
diapause spray program should 
reduce boll weevil numbers a-

ly oppose.
I have been a longtime op­

ponent of United States partici­
pation in the United Nations and 
have continually urged our with­
drawal from the organization.

To rid your closets entirely of 
pests, line closet walls with red 
cedar, suggests Jan Slabaugh, 
Extension housing and home fur­
nishings specialist at Texas A&M 
University.

The extra cost of red cedar 
is well worth the price, Miss Sla­
baugh adds. The aroma of cedar 
penetrates items stored in the 
closet and protects them from 
moths and moisture.

Moths, their larvae and red 
cedar do not get along, so a ce­
dar-lined closet is entirely free 
of pests.

The mild odor of cedar is not 
pungent or execssive, but is sim­
ply a natural wood fragrance 
that fades after exposure to air. 
For the odor to pentrate and 
effectively exterminate pests in 
the closet, the door must be kept 
closed.

The fragrance of red cedar in 
a closet also eliminates musty 
odors since the wood is highly 
resistant to moisture.

To maximize concentration of 
the cedar fragrance, cover not 
only walls with red cedar, but 
inside doors, ceiling and floors 
as well. The tongue-and-grooved

boards fit together easily and 
the cost of improvement is small.

When lining with cedar, don’t 
paint or varnish the surface

board. Painting and varnishing 
seals off the cedar's aroma.

Spring Bulbs Can 
Bring Early Color

Spring flowering bulbs can 
bring early color to the home 
landscape next year if the proper 
steps are taken this fall, accord­
ing to County Agricultural Agent 
Ronald Gooch.

Crocus, snowdrops und winter 
aconite are some of the first flow­
ers to bloom In the Spring. 
These are soon followed by hy­
acinths, narcissus or daffodils 
and tulips.

Plant ail of the spring flower­
ing bulbs in the fall, says Gooch. 
Root growth and flower develop­
ment occur during the winter 
months so that the final burst of 
growth can take place in early 
spring. •

For repeat blooming over a 
period Of years, plant bulbs In a 
well-drained soli of average fer­
tility, preferably a sandy loam, 
located in a sunny area. In the 
south where they are usually 
treated as annuals, bulbs can be 
planted almost any place in the 
yard where the soil is well drain­
ed.

The general rule of thumb is 
to plant bulbs so the top is be­
low the soil surface a distance 
of about twice the diameter of 
the bulb. This would be about 
4 inches deep for narcissus and 
tulips and about 2 inches foi 
smaller bulbs. In sandy soil plant 
at a depth three times the dia­
meter of the bulb, adds Gooch.

Larger bulbs can be spaced 
as much as six to eight inches 
apart. Smaller huibs are more 
effective if spaced three to four 
inches apart. The most effective 
landscape plantings are achiev­
ed by grouping bulbs of the same 
color together in a mass. Use at 
least 12 to 21 bulbs of the same 
type and color as a unit, sug­
gests Gooch.

For the maximum in beauty 
and color, remember to make 
your selections early and, plant 
your bulbs in October and Nov­
ember, concludes Gooch.

Practice the three R's of cook­
ing, and you’ll save nutrients in 
vegetables, reminds Frances Re- 
asonover. Extension foods and 
nutrients specialist.

Miss Reaaonover says the 
three R’s are to reduce the a- 
mount of water used, reduce the 
cooking time, and reduce the a- 
mount of surface area exposed.

To decide how much water to 
use, consider the color and fla­
vor of the vegetables, she ex­
plains. The size and shape of 
the pan, the length of cooking 
time, and the use of a pan cover 
are also important.

Quick cooking vegetables need 
only a small amount of water, 
she adds. Starch vegetables need 
longer cooking and require more 
water. It is better to add water 
during cooking than to have more 
tto d  tomdmd when vrgatables are 
done.

Vegetables should be cooked in 
the shortest possible time. Miss 
Reaaonover continues. Bring the 
water to a boil, add the vege­
tables, and again bring the wat­
er quickly to a boil. Cook only 
until tender.

State Capitol

The State legislative Redis­
tricting Board, ordered by the 
Supreme Court to reaptK)rtion 
the House of Representatives as 
well os the Senate, is in the pro­
cess of writing its bill under 
deadline pressure.

Finding of the Court that the 
Board should take over the un­
finished legislative reappor- 
tionmont tusk was doubly signi­
ficant.

Aside from setting a precedent 
as to responsibility of drawing 
new district lines, the decision 
eliminated the necessity of an 
early special legislative session. 
This pleased both House Speak­
er Gus Mutscher and (Jov. Pres­
ton Smith.

Mutscher, under bribery in­
dictment, escaped an early show­
down with legislators who want 
to force him to step down as 
speaker and replace him with 
another.

Although speculation was wide­

spread he would hand his duties
to a speaker pro tempore, he 
announced four days after the 
Court's decision he had decided 
to stay on the job, confident 
he will be found innocent of 
charges.

Governor Smith applauded the 
Court's decision. He suid he 
wants to wait "as long as possi­
ble” to call a special session 
on budget matters so the Legis­
lature will have full advantage 
of data on available revenue 
which might curb the tax bill.

Indications are there will be 
no special session now until 
June, 1972. after the primary elec­
tions.

The five-member Redistricting 
Board held a hearing September 
30 and heard only testimony of 
Big-city residents debating the 
merits of single-member vs. mul- 
timember (or countywide) House 
districts.

Apparently, the Board is divid­
ed two-and-two, with Atty. Gen. 
Crawford Martin undecided on 
the metropolitan district issue. 
Whichever way it rules, another 
lawsuit challenging the decision 
seems likely. The Board has on­
ly until October 23 to complete 
its work.

GOVERNOR’S RACE WARMS 
—There is official competition in 
the governor’s race with the en­
try of Uvalde rancher and bank­

er Dolph Briscoe. Lt. Gov. Ben 
Barnes announced last June he 
would run.

Briscoe made clear the stock- 
loan scandals (which resulted in 
three statehouse indictments Sep­
tember 23) will be a major issue 
in his campaign.

He focused attention on quick 
passage by the Senate of the 
same bank deposit insurance 
bills which figured in the indict­
ments of Mutscher, Rep. Tommy 
Shannon of Fort Worth and S. 
Rush McGinty of Austin. And, 
hej maintained, Bumes "helped 
push them (the bills) through 
the Senate.”

Barnes declined to reply. He 
said there will be "plenty of time 
to set the facts straight” within 
the next seven months before the 
election.

Briscoe also emphasized need 
for innovations in mass trans­
portation and further environ­
mental protections.

ETHICS COMMISSION COM­
PLETE — A new Ethics Com­
mission behavior of public of­
ficials is now complete, though 
top state judges have expressed 
doubt as to its effectiveness.

Three members elected by the 
Senate are Sens. A. M. Aiken 
of Paris, Charles Herring of Aus­
tin and Oscar Mauzy of Dallas.

House members elected Reps. 
John F. Boyle Jr. of Irving, Clyde

Compost Pile Should 
Be Started Now

Fall is here once again and 
home gardeners will want to 
begin work on a compost pile, 
suggests County Agricultural A- 
gent Ronald Gooch.

Cbmpost is a good soil con­
ditioner as it improves the soil’s 
water holding capacity, supplies 
organic matter, helps to retain 
soil moisture and aids in keeping 
soil temperature at desirable le­
vels.

A compost bed may be con­
structed out of scrap or rough 
lumber or with net wire. The en­
closure should be large enough 
to hold the raw material needed 
to supply next year's compost 
needs, advises Gooch.

Tree leaves are beginning to 
fall and are cluttering up the 
lawn and flower beds and creat­
ing a disposal problem. You 
ran improve environmental con­
ditions by using them for com­
post.

The county agent suggests this 
procedure in building a com­
post pile. Place leaves, grass 
clippings and other healthy plant 
material from flower and vege­
table gardens in the compost 
heap. As you put down a lawyer 
of material, sprinkle it with a 
complete fetrilizer before add­
ing another layer. The fertilizer 
will add plant food to the mix­
ture and will also speed up de­
composition.

Since moisture is needed for 
Ihe decomposition process, the 
heap should be sprinkled with 
water to keep It moist when rain­
fall is not sufficient to do the 
job. By next spring you have 
the needed material for mulching 
flower bed*.
