Cotton from Leila Lake to Ashtola 

has suffered some damage from 
herbicide drift. Herbicide such as 
2,4-D is sprayed on weeds to cause 
them to grow themselves to death. 
Cotton affected by the drift of 
herbicide will also grow itself to 
death.

County farmers this past week 
noticed their cotton leaves curling 
up, believed to be caused from a 
herbicide drift.

Ronald Gooch. Dofeley County 
Agent, and three Department of 
Agriculture employees Inspected 
damage Monday to see if they«oould 
determine to what effect the herbi­
cide had done, and where it came 
from, and to check if it had been 
properly used. Gooch estimated that 
some 8,000 acres In Donley County 
had from slight to moderate damage. 
Out of 16 fields they examined only 
two had what they considered 
moderate damage.

"Some varieties of cotton have 
more damage than other varieties. 
Some cotton has more tolerance to 
the herbicide than others," Gooch 
stated.

WTU customers may 

receive refunds
West Texas Utilities Co. customers 

may receive refunds as well as 
slightly lower fuel rates as early as 
next month.

A tentative agreem ent was 
reached this past week in meetings 
with the Public Utility Commission 
staff in Austin, and the matter is 
expected to go before the Commis­
sion July 26 for a final order hearing. 
That would be just in time for the 
refunds to go on the August bills for 
all of WTU’s retail customers.

The full amount to be refunded 
now stands as S17.6 million. This is 
an increase of S3.9 million over the 
amount in WTU’s original request, 
which included only fuel costs 
savings achieved from August 1984 
through May 1985.

The new figure includes savings 
made in June and an additional S2.3 
million representing a lump refund of 
fuel costs savings balance, plus

interest, realized before last August. 
Refund of those total savings had 
begun in mid-November and were 
scheduled to be completed in Novem­
ber 1985.
WTU estimates that the total refund 

now will result in a S41 credit to the 
average residential customer's bill. 
The refund is made possible by WTU 
being able to spend less for power 
plant boiler fuel than was anticipated 
when fuel cost factors were set by the 
PUC last fall.

Former customers will not receive 
refunds. The reasoning is that if the 
former customers had been under­
charged for fuel, they could not be 
billed in the future to make up the 
difference.

Any refunds will vary with the 
amount of electricity a customer used 
during the period from August 1984 
through June 1985. Interest will be 
included.

These checks were for May and 
represent taxes collected on sales 
made in March and reported to the 
Comptroller by April 20.

She teaches all of the 
office administration courses, includ­
ing typing, shorthand, machine 
transcription, office procedures, 
word processing, office machines, 
and business communication.

OFFICE ADMINISTRATION 
COURSES

One of the most popular and 
exciting areas of study in office 
administration is Word Processing. 
Several courses are offered in this 
relatively new technological area. 
Students with knowledge of and 
experience on word processing 
equipment have much better oppor­
tunities for obtaining better jobs in 
office administration. Even exe­
cutives and managers are finding 
that a knowledge of word processing 
can help them in their responsibili­
ties.
’ The first course offered in this area 
is BAS 142 Word Processing Con­
cepts. It is taught each fall and will 
be taught during the spring and 
summer semesters as the need 

•- arises. This course is Assigned fat 
I those who know nothing about wos£- 

processing and should be taken as a 
prerequisite to any other word pro­
cessing courses. During the lecture 

I periods students learn about the 
| concepts, equipment, and functions 

of word processing. The most 
commonly used systems are ex­
plained and compared. Hands-on 
experience on various pieces of word 
processing equipment is given from 
the very beginning of the course so 
that students can apply what is being 
learned in class to the real world. 
The course is taught in such a way 
that students will be able to transfer 
the knowledge they learn to any type 
of word processing system they may 
need to operate.

BAS 143 Applications in Word 
Processing is offerei^each spring 
semester and other semesters as 
needed. Students learn to complete­
ly operate one type of word pro­
cessing system in this individually 
paced course. Some of the word 
processing systems available are the 
Compucorp Simplifier, Word Perfect 
(on the IBM Personal Computer), 
EasyWriter (on the IBM Personal 
Computer), and Super Scripslt (on 
the TRS-80 Model 3). Other systems 
will be included as the nand arises. 
Once a person has learned how to 
operate one type of word processing 
equipment properly, it is much easier 
to transfer that knowledge over to 
any system he needs to operate. 
Students are given their choice of 
which system to learn to operate, and 
schedules are set up through Mrs. 
Denney about once a week to turn in 
assignments, ask questions, and 
receive new assignments. Mrs. 
Denney is available during igany 
hours of the day or evening if 
students should have problems. It 
takes the average student approxi­
mately 4-5 hours each week to 
complete the assignments and to 
become proficient on the system by 
the end of the semester,

Next week other courses will be 
discussed in this section. Be sure to 
look for it.

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‘‘Three Classes of Men”
After laying the ground work in the 

previous articles regarding “ Three 
Classes of Men,” we now will look at 
these different classes of men in­
dividually.

The first class that we will discuss 
is the "Natural Man” . "But the 
natural man receiveth not the things 
(the^revcsde^jj^deeg^hings^M h^

Spirit of God: for they are foolish­
ness unto him: neither can he know 
them, because they are spiritually 
discerned ” In this passage the 
natural man is not blamed for his 
inability. It is simply an accurate 
statement of the fact of his limita­
tions. The passage also goes on to 
assign the exact cause of these 
limitations. We have just been told 
that revelation is by the Spirit. It 
therefore follows that the “ natural 
man” is helpless to understand 
things revealed because he has not 
received "the Spirit which is of 
God.” He has received only "the 
spirit of man which is in him." 
Though he may. with “ man’s wis­
dom.” be able to read the words, he 
cannot receive their spiritual mean­
ing. To him the revelation is 
“ foolishness.” He cannot “ receive" 
it, or "know" it.

The preceding verses of the con­
text (1 Corinthians 1:18, 23) have 
defined a part of the divine revelation 
which is said to be "foolishness" to 
the "natural man"; “ For the 
preaching of the cross is to them that 
perish foolishness: but unto us which 
are saved it is the power of God.” 
“ But we preach Christ crucified, 
unto the Jews a stumbling block, and 
unto the Greeks (Gentiles) foolish­
ness.” Much more than the mere 
historical fact of the death of Christ is 
here meant. It is the divine 
unfolding of redemption through 
grace and includes all the eternal 
relationships tHM arc made possible

thereby. The moral principles and 
many of the religious teachings of the 
Bible are within the range of the 
capacity of the "natural man." From 
these sources he may eloquently 
preach; yea. and most seriously, not 
even knowing that "the deep things 
of God” exist.

Satan, in his counterfeit systems of 
trust, is said to have "deep things" 
to reveal (Revelation 2:24) and 
“ doctrines of devils’” (1 Timothy 
4:1. 2) which things, on the other 
hand, are as certainly not received by 
the true child of God; for it is said. 
"And a stranger will they not follow, 
but will flee from him: for they know 
not the voice of strangers" (John 
10:5). Yet the “deep things” of 
Satan are strangely adapted to the 
blinded, “ natural man" and are. 
therefore, received by him. Every 
modem cult is evidence establishing 
the truthfulness of this statement. 
(More on the "Natural Man” next 
week.)

Last January, when 1 was chosen as 
the only Freshman Republican to sh 
on the House Budget Committee. I 
was honored, but very aware of the 
responsibility involved. Reducing the 
deficit by reducing federal spending is 
my number one priority, and the 
Budget Committee is where those 
reductions would have to originate.

In the past two months, as a mem­
ber of the House/Senate Budget Con­
ference Committee — the 26 member 
panel assigned the task of hammering 
out the differences between budgets 
passed by the House and Senate — I 
have seen very little progress toward 
true deficit reduction.

News reports have recently latched 
i onto the issue of Social Security Cost 

of Living Adjustments (COLAs) as the 
sole reason for breaks in the Confer­
ence meetings While this has been a 
central issue to our negotiations, it is 
not, in my opinion, the reason that we 

, have been largely unsuccessful in com­

ing up with real savings.
When a budget is grossly out of 

balance, as is ours, the first place to 
cut back is the extras — the luxuries. 
My contention is that there are feder­
al programs that we cannot afford, and 
should not continue to fund with tax­
payer dollars.

Unfortunately, the House majority 
does not feel the same way. Tied to 
special interests, the majority has 
failed to come up with a plan that sig­
nificantly reduces excess spending for 
federal programs.

For example, let me site an exam­
ple used recently by columnist Donald 
Lambro: “Once a week Bob Smith 
leaves his apartment near New York

City's Pennsylvania Station and boards 
AMTRAK’s 9:27 p.m. en route to his 
weekend retreat in Vermont,

“The train holds 477 people, but 
Bob is one of only about 130 who 
board this train daily. His one-way 
ticket costs $29.72, but the real cost to

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get him to his destination is $54. FED­
ERAL TAXPAYERS PAY THE DIF­
FERENCE” The Amtrak system is a 
failure, and further funding with tax­
payer dollars is an outrage. It should 
be terminated.

Last week my colleague Rep. Bob 
Walker took what he called “a kick at 
a sacred cow.” He asked that the Eco­
nomic Development Administration be 
terminated The EDA is a source Of 
grants and low interest loans to sup­
port economic development. A full 
55% of those loans are delinquent, and 
half of those are in bankruptcy. This 
is a program that doesn’t work — and 
shouldn’t be funded by taxpayer dol­
lars. But the House of Repreaentttivas 
continued its funding, adding 99.4 bil­
lion to the Federal deficit.

The spending has got to stop. As 
Rep. Walker pointed out in the floor 
debate on EDA, we are raising more 
in revenue now than ever before in oar 
history as a result of the economic 
growth that took place after the Presi­
dent’s 1981 tax cuts. And yet we have 
a growing deficit. This nation’s deficit 
will not be solved by increasing taxes. 
Instead, we have got to make funda­
mental changes in how and where we 
spend tax dollars.

There are many of us on the Budget 
Conference Committee continue to 
work for both changes. The battle 
goes on.

A. Yes. To prove slander, you must 
show someone made a false statement 
about you and that it was made without 
legal excuse.

At the time of her promotion, Ward 
was working as a Charge Nurse on 
the 11 p.m. to 7 a.m. shift, with 
seven days on and seven days off.

Working in the light of day -  and 
sometimes filling In at night -  Ward 
said she has had to master an 
entirely new set of skills. “ Very little 
of what they teach you In 
school really prepares you for 
thing like tills,” she 
“ But 1 firmly believe you should be 
good at patient care before you do

anything else.”  Her background In 
patient care has helped her deal with 
the other issues: personal relations 
with the staff and meeting their 
continuing needs. She is responsible 
for staffing the hospital on a 24-hour 
per day basis, hence the on-call 
requirement. “ If someone is ill, or 
we ate short-staffed, then I have to 
arrange coverage, maybe even going 
in myself.”

Ward also assists in the Operating 
Room as the circulating nurse, 
recruits to fill nursing vacancies, 
oversees infection control programs, 
and arranges for medical education 
programs for the nursing staff.

In her spare time, Ward devotes 
much of her time to family and 
friends, but admits that she likes to 
read. "I prefer fictional works,” 
Ward said, but admitted most of her 
reading time is spent with profes­
sional journals as part of her program
