CC Campus W ed. a.m

Congressman Bob Price was a 
Clarendon visitor Wednesday 
morning of this week and at 10 
a.m. visited and addressed stu­
dents and citizens in the Ham­
ed Sisters Fine Arts Center on 
the Clarendon College cempus.

Price In his comments stress­
ed the many uncanny misrepre­
sentation being used by the op­
position In this campaign. Docu­
mentation of these misrepresent­
ations are In the records.

One of the points brought out 
was that Congressman Bob 
Price has Introduced or co-spon­
sored some 36 pieces of legisla­
tion that have either been made 
into law or become parts of 
other larger laws.

Congressman Price further 
pointed out that Mr. Purcell 
claimed to be next In line to the 
House Agriculture Committee.

Social Security

Q—I was recently treated by a 
doctor in another state. My Med­
icare claim had to be filed in 
that state. Do I have to meet the 
350 deductible there as well as 
at home?

A—No. The 350 deductible ap­
plies just once a year even though 
claims are filed in different 
states.

Q—On a recent explanation of 
Medicare benefits, there was an 
entry next to a 312 item which 
showed “ allowable charge" to 
be 310 Why is that?

A—Medicare payments are bas­
ed on your doctor's usual fee for 
a particular service but allowable 
charges may not exceed those

charged by 75% at the doctors In 
your area. For example: From a 
group of 20 doctors, five doctors 
charge 34 for a routine office call, 
10 doctors charge 35, three doc­
tors charge 36, and two doctors 
charge 37.50. If your doctor charg­
es 34, then 34 will be allowed be­
cause this is his usual fee. If 
your doctor charges $6, only 35 
will be allowed because this is 
the highest fee charged by 75% 
of the doctors.

Q—Who decides “  allowable
charges?

A—These are determined by 
the Medicare carriers, the organ­
ization selected in each state by 
the Social Security Administra­
tion to handle medical insur­
ance claims. They are based on 
customary charges by physicians.r

“ Introductory offers," u n d e r  
the new regulations, can be made 
for only six months. They are

You’ve probably seen one 
brand of a product offered in 
"economy,’ ’ “ family” and "bud­
get”  size, and know how con­
fusing it can be determining 
which is the best bargain.

FOR: Functions of the office 
could be mastered before em­
barking on campaigns for re- 
election. Officials would be able 
to devote greater energy on their 
duties.

The other day a friend and my­
self were talking about some of 
the changes that have taken place 
in the last generation. For In­
stance we could both remember 
when the neighbors and friends 
would drop everything and go dig 
the grave when someone in the 
neighborhood passed away. You 
would get out early and work 
like mad because it wasn’t con­
sidered proper to have a grave 
started the day before. This didn’t 
work out so bad for those who 
were used to manuel labor but for 
those with tender hands and weak 
backs this would be an occasion 
to remember for several days.

Along this same line neighbors 
would sit up all the nights with 
the corpse. In fact all the days 
and usually there would be two 
nights. We remember most about 
the long nights that no one would 
come in the next day until about 
ten o'clock and all together this 
would make for a lo n g  night.

One was usually buried some 
two days later and if this fell on 
Sunday so much the better. Now­
adays a funeral on that day is 
seldom heard of.

One fellow mentioned that he 
cculd remember when it was not 
unusual for a neighborhood car­
penter to make the casket. This 
was going back for almost two 
generations. At least if we call 
about thirty years one genera­
tion.

Habits and customs are hard 
to change, and at the time often 
seem cruel and heartless to those 
involved. But afterwards as we 
look back it all usually seems 
for the best.

receive papers carrying the no­
tices is not sufficient Justifica­
tion for the increased cost since 
few voters depend on official 
notice. In fact, few voters read 
the official notices.

No. 11 — The constitutional a- 
mendment to provide a salary 
of <23,500 for the Lieutenant Gov­
ernor and the Speaker of the 
House of Representatives.

FOR: The leadership and ad­
ministrative ability demanded 
of these officers place them in 
positions on a level with other 
full-time state officials, thus sa­
laries should be based on their
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relative duties and responsibi­
lities. During legislative inter­
ims regular members of the leg­
islature have time to return to 
their homes and conduct private 
businesses and professions. This 
is not true of the presiding of­
ficers of each house of the leg­
islature. These officials should 
receive adequate salary to give 
their full time and effort to the 
business of the Texas Legislature 
and state government.

AGAINST: The Lieutenant
Governor is elected in a state­
wide race while the speaker is 
elected by his fellow members 
and his is strictly a legislative 
office. Compensation for these 
officials should not be equal un­
less a change is made to make 
both equally responsible to the 
Texas electorate. The propos­

ed <22,500 is a sum which is 
<18,000 more than the salary of 
other members of the legislature. 
The proposed salary is out of 
proportion to the duties per­
formed in comparison with the 
<4,800 salary received by their 
fellow legislators.

No. 1* — The constitutional a- 
mendment permitting State em­
ployees, who are not State offi­
cers to serve as members of the 
governing bodies of school dis­
tricts, cities, towns, or other lo­
cal governmental districts, with­
out forfeiting their State salary, 
and specifying exceptions to the 
constitutional prohibition against 
payment of State funds for corn- 
more than one civil office of 
pensation to any person who holds 
emolument.

FOR: State employees consti­

tute a large percentage of the 
population in some cities and 
towns. These persons could serve 
on city councils and school boards 
without sacrificing their state 
salaries. The soil and water con­
servations districts would con­
tinue to have qualified manage­
ment by permitting experts in the 
field who are already on a state 
payroll to fill positions in these 
districts. TTte abilities of hig- 
ly-trained state employees could 
be utilized with no extra cost.

AGAINST: There are a suffi­
cient number of qualified citi­
zens in any community to fill of­
fices in governing boards of cit­
ies and local districts without 
amending the constitution to per­
mit state employees to fill these 
posts. Service in two capacities 
could result in such a heavy

workload that state employees 
would have to divide time to 
the possible detriment of both 
jobs. The legislature should be 
allowed to retain the power to 
prohibit or restrict the holding 
of more than one non-elective 
state or federal office to safe­
guard against abuse in dual of­
fice-holding.

No. 13 — The constitutional a- 
mendment to set a six percent 
(6%) weighted average annual 
interest rate for bonds issued 
pursuant to constitutional author­
ity presently having a specified 
interest ceiling.

FOR: Agencies now under con­
stitutional restrictions would be 
allowed to compute for sale of 
bonds on the open market on an 
even footing with bonds issued 
by other entities. If this amend­

ment should not be adopted the 
results could be curtailment or 
discontinuance of many state 
programs due to lack of funds.

AGAINST: Increasing the con­
stitutional limit on maximum in­
terest rates for bonds issued by 
certain public agencies would 
permit those agencies to provide 
higher interest rates on future 
bond issues which would in turn 
require an increase in tax re­
venues from Texas citizens to 
pay added interest. State and lo­
cal governments through their 
various agencies would be en­
couraged to rely more on created 
bonded indebtedness in financing 
future needs.

No. 14 — The constitutional a

FOR: Many school districts 
need new buildings and other 
permanent improvements but 
lack funds.

AGAINST: Provision to secure 
a permanent school fund for the
counties date as far back as 
1845. Income form the funds has 
been used in support of educa­
tion in counties for more than 
100 years. Though reducing the 
permanent school fund would 
ease present financial stress, the 
lass in future interest income 
would deny future generations a 
source of income for educational 
purposes. The state already 
spends more state tax dollars on 
education than on any other ser­
vice and further expenditures 
should not be assumed unless 
absolutely necessary.

Accent On Health

The "flu" may be of little con­
cern to most people, but there 
are those with one or more 
chronic ailments which make it 
a mighty important part of their 
health planning, reports the Tex­
as State Department of Health.

The end of a long, hot summer 
signals the approach of fall and 
winter and their threats to the 
health of the individual. Influen­
za, is a distinct possibility dur­
ing the cold, blustery, wet mon­
ths.

What to do about it?
If you fall into one of the 

special high risk categories, the 
State Health Department recom­
mends an annual vaccination a- 
gainst influenza.

You are in the high risk group 
if you have one of these chronic 
debilitating conditions:

1. Congenital and rheumatic 
heart disease, especially with 
the narrowing of a heart valve, 
ind the hardening and thicken­
ing of arteries;

2. Chronic bronchopulmonary 
d seascs such as asthma, chronic 
bronchitis, cystic fibrosis, bron­
chiectasis. emphysema and ad­
vanced tuberculosis; and

3. Diabetes mell'tus and other 
chronic metabolic disorders.

Although the value of routinely 
immunizing all older age per­
sons is less clear, the State 
Health Department says pati­
ents with incipient or potentially 
chronic disease should also be 
considered for immunizations if 
local priorities justify.

Influenza occurs in the United 
States every year, but the inci­
dence and geographic extent vary 
widely. Periodically, it appears 
in epidemic form, such as the 
o-isloughts in the pas! few years 
of the A-2 Hong Kong variety.

The U. S. Public Health Serv­
ice says the effectiveness of in­
activated influenza vaccines has 
been variable, and protection has 
been relatively brief. Partly for 
this reason, vaccines are recom­
mended only for selective use in 
persons at high risk.

Primary series of vaccine con­
sists of two doses preferably six 
to eight weeks apart — with com­
pletion around mid-November.

Because of the time lapse be­
tween the first and second shots 
for those getting shots the firsj 
time, persons falling into the 
recommended categories may 
want to contact their private 
physicians now about getting the 
Hong Kong strain antigen (all in­
fluenza vaccines since 1968-69) 
need only a single booster dose 
of bivalent vaccine. All others 
should receive the full primary 
series, according to the Public 
Health Service recommendations.

Persons who are hypersensitive 
to egg protein, ingested or in­
jected, should not be vaccinat­
ed Influenza vaccine is prepar­
ed. Influenza vaccine is prepar- 
bryonated eggs and ordinarily 
should not be administered to 
those who have an egg allergy.

Research is going on con­
stantly toward developing other 
types of vaccine, but it must be 
tested and approved beta* re­
lease for general uae. The Influ­
enza injection-type vaccine is 
the only one In use at

The rural traffic summary tor 
this county during the first nine 
months of 1972 shows a total of 
43 accidents resulting in eight 
persons killed and 35 persons 
Injured.

Region 5 of the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety shows a 
total in September, 1972 of 561 
accidents resulting in 21 persons 
killed and 335 persons Injured 
as compared to the same mon­
th in 1971 with 499 accidents 
resulting in 33 persons killed and 
268 persons Injured. This was 
62 more accidents, 12 less fata­
lities and 67 more Injured In 
1972 at the same period of time.

The 21 deaths tor the month 
of .September, 1972 occured in 
the following counties: Oldham, 
Knox, Lamb, Wise, Yoakum and 
Young, two each; Childress, Deaf 
Smith, Hartley, Potter, Randall, 
Wichita, one each.
