The First Christian Church in 
Clarendon came about with the 
meeting on a Sunday morning 
in the autum at the Thanksgiving 
season eight years before the 
tum of the century (1892) when 
a small group of Christian men, 
women, and children assembled 
together for the sole purpose 
of joining together for regular 
Christian worship. The Chris­
tian Church for New Clarendon 
was organized with 16 charter 
members under the direction of 
Rev. A. T. Nance.

The Baptists, having a new

church building, gave the Chris­
tian group their first meeting 
place. With the growth of both 
groups It soon became necessary 
for the Christian group to build 
their own church and one day 
in 1895 the white wooden struc­
ture with Gothic windows fac­
ing into the Eastern morning sun 
became a reality at the comer 
of third and Gorst on the banks 
of Clarendon Creek where the 
present building stands.

Membership continued to grow 
as more settlers came Into the 
area and in 1918 it was decided 
to build a new building. The 
present structure was completed 
in 1920. Today much of the furn­
iture used in that first church 
is being used: the church pews, 
Communion Table, a roll top 
desk, and several chairs.

Women of the church rallied 
to help raise funds for the church 
and for many yeares they served 
the local Lions Club their week­
ly meal. Many faithful and con­
secrated pastors have served 
this church through the years and 
through the efforts of the church 
many worthwhile endeavors 
have been fulfilled. Boy Scout 
Troop 33 was organized and spon­
sored by the Christian Church 
and to this date continues to 
be so sponsored

The U. S. General Services 
Administration today launched 
the public sale of over two mil­
lion valuable 19th oentrury Car- 
son City Silver Dollars.

Arthur F. Sampson, Head of 
GSA, said this initial sale will 
consist of coins minted in 1882, 
1883, and 1884 at the Carson City, 
Nev., Mint which closed in 1893. 
They will have a minimum bid 
price of 330.00 each. The public 
bid period will end next Janu­
ary 31.

"President Nixon wants every
American to have an opportunity 
to own one of these historic sil­
ver dollars as a reminder of our 
National Heritage as we ap­
proach America’s Bicentennial," 
Sampson said.

"Therefore, people should sub­
mit their bids before January 
31. The higher the bid, of course, 
the better a person’s chances of 
acquiring a coin. The next sale, 
incidentally, probably won’t start 
until late next year.”

The 90-percent silver coins 
largely uncirculated, feature the 
head of Miss Liberty on one 
side and an eagle and a wreath 
with berries on the other. Under 
the wreath are the letters, “CC" 
for Carson City. That mint was 
the only one in U. S. history au­
thorized to use a double mint 
mark.

GSA was authorized to sell the 
coins under the Bank Holding 
Company Act amendments sign­
ed by President Nixon in De­
cember 1970.

Sampson emphasized that any 
U. S. citizen can bid by mail or 
one coin from each of the three 
mint years at or above the min­
imum price. However, coins will 
be mailed only to ULSL or APO/ 
FPO addresses.

The cost will include a hand­
some display case, a card ex­
plaining the coin's history and 
delivery by registered mail. Pay­
ment in advance will be requir­
ed.

“The proceeds from the sale 
will go into the U. S. Treasury 
for the benefit of all citizens 
Sampson said.

Order forms are now available 
at banks, savings and loans as­
sociations, credit unions, post 
offices, and Federal Information 
Centers across the country. Per­
sons on the U. S. mint mailing 
list will automatically receive 
order forms.

Those not on the U. S. mint list 
can obtain an order form through 
the mail by sending a post card 
Carson City Silver Dollars 
General Services Administration 
Washington, D. C. 20405 

"This is one of the most un­
usual sales ever conducted by 
the Federal Government and pro­
bably the most complex Consumer 
Marketing Program it has ever 
undertaken," Sampson said.

He explained that bids will be 
put in a GSA in San Francisco to 
ensure a fair sale and to list 
bidders in descending order so 
that top bidder will be assured 
of a coin. Only one coin from 
each of the three years may be 
bid upon.

"We want the coins to go to 
as many citizens as possible, and 
not fall into the hands of large 
dealers, speculators or Syndi­
cates that might resell them at 
inflated prices," Sampson said.

"The Joint Commission on the 
coinage kept this in mind when 
it developed this plan. We be­
lieve the sale will enhance the 
value of coins already on the 
market and stimulate sales in 
the numismatic community by 
attracting new collectors.”

After the winning bidders have 
been determined, each bidder 
will receive a summary explain­
ing which coin or coins he won, 
the price and refund due, if any. 
Bidders will get their coins and/ 
or refund checks between April 
and June 1, 1973.

If there are more orders than 
coins, the silver dollars will be 
sold first to the highest bidders, 
then to succeeding lower bid­
ders until the $30 base is reached 
Remaining orders will be filled 
on a random basis, by com 
puter, until the supply is ex 
hausted.

The Informed 
Consumer

by Attorney General 
Crawford Martin

Last week we discussed the 
principle of unit pricing. Open 
dating is a companion to unit 
pricing.

Open dating simply means that 
anyone going to the store can 
tell how long the product has 
been packaged. As with unit 
pricing, some Texas stores have 
voluntarily gone to the open dat­
ing system.

Many of you know perishable 
items such as milk, eggs and 
bread, as well as many other 
items, are dated as they are 
packaged. This date may be the 
date on which the product is to 
be picked up by the route man 
or it may be the actual date 
that the product is packaged.

For example, assume that milk 
has a shelf life of seven days. If 
milk is bottled on April 10th, 
it would be picked up from the 
store by the route man on April 
17th. Either the date of the 10th

the carton so long as the route 
man is familiar with the sys­
tem and knows that the milk Is 
to be picked up on April 17th. 
The markings are usually found 
at the top of the carton and are 
in code. Thus, in our example, 
If you purchase the milk on April 
16th, you would get milk that 
had been in the grocery store 
for six days.

The same thing might be true 
of a loaf of bread. Bread of 
course has a shorter shelf life. 
Typically, dating of bread is 
done with different colored ties 
used to close the plastic bread 
containers. You might have a 
red tie for Monday, a green tie 
for Tuesday, a blue tie for Wed­
nesday and so forth for each bak­
ing day of the week.

The route man knows that he 
is to pick up all blue tie loaves 
of bread on a certain day of 
the week. You as the consuming 
public, however, are not able 
to tell which loaf of bread is 
the freshest.

If you intend to use the product 
immediately, it would probably 
make no difference to you whet­
her it had been on the self 
a short time or not. It would still 
be fresh when you used it. An 
example of this would be the 
purchase of a dozen eggs one 
morning to make an angel food 
cake that afternoon. Since the 
eggs would be used on the same 
day of their purchase you would 
not have the problem of spoilage. 
On the other hand, if you plan 
to keep the eggs a few days be­
fore using them you probably 
would want to get the freshest 
eggs available.

The next time you see your 
route man delivering some per­
ishable item, you might ask him 
how his code works. By doing so 
you can assure yourself that you 
are an informed consumer. You 
will know that you are getting 
the freshest product available.

Notes, lags Must 
Accompany Deer

Generous hunters will have to 
take a few precautions this year, 
according to Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department officials.

A new law which goes into 
effect this season affects any 
hunter who wants to give a por­
tion of his kill to a  fellow hunt­
er.

The recipient of the meat must 
have a note containing the name, 
address, signature, hunting lic­
ense number and the date and 
location of the kill from the

hunter making Hie kill.
The note, or the regular tag 

If the hunter making the bag 
keeps all of the carcass, mult 
accompany the meat until It 
reaches Its final destination.

Texas Parks and Wildlife De­
partment law enforcement offi­
cial* Interest “final destination’’ 
as the permanent residence of 
the hunter or a commercial pro­
cessing plant.

The head must also remain 
with the carcass until it is finally 
processed. The law does not pre­
vent a hunter from processing 
his deer in camp as long as the 
meat remains tagged until it 
reaches its final deitination.

Any eligible veteran who wants

Q—If my job requires transfer 

to another location can I be re­
leased from liability for a home 
purchased with a GI loan?

A—Yes, if the loan is current, 
the buyer agrees to assume your 
liability does not automatically 
restore your GI home loan en­
titlement, however. Entitlement 
may be restored only if the loan 
has been repaid in full.

Q—How long can I go to school 
under the GI Bill?

A—You are entitled to 1H 
months of schooling for every 
month of active duty after Jan. 
31, 1955, up to a maximum of 
36 months for 18 or more mon­
ths of service. However, no edu­
cational assistance may be paid 
after eight years from date of 
your last discharge, or after May 
31, 1974, whichever is later.

Q—I’m drawing VA compen­
sation for a 100 percent service 
connected disability, and the a- 
gency has granted a waiver on 
my GI life insurance premiums. 
Should I return the insurance 
divided check I received re­
cently, since I pay no premiums?

The predominant staple was 
32 with 38 percent followed by 
staple 31 with 35 percent and 
staples 30 and 33. each with 11 
percent.

Micronaire reading showed 79 
percent miked in the 3.5 to 4.9 
ranges and 10 percent miked 5.0

accounted tor ^ percent. The 
3.0 to 3.2 range accounted for 
5 percent.

Pressley tests showed 92 per­
cent of the samples tested 75,000 
psi or higher.

Demand is good tor better grades, 
and staples, miking 3.5 to 4.9. 
Demand for lower grades and 
mikes is weak.
