In a telegram to all state food j 
administrators who vr rL.-d »• alt Au-1 
mtnistiator Hoover during the war 
the aft irney general has re(|uested 
the appointment of a fair price coin 
mittee In each county to investigate 
what is being charged for retail ne 
resslties and if in excess of what 
the committee considers Just, to 
publish a list of fair prices for the 
guidance of the public.

This is the “extralegal’’ meanB ol 
reaching profiteering which Mr 
Painter recently indicat.^  was under 
consideration He has frankly ad 
niitted from the start that there was 
no means to prosecute directly a 
man guilty of extortion in prices 
Retailers who are gouging the ulti 
mate consumer will have to be dis 
ciplined by public sentiment, which 
officials have no doubt Is sufficiently 
alert to the situation now to act 
vigorously in clear-cut cases.

bor, etc. Say, suppose a party 
should organize in Callahan county 
and its main plank should be ihat 
all county ami precinct officer* should 
lie allowed to fix their own salary 
and hours of labor, and suppose the 
law was so shaped that this would 
be legal. How many votes do you 
suppose such a party would poll at 
the general eleetinn next year/ Who 
would support such a party? No 
one except the candidates and their 
close friends, who might hope to b« 
henefltted directly or indirectly by 
their election. Who will support 
Stone's plan? None except railroad 
employes, and not all of them, be­
cause lots of them would realize that 
it might lead to disaster in the end. 
The Stone plan is nothing more or 
less than Socialism in disguise. If 
succesful it means the end of private 
ownership of all property because 
we do not suppose any one is fool 
enough to believe that that Union 
Labor leaders would stop at govern 
ment owned railroads. They would 
next take over the factories, mines, 
stores, newspapers, farms, ranches 
etc. We have a striking example 
of what ‘soviet' rule is in the trag. 
ic failure in Russia, where this gov­
ernment ownership, idea has gone to 
seed. Anarchy, death, starvation 
and ruin stalks through the land be­
cause the Utopian ideas of the 
blatherskites L«-nine and Trotsky, 
has paryalized all lines of business. 
Destroy private ownership in this 
country anil you destroy the govern­
ment, »•* Lenine and Trotsky de­
stroyed Russia.

We had rather see every railroad 
torn up and destroyed >u Ibis coun­
try than to see them become to pro­
perty of the government, to become 
tie  pawns of every political demo- 
gogue in the country, because we 
feel certain that it would lead to na­
tional ruin, Russia is a fair sample 
of Socialism which thiB is though 
not in name. “Soviet” rule 
has ruined Russia. Hoes Union La­
bor want the same thing in this 
country. We feel that the sensiblo 
conservative element do not. We 
know that the people who will ho 
taxed to death to support such a 
system do not. We opposed govern­
ment, ownership of railryods and all 
public utilities when advocated by 
the Populist party 25 years ago and 
after a trial of government operation 
of the railroads during the war, we 
are more strongly opposed to govern­
ment owership than ever. If Union 
Labor leaders think that the people 
of the United States are ready to 
follow the lead of Russia in thi* 
matter, they will have another think 
coming before the fight ends.
