Since 
the minimum required set-aside 
is one-half of the acres for pay­
ment at the previously announc­
ed per bushel rates of 38 cents 
for grain sorghum, 40 cents for 
corn, and 32 cents for barley, 
these rates will be doubled and 
payments computed on the mini­
mum set-aside. This change was 
made in hopes that a producer 
can more readily see what the 
rate of payment is per acre set- 
aside.

Now Is Time To Treat 
I Peach Tree Borers
' Masses of gum found a round 
the base of the trunk of peach 
trees are a  good indication that 
the penchtree borer larva Is 
causing it damage according to 
Ronald Gooch, County Agricul­
tural agent. Peachtree borer lar­
va feed in the trunk of the peach 
tree at or near the ground level 
causing large amounts of gum to 
build up at the ground line. In­
fested trees may be killed in one 
to three years depending on the 
number of larvae present and 
the size of the tree.

Paradichlorobeinzeno (PDB) 
crystals (one kind of moth cry­
stals) applied around the infested 
trees will control peachtree bor­
ers when applied properly. All 
weeds and grasses should be re­
moved from around the tree 
trunk for about a foot. Then the 
PDB crystals are placed in a 
circular band around the tree 
about 2 inches from the trunk.

A mound of dirt 6 to 8 inches 
high should then be packed a- 
gainst the tree. Care should be 
taken to make sure crystals 
are not placed in contact with 
the tree since damage to the 
trunk will result. Next spring 
the mound should be leveled back 
to the original ground line.

Place Mt ounce of PDB crystals 
around 2 to 3 year old trees, 44 
ounce around 4 to 5 year old 
trees and 1 ounce around older 
trees.

To be most effective this pro­
cedure should be carried out with­
in the next two weeks.

Shop Wisely For 
Your Christmas Tree

Christmas trees will soon be 
on the market, and you will want 
to make your selection wisely.

A few simple procedures can 
assure you of selecting and keep­
ing that perfect tree this season, 
says Bill Smith, Extension for­
ester at Texas A&M University.

First determine where the tree 
Is to be displayed in your home. 
With this in mind you will be able 
to determine the most suitable 
size and shape. Trees generally 
appear smaller than they really 
are. Buying the tree early will 
enable you to be selective in 
your choice of a fresh tree. 
Smith suggests checking for 
signs of needle shedding and 
brittleness to indicate excessive 
drying.

Tree limbs should be strong 
enough to hold ornaments and 
strings of electric lights. The 
tree should have a strong frag­
rance and good green color for 
the specips.

Texas imports over three mil­
lion trees anually with some com­
ing from as far away as west­
ern Canada, points out Smith. 
The mast popular trees in Texas 
are the Scotch pine and Douglas 
fir. Trees are stored in box­
cars and undergoing warm tem­
perature changes during their 
journey southward. “Those un­
dergoing warm temperatures for 
a period of several weeks may 
already have dried out by the 
time they're on Texas markets,” 
says Smith.

Once you purchase your tree 
store it outdoors in the shade, un­
til you are ready to use it.

Teenage Diets 
And Nutrition

Pressure from friends is a ma­
jor reason teenagers have such 
poor diets, reports Frances Rea- 
sonover, Extension foods and nu­
trition specialist at Texas A&M 
University.

Miss Reasonover recently at­
tended the Nutrition Education 
Conference in Washington, D.C., 
where youth panels and 25 agen­
cies concerned with youth nutri­
tion, discussed the diets of teen­
agers. Abuot 400 representatives 
probed the question, "Who is re­
sponsible for developing the diet­
ary habits of youth?”

Values, life styles and environ­
ment all relate to teenage nutri­
tion, the specialist explains. Peer 
pressure for conformity is strong 
Teenagers conform with bluq 
Jeans, long hair, a clean cord 
plexlon and a slim body. and they 
conform with their eating habits.

So if following a fad diet will 
mean a slim body, the teen con­
siders it worth a try—at least for 

week.
Natural foods are the latest 

fad, Miss Reasonover says. Teen- 
igors get about one-quarter of 
their daily intake in snacks. Their 
habits, then, may be changing, 
at least for awhile.

Despite the fads, 80 percent of 
today’s young people follow the 
value patterns of their parents, 
including eating habits, the spe­
cialist points out. With few ex­
ceptions, dinner is the last nu­
tritional stronghold. And an im­
portant way to develop good 
food habits in the home is to pro­
vide a positive learning situa­
tion—one that is part of real life 
directly involving teens. To suc­
ceed, don’t be out of reality, she 
says.

Christmas Is Prime 
Time For Crime

Since the three wise men came
bearing gifts to the Christ child, 
the Yulelide season has been ob­
served as a time of generosity. 
For most people, it exemplifies 
the spirit of giving.

But for some it has more to 
do with the spirit of taking.

With Christmas shopping in full 
sway, money flows more freely. 
People carry more cash and tend 
to guard it with less care. Oppor­
tunities for the criminal are 
greater.

A loosely guarded purse in a 
grocery cart, a pile of packages 
in the seat of a car, or around 
the Christmas tree in almost ANY 
house, provide the target during 
this “ prime time for crime.”

You can protect your property 
from the purse snatcher or the 
thief by taking a few simple 
precautions:

Take with you shopping no 
more cash than you actually 
need. Keep a firm grip on your 
piurse at all times: keep your wal­
let in an inside pocket.

When packages are left in your 
auto, lock them in the trunk, out 
of sight of the car burglar.

Prepare For Christmas Flow­
ers — Now is the time to begin 
preparing Christmas cactus and 
prinsettln plants for holiday 
blooming, advises Everett Janne, 
Extension landscape horticultur­
ist. Both plants should get plen­
ty of sunlight during the day but^ 
tlso need long, cool nights. At 
least 12 hours of continuous dark­
ness are required to start flower­
ing process. Thn poinsett (a should 
be krpt out of drafts and away 
fi-om sudden temperature chang­
es The soil in the planter should 
always be moist. Diluted fertili­
zer solutions, should be applied 
regularly.

Accent On Health
New properties of human blood 

have been discovered by re­
searchers working at the Univer­
sity of Texas in Austin and Gal- 
veton which may have profound 
influence on the diagnosis of cer­
tain disease conditions.

Dr. George B. Thurston, a 
professor of mechanical engi­
neering and physics at UT found 
that blood possesses an elastic 
structure which must be disrupt­
ed before normal flow can take 
place.

“ It is already known that, a 
close relationship exists between 
the viscosity (thickness) of blood 
and coronary heart disease and 
peripheral arterial diseases,” said 
Thurston. “An exact measure­
ment of the blood elasticity may 
provide a more precise index to 
this thickening condition.”

Such information is needed to 
.ndorstand the behavior of the 

distribution of the blood in the 
circulatory system. It is ulso noc- 
essary for the design of devices 
used in cardiovascular surgery, 
including artificial heart valves, 
circulatory assist pumps and art­
ificial hearts.

"In the artificial pumping of 
blood, it is well known that the 
blood becomes damaged,” said 
Thurston. "It is possible that 
one origin of this damage rests 
with the sticking between the 
red blood cells, which form the 
elastic structures.”

The blood studies are being 
continued to explore further the 
influence of commonly used addi­
tives, such as aspirin, upon the 
clastic property of the blood.

In other research in Texas, 
scientists at the UT Medical 
Branch in Galveston have dis­
covered that snake venom 
causes, among other reactions, 
abnormal-looking red blood cells. 
The cells become spherical and 
grow spiny projections, or burrs, 
all over them. No one yet knows 
why.

Ted Bond and Dr. M. Mason 
Guest of UT Galveston under­
took the venom-blood research 
after receiving requests from 
clinicians across the state for 
information. It seems some 
snake-bite patients bleed and 
continue to bleed, and others 
don't.

The researchers discovered 
that some venoms cause clotting. 
Others completely defibrinate, or 
destroy all the fibrinogen—the 
plasma protein necessary for co­
agulation of normal blood. The 
cause has not yet been found 
due to the complex chemistry of 
make vi nom, which contain en-

Q—l  was out of work two mon­
ths because of illness, but my 
employer paid me sick pay. I 
know that to qualify for a sick
pay exclusion on my federal in­
come tax return, my length of 
absence must be longer than a 
required waiting period. How do 
I figure out my “waiting per­
iod?”

A—The relationship of your 
weekly rate of sick pay to your 
weekly pay rate is a key fac­
tor in determining the waiting 
period for your sick pay exclu­
sion.

It your rate of sick pay ex­
ceeds 75 percent of your regu­
lar pay rate, your waiting per­
iod is 30 days—whether or not 
you were hospitalized at any 
time during your absence.

If your rate of sick pay is 75 
percent or less of your regular 
pay rate and you were not hos­
pitalized at any time during your 
absence, your waiting period is 
7 days.

If your rate of sick pay is 75 
percent or less of your regular 
pay rate and you were hospital­
ized for at least one day during 
your period of absence, there is 
no waiting period.

For more information on the 
sick pay exclusion, get a copy 
of Publication 522, Adjustments 
to Income for Sick Pay, by send­
ing a postcard to your IRS Dis­
trict office.

Gov. Preston Smith’s decision 
to run for a third term drew 
sharp new attention to an in­
creasingly-crowded and complex 
1972 political scene.

Smith said he would seek vin­
dication in siock-loan scandals. 
He plans to tell "over and over” 
that he killed (by veto> the bank 
deposit legislation urged by Hous­
ton banker Frank Sharp which 
the Legislature passed in 1969.

Meanwhile, former U. S. Sen. 
Ralph Yarborough said odds are 
now 10 to-one he will be a can­
didate — either for governor or 
the senate — next year. But be 
declined to indicate which race 
is most likely to attract him.

State Sen. Wayne Connally, 
youngest brother of U. S. .Secre­
tary of Treasury (and former 
governor! John B. Connally, 
jumped into the lieutenant gov­
ernor's race. Connally is a con­
servative Democrat.

Harold (Barf foot! Sanders of 
Dallas reportedly is getting set 
to run for the U. S. Senate as 
a Democrat.

.Sen. Joe Christie of El Paso in­
dicated he will reveal at a din­

ner in his home town December 
7 whether he will enter the lieu­
tenant governor's rare or stand 
for re-election.

Republicans, calling for a "lop" 
to bottom cleanup" in state gov­
ernment, began recruiting pre­
liminaries, concentrating on the 
governor’s race. (They already 
have a U. S. Senate candidate, 
incumbent John Towerl.

The Republicans, in an infor­
mal statewide poll of guberna­
torial preferences, came up with 
S. Ross Perot, wealthy Dallas 
businessman, who is a political 
independent, as their favorite.

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes and Dolph 
Briscoe, Uvalde rancher-banker, 
continued full-fledged campaigns 
for governor. Sen. Ralph Hall of 
Rockwall and Houston newspap­
er executive William P. Hobby 
Jr. have been in the lieutenant 
governor’s race for months.

COURTS SPEAK—Texas Court 
of Criminal Appeals upheld a 
new law which allows those ac­
cused of crimes to waive rights 
to a grand jury indictment be­
fore trial in cases where the 
death penalty is not applicable.

In other recent cases the Court 
of Criminal Appeals held:

That photographs of a bloody 
death scene are not automatically 
prohibited from consideration in 
murder trials.

That a court is not to look be­
yond a bill as passed by the leg­
islature to consider if the act 
creating a new trial court was 
duly submitted to a special legis­
lative session by the governor.

COURT COST "SUXTAX 
PROFITABLE — Some 716 cities 
and the 254 counties collected 
$335,348.70 during September 
from a new “surtax” on court 
ci/sts earmarked for improving 
criminal justice.

Comptroller Robert S. Calvert 
re|>orted on first collections un­
der the law. Money will meet 
state and local matching fund 
needs for federal grants under the 
Omnibus Crime Control Act.

The new law provides an ad­
ditional court cost assessment 
of $2.50 for a misdemeanor case 
conviction in a court where jur­
isdiction is limited to a $200 max­
imum fine and specifically in­
cludes traffic violations. It also 
directs a $5 additional charge on 
other misdemeanor convictions 
and $10 for felony convictions, to 
be collected as other fines or 
costs in cases.

AUTO LICENSE OBJECTION 
WITHDRAWN — A new Texas 
Motor Vehicle Commission mem­
ber withdrew his protest to licens­
ing of a competitive auto dealer 
in Corpus Christ!.

Jack McKenzie pulled down 
his objection to TMVC's granting 
a regular license to Barton- 
Grubbs Volkswagen, which began 
operations in Corpus Christi three 
months ago. McKenzie, who oper­
ates a VW dealership, said he 
remains convinced he proved that 
a competitor in the city was not 
needed for several years. Bui he 
conceded, " reasonable men may 
differ on the facts presented . .

December 1 was the dealine set 
by the new Motor Vehicle Com­
mission act for new car dealers, 
distributors, manufacturers and 
factory representatives to get 
required state licenses. McKenzie 
said the hearing before the Com­
mission November 4 was "vital" 
and served a purpose in “ forc­
ing the factory to justify its ac­
tions.”

HOSPITAL PLAN AVAILA­
BLE — A draft of the 1972 Texas 
state plan for construction and 

| modernization of hospitals and 
related medical facilities is avail­
able for public review at the 
State Health Department here.

The plan is the basic document 
on which the State Board of Heal­
th will make recommendations 
titr federal Hill-Burton grants and 
subsidized loans.

Fifty applicants are requesting 
$44.5 million in Hill-Burton grant 
funds and $58.5 million in mort­
gage insurance. The requests arc 
aimed at providing financing for 
construction in excess of $215 mil­
lion. Hill-Burton provides both 
grant and loan programs to build 
and modernize general hospitals 
and long-term-care facilities, out­
patient centers, tuberculosis hos­
pitals and public health centers.

The Texas plan also contains a 
complete inventory of most health 
facilities in the state, a delinea­
tion of 134 service areas, deter­
mination of area needs and prior, 
ities and methods of admini­
stration.

BOLLWORM WARNING IS­
SUED — Unless the pink toll- 
worm is controlled within the 
next few weeks, heavy losses, 
if not complete ruin, can be ex­
pected for the cotton crop in 
North and North Central Texas, 
the state agriculture department 
warns.

Commissioner John C. Whitp 
said farmers must take immed­
iate steps to destroy cotton stalks 
and plow under debris as quick­
ly as rains will permit. End of 
November was the plowup date 
for more than 40 counties in the 
North-North Central area.

VETS PROTEST NEW SCHOOL 
—Creation of a new veterinary 
medical school at Texas Tech in 
Lubbock will contribute to an 
ovcrsupply of veterinarians in 
the state, Texas Veterinary Me­
dical Association stated.

TVVMA said the money could 
be spent better in aiding medi­
cal professions which have a 
shortage of doctors. Vets edu­
cated in Texas are already hav­
ing to go out of state to get 
jobs, the association argued.

Texas Pulls Boner
You don’t have to be absent- 

minded to get cuught poaching, 
but it helps.

A West Texas deer poacher 
probably pulled the boner of the 
year this week when he put the 
head and hide of an illegally- 
killed deer in a cardboard box 
and discarded it in a Reagan 
County dump.

He might have gotten away 
with the crime except for a mi­
nor flaw — the box had been 
used to mail something to the 
poacher and was inscribed with 
his name and address.

It didn’t take much sleuthing 
by Texas Parks and Wildlife De­
partment game management of­
ficers to catch the violator.

The best toner of 1970 probab­
ly was by an archer who illegally 
shot an alligator while hunting on 
the Aransas National Wildlife 
Refuge.

The 'gator’s body was recover­

ed later by refuge officials and 
—you guessed it — the man’s 
name and address were right 
(here on the arrow shaft protrud­
ing from the carcass.

Proposed Mail 
Order Protection

A trade regulation to protect 
consumers from delayed delivery 
of mail order purchases has 
been proposed by the Federal 
Trade Commission, says Bonnie 
Fowler, Extension home manage­
ment specialist.

Under the proposed regulation, 
a mail order seller will be re­
quired to ship merchandise with­
in 21 days after receiving pay­
ment for an order, or else prom­
ptly refu'id the money, she ex­
plains.

In addition, all mail order cata­
logs or leaflets will have to have 
the following statement clearly 
disclosed. "Federal regulation re­
quires that merchandise must be 
shipped within 21 days or all

money must be refunded.”
However, under the proposed 

rule, the seller has two alterna­
tives, Mrs. Fowler reports. If 
he discloses Ihe estimated ship­
ping time in his catalogs and 
mail order leaflets or obtains the 
buyer’s written consent to a spe­
cified delay, he does not have 
to either ship or refund money 
within 21 days. In these cases, 
the seller still must ship wilhm 
the mutually agreed time, instead 
of the 21-day limit, or refund the 
consumer's money.

The FTC plans to hold hearings 
on the proposed rule on January 
24 and 25, 1972, considering cir­
cumstances which lead to a fail­
ure to ship merchandise or re­
funding money within the speci­
fied period.

“This is an opportunity for 
consumers to be heard,” the spe­
cialist reminds. Consumers who 
have had experiences related to 
the proposal may submit written 
comments to the Assistant Direc­
tor for Rules and Guides, Bureau 
of Consumer Protection, Federal
