1098 Murdered
In Traffic War

Many More Are Injured In First
Nine Months Of This Year

AUSTIN, Nov. 12.—The State High-
way Engineer reports that: “A sum-
mary of motor vehicle fatalities for
the first nine months of this year
shows 1,098 deaths as compared to
1,148 during the same period of 1938,
a reduction of 50, or 4.4 per cent.

“Two Hundred Forty Seven of
these fatalities occurred in cities of
over 2,600 population; Sixty Six in
cities of less than 2,500; One Hundred
Thirty Six on county roads not a part
of the Highway System, and Six
Hundred Forty Nine on highways.”

This reduction is attributed to the
fine cooperation being evidenced by
motor vehicle operators in the obser-
vance of traffic control regulations,
such as center and restricting stripes,
signs and signals, dimming head-
lights at night, and other regulatory
measures.

The Highway Engineer further
comments, “It is my firm conviction
that a greater percentage of our high-
way users want and are demanding
sfety upon our highwys and they are
anxious to do their part to that end.
We must prosecute an unceasing
campaign of education to teach oper-
ators how to utilize the safety fea-
tures we are building into our high-
ways.” i

CAR OWNERS ADVISED TO

The problem rose after several ap-
plications for certificates of title con-
tained identical motor numbers
which were discovered to be parts
and frame numbers. Ralph L. Buell,
Chief of the Certificate of Title Sec-
tion, which administers the newest
motor vehicle act, said he learned
from registration receipts that, in
one instance, 21 automobiles of the
same make have been regsterd un-
der the same motor number, Investi-
gations revealed that the owners
have registered their cars with wrong
numbers.
