Census Shows Low 
Average Income Here

Average family income was 
$5,947 in Donley County, Texas 
in 1969, compared with $8,490 
for the State, according to a re­
port on the 1970 census by the 
Bureau of the Census, U. S. De­
partment of Commerce. Per cap­
ita income for the county amount­
ed to $2,474, the report shows.

The 1970 census counted 3,641 
residents in the county; 0.2 per­
cent were foreign born and 19.1 
percent native born with one or 
both parents of foreign birth.

Among the county's 3,545 in­
habitants age 5 and over in 1970, 
660 were living In a different 
county within the State in 1965, 
and 51 in a different State.

In the population age 16 and 
over, 74.0 percent of the men 
and 28.5 percent of the women 
were in labor force. Among the 
employed, 38.0 percent were hold­
ing white collar jobs, and 16.3 
percent were government work­
ers.

About 27.6 percent of the m ar­
ried women with husband pres­
ent were in the labor force, and
27.2 percent of these wives had 
children under six.

There were 841 persons 3 to 
34 years old enrolled in school. 
In the 25 and-older population.
34.3 percent of the men and 40.6 
percent of the women were high 
school graduates.

State Capitol

Texas P ress Association

Gov. Preston Smith is threa­
tening a special legislative ses 
sion on insurance reform.

In a statewide, televised speech, 
he announced he will ask the 
Legislature to abolish the paid, 

; three-member State Insurance 
Board, which he charges is com­
pany dominated.

Angered by Senate rejection 
July 7 of his longtime friend, 
Larry Teaver, to the Board, 
Smith blamed the defeat on the

“powerful insurance lobby."
His recommendations to "com­

pletely reorganize and reform 
the regulation of the insurance 
industry" will be delivered to 
a special session this year or 
to the next regular session in 
January.

Reaction to his speech, the 
Governor said, will determine 
whether he goes through with 
the special session call. He feels 
reorganization of the Board can 
be achieved only in a limited 
special session, but he isn't sure 
whether the public yet supports 
reform strongly enough to in­
sure action.

Dallas Sen. Oscar Mauzy, a 
leader in the move to reject Tea­
ver, challenged Smith to follow 
through and call the session im­
mediately. He said he opposed 
Teaver, not because he was a 
consumer advocate on the Board, 
but for “ lack of character and 
ability.”

Smith in his TV speech an- I 
nounced 19 vetoes of items total­
ling $6.35 million from the 1973 
appropriations bill.

Among the vetoed items: funds 
to acquire facilities for an A & I 
University center at Corpus 
Christ!; a legislative scheme to 
thwart construction of a new 
highway building near the Cap­
itol by forcing creation of a state 
"garden park” on the site; $1 
million for a Fort Worth state 
school and $1.22 million for new 
branch junior college in Coleman, 
Lubbock, Haskell and Palestine.

$200 MILLION TAX NEED 
SEEN — The House Revenue 
and Taxation Committee received 
advice the Legislature may be 
looking at a $200 million money 
shortage for the next biennium 
when it reports next year.

James McGrew, Texas Re­
search League director, told the 
Committee spending from gen­
eral revenue and other key state 
funds will jump $700 million over 
the present level next biennium. 
But he figured an additional $375 
to $400 million in revenue is an­
ticipated from present "growth” 
taxes, and a $100 million federal 
welfare windfall is foreseeable.

The Committee also was re­
minded repeatedly of the like­
ly effect of a federal court deci­
sion (now on appeal) holding the 
present method of financing pub­
lic schools by ad valorem tax­
ation unconstitutional. And a 
University of Texas official sug­
gested property, income and 
sales taxes are all necessary to 
get "maximum equity” in the 
tax system.

Governor Smith strongly dis­
agreed with McGrew’s forecast 
and said there is a strong pos 
sibility no new taxes at all will 
be needed next year.

COURTS SPEAK—The Supreme 
Court reconsidered and agreed 
to hear arguments next October 
in a controversy in which the 
wife of a Wichita Falls doctor 
was granted a divorce settlement 
which included a $40,000 com­
munity property right in his 
medical practice.

In other cases, the High Court 
concluded;

A city can cut off water ser­
vice for failure of residents to 
pay a garbage collection fee.

Lower court rulings should be 
left standing which assessed a 
Houston doctor $134,150 in damag 
es for failure to exercise proper 
diligence in treating a child for 
a broken leg. The boy lost his 
leg.

Child support payments should 
be lowered tor a once-weatthy
father who lost his money on the 
stock market.

The Court of Criminal Appeals 
said criminal trials should be 
interrupted when it becomes ap­
parent a defendant is mentally
incompetent. The same Court 
said prosecutors have a right to 
question defendants about alleg­
ed threats to witnesses.

INSURANCE CUT URGED — 
An 11 per cent average state­
wide cut in private passenger 
car insurance has been recom­
mended to the State Insurance 
Board.

Board member Ned Price said 
the rate reduction — which could 
save more than $68 million — 
probably will be made by the 
Board by mid-August, effective 
September 1.

Proposed reductions amount to 
an average 8.2 per cent on lia­
bility coverage and 14.5 per cent 
in collision and comprehensive 
coverage.

Industry spokesmen said the 
reduction — credited to lower 
accident claims — is amazing 
in view of rising medical and re­
pair costs.

Dallas Sen. Mike McKool claim­
ed the reduction could have been 
greater — “at least 20 per cent."

Board members also reviewed 
a modified no-fault auto insur­
ance plan known as the "person­
al injury protection plan" which 
would add to policies additional 
coverage for medical bills and 
lost income due to accidents. 
Benefits would be paid without 
regard to who was at fault in an 
accident.

AG OPINIONS — Grand juries 
can only investigate alleged cri­
minal offenses and report as to 
indictments returned, Atty. Gen 
Crawford Martin held.

In other recent opinions, Martin 
concluded:

House of Representatives per­
sonnel records can be disclosed 
"within sound discretion,” al­
though there is no law making 
them public records.

A county judge (or his bonds­
man) who signs a minor’s appli­
cation for a driver’s license is 
not liable for any subsequent 
negligence or misconduct of the 
minor in operating a car.

Travel expenses of employees 
of the Texas Credit Union De­
partment are not subject to pro­
visions of the travel regulations 
act of 1959.

State contributions for social 
security and employees' retire­

ment for State Law Library' 
Fund.

School districts cannot prohi­
bit teachers from participating 
in political activities.

No vacancy exists in a justice 
of the peace precinct where part 
of land is detached and transfer­
red to another precinct by com­
missioners court action. Com- ' 
missioners have authority to re- j 
duce JP  salaries during their 
term.

Commissioners precincts may 
be redistricted on the basis of 
either total registered voters or 
total population as long as the 
count remains substantially the 
same in each.

ALIENS SMUGGLED IN -  
About 412,000 illegal immigrants 
were deported from the U. S.

The Commission 
said smuggling of the aliens into 
the country has become big bus­
iness and that tougher criminal 
laws are needed to deal with 
exploitation of Mexican labor

Don’t Make Pets 
Of Wildlife

As more and more families go 
outdoors for camping and pic­
nicking, they come into contact 
with wildlife. Often temptations 
are high to keep a young wild 
animal as a pet.

Charles Ramsey, wildlife spe­
cialist with the Texas Agricultur­
al Service, reminds families ex­
ploring the outdoors to be kind 
to wildlife "orphans" and just 
leave them alone. "Taking the 
animal from its habitat is one 
of the most unkind things a per­
son can do," contends the Texas 
A&M University specialist. " It’s 
also Illegal.’’

umununuieiy, me nrsi mougni 
that comes to a person’s mind 
when he finds a young wild ani­
mal is that its an ‘orphan.’ This 
is generally not so since the mo­
ther often leaves its young to 
feed."

So when a young animal is 
found alone, chances are that its 
mother is close by and will tend to 
her offspring after the humans 
leave the area.

Ramsey also disapproves the 
common belief that wildlife par­
ents will refuse to care for their 
young if "tainted" by the scent 
of humans. "Yet, this is no ex­
cuse to bother young animals. 
Refrain from and discourage 
children from handling or play­
ing with young wildlife since 
such handling will frighten and 
upset the animals.”

For animals that do find their 
way into homes as pets, many 
problems exist in trying to raise 
them. "In many cases, the ani­
mals becom sick and die be­
cause of improper diets," notes 
the specialist.

An often overlooked problem 
is that cute little animals will 
grow up eventually. And as a- 
dults, many of these will be­
come unmanageable, especially 
during the breeding season.

Young animals that do end up 
as pets are generally returned 
to the wild after some time in 
captivity. But after being fed 
and cared for by someone else, 
these animals ofter die because 
they cannot fend for themselves. 
Since they are not used to the 
conditions and dangers of the 
wild, they become easy victims 
of harsh weather, predators and 
accidents, explains the specialist.

CREDIT CARDS ARE A 
REAL CONVENIENCE

There are presently over 300 
million cards in use in th*s coun­
try. This provides a bonanza for 
the swindler and thief. Losses 
each year from unathorized use 
of such cards total an estimated 
200 million dollars.

The ready acceptability of cre­
dit cards by merchants and deal­
ers without demanding any iden­
tification from the user and the 
sending of unsolicited credit 
cards by mail have been the 
greatest causes for such losses.

Recently enacted federal leg­
islation has effectively limited 
liability of the card holder and 
should help to alleviate some of 
the more serious problems.

Under the new law the credit 
card owner is liable for unauthor­
ized use of his card only if it is 
an accepted card. An accepted 
card is one which the owner re­
quested and received, or one he 
has signed and used.

Even where an accepted card 
is stolen or lost and unlawfully 
used, the owner's liability is now 
limited to a $50 maximum, and 
then only on certain conditions.

For any liability to attach at 
all the card issuer must notify 
the holder as to his potential lia­
bility. The issuer is also requir­
ed to provide the card holder 
with a stamped self-addressed 
notification to be mailed to the 
issuer in case of loss or theft.

The card issuer must also fur­
nish the owner with a method 
of identifying himself as the per 
son authorized to use it.

No liability for any card Is­
sued on or subsequent to Janu­
ary 25, 1971, exists unless all 
the above conditions are met.

Futhermore, any unauthorized 
use must occur before the card 
holder notifies the issuer of loss 
or theft.

As a further restriction, no 
credit card can now be issued un­
less it is in renewal of, or In 
substitution for, a previously ac­
cepted card, or unless a specific 
request or application for it.

The burden of proof is on the 
issuer to show that the use was 
authorized or. If It was unlaw­
fully used, to prove that the 
above mentioned conditions for 
liability have been met.

Trotliners are required by law 
to tag their lines with name and 
address of the owner and the 
date the line was set and to re­
date them after 90 days.

The tags must be of a material 
at least as durable as the trot- 
lines itself.

Child Care Expenses
Employed taxpayers with child 

care expenses may get a bigger 
tax break in 1972, according to 
W. T. Coppinger, District Direc­
tor of Internal Revenue for north­
ern Texas.

The Revenue Act of 1971 has 
greatly liberalized the deduction 
for the care of children, disabled 
dependents and disabled spouses. 
Beginning in 1972, taxpayers with 
adjusted gross incomes of $18,000 
or less may be able to deduct 
up to $400 per month for house 
hold anil dependent care expen 
ses. The deduction is reduced 50 
cents for eaoh dollar of Income
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over $18,000. For example, a 
taxpayer with an adjusted gross 
income of $200,000 would be limit­
ed to $3,800 (the maximum an­
nual deduction of $4,800 less one- 
half of $2,000).

To qualify, a taxpayer must be 
employed and provide over one- 
half the cost of maintaining a 
household for a dependent child 
under 15, a disabled dependent 
of any age, or a disabled spouse.

For the first time household 
expenses incurred to permit the 
taxpayer to be gainfully em­
ployed may also be deducted. 
For example, amounts paid for 
the services of a maid, cook or 
other domestic help can qualify.

Expenses incurred outside the 
home for the care of a child un­
der 15 (as, for example, in a 
day care center) may also quali­
fy. However, expenses outside the 
home are limited to $200 per 
month for one child, $300 for 
two children or $400 for three 
or more children. However, these 
expenses shall not include educa­
tional expenses incurred for a 
child in the first or higher garde.

If a deduction is claimed for 
the care of a disabled depend­
ent, the deduction must be re­
duced by the amount by which 
the total of the dependent's ad­
justed gross income and any non- 
taxable disability payments he 
receives exceeds $750. In the 
case of a disabled spouse, the 
expenses must be reduced by 
non-taxable disablity payments.

As under the old law, a de­
duction may not be taken for pay­
ments to anyone who could be 
your dependent.

Taxpayers must itemize de­
ductions in order to claim child 
care expenses. As with all itemiz­
ed deductions, good records must 
be kept and expenses document­
ed.

TEXAS A4M OFFICIALS 
DISCUSS BEEF IMPORTS

President Nixon's suspension of 
the beef import quotas will pro­
bably have little effect in prices 
received by cattlemen, according 
to Dr. H. O. Kunkel, dean of agr­
iculture at Texas A&M Univer­
sity and acting director of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station.

Kunkel stated that recent re­
search in the Department of Agr­
icultural Economics and Rural 
Sociology showed that imports 
for the last half of this year 
would have to increase 20 per­
cent over the first half to re­
duce choice cattle prices a pen­
ny a pound. Choice steer prices 
were about 38 cents per pound in 
the first week of July.

The 20 percent increase would 
amount to only one pound of 
hamburger per person over the 
next six months.

The greatest effect of the im­
ports will be on manufacturing 
beef — the kind used in ham­
burgers, hot dogs and other pro­
cessed products, he said. Nations 
such as Australia and New Zea­
land export only the lower grades 
of beef to the United States be­
cause the U. S. normally pro­
duces enough choice and good 
grades to meet its own domes­
tic demand.

Also affecting the amount of 
beef to be imported was the 
recent temporary suspension of 
import tariffs on beef by the 
European Common Market. Dr. 
Don Farris of the Department 
of Agricultural Economics and 
Rural Sociology said. This sus­
pension, coupled with world de­
mand, may limit the extra a-

Four or five brush 
applications of the preservative 
at three-to-four-day intervals 
will give adequate penetration, 

j All wood in constant contact 
with the soil is subject to rot, 
though the heartwood of some 
species such as cedar, cypress, 
yellow locust, bois d’arc and 
mulberry will resist decay for 
a longer period than others. The 
outer, lighter-colored part of the 
tree trunk, called sapwood, is 
soon destroyed by rot in all spe­
cies.

Thus, treating outdoor wooden 
furniture with a preservative is 
a worthwhile practice, contends 
Smith.

Accent On Health
When the month of August 

rolls around, thousands of Texas 
mothers suddenly realize that 
only a few more weeks remain 
until school begins.

Parents with youngsters be­
ginning school for the first time 
this September look forward to 
school with a little more excite­
ment, and many mothers whose 
first-bom are going off to school 
may be a bit bewildered by it 
all.

In addition to the million-and- 
one chores that must be perform­
ed in getting the youngster rea­
dy for school — new shoes, cloth­
es. health examination — most 
school districts require proof of 
age (or beginning students. A 
certified copy of a birth certifi­
cate is usually requested, reports 
the Texas State Department of

Health
This fall there will be a quar­

ter-million new first graders in 
the schools throughout Texas, 
with the total public school en­
rollment expected to reach 2.8 
million. Continued growth of the 
school population is expected for 
the next two to three years, ac­
cording to the Texas Education 
Agency.

Anticipating the rush of birth 
certificate requests, the Records 
and Statistics Section of the Tex­
as State Department of Heal­
th has been prepared for it. Re­
quests already are pouring in.

It takes a sizeable staff just 
to open the thousands of letters 
received daily, let alone search 
out a requested certificate, re­
move it from the thick volume, 
make a certified copy, mail it 
out and then return the original 
certificate to its proper place.

Years of experience have elim­
inated nearly every bottleneck 
The operation is smooth and 
fast. Usually the copy is mailed 
within a day or two after the 
request is received.

One bottleneck still remaining, 
however, is (he individual who 
makes the last-minute request. 
Parents are requested to stop 
now and write for a certified 
copy of the birth certificate, or 
contact either the city regis­
trar where the child was born or 
the county clerk In the county of 
birth.

If you write the Texas State De­

partment of Health, Bureau of 
Vital Statistics. 410 East Fifth 
Street St., Austin, Texas, be sure 
to: include the child’s name, 
place of birth, date of birth, and 
the parents’ name (including the 
mother’s maiden name.) The 
State Health Department fee for 
a certified copy of the birth 
certificate is $2.00.

Law Enforcement 
Equipment Updating

A $26,087 grant for continued 
funding of the regional teletype 
system has been approved for the 
Panhandle Regional Planning 
Commission, Amarillo, by Gov­
ernor Preston Smith.

The money will come from the 
Criminal Justice Council, which 
oversees statewide law enforce­
ment planning and administers 
funds from the U. S. Department 
of Justice for crime control pro­
jects in Texas.

A previous award enabled law 
enforcement agencies in the re­
gion to update their equipment 
from a manual to an automatic 
system.

State Representative Tom 
Christian has been appointed to 
represent the State of Texas at 
the Land Use Planning Confer­
ence to be held in Carmel, Cal- 
ilfomia, August 14th through the 
18th.

The appointment was made by 
Rayford Price, Speaker of the 
Texas House of Representatives.

The Conference, which will at­
tract state leaders from through­
out the nation, will be conducted 
by Robert Freilich, Professor of 
law at the University of Missouri 
and George Letooe, Professor of 
Law at The University of South­
ern California.

Among topics to be discussed 
at the seminar are "Growth Po­
licies, New Towns and Federal 
Programs," "The Tools of Land 
Use Control and New Applica­
tions” and "Suggested Legisla­
tion for Land Use Planning."

"I hope that this conference 
will provide the groundwork in 
promoting the Panhandle for di­
versification of industry and pro­
viding new jobs,” Christian said. 
“The Panhandle is abundant in 
untapped resources and I look 
to this meeting as a vehicle to 
generate new ideas for the pro­
motion of our area.”

Rep. Christian, of Claude, re­
presents the 66th District which 
includes Gray, Armstrong, Bris­
coe, Chiluress, Collingsworth, 
Donley, Floyd, Hall, Motley and 
Wheeler Counties.

The 1970 Census of Housing 
counted 1,652 housing units in 
Donley County, and 1,458 house­
holds had at least one television 
set (532 UHF-equipped), the Bur­
eau of the Census, U. S. Depart­
ment of Commerce, announced 
today. The figures are from the 
first report for Texas which pre­
sents detailed statistics on hous­
ing for each county.

The report shows that in the 
county:

There were 1,324 housing units 
with air conditioning (1,134 with 
room units and 180 with a cen­
tral system), 1,087 units with 
a clothes washing machine, 578 
with a clothes dryer, and 377 
with a dishwasher.

The 1970 population was 3,641, 
with an average of 2.6 persons 
per housing unit.

A total of 1,330 housing units 
were built before 1949, 120 during 
the 1950’s, 120 during 1960-64, 
and 77 within the five years pre­
ceding the April 1970 census.

Utility gas was used to cook 
the meala in 773 households, elec­
tricity in another 570, and bot­
tled, tank, or LP gas in yet an­
other 277.

There were 1,587 housing units 
with complete kitchen facilities 
and 1,545 with complete bath­
rooms, both for the exclusive 
use of the households. The num­
ber of bedrooms in all housing 
units ranged from none (in 0 
units) and one (in 241 units) to 
four or more (In 209 units.)

Owners occupied 1,011 units, 
renters 371 units, and a total of 
265 units were vacant year round 
with 13 for sale and 65 for rent.

Social Security

Q—I will be age 65 in August 
1972 and want to sign up for 
Medicare. I have heard that be­
ginning In 1972, I must pay $68.00 
for hospitalization Insurance and 
$6.30 monthly for medical in­
surance. Is this true?

A—No, you don’t pay any pre­
mium* for hospitalization insur­
ance. The hospital insurance pre­
miums are paid by workers and 
the self-employed when they pay 
their social security taxes. Should 
you enter a hospital, you must 
pay the first $68. After 60 days, 
Medicare pays for most of the 
in-patient care and the benefici­
ary is responsible for a portion 
of his daily in-patient charges. 
For more details, ask your local 
social security office for a copy 
of the booklet “Your Medicare 
Handbook” which explains how

much the patient pays for hospi­
tal care. For medical insurance, 
you will have to pay a premium 
of $5.80 monthly, the Medicare 
premium rate in effect beginning 
July 1972.

VA warned that too many wi­
dows of GI policy holders are 
penalized following the death of 
their husbands upon learning he 
had selected small monthly pay­
ments over 36 month periods. In 
some cases, Coker noted, vete­
rans chose smaller payments tor 
life more than 25 years ago, and 
never updated their policies.

GI policyholders who wish now 
to sw'tch to lump sum payments 
should request Form 20-336 from 
VA and select option No. 1. This 
would allow widows to select 
monthly payments should they 
deem It necessary.

Veterans were urged to mail 
the the form to the VA insurance 
center where they pay premiums.
