Soil Temperature 
should be 
checked before 
planting
In many case* the early bird does 

get the worm. But when it cornea to 
apring planting, farmera may want to 
uae a little reatrain and take a look at 
aoil temperatures before cranking up 
their plantera.

One of the keya to getting apring 
cropa off to a good a tart la to heed aoil 
tem peratures, cautions Ronald 
Gooch, Donley County Extension 
Agent.

Soil tem peratures have been 
shown to have an important effect on 
how well seeds germinate. Planting 
in cool soils often leads to poor seed 
germination and poor crop stands. 
Plants that do come up often lack 
vigor for early growth. And this 
opens the door to early season 
diseases and insect attacks.

Gooch advises farmers to begin 
planting only after the danger of a 
late frost is past and the soil has 
warmed to temperatures favorable to 
the Intended crop.

Farmers also need to keep atuned 
to weather forecasts prior to plant­
ing. A suddent change in weather 
conditions following planting can be 
detrimental to the crop, particularly a 
cool, wet spell that can lower soil 
temperatures drastically.

Just when is It safe to plant what 
crop?

Average minimum temperatures 
(at the four-inch depth) for planting 
are as follows: corn, 50 degrees:
sorghum, 55 degrees; cotton, 65 
degrees; and soybeans, 70 degrees.

Hardy vegetables such as onions, 
cabbage and potatoes can be planted 
once soil tem peratures range 
between 45 and 50 degrees while 
warm-season vegetables such as 
tom atoes, melons, beans and 
peppers need soil that has wanned 
into the 60s.

With early season planting, par­
ticularly when soil temperatures are 
still marginal, fanners need to pay 
particular attention to using high 
quality seed, fungicides and other 
seed protectants, and adjusting 
seeding rates, notes Gooch.

How do farmers keep abreast of 
chaning soil temperatures?

Gooch paints out that daily read-
hgs are taken at various locations 
roughnut Texas in cooperation with 

the Extension Service, the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station, the 
National Weather Service and in­
dividual cooperators. For example, 
the regional temperature reading for 
North Texas is based on tempera­
tures at La von Dam northeast of 
Dallas, while readings at Lufkin and 
Longview make up the East Texas 
average. Regional readings are also 
made for the High Plains, Trans- 
Pecos area. Coastal Plains, South 
Texas and Lower Rio Grande Valley.

As temperatures are collected, 
they are included in daily agricultural 
weather advisories issued for each of 
the regions by the National Weather 
Service’s Southwest A gricultural 
Weather Service Center at Texas 
A&M University. The advisories are 
fed into the NOAA (National Oceanic 
and Atmospheric Administration) 
weather wire teletype system to be 
received by commercial radio and 
television stations. The advisories 
are also carried over the NOAA 
Weather Radio Network.

Specific temperature reading for 
about 50 locations are also distri­
buted daily through regular weather 
service dissemination channels.

Keeping tabs on the weather and 
soil conditions can help farmers get 
off to a good start with spring 
planting, believes Gooch. With the 
high cost of farm inputs, it’s in­
formation that should be put to good 
use.

said. "How 
when there isn’t any 
share? There’s a huge 
to be shared by every American. I 
am in favor of stopping the Revenue 
Sharing program. We could save 4Vi 
billion dollars if we eliminated h .”

When asked about waste in the 
military services, the congressman 
replied, "There is absolutely no 
unity in the military. There needs to 
be someone in command with the 
authority to make decisions. There 
are many more officers in Washing­
ton than there was at the height of 
any war in the past. We need to get 
rid of those superfluous officers. 
There are also more than 20 
thousand civil employees in the 
Pentagon. Get rid of the ones who 
aren't essential. There are approxi­
mately 25 obsolete military bases in 
this country, but 5 of them are in the 
district of one of the budget com­
mittee members and there’s no way 
he's going to vote to close them. 
He’d lose too many votes. The same 
thing goes for an airplane factory 
whose airplanes aren’t even being 
used by the Air Force. If it is shut 
down, the member in whose district 
it is would lose votes. That’s the 
name of the game in Washington. 
Everybody has his own special in­
terests.

When the question of the federal 
deficit came up, the congressman 
had this to say. "If we don’t  do 
something about the deficit spend­
ing, I fear for the future of our 
children. My children are one of the 
reasons I decided to run for congress 
in the first place. I want my kids to 
be able to choose the way of life they 
want. I want them to have the right 
to pray in the public schools. I don’t 
want them to have to spend 20 days 
of their work month just paying the 
interest on the debt we’ve made. 
There are many warning signs. By 
October 1985 we will have spent S230 
billion. That is 6% of the gross 
national income."

"Our number 1 challenge is to 
solve the problem of government 
spending. In less than 2 years we 
will owe more to foreign countries 
than they owe us. We must 
concentrate on economic growth 
without inflation. We must cut 
federal spending by $50 billion and 
do h in such a way as to spread it 
out."

These goals of balancing the 
budget are bi-partisan. Both houses 
of congress want to stop deficit 
spending, but there are some who 
think it can't be done without 
increased taxes. I think it can. If we 
cut out the waste spending, we could 
save $424 billion during the nexf 3 
years. The Grace Commission has 
2478 ways to eliminate waste. I’m 
not in favor of all of them. I don't 
think the Social Security Fund should 
be tempered with, h  is solvent and 
will stay that way if left alone.

The corporations are not breaking 
any laws by not paying more taxes. 
The corporations are people and the 
shareholders pay taxes on their 
dividends."

One other subject touched on by 
the congressman was the buying of 
oil from foreign countries.

"W e need to be independent by 
permitting the independent oil com­
panies get on with the business of 
finding the oil we need. We have 
vast untapped sources of oil waiting 
if the independent driller were 
permitted to find it. At the present 
time, we are at the mercy of oil 
producing countries who can charge 
any price they choose to ask for their 
crude oil.”

Concerning the power structure of 
the house, the congressman said, 
"In the last election Mr. Reagan 
carried 49 states, and the Re­
publicans hold 49.6% of the votes. 
There a n  only 39% Republicans on 
committees. A good portion of 
Republican legislation gets pegion- 
holed in committee. The structure of 
the house needs to be rearranged so 
that the legislators are more evenly 
distributed."

Asked about the closing of small 
post offices, he said, " I  think there 
should be postal service in every 
rural area. The post office depart­
ment should be self supporting, h is 
not a business, it is a service."

The congressman was most em­
phatic about the proposed nudeur 
waste depository at Hereford.

I’m against it! H isn’t in my 
district, but it’s too close to home for 
me to be in favor of it. It would cost 
from 30 to 100 billion dollars to store 
K there. We have a facility on the 
east coast where it can be reduced to 
about 25% of its present volume. 
We are working on placing it in orbit 
around the planet Jupiter where it 
would orbit for 63 million years. 
Why should they bury it in the 
ground when they can get rid of h for 
that long?"

Prior to the meeting, the congress­
man enjoyed coffee at the Country 
Gub and a barbeque with ' the 
trimmings with the Garendon Col­
lege Sportsman Gub. Others at- 
tendingwere area representative 
Ernie Houdashell, Mr. Floyd Ram­
sey, Mr. and Mrs. Bill Hill, Mrs. 
Patricia Leffew, and Mrs. Terry 
Floyd."

Mr. Hill is the County Campaign 
Manger and Mrs. Leffew is the 
secretary for the Area Chamber of 
Commerce, and Mrs. Floyd is the 
Donley County Home Extension 
Agent.

vestigators say Ms. Rios, 21, was 
shot to death on February 12, 1984, 
during a family disturbance dt her 
residence. At the time of the 
shooting, Jose and Lilly Rios were 
estranged.

Rios was arraigned for his wife’s 
murder and posted bond. When he 
failed to appear for a trial, a warrant 
was issued for his arrest. To 
compound his problems, Rios also 
was named in a Mandage, ordering 
his return to prison for five years on a 
theft charge.

This week the Texas Crime 
Stoppers Advisory Council is offering 
a SI,000 reward for information 
leading to the capture of Rios.

He is 5-3, 140 pounds, with black 
hair and brown eyes. He sometimes 
wears a small, scraggly beard and 
speaks broken English.

In the past, Rios has used the alias 
Juan Antonio Chavez-Zamora.

He has worked at various auto 
dealerships and body shops as a 
mechanic.

Anyone with information concern­
ing Rios’ whereabouts is asked to call 
Texas Crime Stoppers toll-free at 
1-800-252-8477 or their local Crime 
Stoppers program. In all cases, 
callers do not have to reveal their 
identities.

Texas Most Wanted is a coopera­
tive effort of Texas Crime Stoppers 
and the Department of Public Safety. 
It is designed to enlist the assistance 
of citizens in obtaining information 
about the location of dangerous 
fugitives.

Cash rewards are offered on a 
regular basis by the 127 Crime 
Stoppers programs throughout Texas 
for information leading to the capture 
of other wanted felons.

Does stress affect your 

body? Yes, reports Andrew 
Lovy, D.O., director of psychi­
atric training and education, 
Michigan Osteopathic Medi­
cal Center, Detroit.

Doctors have found both in­
ternal and external reg­
ulators of the body in re­
sponse to stress. Some inter­
nal regulators are adrenalin, 
blood sugar and other prod­
ucts that prepare the body for 
“fight or flight” reactions. In 
times of stress, almost all of 
the body’s major systems are 
affected, including the car­
diovascular, neurq-mU8cular,_ 
respiratory, and renal and di­
gestive systems. External 
regulators include all en­
vironmental elements that 
are seen as stressful by the 
individual, including such 
elements a8 job, school, fam­
ily and adjustment problems.

According to Dr. Low. an

of Stress
osteopathic physician, stress 
can cause real damage to 
target organs. This damage 
can take the form of ulcers, 
asthma, colitia, dermatitis, 
migraine headaches or back­
aches.

Dr. Lovy reminds us that 
frequently it is the accumula­
tion of stressors which will fi­
nally break down a function­
ing system.

The first line of defense is 
to isolate the stressors, iden­
tify them, and try to deal with 
them one at a time. Another 
strategy is to develop regular 
work, sleep, diet and recre­
ation cycles.

Diet has become increas­
ingly important. When stress 
begins to mount, busy people 
find themselves falling into 
improper eating habits which 
can lead to vitamin deficien­
cies and excess weight.

Q: I am considering taking in a fos­
ter child. I have Just learned that the 
child is not eligible for Medicaid. 
Since she wIN he a foster child in my 
care, she will not be eligible for cov­
erage on my family insurance pol­
icy. Who will pay for her medical 
expenses?

A: If the foster child is being placed 
in your home by an agency, such as 
the Texas Department of Human Re­
sources. you should check with the 
agency to determine if they have insur­
ance available Perhaps, the agency 
could have the child's parents or guard­
ian take out a policy. As an alternative, 
you could go into District Court and 
seek to be appointed a managing tem­
porary conservator of the child, asking 
the Court to order the parents to pay 
sufficient support for insurance pre­
miums. This procedure would be ex­
pensive; you would need a private at­
torney. Finally, if neither an agency nor 
the parents can or will pay the medical 
bills, you might look into buying a pol­
icy at your own expense.
