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Celebrates S0 Years s

Saturday, May 11, 1935—just
another spring day to millions of
Americans. The send-a-dime chain
letter craze was at its height. Rear
Admiral Byrd returned from another
trip to Antartica, and the Cleveland
Indians and New York Giants led the
major bascball leagues.

President Franklin D. Roosevelt
hurriedly completed work left from
the week prior to leaving for a
weeckend outing at the Woodmont
Rod and Gun Club near Hancock,
MD.

One last-minute task was par-
ticularly pleasurable to the President.
He signed Executive Order 7037,
creating a federal agency to begin a
program of rural electrification.

In creating the Rural Electrifica-
tion Administration, Roosevelt had
hopes of realizing the righting of a
wrong he had resented since the
mid-1920s and earlier.

He related a few years later that his
electricity bill at his rural Warm
Springs cottage in Georgia ‘‘was
about four times what I paid at Hyde
Park, New York.”

That bill, he said, set him to think-
ing about about a national plan for
rural electrification.

This May 11, rural electric systems
throughout the nation will be mark-
ing the 50th anniversary of that
event.

Major events commemorating the
anniversary will be held in Warm
Springs, GA; Madison, SD;
Washington, DC, and at hundreds of
local rural electric systems in 46
states.

In 1935 rural America was in the
dark—nine out of ten American
farms did not have electricity.

FDR's signature and a people-led
cooperative crusade brought power,
light and economic stability to the
countryside after a long and difficult
struggle against all odds.

Today, nearly 1,000 member-

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In the ’30s,'40 KWH a Month
Seemed Like a ‘Pipe Dream’

When rural electric cooperatives
were first organized, their directors
and managers wondered mightily
How they and their neighbors were
going to use all the electricity the lines
were built to cafry. Forty kilowatt-
hours (KWH) a month seemed
impossible.

Their,_apprehensions were short-
lived, as a review of national rural
electric growth rates indicates. Ten
vears after the program ‘‘took off’’
irf 1938, the astronomical figure of 40
KWH, thought to be wildly op-
timistic earlier, had trebled to more
than 120 KWH as a national average
of on-farm consumption in 1948,
And electric consumption in rural
areas continued to rise at phenomenal
rates for several decades. The ac-
celerating consumption, combined
with the millions of farms that were
being electrified for the first time
made rural electrification rhe growth
industry in agricultural areas for
many years—much to the delight of
appliance and equipment manufac-
tyrers and dealers.

/ In 1938, when 40 KWH seemed
like a pipe dream, the typical rural
electric system had built and was
operating 250 miles of line with
$230,000 the co-op had borrowed
from the Rural Electrification Ad-
miinistration. The fledgling electric

utflity had about 800 consumer-

members who had elected directors to
govern the affairs of the organiza-
tion. The co-op staff consisted of a
manager, a bookkeeper, a line
foreman and crew.

By the time of the bombing of
Pearl Harbor in December, 1941, and
the outbreak of World War I1, there
were nearly 775 rural electric systems
operating or under development
across rural America. The war effort
slowed the advance of rural elec-
trification, but at its close, new
legislation was enacted by Congress
to complete the job. This legislation
liberalized interest rates and payback
periods for REA loans, making rural
electrification possible for even the
most remote regions.: ;

By 1947 there were still 2.5-million
farm families without light and
power, but the period of rural elec-
trification’s greatest growth was
about to begin. Feverish and fantastic

wth followed for electric co-ops
all across the nation. By 1948, more
than 40,000 consumers a month were
being connected to co-op lines. In
1949 alone, 184,000 miles of electric
line—more than 15,000 miles a
month, or 700 miles a working day,
were energized.

trified and there were 1.2 million
miles of electric lines singing along
America's rural roads and highways.

By May of 1960, the 25th anniver-
sary of REA, the big push for the
construction and development of the
local co-op systems had resulted in 97
percent of all U.S. farms being
electrified.

But the bringing of light and power
over the rural lines to farm familics
for the first time did not complete the
rural electrification program and
REA's and the electric co-ops’ mis-
sions. The growth of electric con-
sumption was pushing upward an
average of 20 KWH a year and there
was no let-up in sight. That meant
new and heavier high-voltage lines
had to replace the original system and
additional and more powerful substa-
tions had to be built, all requiring big
capital investments.

Another new challenge confronted
rural electrics on the 25th anniversay
of REA —the securing of an adequate

supply of wholesale power to meet
the mounting demands of the
distribution systems and its members.

In the first 25 years of rural elec-
trification, the rural electric systems

“had built a few small generating
plants and lines of their own with
REA financing, but the majority of
their power came from two outside
sources—purchases from private
power companies and from the
federal government’s power system
of hydroelectric dams. By 1960, rural
electric consumption was outstripp-
ing the capacity of these sources to
provide further power at wholesale
for the co-ops.

One response was to create new
groups and federations of co-ops to
generate and transmit power to
several—or many—Ilocal distribution
systems. Today, these power supply
networks reach over vast regions to
supply an increasing portion of the
power needed by cooperative
members.

Early crews, like this one stringing lines in Kansas, built lines on an “‘assembly
line”’ basis. A succession of workers went along country roads surveying, drop-
ping poles and hardware, digging holes and setting poles, then sthinging lines.
This REA innovation was one of those which helped cut the cost of building

rural lines to a third of what they had been only two years earlier. J

New Helper In the Household,
New Hired Hand for the Farm

Washing, ironing, cooking, sewing,
preserving foods - a hundred
household tasks - were revolutioniz-
ed for the farm wife.

REA accelerated the use of electric
household appliances by educating
co-op consumers about electricity and
its .uses. The agency, in the typical
fashion of its early, activist style, took
rural elciriﬁcation on the road with
a circus fent and trucks loaded with
demonstration equipment not just for
the home, but for all the barnyard and
agricultural uses that the farmer and
his sons were hungering to learn and
master,

It didn’t take long after the light
and power came into the farm home
that farmers and ranchers realized its
potential for lightening their daily
work. Electricity could grind feed,
pump water, shell corn and saw wood.
Electricity furnished the bright lights
in the barnyard, giving precious extra
hours to bring in the harvest.

At the heart of all these lightened
labors and increased productivity was
the electric moter—the new “hired
hand’

Before electricity, the farmer’s idea

of a good hired hand was a “steady
worker’—one who was healthy and
didn’t loaf on the job, who didn’t go
off on a periodic spree or wander off
in the middle of harvest.

Now the farmer had that steady
hand. A one-horsepower motor could
do as much work in an hour as a man
could do in a day. It became the most
steady, reliable worker the farmer or
rancher had ever known.

The fears that no one would ever
use all the electric “juice” flowing
through the new co-op’s power lines
were dispelled as rural men and
womén flocked to the appliance stores
on Main Street to purchase appliances
and equipment.

A survey by one rural electric
systemonly 12 months after it
brought in electric service, showed
how dramatic the purchase of ap-
pliances and equipment had been:
84.3 percent of its member-consumers
had electric irons and radios; 63.2 per-
cent had washing machines; 48.2 per-
cent had vacuum cleaners, 35.5 per-
cent had toasters; 27.1 percent had
electric motors and 16.2 percent had
water pumps.

The Rural Electrification Act was
passed by Congress in 1936, the year
after REA was created by Executive
Order. Sponsored by Senator George
Norris (R-NE) and Rep. Sam
Rayburn (D-TX) it continued the
REA and established a loan program
to finance qualified entities willing to
provide electric service to rural areas.
Preference was given to nonprofit
enterprises.

a special commemorative stamp.
The first day of issue ceremony will
take place in Madison, SD, the head-
quarters town of East River Electric
Cooperative, a generation and
transmission rural electric system that
provides power to 24 distribution
cooperatives and one municipal
system. Altogether, the power-supply
cooperative provides electricity for
nearly 200,000 people in South
Dakota and western Minnesota.
Special guests at the May 11 event
will include U.S. Postmaster General
Paul N. Carlin, who will officially
issue the stamp, members of the
South Dakota delegation to the U.S.
Congress, and Vernon C. Williams,
president of the National Rural Elec-
tric Cooperative Association.
Invited guests will include the
stamp’s designer, Howard Koslow, an
artist who also has the Brooklyn
Bridge commemorative stamp and
the Tennessee Valley Authority com-
memorative stamp to his credit.

The South Dakota site was chosen
for the first day of issue because of
the importance of agriculture to the
state and because of the emphatic in-
fluence rural electrification has had
on making American agriculture and
the agrarian lifestyle more productive.
As with most commemoratives, the
Postal Service will print 160 million
REA stamps. They will go on sale
May I, the first day of issue, and will
be sold for about 60 to 90 days
through local post offices. First day
of issue postmarks can be obtained
at the opening day ceremonies in
Madison or through written requests
to the Postal Service.
