from year to year. We used crepe 
paper, but could only use it once. 
If it didn’t tear off, it would fade 
until there wasn’t any color. Now 
we have the vinyl that can be used 
more than once. It helps keep the 
cost down. Even now, the costs 
mount up. If  you use a kit that 
comes ready to assemble, you can 
spent from $500.00 up. That's why 
we try to use as much o f the 
material over and over, when we 
can. I get most o f the material from 
Minnesota. I ’ ve been ordering 
from the same company for years. 
I think we will have some out­
standing floats in the parade this 
year. I think everyone will es­
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pecially like the one that the Little 
Future Queens will ride. I have had 
some excellent help over the years. 
There have been so many. I ’ d hate 
to try to name them, because I’m 
sure I’d miss some o f them. It’ s 
been very rewarding for me and I 
really enjoy seeing the completed 
floats.”

Mrs. Weatherly always sees to H 
that there is at least one Hedley 
float in every parade in this area. 
She has taken floats to Wellington, 
Memphis, Clarendon, Shamrock 
and Turkey.

makes settlement

A settlement agreement provid­
ing an increase in base rates and a 
decrease in fuel cost charges has 
been reached in the West Texas 
Utilities Co. rate case now pending 
before the Public Utility Com­
mission of Texas.

Veterans should safeguard 

documents

Veterans concerned about their 
families’ well-being after they are 
gone can ease their worry by safe­
guarding basic documents relating 
to military service, life insurance 
and Veterans Administration cor­
respondence, says Stephen 
Lemons, Director o f the Waco VA 
Regional Office.

Securing papers, marriage cer­
tificates or child custody evidence 
from fire, theft or loss could be one 
o f the most important legacies a 
veteran can leave the family, ac­

cording to Lemons. Other docu­
ments that should be protected and 
filed with family papers are govern­
ment and commercial life insurance 
policies, any VA correspondence 
with Identifying claim numbers or 
aodal security numbers, will*, and 
where applicable, naturalization 
paper*.

The regional office director re­
minds families that they should be 
aware of survivor benefits as well. 
These include death pension, 
dependency and idemnity compen­
sation for service-connected death, 
burial benefits and interment in a 
national cemetery.

“ The few minutes spent by the 
veteran organizing and protecting 
documents -- and informing the 
family -  can do much to avoid 
anguish during times o f emotional 
stress,”  said Lemons.

He said veterans should en­
courage family members to seek 
information and assistance con­
cerning benefits at the Waco VA 
Regional Office. That office can be 
reached toll free by using the 
number listed in the local telephone 
directory.
